In that =pirit, (pun
intendead) we encourage You to experiment with the inaredients of cur drinks if theV don't meet with
Your individual taste. Remember, the part You play in the mixing of these drinks is the most
important ingredient of alll

A short review of the terms and their definitions as used in this guide may be helpful. Alwave

follow the instructions accurately. When it says STIR, that is the thing to do. The length of time a
drink is stirred is important; for the ice ic melting 211 the time. Too much stirring dilutes the

drink, too hittle fails toc chill and mix the ingredients properly. When it savs SHAKE, then shake.

and use cracked or cubed ice unless otherwise noted. Use of an electric blender is intended with the
instruction BLEND. Sometimes, when preparing frozen drinks, it may be necesczary to turn the blender
on and off several times ta get a thick, smooth mixture. When preparing hot drinke that are served
in & glass, we recommend a spoon be placed in the glass BEFORE pouring the hot mixture in. This will
prevent the glass from craclking.

The use of mixers (especially carbonated ones) can be critical to the success of Your drink. Always

ucse fresh carbonated mixers that won't go flat in the glase. Carbonated water; charged water,

seltzer and club soda are essentially the same thing. They are listed as SCDA 1in these recipes.

With The Eight Bit Bartender, drinks can be searched in three fields and all drinks are cross
referenced. IT You want the recipe for a particular drink, type in the name and it will show on the
screen. If the recipe is not included in this guide, an " I don't serve that!” mes=age will appear.
Drinks can also be searched for by catagory, i.e. Cocktail, Highball, Punch,; Tall & Cooly Chill
Chaser (hot drink). You will notice that the catagories are also coler coded: Buff, Yellow, Orange,
Blue and Red respectively. For purposes of identifications; we have categorized drinls in this
manner: Cocktails are served in Cocktail or Old Fashicned glassesy Highballs are those drinl:s
usually served in Highball glasses, Tall and Cool driniz= are those =erved in Collins glacsses.
Finally, You may search the drinks by “main liquar®. For example, if You are looking for a drink
made with vodla, tYpe in vodka and the Bartender wili show You all the drinks he serves containing
vodiza as the main liquor. The same is true of drinks made with scotch, rV¥e, teguila, wine, rum,
bourbons brandy, and sloe gin. Ligueurs may alco be asked for bY name. WHISEEY referc to any
BLENDED WHISKEY, such as Seagram's Seven, Canadian; etc..

A great deal of research went into compiling thic guide. The most common recipes from across America
have been incorporated, thanks to the cooperation of popular coclitail lounges in major cities.
