There isa 
guide to convening the programs to work on your computer on pages 10-1 l 
and the convemons for Sinclair computers, which use slightlvrton-standard 

BASIC, are given at the end of the book. 

Alongside all the programs there are derailed expl&:nat1ons of how they 
work and of useful techniques and routines which you could use m your own 

programs. There are lots of ideas, too, for experimenting with the programs 
and adapting them for carrying oUI dillerenl tasks.
