The Lost Tribe of Tandy 
Welcome to the strange. dark land of 

TRS-80 mJcrocomputlng. Have a seat. 
and let's talk for a few minutes. 

I'm tempted to ask how on earth you 
ever got here. The old and tangled trails 
that wind through the MS-DOS jungles 
are dangerous, and not too many people 
make the trip. Most are discouraged by 
their friends. who have heard the horror 
stories of what It's like In the savage 
world of 8-blt computing. But no matter. 
Perhaps you're simply one of those cu­
rious. carefree souls who ltkes the smelJ 
of danger. The fact Is that you're here. so 
you might as welJ know what we're all 
about. 

I can't say that the horror stories are 
entirely unfounded. It's a long way to civ­
ilization. and you've got to have a stom­
ach for wilderness living. Even many of 
the toughest old leather-skinned explor­
ers have forsaken these Impenetrable 
swamps and forests for the comforts of the 
modem world. You might have seen signs 
of their departure on the trail, the broken 
expansion Interfaces and rusted drive cas­
ings and ruined monitors, tossed care­
lessly aside to rot. 

But there's another side to It as well. 
While survival can sometlmes be rough, 
you can also live comfortably here. And 
there 's a certain undenlable satlsfacUon 
In knowtng that your success ls based 
partly on your own resourcefulness and 
creativity. 

Anyway, Jet's take a look around. This 
Is the main compound. As you can see, 
you're not the only new one: many of 
these houses are newly buUt. You'll un­
doubtedly get to know their owners be· 
fore too long: around here, a sense of 
community Is the key to well-being and 
happiness. 

The compound Is much smaller than 
It used to be. as the ruins that surround 
us testify. We were once the largest set­
Uement In the jungle, wtth thousands of 
acres cleared for cultivation: you could 
see the fields and roads and clusters of 
houses to the horizon. 

Then IBM started up. and we began to 
have trouble holding people here. Our 
benefactors, Tandy Corp.. looked on as 
one caravan after another wended Its 
way back. waving the MS-DOS standard 
In the breeze. It was pretty damned de­
pressing at the tlme, with the dozens of 
boarded up shops and the weeds taking 
over the streets. But you get used to 
modest living. 

As you might guess. we've got a closed 
economy, without much Interaction 
with the rest of the world. A handful of 
craftamen sell their goods-a few DBMs, 
a half-dozen or so word processors. some 
spreadsheets, and the like-but we do a 
Jot of our own work. You're probably 
going to have to learn some Basic If you 
don't know It already. Many of us also 
know at least a smattering of Assembly. 

Fortunately, we're blessed with a Jot of 
good tools, including TRSDOS 6.X and 
the utility packages supplied by third­
party vendors. Visitors from the outside 
marvel at what our backwater culture 
can do. and on occasion will even admit 
that we can do things better. 

You might be Interested to know the 
advantages to living here. For starters, It 
won't cost you much to get by. Also, the 
equipment Is pretty good: you won't find 
a computer around that will give you as 
much for the money as the Model 4 does. 
And whatever we might think ofsome of 
Tandy's peculiar ideas on marketing, 
they provide pretty decent support. and 
will be doing business for the foreseeable 
future. 

Most Important. though. Is that we're a 
light-knit community. Those who have 
been here for a while are willing to share 
the.Ir knowledge. The people who sell soft· 
ware. peripherals, and add·<ms will give 
you personal and reliable service. 

The disadvantages? Well. you won' t 
get much respect when you visit the out­
side world. When you say "TRS-80, " 
you 'II get a lot of blank stares. a few nos· 
talglc comments from those who lived 
here once, and perhaps an Inquisitive 
comment from an anthropology stu­
dent. You'll feel like you belong to a lost 
tribe. 

You'll also find yourself losing touch 
with the rest of the world If you're not 
careful. You can live here for years w1th­
out knowing anything about MS-DOS. 
dBase II, 1-2-3, or Sidekick-not that you 
have much reason to. 

As for 80 Micro. we're the local rag. a 
combination of shopper. town crier. and 
Information service. We'll give you the 
low-down on how to make your experl· 
ences here less stressful and more re· 
warding. 

So enjoy your stay. And If you ever get 
a bit frustrated. or feel like you're living 
life In the slow lane. just remember: It's 
a jungle out there.

Q•My 16K Model I has served me 
•well until recently. Now, when· 

ever I type ln characters or the computer 
displays messages on the screen, the let· 
ters 0-Z and numerals 0-9 appear as 
A-N and uppercase symbols. The letters 
A-N print correctly. The computer 
seems to recognize the correct letters 
even though they're wrong on the 
screen. In fact, the command 
PRINT "ABCDEFGHlJKLMNOPQRSTU 
VWXYZ" gives me the correct letters. 
Can you suggest where to start trouble­
shootl ng? (John Malktsch. Morris 
Plains. NJ) 

A •My first Instinct Is to say that 
•your video display chip has gone 

bad and needs to be replaced. or that one 
of the character generator output lines ls 
flaky. Beyond that I can't help. I suggest 
you take the unit to a Radio Shack com· 
puter repatr center. 

Qe I own a 4K Model ID. Because of 
•the cost, It's foolish to buy an up­

grade from Radio Shack. Is there a finan. 
clally sensible way to upgrade to a 
fancier level with more memory? (Bob 
Amis. Hopldnsvl.lle, KYJ 

A •Yes, It's easy to do your own up­
•grade. First, call Radio Shack's 

National Parts Division (817-870-5662) 
and order the appropriate technical 
manual. Then buy three eight-chip sets 
of 16K RAM-one chip Is 16K by I bit, 
so eight chips give you 16K by 8 bits. 
Unplug your computer and remove the 
top according to the technical manual's 
disassembly Instructions. Remove the 
bank of 4K chips and replace them with 
the 16K chlps. then fill the 32 empty 
sockets beside them with the remaining 
16K chips. The technical manual has 
diagrams of memory chip positions. 
Make sure you've Inserted all chips prop­
erly. with the notches lined up in the 
right direction . Reassemble the com· 
puter and check memory size. If It's only 
32K or 16K. you may have a bad chip. 

Through trial and error, you'll get a full 
system. Now, get a Level ll ROM chip 
from National Parts. To install the chip. 
you'll need the full Installation lnstruc· 
tion package. Disk drives and an RS-232 
board are just as easy to add. You can 
order them from National Parts or from 
other companies that sell Model IU up­
grade kits. By doing the upgrade your· 
self, you should save several hundred 
dollars. 

Q e I have an answer to Rodney Mag· 
•1ente 's question about saving 

long programs with Radio Shack's Se­
rles I Editor/Assembler (January 1985, 
p. 18). He should change the byte at 
4AEA hexadecimal (hex) from 00 to FF 
hex. The editor/assembler's Save rou· 
tine uses the BC register to count the 
lines saved. The program enters this 
routine wtth BC containing 0003 hex 
(211 decimal). The patch changes this to 
FFD3 hex, which lets you store as many 
lines ofsource code as you 'II ever be able 
to at In memory and assemble. I used 
Howe Software's Monitor #3 to make the 
patch and write the modified program to 
tape. I lost count of the hours I spent 
solvtng this problem, but the effort was 
worth It. I have some source programs 
that take etgbt to 10 minutes to load. Be 
forewarned that savtng lengthy source 
code requires long, good tapes. (Merritt 
H. Derr, Inman. SCJ 

A •Thanks for the Information. See 
eGreg Wolking's letter below for a 

method that doesn't require a monitor 
program. 

QeSolvlng Rodney Malgente's prob­
•!em Involves changing only 1 byte 

in the Series I Editor/ Assembler program. 
but you need a hJgh·memory monitor to 
make the fix permanent. If you don't have 
a monitor program, use the System com­
mand to load EDTASM. When the • ? 
promptappears. type In/181 and press the 
enter key. This returns you to the memory 
size prompt; type ln 17980. which protects 
the edltor/assem bl.er from Basic. Now type 
ln POKE 19177.14 to fix the file length 
problem. Type In SYSTEM. Answer the'? 
prompt with /19434 to start the program. 

It's wise to PEEK address 19177 to 
make sure you have the same EDTASM 
version; the result of the PEEK should be 
6. Otherwtse, you'll have to look else­
where to solve the problem. 

You must follow these steps every 
time you load EDTASM. Note that the 
procedure doesn't affect the L-command 
since EDTASM loads the entire file at 
once, no matter how long It ls. Also, It's 
especially Important to save your files 
more than once. The longer the file. the 
greater the chance of losing a byte or 
two. It takes only one bad byte to trash 
an entire file, and as yet I know of no way 
to repatr a bad cassette file . 

Note that there's no problem with the 
length of object flJes as long as you have 
enough RAM to assemble the program.

But don't feel put out by that: th" lBM

Micro Systems Software's technical 
department told me OOSPLUS 3.5 could 
not support double-sided operation on 
drive zero due to the Model I's hardware 
limitations. They told me that drives 
other than zero can be double-sided , and 
saJd the problem was probably In the 
drive-cable. 

Aerocomp was more spec\f\c. They 
told me that Rac!Jo Shack's programmed 
drive cable uses pin 32 to control drive 
3, so pin 32 Is missing from the cable 
edge card connector on drives 1 and 2. 
Tandon uses pin 32 to tell a drive it's 

supposed to be double-sided. I made a 
new cable with pin 32 on drive 1. This 
gtves me satisfactory results with a sin· 
gle-slded drive zero and a doublc:-slded 
drive l . 1f there's a way to get double­
sided operation on drive zero. I'd like to 
know about It. Also. Is the terminator's 
correct location on the final drive. or on 
drive zero? My computer seems to work 
equally well both ways. (Oscar A . Hevia. 
Tampa. FL)

• anywhere on a four-drive sys­

tem. as long as one and only one drive 
has the resistor pack. Tandon prefers 
that the pack be in drive 1. while Rad.lo 
Shack, the last I beard, prefers that It be 
In drive zero. For more advice on double­
slded disk drive operation, read on. 

Qe I had problems s1mllar to Chuck 
• Fullgi-af's when 1 upgraded to 

double-sided disk drives. I went to the 
nearest Radio Shack and bought a nor­
mal 34-pln edge card connector to re· 
place the one with the missing pins. 
Another solution Is to make a new cable 
with two new ends. 

Once you've Installed the new cable. 
configure the drives using the DIP (dual 
In-line package) switches, or jumpers, as 
Internal 0.1 and/or O, l external How­
ever. tfyou do this to the external drive. 
TRSDOS 6.1 or 1.3 won't acknowledge 
that drive. Another of life 's mysteries. 

Be aware that the Model lll/4's drives 
are configured as 0.1 tntemal and 0, I ex­
te.mal. Rac!Jo Shack chose to make the 
external connector on the disk control ­
ler's PC board the same as the Internal 
pin out. If you set the external drives' 
DIP switches to 2.3 . they won't work 
propei-ly. (Mel Patrick, Surrey, BC)

settings, but what do you mean 
TRSDOS won' t acknowledge the exter­
nal drive? All you have to do Is use the 
System command to tell the DOS that 
you Installed an external drive.

the only way to get double-sided ope.ration 
ts to have the DOS already on a double· 
sided disk. For the format uUllty to work 
correctly with only one drive. you must 
still have the terminating resistor ln place. 
On the other hand, on a dual-drive com­
puter, you must remove both resistors. 

You can ' t use the back-up utility to 
back up a single-sided disk to a double­
sided c!Jsk or vice versa. 1 haven't been 
able to back up a double-sided disk thal 
has the complete DOS on It. 

I've used the following method to back 
up DOSPLUS 3.5 from a single-sided 
c!Jsk to a double-sided disk. or from dou­
ble-sided to double-sided; Put a single­
sided DOS disk In drive zero. and load 
the format utlllty.

Tandy rewrote the click filter for 
TRSDOS 6 .2 .

and CHNIO's @GETs (@KBD. @KEY.

Qe I've been considering convertlng 
e my Models I and Ill to CP/M. In 

the December 1983 80 Mlcro (p. 122), 
you reviewed three Model Ill kits. My ob­
jective Is to convert both computers so 
they can run the same software and read 
the same files. as well as run their re­
spective TRSDOS programs. I'd also like 
to expand to 128K If It's practical. Am I 
dreaming? If not. which kils would ac­
complis h what I wanl and which would 
you recommend. Also. can I convert a 
Color Computer to CP/M to spread the 
compatibility three ways? (Fred B. Cri· 
gler. Roswell. GA) 

A •Yes. It's possible to convert both 
• computers to CP/M so that they' ll 

run the same CP/M software .You can 
convert a Model I by setting It up as a 
48K or as a 64K system. However. the 
48K configuration causes problems. Be­
cause of a conflict with the Model um 

ROM/RAM. you have to alter CP/M to 
start at 4000 hex. This gives you a non­
standard version incapable of runnJng 
about 90 percent of the CP/M software 
on the market. 

The second conversion method re­
quires a hardware modification that lets 
you switch RAM Into the logical posi­
Uons that the ROM occupies, making the 
computer Into a 64K machine. Thls way. 
you can run standard CP/M and all aval1­

able software. The Model I hardware 
modification is tricky because of close 
tolerances Inside the keyboard case. As 
I explained In my article. the Mod I m 
conversion Isn't that difficult. 

Model I CP/M kits are available fTom 
MJcrohatch fP.O. Box 501. DeWltt. NY 
13214) and from Holmes Engineering 
(3555 S. 3200 W., Salt Lake City, UT 
84119). You '11 also have to upgrade your 
Model Jdisk drives to double-density op­
eration before you can swap disks with 
your Model m. unless you restrict Model 
Ill disks to single-density. As for getting 
128K of RAM. you can't actually address 
more than 64K with ZBO CP/M. 

You might be able to get a Color Com­
puter CP/M card from Wayne Technol­
ogy (P .O. Box 5196 . Anaheim . CA 
92804). even though they've disconun­
ued the product. or from Color Power 
Unlimited (1260 Sprtngfield Ave .. P.O. 
Box 606F, New Providence, NJ 07974) . 
Both unJts require an external BO-col­
umn by 24-llne display monitor. Both 
also use double-density disks and re­
quire a 64K Color Computer. 

I beUeve owners ofcassette-basedQ• 
• Model llJ's would flnd my method 

of handiing Basic data rues, which I've 
called TBase. interesting. 

TBase Is a set of 19 Assembly-lan­
guage subroutines for conveniently us­
ing the Model Ill 1.500-baud cassette 
Interface to store and retrieve data flies 
for Baslc programs. much as disk Basic 
uses ASCII data flles . It takes only 27 
bytes of data statements to let any Basic 
program load TBase via a programmed 
System statement. TBase data files are 
In cassette Scripslt format. so you can 
use Scrlpslt's full -screen capabilities to 
create or edit them . However. Scripsit 
isn't necessary; Basic programs using 
TBase can create. modify, and display 
their own data Illes. 

A TBase data flle Is a relational data 
base. That Is. It consists of numbers and 
strings logically arranged In related rows 
and columns. TBase accepts more th.an 
one data file at a time, limited only by 
Installed memory. The tape Input/out­
put routine provides for multiple copies. 
verification, and tape-o!T delay, to avoid 
capstan damage to the end of a tape file . 

TBase enables the CVI function un­
used In cassette Basic. This makes It 

easy to transfer data records between 
TBase's text buffer and Basic variables. 
TBase can sort any nested set of fields of 
a data file. using a fast vectored shell al­
gorithm.

Auctioneer Ross 
Dove had hoped to get $150 to $200 per 
computer, but he didn 't quite make his 
goaJ. Nonetheless. the sale took In about 
a million dollars, and Convergent called 
It a success. 

Tandyland 
Thi• ls one of those good news, bad 
news stories. Tandy"s share of the home 
compu ter market dropped from 8 per­
cent ln 1983 to 7 percent In 1984. That's 
the bad news. The good news is that the 
Industry-wide factory value of ship­
ments for all home computers rose by 
$800 million from 1983 to 1984. So 
Tandy made more money. Tandy exec­
u tives have always claJmed that market 

have been ahead of the mar· 
ket over the last few weeks. In fact. Tan­
dy's become a market favorite." 

Mark Manson ofDonaldson. Luflc.ln. and 
Jenerette SecurtUes. echoed Miller's com­
ments. ·'Tandy ts one of the hottest stocks 
on the market." he said. "Stnce the first of 
the year. Tandy's gone from $24 to $34 ... 

Neither analyst seemed to think the 
PCjr's ex it from the home computer 
scene would significantly affect the per­
formance of Tandy stock. Miller said IL 
would be only a "modest poslUve." Be­
cause Tandy's stock has always moved 
In cycles. Miller saJd Tandy's benefit 
from decreased competition would be 
short term. Manson put It dllferently: ..In 
the long run. the demise of the PCjr can 
only help Tandy. but they were doing 
very well anyway. even while thejr was 
sUIJ around." 

Now that Tandy's 6000 bas super ­
seded the Tandy 168, you migh t wonder 
what Tandy 's doing with all those out­
of-date computers. ll turns out the gov­
ernment's taklng a lot of them off Tan­
dy's hands. 

The Army Is buying 283 unJts. and 
has taken an option on 45 more. Since 
16Bs cost about $4,000 apiece. the deal 
could bring In almost $\ rnl\llon for 
Tandy . The Army will use the com ­
puters at Fort Stewart in Georgia and ln 

West Germany to track supplies and 
equlpment. 
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"There's DO deal, DO conversatJon," 
saJd Ron Stegal. senior VP of Tandy's 
business products division. He was talk· 
Ing about rumors that Radio Shack 
Computer Cen ters might sell Atarts Ln 
the near future. Stegal told the San Jose 
M ercury News that Tandy wouldn't 
even consider selling Atari computers 
unless It had Atart all to Itself. 

How this rumor even got started ls a 
mystery. Consider the two companies' 
sales strategies. Rad.Jo Shack sells only 
Its own products or products to which It 
holds exclusive rtghts. Atari Is a mass­
merchandiser that shuns computer spe· 
clalty stores. 

James L. Copland. Atari's vice presl· 
dent of marketing. says his company's 
mission Is. "selling to the masses. not to 
the classes." Though the two computer 
companies may compete for buyers Ln 
the same market. It's unlikely you'll see 
their products on the same shelf. 

The Atari rumor wasn't the only one 
to reach 80 Micro this spring. There 
were rumblings on CompuServe and 
other sources about a new Tandy com· 
puter: an MS.DOS br1cfcase model to be 
called the Tandy 800. 

According to the scu ttlebutt. the com· 
pu ter will have one disk dr1ve and a Fres· 
net lens flip-u p screen. (Fresnel lenses. 
like those In lighthouses. use a ser1es of 
concentric lenses to concentrate light.) 
When I asked Stewart Weinstock. Tan· 
dy's product manager for portable com· 
putcrs. about all this. he saJd he knew 
nothing about an MS· DOS portable 
about to come out. 

WelDatock, by the way, baa some 
new responsibilities at Radio Shack. 
He's now product manager for the Model 
4. replacing Davld Prager. Meanwhile. 
Frager. who also handled the Tandy 
1000. Is taking charge of Tandy's entire 
MS.DOS line: the 1000. 1200. and 2000. 

l asked Weinstock If the move put any 
kind ofa shadow on the Model 4 's future. 
His comment was emphatic: "There Is 
no Intention to stop producing the Model 
4 . The product continues to be very suc· 
cessfu l and will continue for as long as It 
Is selling.·· 

Ed Juge. Radio Shack's d irector of 
market plannin g. adds that the Model 4 
Is selling especially well to schools. "The 
8·blt machines we sell still have a long 
life ahead of them." saJd J uge. "We're 
even considering upgrades to the Model 
4." When asked for details. netU1er Juge 
nor Weinstock would be specific. but I 
did \earn that some of the 4's most pnp­
ular add-ons might become standard 
equipment. OpUons Tandy's conslder­
tng Include an Internal hard disk drive. 
double.sided d.Jsk drives. and the high· 
resolution graphics board.

MicroTrends 
A report from Future Computing 
Inc. documents some Important 
changes In the home computer market 
over the last year or so. The report com­
pares home computer sales In l984's 
fourth quarter With sales In the final 
quarter of 1983. 

First. sales were down. In 1983. con· 
sumers bought 2 .2 million unlls . In 
1984. the total was l.7 million . Not all 
vendors felt the crunch equally. though . 
The big loser was Commodore. whose 
sales fell 12 percent. Radio Shack lost 8 
percent and Texas Instruments. of 
course. dropped out of the market com· 
pletely (see Figs. I and 2) . 

Apple's sales. however. Jumped 17 
percent. IBM gained 13 percent In the 
home market, attributable to the 
200.000 PCJrs sold within the last three 
months of 1984 (see above). 

Prices for home computers Ln 1984's 
final quarter ranged from $325 for an 
Atart to $1.750 for an IBM. The dollar 
total was $ 1.8 billion. 

Future Computing says. "Consumers 
are buying computers as tools. not just 
as toys.·· P'lfty-nlne percent of the sys· 
terns sold In 1984 had dJ.sk drives: 36 
percent Included printers. Other popular 
pertpherals Included joysticks. more 
memory . modems. and mice. 

As the report makes apparent. games. 
graphics. and sound are not necessarily 
what home computer buyers are looking 
for anymore. Instead. they're tumln~ to 

htgher-pr1ced systems and applicaUons 
software. 

The promoters of SoftcoD, the big 
microcomputer software convenllon. 
can 't claim their show ts getUng bigger 
every year. Attendance at the second an­
nual Softcon. from March 31-Aprll 3 In 
Atlanta. was down significantly . Last 
year 's premiere show In New Orleans 
drew 550 vendors: this time. that num· 
ber dropped lo 250. Yet. the vendors 
didn't seem too disappointed . They felt 
the crowds were more Interested In the 
exhibited products than last year. 

Most products shown were for the IBM 
PC. and most of the remainder were for 
Apples. Only Ontario-based GrtdSQft rep­
resented the TRS·80 market. And Gr1d· 
sofl was there to announce versions of 
Its football predtcUon program-for the 
PC and the Apple . 

To attract people to the show. Softcon 
pald ABC's Ted Koppel $25.000 to mod· 
erate a panel discussion on the future of 
software. The panel Included John Scul­
ley, president and CEO of Apple Comput­
er. Inc., MJtch Kapor. chairman of Lotus 
Development Corp .. industry analyst Es· 
ther Dyson. and Fred Gibbon. president of 
Software Publishing Corp. Unfortunately. 
Koppel steered the discussion away from 
the panel'sarea ofexpertise. business. ask­
tng Instead why anyone would need a 
home computer when most hardware Is 
rusting. or "whatever discarded com­
puters do," in America 'scloselS. 

The panelists said telecommunlca· 
tton would eventually make the com· 
puter a home necessity. while admitting 
the need for an easy-to-use Interface for 
nonlechnjcaJ computer users. None of 
this is parUcularly new: it simply under· 
scores the problems the micro Industry 
has had finding a place In the home . 
Koppel's question wtll remain unan­
swered until. as Mitch Kapor put It. "a 
key Inventor. a Henry Ford. comes up 
with a way lo make cornputel"5 more ac· 
ccsslble to everyday people." 

The microcomputer industry now 
has Its own dally newspaper . This 
month . Zlff-Davts Publishing Co. ts due 
to start up Computer Industry Dally 
(CID). an Industry newspaper to be elec· 
tronically distributed via MCI Mall. 

According to Esther Dyson. editor of 
RELease 1.0. the industry newsleuer 
bought by ZUT·Davls and converted to 
CID. "Our charter Is to provide the com­
puter industry with comprehensive. 
coherent coverage of breaking news here 
and worldwide, especlaUy Japan." The 
six- to 12.·page newspaper will also be 
printed al 18 U.S. locations for readers 
without modems or access to MCI mall .

This screen dump rouUne uses 
only regular text characters, so It should 
work on any type of printer. even a 
daJsy-wheel. The disadvantage Is that 
the printed graphs don't look quite as 
nJce as they do on the screen. and the 
vertJcaJ resolution Is reduced.

200 Isn 't so much a technologtcal Inno­
vation as It ls an upgrade of tts predeces­
sor, ofTertng the same basic features with 
some real hardware and software Im­
provements and a much better design. 

The Hardware Differences 
The Model 200 Is almost exactly the 

same size as the Model 100 (8 114 inches 
deep by 11 5/8 Inches wide by 2 1/8 
Inches high) except that It's slightly 
thJcker. It weighs about the same. too (3 
lbs. , 13.5 ounces). 

The Model 200's most obvious Im­
provement over the 100 ls in Its llquld­
crystal dlsplay: It shows a full 16 lines 
(the Model 100 has an elght-llne display) 
integrated into a flip-up lid that makes 
v1ew1ng easier. When closed, the Ud pro­
tects both the keyboard and the screen. 

The display ts stUl oniy 40 characters 
wide, (the same large size as on the 
Model 100) but this means that all Basic 
and many machine-language programs 
can use the same display parameters. 

You can adjust the plastic lld to either 
of two angles with positive lock action. 
tn addition to the same display angle ad-

combination provides a wide range of 
viewtng angles and also prevents the lid-
slamming syndrome. 

Because the display no longer takes up 
space on the computer's main panel. 
Tandy rearranged the arrow keys Lnto a 
diamond-shaped cluster and moved the 
on/off switch to the top left-hand comer 
ofthekeyboard. TheFl-F8buttonsnow 
sit centered above the keyboard and the 
four dedicated function keys (Break/ 
Pause. Paste. Label. and Print) are on the 
far left. just below the power switch. 

The repositioned on/off switch can 
cause a slight problem . As with the 
Model 100, you can use Basie's Power 
CONT command to disable the 200's 
automatic poweT shutdown.

Basic 
The Mod el 200's Basic Is 

identical to the Model 1oo·s.Photo 3. Relocation of the expansion bus to the rear of thesoftware packages that come except for two additional com·computer makes connecting periphe rals easier.with the Model 100 (Basic. 
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mands: POWER "hh:mm :ss", " mmlddl 
yy". (file name). and VARPTR (file 
buffer). The Power command Is a special 
alarm funcUon: on the speclOed date and 
time, the 200 sounds an alarm and exe· 
cutes the Indicated Basic program. 
You'll find this lime-controlled. auto· 
matte operation useful for late-night au· 
tomalic bulletin board system and 
electronic mall transmissions. 

You can also use the Blann feature with 
the Note.DO Ille (in SCHEDL) to set up to 
255 alarms. each displaying a one-Llne 
prompt when the alarm sounds. 

The other new command, V ARPTR (fll 
buffer). gives you the starting memory ad­
dress of th file buffer you specify for dlrect 
access to Input data. 

Basic programs that run on the Mod I 
100 wlll run on the Model 200, except 
those that use ROM data. However. Model 
100 programs can't use the 200's full 16­
llne display unless you mod1fy Lhem. 

Text 
While the 200's Text commands are 

the same as the Model lOO's. the 200 of­
fers a new List function and greater 
printing capabilities. 

You can select a document's Jin 
length. left margin. page size. lines p r 
page. and Lop margins. You can also con­
trol pagination for single-sheet paper or 
tractor-feed paper. Text may not be as 
fancy as Scrlpsit. but then agaJn It re­
quires no RAM. 

One major improvement Is the scroll 
feature on the larger screen. The Model 
100 scroll was so slow It was painful: the 
200's scroll I so fast you can't even read 
the file as It goes by. 

The F4 key lnvokes the List function. 
List displays ··records" that match a 
given character string. (List considers a 
record any text terminated with a carnage 
return: a word. a Line. or a paragraph.) If 
you want to see each occurrence of a 
strtng. press F4 and type Ln the string. The 
200 displays each occurrence of the string 
In a record. Press F3 for the next occur­
rence of the string. F4 to quJt. or F'8 to go 
back to the maJn menu. 

Text still presents one major problem 
for people using non·Tandy printers: It 
doesn't send a llne feed character wtth 
every carriage return. Tandy refuses to 
support their printer competitors. But 
someone will probably come up wlth a 
patch for this. 

Telecommunications 
TELCOM has some major Improve­

ments over lts Mod I l 00 brother. Lt stlU 
works through both the RS-232 port or 
a mod m, In both direct and acoustic 
modes. but tt offers four additional com­
mands: You can select automatic Une 
reed Insertion with a carriage return. 

originate or answer mode. tone or pulse 
dialing. and filtered ASCII character 
codes below 32 (except carriage retum. 
Line feed, tab, and XON/XOFF charac­
ters). TELCOM also has the ability to 
send a true break to host computers. 

Schedule and Address 
These two programs are essenlially 

the same as their Model 100 counter­
parts. except that you can now edlt rues 
from wflhtn them. lf you want to change 
something In a Note or Address file. you 
don't have to exit the program and go 
Into Text. Just press the F4 button and 
you're there. When finish d , press FS to 
return to the menu, or press F4 to return 
to your called program (Schedule or Ad­
dress). 

Schedule, Address. and List are ac­
tually the same program with three 
names. The difference Ls that ScheduJe 
and Address can only use the file 
Note.DO and ADRS.00. whlle you can 
use List with any text file. 

Documentation 
While the documentallon for the 

Model 200 ts better designed than that 
for the 100. overall It's harder to use and 
understand. Usually. Radio Shack Im­
proves their documentation when they 
upgrade a computer. but not this time. 

The documentation comprises five 
small booklets: the Baste reference 
guide. the MulUplan manual. the TE[... 
COM manual. a quJck-reference chart. 
and an owner's manual. Each manual 
comes ln a 51h- by 8'14-lnch splraJ·bound 
booklet. The two references are smaller. 
measuring 6 by 4 Inches. 

The only good part of the documenta­
tion Is the Basic reference, whJch is bet­
ter organized and provides more detail 
on Basic operations than the Model 100 
manual's section on Baste. Whtie the 
manual lists commands for tnpuUoutput 
with the rest of the BasJc commands. tl 
provides a table of devlc statements 
and functions organized according lo 
the device used. For example. all the 
commands relating to Lnput and output 
of RAM flies appear under the RAM 
heading. Of course. some commands 
show up under more than one heading. 
but thJs one table has all the Information 
on whJch commands go where. This Is 
much easier to use than the Model 100 
quJck-refer nee booklet. 

Unfortunately. the resl of the manuals 
and th other reference guide leave 
much to bed Ired. The MulUplan man­
ual Is poorly organJzed. although ll does 
teach a novtce how to use a spreadsheet. 
Its worst prob! m Is that It doesn't have 
a command Lree chart showing the rela­
tionship between the various function­
key commands and their subsets. 

Also, Ule Instructions for entering data 
Into Multlplan are given in Ule owner's 
manual. wh"e explanations. examples. 
and tutorfals are In the MuJUplan book. 
You can 't just use the MulUplan booklet 
lo get started. You must nrst read the 
pertinent section of the owner's manual. 
then switch to Ule Multlp.lan booklet. 

I found the TELCOM manual espe­
cially difficult to use. You would expect 
to find details on how to set the RS-232 
and modem parameters at the begin­
ning. lnstead. the first five chapters deal 
with subscribing and connecting to var­
ious public computer services. Before I 
log-on. I want to make sure the modem 
parameters are properly set. 

The quJck-reference guide Is actually 
a reference gutde to Multlplan com­
mands and functions. wtth summaries 
of tbe other Model 200 application pro­
grams added for good measure. While 
the booklet comprises only 22 pages. 14 
cover MuJtiplan commands. 

The owner's manual gtves you the In· 
formation that doesn't fit Into the other 
booklets: the 1/0 port Information, phys­
ical data, how to get started In th di.ffer­
ent modes and wtth various peripherals. 
For b gtnners It presents just enough In­
formation to get you started and not a 
bi! more. 

The documentation's savtng grace Is 
the size of the manuals. They all flt In 
the pockets of Radlo Shack's Model 100/ 
200 Carry Bag. The only problem with 
the Carry Bag Is thal Its security strap 
barely fits over the Model 200. If you 
don't have the Carry Bag. get IL You'll 
nnd It worth the money. 

Summary 
Llke the Model 100. the Model 200 Is 

perfect for the beginner. You don't have 
to spend hours learnlng how to use It be­
fore beginning any serious work. It's also 
perfect for fleld work. since you don't 
have to have an ac power supply or bat­
teries the size of a small su1lcase. The 
memory may not be as Large as a desk­
top computer. but field notes or rough 
drafts don't requlre a lot of room. And 
the extra memory banks are a btg help. 

Which ls Ule better buy, the Model 100 
or the 200? The Model 100 Is Inexpen­
sive, and the current avallabillty of 64K 
RAM memory upgrades and spread­
sheets In expansion ROMs give it a lot of 
capability. The only real advantage with 
the Model 200 Is ln Its extensive built-In 
software and the larger screen. If you re· 
quire a true break capability In TEL­
COM. an extended alarm feature. or the 
larger 16-llne display. lhen Lh Model 
200 may just be the machine for you. U 
the extra features aren't that important. 
you might do better to upgrade a Model 
100. The price will be about th same. • 
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$2,500 CAD program..

How does the Model 200 stack up? 
Here are my Impressions after a 
month of using one. 

-Text Is silll a simple cut-and-paste 
editor, but it's an improvement over 
Model 100 Text because you can set 
rtght margins and skip paper perfo­
rations when you prtnt out. The 200's 
16-llne by 40-character screen Is cer­
tainly easier on the eyes. though It's 
still smaller than a conventional dis­
play. Any major wrtting project will 
require a formatting program, such 
as WRJTE -.. . for double-spacing. in· 
denting. and so on. 

The built·ln TELCOM program. 
which more than adequately gets me 
onto MCI Mail and CompuServe. Is 
now smart enough to disconnect 
when It loses the canier. I can also 
exit TELCOM. kill a file or two, and 
reenter the program, all without hav­
ing to log out from the remote com­
puter. 

Journalists who liked the Model 100 
will love the 200. ll'sa natural for man­
agers who need an occasional spread· 
sheet but who can't afford room for a 
desktop. And a student armed with a 
cassette l'"ecorder. WRITE -.. , and a 
small prtnter can bang out tenn papers 
more eas1ly than with an Apple or IBM, 
since the 200 can go to the library. 

Most of us wish that Tandy's new 
computer were ffiM compatible with 
a bigger screen. a sort of half-price 
Data General One. But batteries to 
power several hundred kilobytes (al 
16 bits each) weigh a lot. And have 
you ever tried to read one of those 
large-screen LCDs? I'll stick with the 
Model 200's 16-llne by 40-column 
display. thank you.

I was at first disappointed by the 
Model 200. The rumors of an 80-col· 
umn LCD made llie announced 40­
column by 16-llne screen an anticli· 
max. But now that I've trted It. my 
Impression has changed. 

My biggest problem with the Model 
100 screen was its lack of continuity 
when reading text files. The 200's 
bigger screen does a good job of cor· 
rectlng this by displaying enough 
text to adequately review documents. 

·Other welcome features are the 
changed layout of the function and 
arrow keys, an on/off button above 
the keyboard, fully accessible RAM 
sockets, and the external bus relo­
cated from the bottom of the com­
puter to the back. 

The Model 200 display time and 
scroll speed Is almost three times as 
fast as the lOO's because of the 200's 

much-Improved video driver. But 
Text's select and paste functions are 
much slower. 

Tandy added three additional pa­
rameters to the TELECOM STAT 
command: You can elect to Ignore 
control codes 0-31. you can force line 
feeds with cal'"rtage returns for Incom­
ing.data. and you can set the modem 
In originate or answer mode. 

Radio Shack will modify the hard­
ware of the 200 to use rechargeable 
batteries, which decreases the volt­
age level required to match the lower 
voltage output of NICads. I've used 
Nlcads with my Model 100 for over a 
year now without any kind of a mod­
lflca tlon. I tried a set of fr.eshly 
charged NICads In the 200. While 
they appear to work. I don't ·know 
how long a charge will last.

Since the Model 100 was Intro­
duced In the sprtng·of 1983, portable 
computer users have been waiting for 
Tandy's upgrade to their popular lap­
top. After almost 2 years of antlclpa· 
tton, I'm disappointed with the 
Tandy200. 

True. Tandy heeded the comments 
ofModel 100 users. They added more 
memory and a larger screen. replaced 
the line ofcursor keys with the cursor 
diamond, and fixed some of Text's 
deficiencies. But It still falls short of 
what I expected. The keyboard has a 
loose, clacky feel to it that makes It 
seem cheap. Even the rear-ranged 
function keys are more bother than 
an Improvement. 

My Impressions of the Tandy 200 
aren't all bad. though. Multlplan In 
ROM Is a great addition to the 200's 
firmware. And the additional con­
trols in TELCOM make it much 
more efficient. 
None~eless. In a world that offers 

a wide variety of laptop computers. 
the Tandy 200 is not a standout In 
terms of advanced technology or ex­
panded features. It is. however. a ma­
chine with a solid background. It 
offers standard and usable firmware 
at a price that beats all Its competl· 
tors. It's just not very exciting when 
you consider the advances made in 
portable computers since the Model 
100 came out two years ago.

W hile Tandy markets PFS:Flle and 
Report as two separate packages. 

taken together they make for an impres­
sive data base management system. File 
and Report support numerous advanced 
features. Including full~ data entry 
and editing, ban:! disk drive data storage, 
reformatting data base rues. and prtntlng 
complex reports. among others. 

Running either File or Report Is simple. 
Both automatically load many of TRS­
DOS's system ·overlays into hlgh memory. 
so neither requires an ancillary system 
disk. This greatly increases the amount or 
disk storage available for the data base 
Bies. and Increases the system's execution 
speed during disk tnpuUoutpuL 

PFS:Ftle 
You set up and maintain your data base 

with File. It presents you with a menu of 
seven options to design, add, copy, 
search/update, prlnL and remove records. 
and to exit the system. 

Your first step Is to design a file. AB with 
other data base management programs. 
Ftle breaks up every data base Into indi­
vidual records. It further splits these rec­
ords Into fields. 

Unlike other programs. however, File 
doesn't require that you specify field 
length or type. Instead, you design a form 
far eadl record just by lnsert1ng the llelds' 
headings at whatever position on the 
screen suits you. That's the advantage of a 
full-screen editor-you can permanently 
format a screen using the CUI'BOr to set up 
llelds. And since File supports records of 
up to 32 pages. record length ts vtrtually 
unlimited. 

Once you design the record fonnat you 
enter Information Into the data base. Se­
lect the menu's Add option and enter the 
desired Information. &sides entertng in­
formation wllliln the Umtts of the data 
base's form, l"lle lets you a~ wld 

pages to a record's form without having to 
redesign It. This Is analogous to stapling 
an extra piece of paper to a data sheet. 

Once you add records. you can display 
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or edlt them With the search/update mode. 
Ifyou want to search or update only a few 
reards (rather than the entire data base). 
you can select the records by partial 
string, w1ldcard string, numerlc value. or 
relatlonal combinations. Once you supply 
the search spedficatlons. File retrieves 
each matchJog record one at a time. When 
File pulls a record. you can edit or delete It. 

In additlon to the search/update mode, 
File provides modes to copy. print. and re­
move records from the data base. Like 
search/update. you can pcrform these op­
erations on either the entire data base or 
selected records. File's copy mode not on­
ly lets you copy records from the data 
base. but also pennits copying the design 
of the data base's forms.

PFS:Report 
Since File's print mode Is so limited. you 

really need Report to complement It Re­
port generates complex printouts from 
records In Ftle's data base. It prints the re­
ports In a hortmntal format with each fte1d 
assigned Its own column. 

The ftrst step In printing a report ls to 
specify the records of interest.. As wtth 
many of File's modes. you can print a re­
port for- either an the records or a few se­
lected ones. You have to specify the 
report's title, the output devlce. the num­
ber of lines per page. and the page width. 

The printout fcrmat Report uses ts quite 
simple. Each report can contain up to 16 
mh1mns. Report can do a multllcvel sort 
on the first two rotumns of each report. 
and you can sort columns either alphabet­
tcally or numertcally.

columns blank.

You create a derived column by using a 
numeric formula on other cotumns within 
the report When constructing a formula. 
Report allows the four basic math opera­
tions: addition, subtraction. multtpbca­
tlon, and div:lsion. Formulas are generany 
evaluated on a sb1ctly left-to-right basis 
without regard for one operator having 
precedence over the other. But Report 
does permit the use of parentheses to 
manually specify prec:ufence. 

Ifyou want to use certain report fonnam 
over again. you can save them to disk and 
later rerall them. Normally. Report ll8t'.S a 
ftd.d's heading as Its report column head­
ing. However. you can specify substitute 
report headings. As with report formats. 
you can save substitute report column 
headings OD disk for future USC. 

Documentation 
I found the Flle and Report manuals 

easy to understand and liberally il­
lustrated. Also. the manuals present 
many clear-<:ut examples that quickly In· 
struct you in an phases ofoperation. In ad­
dltlan to covcrlng the data base manage­
ment system, both manuals provide 
various appendixes: error messages. con­
trol keys. disk storage capacity. useful 
TRSDOS commands. and usmg the pro­
grams with a hard disk system. Both man­
uals are rounded out with adequate tables 
of contents and very detailed indexes. 

Conclusions 
File Is a superior program for someone 

needing a data base management pro­
gram for on-line data referencing. But lt 
needs Report to produce truly useful print­
outs. As a combined system. File and Re­
pcrt des:rve to be ranked as one of the best 
Model 4 programs available. While thesr: 
programs were cx1g1nally wrttt.en for other 
comput:c:B. the authors U9ed an of the 
Model 4's advanced capabllit1Cs ln wrtttng

T he version of Basic that came with 
the ModeJ 4 was a shock. Many of 

the features lhat Model I/ID owners had 
come to think ofas a normal part ofBasic 
were no longer available. Abbreviations 
weren't supported and It was more diffi­
cult to move and copy lines. BEEP (Basic 
Enhancement and Extension Package) 
adds these features to the Basic dlstr1b­
uted with TRSOOS 6.2. 

Installation and Use 
BEEP adds 13 enhancements and ex· 

tensions to Basic 01.01.00. First. you 
can abbreviate the most common Basic 
programming commands; also. you 
don"t have to Include spaces afier these 
abbreviations. 

The second set of BEEP enhance­
ments are Immediate keys which should 
feel famillar to Model llIIl users. Any of 
slx keys typed In as the first character of 
a Basic command line will take affect Im­
mediately (you don't have to press the 
enter key). The slx Immediate keys In­
clude the four arrow!!: the down-arrow 
Usts the next line of a program ; the up­
arrow lists the previous line; the left ar­
row lists the nrst Une of a program; and 
the nght arrow Usts the last Line. 

The other two Immediate keys. the pe­
riod and comma. work the same way as 
they do In Model JU TRSOOS. The per1od 
lists the current line. and the comma 
starts editing the current line. 

BEEP also Includes two commands 
found In only a few Model l/lll Disk 
Basics. M moves a Basic Une from one 
part of a program to another: C copies a 
line to another location ln a program. 

BEEP adds one addlttonal enhance· 
ment to Basic that Is not immediately 
obvious. It loads and saves tokenized 
programs more quickly. 

My only complaint Is that BEEP does 
not go far enough. I would have liked to 
see other abbreviations, labeling fea­
tures. and Basic and DOS uti\itica. Bul, 
BEEP doesn' t take up any extra room on 
your disk. BEEP Is a welcome addition 
for Model 4 TRSOOS owners.•

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You need to know two things about computer bulletin 
boards before you pick up your phone and start dialing 
away: 

1. Hundreds of informative and entertaining BBSes 
are now available. 

2. You could very well die before you find them. 

The problem with accessing bulletin boards is that most BBS 
phone llst..s are outdated before the Ink ls dry. Many of the 
numbers listed aren't valid, or have been changed, or are 
wrong. And many boards are no longer operating. 

More Important, most lists don't tell you about each board 's 
focus. Calling a BBS is often like gotng to a movie you· ve never 
heard of-you don 't know what lo expect. It might appeal lo 
your interests, but chances are It won 't. 

To help you out. w e surveyed the thousands of boards cur­
renlly operating. and came up with a list of those we found 
most Interesting and useful. 

How to Pick a Board 
The type of board you'll choose to frequent depends on your 

needs. BBSes fall Into three general ca tegories: 
• Local boards. These are usual ly for the lmmedJate commu· 
nlly and often Include want ads. local news. and general mes­
sages. Most are for computerisls with all types of machines. 
and serve as an exchange for general computer-related Infor­
mation. Thelr advantages are that they can put you ln touch 
with people In your area who have similar Interests, and you 
won ' t get a big long-dJslance phone blll every month. 
• System-speclnc boards. You·u find tJ1ese moslly In larger 
urban areas with enough users of a particular microcomputer 
to support a board dedicated to their Interests. These can range 
from simple message systems [like the Wllmlngton-80 BBS) lo 
boards with extensive data base files (like the TCUG board In 
Washington , D.C.). Lfyou don't live near such a board, th data 

base files and technical expertJse of other users can Justify 
m embership and the cost of a w eekJy call. 
• Special-interest boards. These are devoted lo a particular 
interest. often not computer-related . such as amateur radio or 
photography. They can also be for the em ployees of a partic· 
ular com pany or users of a specific product. Many computer 
and software manufacturers have boards. 

Now for Our Choices 
After a two-week orgy of ca lling som ewhere around 500 

BBSes. we chose to highligh t the following systems. We could 
easily have called another 500. but we had to draw the li ne 
somewhere. We therefore recognize that we've most likely 
missed some good boards. If you have one you particu larly 
recommend. let us know . 

Our criteria for choosi ng a board were simple: Was lt useful 
and did we enjoy it? You 'll find a range of BBSes in this list. 
from one-drive systems wllh limited data bases lo large na­
l!onal boards with registration fees . Some provide highly use· 
ful lnfonnation and programs. others are Just for fun. Most 
have been around for a while. have friendly and r.ooperallve 
sysops. and are easy to use. (Whlle many of the boards use 
homcbrew software. <1 11umber run with commerc laJly avail · 
able and public-domain programs: Lhe Table provides a list of 
such software. ) 

Finally. on p. 41. you 'II find a complete list of BBS numbers 
from around lhc country . If you don't like our choices. m aybe 
you can find somelhin~ Lhere that's more to your taste.

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A sk any three programmers 
what they think of Microsoft 
Basic and you 're likely to get 

three different answers. ranging from happy 
acceptance to complete revulsion . Some 
programmers like Basie's Interac tive na­
ture. Some complain about Its reliance on 
line numbers. lack of local variables. and 
poor control structures. all of which make 
structured Basic programming harder than 
ll should be. 

tr you're a Model 11111/4 owner who 
wants more out of Basic. you can choose 
from several products designed to over­
come some of the language's Inherent 
Oaws and simplify structured Basic pro­
gramming. In this article. I'll examine 
three of those products. known as Basic 
authoring systems. and describe what I 
see as their strengths and weaknesses. 

The DOSPLUS System 
Every Independent Model lllU DOS 

manufacturer added extensions to Disk 

Basic to make It more powerful than the 
Radio Shack and Microsoft standards. 
However. the only Independent company 
to provide an alternative OOS and Basic 
for the Model 4/4P Is Micro-Systems Soft· 
ware Inc .. the manufacturer of DOSPLUS. 

Micro-Systems' enhanced version of Ba­
sic Is available In three forms: as part of 
OOSPLUS 3 .5 for the Model I/Ill. as part of 
OOSPLUS IVA for the Model 4. or as a 
product called 6 .2 PLUS for Model 4 
TRSOOS users (which I'll refer lo as 6 .X 
PLUS. slnce the 6.2 version was not yet 
available when I prepared this artJcle). For 
product lnformatlon. see the Table. 

Micro-Systems' Basic Is unique In recog­
nizing that line numbers more often hinder 
than help programmers. It lets you define 
routines by name. as In NAME HELP. so 
you don't have lo remember specific Une 
numbers. Then. elsewhere In your pro­
gram. you can refer lo the routine's name. 
as In GOTO HELP and OOSUB HELP. 

In short programs. this feature may not 

be too Important, but It 's \'aluablc when 
you ' re writing long programs. You no 
longer have to keep a list of routines· line 
numbers. or scroll through a program to 
find the beginning of a special routine. 
Also, your programs become much easier 
to read and debug when you can use a 
command like GOSUB CREATE.KEYS In­
stead ofGOSUB 12550. 

Programs containing named subrou­
tines work only under DOSPLUS Basic, 
however. Ifyou're developing software for 
users of other versions. you have to re­
move the names and change the refer­
ences before dlstr1butlng the program. All 
DOSPLUS Basics Include a command 
called Resolve that docs just that. 

DOSPLUS and 6.X PLUS Basic have 
other Basic enhancements that atd pro­
gram development, including shorthand 
commands. an excellent sort routine. a 
cross-reference utility. and a global 
search-and-replace function fOf' programs 
In memory. Also. 6 .X PLUS Includes sev­
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era1 enhancements for TRSOOS q.X at the 
DOS level. (See the Related Articles box at 
the end of this article for references to re­
views of OOSPLUS 3.5and 6.X PLUS.) 

DOSPLUS Basic Is one step closer to a 
more structured and easier-to-use Basic. 
Its advantage Is that It's an enhancement 
to Baste, retalnlng Basie's full Interactive 
flavor. However. this ls also Its biggest dis· 
advantage: You're stlll faced with Basie's 
rather clumsy program editor and you 
must stlll use llne numbers. even Lf all 
your GOTO and GOSUB commands 
branch to labeled lines. 

The Basic Answer 
The Bas1c Answer (TBA) from Logical 

Systems brings a totally dUTerent feel to 
wrtting Basic programs. It Jets you forget 
about line numbers, supports global and 
pseudo-local variable names, and adds 
several processor directives to Basie's nor­
mal syntax. 

Creating a program with TBA Is a two­
step process. First, you write the pro­
gram's source code following TBA's con­
ventions. You can use a word processor or 
text editor tfyou want. glvtng you the lux­
ury of full-screen editing. or you can use 
Basie's edJtor. In e1ther case. you save the 
program ln ASCD format and then run 
TBA to convert the source code Into a 
functioning Basic program. Finally. you 
run the resuJttng program. 

If you've never written In a compUed 
language such as C. Pascal. or Assembly­
language, the two-step process might 
sound awkward. But In my opinion, the 
advantages of using a word processor's 
editing facilities far outweigh forsaking 
Basie's Interactive environment. 

TBA forces you to use reference labels 
Instead of line numbers. while the OOS­
PLUS Basics give you the option of doing 
so. ln general. labeling wUl probably make 
your programs more structured and eas­
ier to read, debug. and maintain. Using 
labels wtU also accustom you to thin.king 
of program sections as independent pro­
cedures. 

TBA has several other lntercsllng fea­
tures. It requires that you make all variable 
names between two and 13 characters 
long. and you must follow them with a type 
Dag(%.!.#. or$). Variable names may tn­
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elude Basic reserved words such as OR and 
may also Include periods or underline char­
acters to Improve readability. ThJs means 
you can use variable names like "Rec­
ord.Nwnber%" and "Las~ame$". for­
bidden under most other TRS-80­
compatible Basics. 

Particularly lnteresung and helpful Is 
TBA's use of global and pseudo-local vari­
ables. TBA demands that you define all 
vartables as either global or local before 
you use them. You can use global vari­
ables throughout a program; local vari­
ables are confined to a speclflc procedure 
or subroutine. You can aJso use the same 
variable name as a local var1able In several 
dlfferent subroutines without the possible 
conIDcts or side effects you'd normally get 
In Basic. 

TBA has two other lmponant features. 
First. It lets you embed compiler directives 
In your source code. For example. you can

tell TBA how many lines of source code to 
prtnt per page. how to title each page. when 
to skip to the next page. and when to tum 
the source code Ustlng on or off. 

The last of these directives ls Important 
If you write program modules and save 
them separately to disk. Say you've writ­
ten a section of code that flashes a mes· 
sage on the screen until the user responds 
by pressing a key. You can Insert this rou­
tine any lime you write a program simply 
by loading It from disk. However. you 
probably don't want or need a printout of 
that procedure every time you list your 
program. 

Once you've Cini.shed writing a program. 
you save It to disk from your word proces­
sor and return to DOS. Then you run TBA. 
telling It lbe names ofyour source code file 
and finished program. and sit back to 
watch the action. TBA scans all your pro-­
gram's variables and sub tltutes for each 

a unique two-character variable name 
that satisfies Basie's requirements. TBA 
generates Basic code. deleting all label 
names. all comments that begin w1th an 
apostrophe, and all dlrectlves. 

Ifyou want, TBA sends the source code 
to your screen or to a printer. You can also 
display each Une as TBA translates it Into 
Baste. At the end of the llstlng. TBA dis­
plays a cross-reference Ust of label names 
and variables. 

The label Ust shows the line In whlch you 
defined each label along with a list ofall line 
numbers that refer to that label. The vari­
ables list does the same. and also displays 
the two-character variable name TBA cre­
ated for that label. You'll find both lists use­
ful for debugging the final program. 

The Alternate Basic 
TBA excels at handling var1ables. but ft 

doesn 't add any new control structures to 

Basic. The Alternate Basic does just the 
opposite: It adds a number of new and 
powerful control structure . but leaves 
control of variables up to the programmer. 

The Alternate Source dlstrtbutes The 
Alternate Basic (ABasle) In version for 
the Models I, m.4 , 1000, 1200. and 2000, 
most CP/M computers. and all PC-DOS/ 
MS-DOS machines. I used the Model 4 ver­
sion while researching this article. 

As with TBA . you wr1te source code 
with a word processor and ABaslc con­
verts that code to a Basic program. You 
can display a list of labels and their corre­
sponding llne numbers during conversion 
bu!. unlike TBA. ABaslc doesn't create a list 
of variables al the same lime. However. 
ABasic comes w1th several ullllty programs 
you can use to create many types of cross· 
reference listings. 

ABasic requires label vartables Instead of 
absolute line numbers for GOTO and GO­
SUB commands. ABaslc a lso can search 
Ubrartes of subroutines and pull the appro-­
prlate routines out of a file without copylnl'( 
the entire library me Into the new program.

One ABaslc extension is an enhanced 
fonn of lf...Then...Else. The expression If 
evaluates must flt on one line. but you can 
Include as many lines of code as you want 
In your Then and Else structures. Because 
you don'thavetosqueezean lf...Then...Else 
construction lntoaslngle line. you can often 
avoid GOTO jumps out of the Then or Else 
section ofcode. 

ABaslc also adds a Do Until loop that 
lets you write a section of code (as long as 
you want) that executes at least once . At 
the end of the loop, the program tests an 
expression. similar to an If expression. 
and repeats the loop unless the expression 
Is false . For example. if you want to pause 
a program until the user presses a key. 
you could code It th1s way: 

PRINT "Press any key" 
DO UNTIL A$< >" .. 
A$ = 1NKEY$ 
END DO 

Here's an even more efficient way: 

PRINT " Press any key" 
DO UNTIL CNKEY$< >'"' 
END DO 

SlmUar to the Do Until loop Is ABaslc's 
Do WhJJe loop. ThJs Is of little use to Model 
4 or MS-DOS users. whose Basics a lready 
lncludeWhile...Wend, butit can be a great 
help to Model um owners. 

A Do While loop checks for a cond1tlon 
at the beginning of the loop. lf that condl· 
tJon Is true. the loop executes and then the 
program checks the condition again . 
When the condJUon Is false. conlrol passes 
to the next command after the end of the 
loop. You could write the routine above 
using a Do While loop: 

Al o"" 
PRINT "PrCS8 any key " 
DOWHTLEA$c"" 
A$ a £NKEY$ 
END DO 

ABasic's final extension to standard Ba­
sic Is a complete case structure. which 
bases program action on a given variable's 
value. For example. you might prompt the 
user to select a menu option by pressing 
the l. 2, or 3 key. If you collect the key's 
value ln A$ using an INPUT$ command 
(on the Model 4), the program can branch 
to the appropriate routine depending on 
A$'svalue. 

Unlike standard Basie's On...GOSUB 
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use. especlally for shoner programs. since 
you never have to leave the Basic inter­
preter. Unlike the other two programs. the 
DOSPLUS Basics don't requ ire that you 
WT1te a source code file and translate It 
into standard TRS-80 Basic. 

The Basic Answer has by far the trong­
est variable-handling capabilities. It frees 
you from worry about possible variables 
conflicts. Model l!IIJ users s hould enjoy 
being able to use variables longer than 
two characters regardless of embedded re­
served words. 

The Alternate Basie's added control 
structures art- Its strongest fea ture. and I 
also like Its ability to pick a specific rou­
Une out of a library file . However. ABaslc 
doesn · t check for variable conn lets. so you 
must keep careful records of the variable 
names you use in library routines. 

Because I find lhal I write fastest in a 
structured language . I prefer using ABasic 
for major programmtng projec ts. I also n­
joy using 6 .X PLUS to write " quick and 
dirty" programs directly in Basic. I'd like 
to have TBA's support of local and global 
variables. bul I haven't found a praclical 
way to run the same source file through 
ABasic and TBA. 

A combinati on of TBA and ABaslc 
would be ideal. but unfortunately. such a 
program doesn't exist. al least not for 
TRS-80 users. •

lines of code for each choice. Case also of­
fers an optional Else statement lo trap un­
wanted user input. 

ABaslc's conversion process Is similar 
to TBA's. After you write a program with 
your word processor. you save It In ASCH 
fonnat and run ABaslc from DOS Ready . 
You type In the names of your input and 
output Illes and set a number of optional 
compiling parameters. 

As ABaslc works on you r input Ille. It 
collects a list of the errors It finds and In· 
dJcates the output file's Line number for 
each error. Possible errors Include Invalid 
label references. a Do statement without 
an End Do. mul tiple Else statements. and 
soon. 

ABasic has several utilities designed to 
make some kinds of debugging and pro­
gram documentation easier. One Is CREF. 
which creates and displays (or prints) a 
complete alphabetical list of a program's 
variables. w1th the line numbers of every 
occurrence of each variable. 

Another utility. LVAR. produces a list of 
all procedures ln an ABaslc source Ille and 
the variables In each procedure. This util ­
ity assumes that a procedure starts with a 
label name and ends on the line before the 
next label name. If you have several labels 
Inside a single procedure or subroutine. 
you 'll find the variables list slightly less 
useful than it would otherwise be. How­
ever. the LVAR display can be extremely 
helpful In finding conflicts between vari­
ables. 

A third ABasic utility is XVAR. which 
translates variables names in an ABaslc or 
standard Basic file . To use XVAR. yuu 
specify your lnput and output files and 
type l.n the original and new names ofeach 
variable you want to change . I found 
XVAR a little clumsy; I wish you could re­
fer XVAR to a disk file for the translation 
table. In many cases. XVAR is no more 
convenient than a word proc esso r 's 
search-and-replace function . 

ABastc 's XLA TE uLLUty lranslates char­
acters In an ASCH file to any other set of 
characters. You can also use it to add or 
strip line numbers ; w h e n adding line 
numbers to a flit:. you can specify any val­
ues you want for the beginning number 
and the Increment. 

The last ABasic utility is a help pro­
gram; Its source code comes on the ABasic 
dlsk. so you can add it to your programs. 
The manual tells you how to construct 
text files to work with the help program. 

The Bottom Line 
How to choose among these three Basic 

authoring systems? All support labels for 
routines, so you can forget about line 
numbers. All can help you wrtte clearer. 
more structured programs that are easier 
to debug and maintain, and more likely to 
run correctly the first ume. than standard 
Basic programs .

To build a file of help screens, type ln main menu.

From the main menu, press S to select 

the records you want Helper to lnsta1J and 
have ready for Immediate display .

A fast-bllnklng cursor appears 
next to record l . If you want to Install this 
record, press the enter key. A solid graph­
ics block marks the records you select. 

To bypass a record, press the down-ar­
row key. As you mark each record, the 
bottom rtght of the screen displays the 
amount of random-access memory avail­
able (ln a 64K machlne) after you install 
the Helper records. Continue until you've 
selected or bypassed all records. 

At this polnt make sure you've saved 
Listing I to disk. If so, type In Y at the 
prompt "Install selected records?". 
Helper saves the resident flle to disk and 
begins lnstaJJJng the selected records ln 
high memory. Each record appears on the 
video screen as It's written. When you've 
got the last record In place, a short tone 
and message Lnfonn you that you've In­
stalled Helper. Helper then Invokes a New 
command In Basic and returns control to 
TRSDOS. 

Help for the Asking 
Move the cursor to the center of the 

screen . Now press control-A. Your first 
help record opens as a window from the 
top of the display. Each Ume you press the 
control-A combination. Helper displays 
the next record in sequence. After It dis­
plays the last record, Helper rewinds Its 
buffer to the begtnning. You can't reverse 
this action. but the buffer cycles so rapidly 
you don't really need to. 

Now put Helper through its paces. Call 
up a directory. or Invoke any other DOS 
library command that fllJs the screen with 
text. Note that Helper's text area Is scroll­
protected. Jn most cases, screen output 
works around Helper's display. 

To remove the scroU protection. press 

control-B. Now caJJ up a directory again . 
Thls time, Helper scro!Js off the dlsplay. 
F'lll the screen with text once more and 
press control-A. HeJper overwrites part of 
your text. Press control-B and Helper re­
stores the screen to its orlgJnal condition. 
By alternating between control-A and con­
trol-B. you can cycle through Helper's 
buffer without destroying your active 
screen display . 

Instant Pictures 
Helper can also take a ·'snapshot'' of the 

dlsplay's top slx lines to temporarily save 
part of any screen In whJch you're Inter­
ested. To see how, call a directory again. 
From TRSDOS Ready, press the enter key 
until the Information you want to capture 
Is on the screen's top six rows. Press con­
trol-C. A short tone tells you Helper has 
snapped Its camera shutter. 

Now get into Basic and run any program 
you want. Press control-Band your snap­
shot will appear. To save the snapshot for 
future use, press control-C again . Alter­
nattng between control-C and control-B 
retains the Information In the snapshot 
buffer. 

Reruns 
The Helper menu's CONFIG option is a 

short-cut way to lnstall a Ole with records 
you selected In a previous session. To use 
CONFIG. reload and run Listing 1. At the 
"Create new ffie?" prompt. you may opt 
to look at your current dlsk directories by 
typing In DIR. Now reload HELP l/BAS:O. 
When the main menu appears. press the 
C key. CONFIG immediately installs the 
file's previously selected records and re­
tums·control to TRSDOS Ready. 

Some Basic Pointers 
You can deactivate Helper from Basic 

without resetting your computer. Make 
sure you turn off scroll protection by 
pressing control-B. Then, ln the lmmedJ­

ate mode, type ln POKE &H0089.201. 
Helper remains In memory but won't 
function. You can reactivate It whenever 
you want by typing Ln POKE &H0089. 
195. However. to remove Helper and re­

claim Its memory area you musl reboot 

the computer. 


To assign Helper commands to th e 
Model 4's unused function keys. type In: 

POKE &HFE28. l 29:POKE &HFE38. I 30:POKE 
&HFE42,131 

In the lmmedJate ·mode. This assigns the 
control-A command to function key r l , 
control-B to F2. and control-C to F3. 

Key reassignments remain In effect at 
alJ operaUng levels unW you change them 
or turn off the computer. To assign the 
function keys dllferent values. change the 
character codes that follow the commas In 
the Listing's POKE statements. 

Auto Assembly 
You can easily prepare your dlsks so that 

a specific Helper me automaUcaJly loads . 
each tlme you boot up. Your options are to 
buJJd a job control language (JCL) file or to 
configure (SYSGEN) the disk Itself. 

JCL files. often used for automatic exe­
cution of DOS commands. can aJso supply 
prerecorded Input to a Basic program such 
as Helper. To set Helper for JCL installa· 
tlon, make the changes shown In the F'lg· 
ure . Save the updated llsting to disk as 
Helper/BAS and return to TRSDOS Ready. 

Now build a simple JCL file using the 
command BUILD HELP/JCL.

Getting Ahead 

Speed up prompt-driven Model III programs 

by answering queries ahead of time. 

K eyboard type-ahead Is one or 
TRSDOS 6.X's reatures I like best. 

Once l've memorl.zed a program's menus. 
prompts. and required responses. I can 
type them in ahead or time to speed up 
program execution. I find this much more 
satisfying than waiting for each prompt to 
appear on-screen. 

I wtsh the Model Ill provtded this fea· 
ture. but It comes only with LOOS 5.1. I 
wrote a program. TypeAbead. that gives 
me type-ahead on my TRSDOS 1.3 c!Jsks 
(see the Program Listing). With a few 
changes, you can make the program run 
on a Model mcassette system as well (see 
below). 

The Benefits of TypeAhead 
A type-ahead feature is great because It 

lets you "store" data in the computer in 
anticipation of questions and prompts. 
Say, for example, you have a menu-driven 
data base management program. The first 
screen prompt looks like this: 

l) Add enlrles 
2)Search 
3) Sort 
4) Print 

You select option 3. The second screen 
asks you Ifyou want to sort by: 

l)Name 
2)Addrcs5 
3) City 

You choose option 1. Next, the program 
asks at what letter you want the sort to 
begin. You need only the last half of the 
alphabet. so you typ in N and press the 
enter key. Then the program asks if you 
want the sort to Include a second field.

Assembling and Using 
TypeAhead 

You can easily assemble TypeAhead 
with any EDTASM-compaUble editor/as­
sembler. Disk system owners hould type 
1n the sourc cod e exacUy as it appears in 
the Listing. Cassette owners must make 
the following changes: In Uncs 130-250 
use casse tte equ a tes Instead of disk 
equates. and enter lines 700- 730 as stan­
dard source code. not as comments. 

Because TypeAhead Initializes and re­
locates itself a utomatically . running the 
program ts easy. Dis k system owners can 
execute TypeAhead like any other /CMD 
fil e. Cass tte u sers can execute Type­
Ahead using the Basic System command. 

Once you load TypeAhead In memory. 
It becomes a resident system program . 
Everything you do after that gives you the 
type·ahead feature, even If you e n ter Ba· 
sic. You can only break out of It by reset­
ting the computer . 

How TypeAhead Works 
I've fully comme nted TypeAhead's 

source code, so you don't really need a 
llne-b y-ll n e desc ription . Howeve r. f'll 
mention some of TypeAhead's highlights. 

After you load TypeAhead. It executes 
Its inillalt7,aUon and relocation routJae. It 
re locates Itself by adjusting any m emory­
dependent address sand moving the pro­
gram to protected high m mory. Before 
moving to high m e mory. TypeAhead 
links with the Basic: ROM's real-time clock 
and keyboard driver vectors. thereby 
gaini ng full control over the rea l-time 
clock Interrupt and keyboard routines. 

Once TypeAhead sets Itself up. all real· 
time c loc k Interrupts pass control to 
Type.Abead's real·ttme clock routine. This 
rouUne handles all keyboard scanning. 
Whenever a real·tlme clock Interrupt oc­
curs. the clock routine scans the keyboard 
to see If you're pressing a key. If you are. 
the routine puts th key's value in a high 
memory buffer. 

Because real-time c lock lnterrupt.s oc­
cur 30 times a second. you·re llmlled to a 
maximum typing speed of 30 c haracter 
a second. Also, TypeAhead provides only 
128 characte.rs of bulJer space. Whenever 
the buffer becomes full. TypeAhead stops 
scanning the keyboard . When buffer 
spac again becomes available. Type ­
Ahead resumes the keyboard scan. 

TypeAhead 's 	keyboard driver extracts 
buffered keys and returns them to the 
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Circle 449 on Reader Senrie<1 card.

Whenever the program calls the 
keyboard driver. ll checks the calling rou­
tine's return address. If the routine Is the 
Basic Interpreter loop. TypeAhead only re­
turns buffered break and SHIFT@ values. 
Whenever the Basic Interpreter loop Isn't 
the calling routine. Type.Ahead releases 
any buffered key value. 

AD Additional Feature 
Besides providing the type-ahead fea­

ture, my program adds an auto-repeat 
function to the Basic INKEY strtng. IL en­
ables this feature by releasing only buff­
ered break and SHIFT@ values. One 
application for this utility Is In games 
where you use the arrow keys to move an 
object across the screen. With normal IN­
KEY$, you have to tap the key repeatedly 
to move the object. My program elimi­
nates the tapping. You just press the key. 
and the character moves until you lift 
your finger. 

However. Ifyou run a program that has 
an INKEY$ command that requires an al­
phanumeric response. be sure you don't 
press the key too long. You could end up 
storing responses in the buffer. and the 
nex:t INK.EV$ In the program reads the 
buffer for Its response. Thus. you could ac­
cidentally answer future prompts lncor· 

rectly. But. as long as you don't have lead 
fingers. lhJs shouldn' t be a problem. 

TypeAhead's Limitations 
Because r designed TypeAhead around 

the Model m ROM. It works fine with Ba· 
sic. Regrettably, It might not work with all 
machine-language programs. TypeAhead 
should work with any machine-language 
program that recognizes high memory 
and performs keyboard Input through 
Model m ROM routines. The only way to 
find out If TypeAhead works with a partlc­
ular program 1B to try It. Simply put. It will 
either work or crash lhe system. 

Also. TypeAhead scans the keyboard 
only during real-time clock lnterrupts. so 
you'll probably lose characters any time 
you disable Interrupts or make disk or cas­
sette input/output. lnsbuctlng .the com­
puter to RUN" APROGRAM/BAS while 
you're still loading Basic, for example, re· 
sults ln lost characters and a syntax error. 

If you keep TypeAhead's limltatlons In 
mind. \.think you'll find the program a 
welcome addition to TRSDOS 1.3 or Model 
m Cassette Basic.•

Writing a customized Basic sort 

is as easy as answering a few prompts. 


W hen It comes to writing 
sorts. once Is not enough. 

You can easily write a quick Basic 
sort when you need one in a spe· 
clflc instance. but that takes care 
of only one case. Alternatively. 
you could write a general sort and 
store It on dlsk, but the conditions 
of a sort change: One day you 
might want records sorted from 
highest to lowest: the next day. 
from lowest to highest. Some· 
times your records have three 
fields. sometimes six. While re· 
wrtUng a sort program Isn't hard, 
It's mindless busywork. and it 
often takes you longer to debug a 
sort than to write it. 

My sort generator. Sorter. eliminates 
the busywork. It produces custom mulU· 
c!Jmenslonal sort programs for sequential 
flies. All you have to do is answer a few 
prompts and Sorter writes a sort program 
to disk. You can use the sort dlrecUy or 
merge It with another Basic program. 

Ordering Up Your Sort 
To generate a sort. type in Sorter (see 

Program Listing l). save It to disk. and run 
it. Your responses to 10 prompts deter­
mine the resulting sort's nature. The 
Photo shows a sample run : I'll explain 
each prompt briefly: 

Enter A for alpha seq. N for numeric sequence? 

If you type In A. Sorter sorts according to 
each piece of data's leftmost character. 
For example, Sorter would order the ma· 
chine parts widglt. screw, and boll this 
way:

Customizing 
Autorun makes assumptions about your 

programs that might not be true In all 
cases.

stance). 

Autorun can't cater to all of those. so you 
might want to ensure they're excluded 
from Autorun's directory Hst.

You can exclude nonstandard programs 
two ways. The simplest is to make each file 
Invisible. since Autorun displays only visi­
ble nonsystem files. To do this. use the AT­
TRIB command at the TRSOOS level. For 
example, to make PROGAIBAS invisible, 
type in ATTRIB PROGAIBAS llNV). PRO­

data pin (pin 2 on the DB-25S). The In ­
puts to the 1489A receivers connect to a 
right-angle DB-25S connector. and are 
specified In a DCE (data communJcaUon 
equipment) configuration. If you were to 
connect to a DTE (data terminal equip­
ment) device. s uch as a standard termi ­
nal . you'd have to do so with a straJgh t­
through RS-232C cable . connecting pins 
2-2. 3-3. 4-4, and so on. A cable with 
only pins 2 and 7 connected through Is 
all you need to run this board. since the 
remainin g s ignals are optional and cur­
renUy unsupported. 

The connections between the AC5947 
and th HDSP-6300s may be a bit con­
fusin g. Each of the AC594 T s 18-seg­
me nt outputs mus t connect lo a unique 
36-ohm curr nt-llmlting resistor. You 
then connec t the other side of each resis­
tor to the appropriate segment pin on 
both of the two HDSP·6300 d.isplays . For 
xampl . the B segm ent line (pin 8 ) of 

the AC594 7 connects to a 36-ohm resis­
tor. the other side of wh.lch connects to pin 
23 (the B segm en t pin) on both of the 
HDSP-6300 dls plays. B careful on the 
numbertng of the HDSP-6300 pins: s ince 
1rs a 26-pln dev1 . one row of pins num­
bers from 1- 13. while the other row num­
bers from 14-26. Also. don' tlnadverten tiy 
count the unused two legs of the 28-pin 
socket when searching for a pln. 

Only three of the switches on the four­
pos ition DfP s wi tch connect to the 8748. 
The 8748 software reads thes to deter ­
m ine wh ich baud ra te to select. Th e 
chemattc shows the switch settings fo r 

the various baud rates available, as cur­
renUy decoded by the software . Be care­
ful when connecting the DIP switch: the 
switches are numbered 1-4 from left to 
right: the rightmost three form the bi­
nary baud rate s lect value. 

The sc he matic Includes power a nd 
ground connections for the lCs. You 
s hould position crystals and associated 
circuitry as close as possible to where 
you 'll conn ct them . You need to put 
thre 0 . 1-,..F decoupling capacitors on 
the board. across the power and ground 
pins of their respective chips. as close as 
possible to the power pins. 

Besides th Items lis ted ln the parts lis t 
and the sockets m entioned above. you'll 
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need a 0 . I-inch matrix prototyping 
board with at least 15 square inches of 
circuit area. and a + 5-volt power supply 
at 500 mUliamps. 

Operating the Display Board 
The reset circuitry at the RESET/ In ­

put ofthe 8748 generates a reset whenever 
you apply pow r or press the reset button. 
The 8250 also resets at these times. and 
the 8748 must initialize it for use. 

The 74LS245 that appears be tween 
the 8748 and the 8250 Is merely used for 
data bus buffering and isolation. With· 
out th 74LS245. Lhe 8250 ould corrupt 
the data lines during Lhe Ume the 8748 
tries to put an addres on the lines. For 
prop e r op e ration . you need the 
74LS245 . 

The Assembly-language program that 
controls th 8748 is shown In the Pro­
gram Listing. The 8748 Lhen clears Lhe 
djsplay buffe r (lo ASCII blanks) and inJ ­
Ualize Lh 8250 to receive characters 
wilh 7 data bits and no parity. ll also sets 
th 8250's internal baud rate generator 
lo the rate de te rmln d by the value on 
Lhe DIP switches. On reset. all the 8748 
110 line go high (orb om Inputs). 
Since this includes the port 2 . bit 7 line 
lo th NE590s. the NE590s are disabled 
al reset. This is Important since some of 
the LEDs on lhe HDSP-6300 displa y 
could be damaged otherwise. 

Once you Initialize the display buffer 
and the 8250, the program writes the 
value OFF hexadec imal (h ex) to the 
timer and the Lim r kl k in: it also e n­
able timer interrupts. An interrupt then 
occurs within 80 mlcros conds (the in ­
ternal clock Lime to the ti mer) . 

Meanwhile, program execution con­
tinues into Its Main section. onUnually 
c he king the UART for a character in ­
pu t. If one occurs. the program he ks lo 
make sure the c haracter' valid ( ither 
above IF' hex or equal Lo OC hex [control­
LJ. Lhe Clear Ser e.n command). The pro­
gram Ignores invalid characters. 

Whe n the program gets a valid c har· 
acter. it converts It from lower· to upper­
cas tf necessary. the n stor s it in the 
n L display buffer location. If the pro­
g ram finds the display buffe r full. it 
mov the display charact rs left on po­
s ition to accommodate the new charac­
ter. simultaneously losing the I ftmost 
character. 

The entire respon ibility of the Main 
program section i to look for and pro­
cess Incoming characters. All other 8748 
processing activity (mostly display up­
dating) takes place under tlmer Interrupt 
servicing. in the PRCTMR timer service 
rouUne. As mentioned, I design d the 
HDSP-6300 display for multiplexed op­
eraUon. Each LED segment has both an 
absolute urrent Limit and an average

Taking the Fast Track 

With GOSUBs 


A subrouUne Is a collection of Basic 
code designed to do a special job. 

It can be anything from a one·line Urning 
loop to a huge collection of Basic that 
does open-heart surgery on a program in 
progress. You can Identify a subroutine 
by two statements: GOSUB. which 
sends program control from any Une to 
the first line ofa subroutine. and Return, 
which returns program control to a polnt 
just past the GOSUB. 

Before I go Into detail. let me set down 
three rules govemlng subroutines: 

1. If a set of events happens more than once ln 
a Basic program. put It In a subroutine. You'll 
save bytes and typing tlme. 
2. You should keep large Basic events tng­
gen:d only by lf.. .Then tests In subroutines so 
they don't slow Lhe program when you don't 
need them. 
3. If you a.re programming for your own use 
and your program works. disregard the first 
two rules. I've destroyed many a ntce sloppy 
program lI)'lng to pare ll Into Spartan ele­
ganc. 

The Naked GOSUB 
GOSUB means "Go lo the subrou­

tine." Here It Is completely naked: 

IOOGOSUB 120

Line 100 contains the GOSUB stat ­
m nt followed by a line number desU­
naUon, 120.

Open the Windows 

A Little Wider 


L a.st month. Ishowed you how to set 
up a window driver for the Model 4 

and TRSDOS 6.2. This month, I'll tell 
you how to add to It with an Interface 
that lets your programs, lo whatever Ian· 
guage. open and close windows. frame 
those windows with a border, and save 
screens In memory for later recall. In a 
sense, last month's program provided 
the potentlal for a windowing system: 
thls month's develops that potential. 

I had to make two crucial decisions 
when I designed this month's program. 
The flrst was about wher the computer 
shouJd store previous screens. If I tored 
them In high memory. the program and 
two screens would use 5K of RAM . 
which many people would Ond unac­
ceptable. I decided. therefore. to dedicate 
one ot the Model 4's alternate memory 
banks lo thJs storage area. To run the 
program as presented here. you must 
have a Model 4 or 4P with 128K RAM. 

What If your Model 4 only has 64K? 
Adding the second 64K yourself ls easy. 
Several companies sell the necessary 
chips and provide Installation lnstruc­
tlons: you merely push the chips Into 
sockets Inside your computer. If you'd 
rather not add memory. you'll have to 
modify the program to reside In 64K. but 
you ' ll have to give up a lot of high 
memory. 

The second decision Involved making 
the Interface available to other pro­
grams. One program can find another by 
using the @GJ'MOD supervisory call 
(SVC) ifevery program tn protected high 
and low memory ha a standard 
TRSDOS header. That method works 
well, but It's a UttJe clumsy. 

My method Involved wrttJng a new 
SVC. This month's program (Program 
Listing 1) installs Itselfas SVC 127. one of

the four SVCs that TRSDOS 6.2 reserves 
for programmers. Other programs can 
open and close windows by properly set· 
ting up the BC, DE. and HL registers and 
then calling the window Lnterface just as 
they would call any other SVC. 

wrote my program with Radio 
Shack's ALDS editor/assembler. but I've 
Included comments that explain what 
changes you must make for Pro-Create 
orEDAS. 

The Figure Is a complete defln1tlon of 
the @ WlNDOW SVC. The SVC Jets your 
programs determine the status of the 
current window. find out how many win· 
dows you stored In memory. open a new 
wtndow. or restore a former window. 
The register definitions are similar to 
those of @VDCTL, so you should have 
little trouble using it. 

The program Is long-just over 1.000 
bytes-but after you tnstall ll. It requtres 
only 380 bytes of hlgh memory plus one 
of the alternate banks. During lnstalla­
Uon, the program loads the portion of 
code responsible for saving and restor­
1ng screens Into an alternate bank, 
which has enough room to store 15 
screens. In other words. you can define 
up to 16 windows. As your program fin· 
!shes with each, you can restore the pre­
vious screen In Its entirety. 

Sections to Note 
Because the program Is so long, I don't 

have room to descr1be all Its functions In 
detail. However, a few sections deserve 
careful attention . The section called 
Framer (line 229) saves memory by con­
tinually altering the routine that puts a 
frame around a window (lines 262-270). 
Framer does not need to determine if the 
frame w111 flt on the screen. It makes calls 
to the @VDCTL SVC to position the 
frame characters around a window; Lf 
Framer tries to put a frame character olT 
the edge of the screen. @VDCL T will re­
fuse to display It. 

The Save and Get sections the pro· 
gram stores In alternate memory ad· 
dress the screen directly. They must do 
so because @VDCTL always returns to 
bank zero. the memory bank that Is usu· 
ally present. before It starts operating. 
Therefore, any alternate bank routine 
that needs to communicate with the 
screen must do so on Its own. This isn't 
an elegant way to program. but the only 
alternative Is to use @VDCTL to transfer 
one screen character at a time. a process 
that Is far too slow. 

Using the alternate banks Involves care· 
ful programming and some tricky debug­
ging. The description of the @BANK SVC 
in the Model 4 Technical Reference Man­
ual Is fairly clear; the examples In this pro­
gram should help you over any 
difficulties. Notice that the stack must be

The sections of code moved to the al­
ternate memory bank. Save and Get 
(lines 311-389), seem longer Utan they 
are. Most of the Instructions compile into 
single-byte commands. rcould condense 
the source code lf I used the extended 
commands bullt Into the ALDS assem­
bler. but this would make the code more 
difficult to translate to other assemblers. 

The lnstallatlon routine (from Une 394 
on) must make three checks before mov­
ing the program to high memory and the 
alternate memory bank. First. It makes 
sure that you've already Installed last 
month's window driver because It needs 
the address of the driver's data area. Sec· 
ond. It must be sure that you're not al­
ready uslng SVC 127. And third, it has 
to find an alternate memory bank to use 
for the Save and Get routines. The rou­
tine first tries to use bank 2, but goes to 
bank l ifyou're ustng Uie second bank. 

Once IL makes the necessary tests, Uie 
routine moves the program to high mem­
ory and the alternate bank and reports a 
successful installation. lf any of the tests 
fall. ll reports the cause of the failure. 

When you've written and Installed this 
month's port.ion of the Model 4 window 
system, test It With the Basic program tn 
Program Listing 2. Th1s demonstration 
will give you a feel for the power of the 
Windowing sy tern. Next montlt. I'll add 
the last segment (a user Interface) to the 
window system and make the Windows 
more useful by taking car of a couple of 
Inconsistencies ln TRSDOS.•

Terms of Endearment 


by John B. Harrell W 

B orrowing money Is never pleasant. 
and trying to understand Interest 

rates and payments makes a tough 
chore more dilllcult. One way to ease the 
process and get a clear Idea of what 
you 're getting Into ls to use a spread· 
sheet to manlpulate the tenns of the loan 
and observe various outcomes. While 
this won't make the borrowing any more 
pleasant. It might help you decide which 
terms are best. 

My two-part spreadsheet template, 
Amortize (see Fig. 1), provides a com­
plete breakdown of your loan (lines l ­
17) and furnishes a year-by-year listing 
of the actual loan payment schedule 
(lines 20-53). I used Multlplan to design 
Amortize. but you can easily convert It 
for other spreadsheets. 

To use the template, enter the amount 
of your loan (called the principal or PVl 
ln line 4, the length of payment ln line 5. 
and the annual percentage rate (nor· 
malJy referred to as the APR) in line 6 . 
These numbers are the basis for the re· 
malnder of the spreadsheet. so make 
sure they're valid. My template calcu· 
lates the payment for the loan. the loan's 
total cost, the total Interest paid, and the 
overall Interest rate (rows 9. 11. 12. and 
13 In column 5). 

The second part of Amortize summa­

rizes each year's performance as you 

pay the loan. Period totals give you the 

total paid In 12 months, th total Inter· 

est. and the total principal (lines 34 and 

53). The month and year labels depend 

on the entries ln cells Rl606 (row 16, 

column 6) and R l 7C6. 


Background 
I derived the amortization data ln this 

template by compounding the Interest on 
a monthly basis. Among the other com­
pounding methods available are straight 
Interest. simple Interest. or daily com· 
pounding. The template results are accu­
rate enough that you can use them to 
study most loan-repayment schedules. 

l calculated the monthly interest rate 
(I) by dividing the APR by 12. Cell R6C5 
displays tbts result as a fractional value. 
The formula In R9C5 calculates the

monthly payment (PMT) with the follow­
ing fonnuJa and then rounds It to the 
nearest cent:

l used the rounding function to make 
the calculation as accurate and realJstlc 
as possible. Since the computer uses bi ­
nary aJithmetlc, It often creates repeat­
ing dec imals out of numbers that are 
exact fractions In decimal arithmetic. 

Once It computes the loan payment, 
the template derives the total cost by 
muJtlplylng the number of payments by 
the lndlvtdual payment (Rl 1C5). 

Similarly. the Interest Is the total cost 
minus the principal of the loan (R l 2C5). 
and the overall Interest percentage rate 
Is the total Interest divided by the origi­
nal principal (Rl3C5). 

Extendi.ng the Template 
I've used Amortize to Illustrate the 

payments on a two-year loan. You'll 

probably want to add years to the pay­
ment schedule to allow for a longer am­
ortization period (no one can afford a 
two-year loan anymore). and you can 
easily reproduce the schedule of pay­
ments In part two of the template. Th 
only Limitation on ex tending the tem­
plate is the computer·s Internal memory 
and how much you r spreadsheet can 
pack Into It. 

Remember that the date !nformatJon 
depend on the data In cells Rl6C6 and 
Rl7C6. The formulas In columns I and 
2 of the second part are pretty straight­
forward . They check the ells preceding 
them to determine If the year has ended 
and increment the month and year ac­
cordingly. 

The formula In column 3 carries for­
ward the payment from the lnlUally cal· 
culated values. For ease of repUcaUon. 
make the reference to this cell absolute. 
You can do this ln Mul tlplan by pressing 
the @ key after you enter the appropri­
ate cell reference (for example, this 
would turn the ce ll reference 

RI - l 2)C( + 2) into R9C5J. With Lotus. 
us lhe ABS function key IF4J. 

My template ca lcu lates interest (col­
umn 4) by applying the monthly Interest 
rate (!) to the balance of the loan. The dlf­
~ rence between the payment and the In­
terest required Is the amount applied 
toward the principal (column 5). T his 
principal amount redu es lhe balance of 
the loan for the next payment (column 6). 

Figure 2 Lists the formulas I used in my 
templat ; Fig. 3 shows th cell formats. 
I redefined the widths of columns 5 and 
6 to accommodate 13 characters. •

Supposedly. the maximum length of 
a Mode.I Ulll Basic program Une is 255 
characters. In truth, a line can be as 
long as you want: it can have thou· 
sands of characters. This 12-Une utility 
lets you create super-long lines, usefuJ 
for hiding code or for tightening up a 
program. 

Long lines run nne. but you can't 
type them in, you can't edit them, you 
can't display the enUre Une, and some 
uUllUes mishandle them. As always In 
Basic, you can reference only the be· 
ginning of the line. 

However, some of these supposed 
dJsadvantages are exactly why you'd 
want lo create a long line. In a 355­
characler llne. the last 100 characters 
could contain secret Information: Basic 
displays only Lhe Orst 255. You can 
print the burled code. though. 

Tired of having people mess wllh 
your Baslc code? Anyone who trles to 
edit a long line wlll lose all characters 
after the 255th on leaving the edit 
mode: a little booby-trap. 

You can use the program any time 
you want to combine two lines. noljust 
to create super-long llnes. It works un­
der Cassette or Disk Basic. After you 've 
typed In the uUlity and saved It to disk 
or tape. type In RUN 100. When the 
program prompls for a target. type In 
an exlstlng program line number. The 
utility finds the target and combines it 
wtth the next program line, butting the 
start of the second line to the end of the 

target. If the target is a program 's last 
line. the rou tine uoesn·t work. 

You 'll flnd that the utility inserts four 
blank spaces between th two llnes. As 
long as the new line has fewer than 255 
character . you can delete the spaces 
using Basie's edit mode: otherwise. try 
a space-removing utUlty .

for them. The Word Machine 3.0 is an Im­
pressive word processor that lets you 
embed text In a document from a disk Ille. 
prlnt oul docum nts too long for RAM by 
chaining them together, include headers 
and footers in text. preview text before 
printout, and specify the format for page 
numbering. In addition, you can use The 
Word Machine tn conjunction with Pel­
Tek' other programs. the Spell Check/ 
Correctspellingcheckerand the DBLCOM 
telecomm unicatlons program. 

Improvements 
The Word Machin 3.0 I a line-ori­

ented Lext editor that Lncludes the usual 
word processor features such as cursor 
movement, appendlng text, insert/de­

graphics characters. Pel-Tek has made a 
number of slgnillcant improvements to 
Th Word Machine slnce Its earlier ver­
sion (2.0). F1rst. th program comes with 
Micro Systems Software's TDOS.operat­
ing sy tern that provides a lowercase 
driver in low memory for the Model 1. lf 
you use another DOS, you must provide 
a lowercase driver. 

You can now execute the Load and Save 
commands followed by a file name to 
a old being prompt d for one. More Im· 
portant. you can save Illes with or without 
6XI: formatting data or a file extension. 

The Word Machtne loads any ASCll file. 
wjth or without a !DOC extension. and it 
recognizes whether you've Included for­
mat data. As In version 2.0, you can Insert 
a dlsk file from a buffer tn between th 
current and the following line. 

A new improvement is the Get com­
mand that calls a disk file you want to 
embed In or append to the current text file 
while printing. ThJs feature lets you add 
boilerplate paragraphs and stock head­
ings and endtngs to documents. You can 
prepare long documents In sections so 

they'll flt In RAM, thenjotn them with the 
Get command to prtnt them out 

Pel-Tek bas expanded The Word Ma­
chine's document formatting section 
considerably. You can specify header 
and footer lines that become part of the 
format data saved with the text file, you 
can dictate page number placement or 
alternate the placement for odd and even 
pages, and you can print unformatted 
copies of your files. The Preview com­
mand lets you see your text formatt d 
on-screen before you print It oul. 

You can specjfy how many copies of 
the current file you want prtnted and set 
the page on which you want numbering 
to start. You can embed certain prtntlng 
commands such as page eject. line skip. 
and printer control codes. Separate op­
tions control whether or not the embed­
d ed commands are executed and/or 
printed. Also, you can now print from the 
top of a file to the end. or print from the 
current text line to the end of the Ille. 

The Options 
TheSpell Check/Correct program works 

with The Word Machine (or with any other 
word processor) to automatically correct 
mlsspellings and saves the changes to the 
original file. The program providesa count 
ofa file 's total words and unlque words. 

The Word Machine's dictionary con­
tatns 31,000 words that you can augment 
either manually or automatically. It dis­
plays unfamiliar words in context and 
presents a menu of options so you can 
type in the correct spelling, pass over the 
word once, pass over il for the rest of the 
session, or pass over it and automatically 
enter it Into your auxiliary di.cUonary file. 
Spell Cheok returns control to The Word 
Machine afterward. Thls Is a quick and 
effective spelling checker. 

The DBLCOM communications pro­
gram interfaces with The Word Machine 
and supports many useful features: print 
spoollng of Incoming data shown on th 
screen, disk directory from wlthtn the pro­
gram. resettable UART parameters. full/ 
halfduplex, a line feed filter, autcrd.laling, 
and dJallng from the keyboard or from a 
previously prepared phone !Jst file. The 
spilt-screen option Is partlcularly useful 
for conference calls and for CompuServe's 
CB feature. DBLCOM transmlt.s all 26 tele­
communlcatlons control codes. 

One feature DBLCOM lacks ls the ability 
to transmlt/receive disk files wilh error­
cbecklng. Pel-Tek provides a utility to 
convert binary files to hexadecimal and 
vice versa for up- and downloading. but 
you're stlll llmited by memory and the 
lack oferror-checking. 

The documentation accompanying 
these programs ls satisfactory. It presents 
all the necessary information In a clear and 
readable style.8

A s a recent convert from a Model m 
to a Model 4P. I couldn' t believe 

how slowly TRSDOS 6 .2 formatted and 
backed up disks. Whlle a combination 
formal and back-up operation takes 
three or four minutes on a Model m. It 
takes nearly sL-x minutes with TRSDOS 
6 .2. And that doesn't tnclude the time 
requlred to invoke TRSDOS 6.2's sepa­
rate Format and Back-up commands. 

Rapldos Is a high-speed disk format­
ting and duplicating uti!Jty. As you can 
see from the Figure, Rapldos makes a 
s1gruficant difierence In the time it takes 
to back up a disk. particularly on the 
Model 4. TRSDOS 6.2 takes six mlnutes 
and 18 seconds to format and back up a 
disk, plus the time It takes to Invoke the 
two commands. With Rapldos. it only 
takes one command and 43 seconds. 

Bue Rapidos does have problems read­
tng disks formatted In d.lfferent drives 
(for example, trying to read a disk In 
drive l lhat was backed up in drive zero). 
T his happens when your drives run at 
difierent speeds. 

Rapldos is also a mlruature operattng 
system tha includes a small library of 
commands you can use from Rapldos 
Ready ( ee below). 

Choosing from the Menu 
Stnce lhe Rapidos program and oper· 

atlng system are memory-resldenl. you 
can remove the program disk from your 
clrlve after boot-up. The main menu of­
fers the following choices: Formal, Back· 
up. Format and Back-up. Display Speed. 
Change Parameters. and Exit to Rapidos. 

Use Formal to prepare data dlsks. You 
can mass-formal without ever returning 
to the menu-just keep replacing disks 
in your drive and hltting the F key. 

Back-up Is for use wllh already for­
matted disks. Again, you can make 
mass back-ups with just one keystroke. 

Format and Backup do both tasks in 
one operation. 

Display Speed is a drive tlmlng pro­
gram. As long as your drive doesn't go 
above 302 rpm. the manual says that 
everything should work fine. Appar-
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enlly. slower speeds don't cause any 
problems. 

Change Paramel rs lets you specify the 
number of tracks on a disk (up to 80). lhe 
disk name and password. and the dale. 

How Rapidos Works 
Rapidos reads and writes a disk track 

In a Ingle revoluUon of the drive. To do 
lhis. It formats your disks differ ntly 
from TRSDOS. but not so dUTerently that 
IL nJJect:s perfonnanc . 

Rapidos verifies every readlwrite op· 
erauon. If somelhLng Isn't rtghL. It lets 
you know and then retries the op rallon. 
I used Rap!dos to format several Oal<y 
di ks ln my collecUon where TRSDOS 
6.2 had locked out sectors as bad. 

F'or Rapidos to work orr Uy. your 
disk drlv have to b in good shape, par­
tl ularly lo terms of rotational speed. Ac· 
ordlng lo the manual , any devlaUon ln 

speed above 7.5 percent (two revolutions 
p r minute) I Likely to cause prob! ms. 

From my xperienc . Rapido ms 
much mor sensillve lhan that. The 
bulll·ln disk drive program says there's 
only about 1 rpm dilTeren e between my 
two drive . Yet. I ca.n'l read a di k for­
matted and backed-up on drive J on 
drive zero.

Tandy encourages user's 
groups. and doesn't object lfstores post 
meeting announcements or other non­
commercial user 's group notices. Haue 
Computer Cenier people contact Rich 
Hollander. manager of Tandy's Busi­
ness Products Dtutston tn Fort Worth. lf 
they want uertftcatlon. 

Qe ls It possible to buy the old Model 
• 4 keyboard without clustered ar­

row keys? How much? Part number? 

A •Yes. $81.81. Part #AXX-0216. 
• You can still buy almost any 

partfor any computer we'ue sold In the 
past seuen years. Order through your 
Local Radio Shack storefor installation. 
or from Radto Shack National Parts di­
rect (817-870-5662) . 

Qe l hope someone can answer what 
• 1 thought were lmple questions; 

so far. I've had no luck. I wanl to know 
th amount of free (u r) memory avail· 

able In a Tandy 1000 with each of these 
programs loaded : Lotus 1-2-3 . Word· 
Star. VlsiCalc, MuJUplan . EasyWrlter. 
and DeskMate. 

A • Unfortunately. I don 't haue all 
• that software aootlable to test. I 

wtll tell you that you should haue about 
40-45K Less RAM aoollable ln a Tandy 
1000 than In a comparably equipped 
IBM PC. since some of the PC's Basic Ls 
ln ROM. A 256K Tandy 1000 should 
run all the software you listed. With 
DeskMate. you should haue about 
25.600 free bytes, depending on the 
uerslon. The uerslon of Baste I tried 
shows 60.875 free bytes. (Microsoft Ba­
ste. whether on the Tandy I 000 or IBM 
PC. can't address more than 64K of 
RAM.) 

Qe TRSDOS 2.8DD (double density 
• for the Model II still has some 

bugs. Is ll posslbl you'll release a new 
version? 

A •So few people would want the 
• product that a new release Ls to­

tally tmpracttcal. Chances are slLm to 
none. 

Q• With Increasing use of spread­
e sheets. It's more Important to be 

able to prlnl the output on one contlnu· 
ous sheet of paper. A program for th 
IBM PC. called Sid ways. supports prlnL· 
outs of unlimited width . Does Radio 
Shack offer. or plan to offer. a similar 
program? 

A •You didn't say what model com­
• puter you haue. If you have a 

1000 or I 200. the IBM program should 
work. On a 2000. Lt might work. We are 
Looktng at other stmtlar products, but 
I'm really not able to say much about 
unannounced products. No dates or 
spectjlcs yet. 

Qe l own a Model III , and I'm a 
• leacher. Why hasn't Tandy done 

as much educational programming as 
Apple? When I taJk with oth r teachers 
about computers. they always throw 
cold water on the TRS-80 llne because It 
la ks educational software. 

A •Tandy and Apple both encour· 
• age educational software deuel­

op men t by outside publishers. We 

currently haue working agreements 
wtth 79 nattonally recognized educa­
tional publishers. Those folks haue 
more than 400 programs for TRS-BOs. 
In fact. we just compiled a LISt of more 
than 300 Network 3-compattble pro­
grams. just for the Model UI/4. Radio 
Shack publishes an Educational Soft­
ware Sourcebook ILsttng about 1.500 
titles, and the TESS Software Source­
book also lists about I .500 programs. 
so I think that's a safe minimum num­
ber to quote. Armed with this Infor­
mation. maybe you won't haue to take 
quite as mtLCh flak about "no .. soft­
ware. 

Q• Does Tandy plan to manufacture 
• another computer In the l/Irl/4 

family? 

A •Sorry. It's company policy not to 
• speculate about future prod­

ucts. I can tell you. though. that we 
haue NO plans to eliminate the Model 4 
family. 

Qe l love my Tandy 2000. but I'm 
• disappointed with Tandy's sofl· 

ware support. I got a notice about the 
MS-DOS 2 . 11.0l upgrade on Dec. 10. 
1984. As of February. my Radio Shack 
store couldn ' t , wouldn ' t. or didn ' t care 
about getting me a copy. They' re back-or· 
dered . out of stock. or just not able. Why 
not mall me a dJsk Instead of a letter? 

A •Unfortunately. we do some­
e ttmes haue these problems. In 

this case. some stores might hau been 
at fault. but part of the problem was 
that our product manager dtdn 't antic­
ipate the number offolks who 'd want 
2.11.01. We 're often asked for many 
more upgrades than the number of 
products out there to be upgraded. 

The good news IS that. since mid-Feb­
ruary. Tandy's filling orders for MS­
DOS 2 .1 I .01 wtlh uerslon 2.11 .02. You 
should haue recetued a Letter announc­
ing the upgrade by the ttme you read 
this. See. we do try to haue a product 
aootlable before we adulse you. 

Malling disks tsn 't practical. They 
often don 't work on arriual. too many 
people moue, and too many neuer send 
in thetr regtstratlon cards. We gener­
ally haue better luck malling letters 
and hauing stores contact their local 

customers.•
