Your Colod can now sport a friendly mouce driven graphic interface just iike its big brofhersi it's cal
MULTI-VUE and is put on the market only this year by Tandy.

What do we mean by a graphical interface? There are two user interfaces employed on micro computers, the fi
is the command-driven type using the prompt, and you as a user by now are well used to typing in commands in this
manner. The newer one is called the Icon-driveny graphical interface.

This "Xerox/Mac® user style graphical interfacey enabling a working environment using windows, 1COnS,; mOuse a
pointers called WIMP (for short) includes "pull-down menus, gadgets, requesters, alerts, and may include desktos
items such as a calender, calculator and a clock etc.y and may provide preference menus which allow you to change
your printer settings, monitor/screen setup file/disk maintenence etc.

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what is MULTI-WUE?
You have seen this sort of stuff before on your LoCo’s because ColoMan and Deckmate uses some or most of these
features,

Multi-Vue also allows the user to open several windows at once and several programs can share the (olo’s screen
at the same time - this is called true multi-tasking. Even most of the ’bigger’ computers will not multi-task at
this stage. This is due to the Tandy Colo’s 0S9 disk operating system.

Multi-vue is a part of the three part package of (059 level Z syctem sold 5y Tandy especially for their CCCO
128k and S1iZk  {upgraded) computers. The other two parts are the Level Tuo operating system ifself {released latz
last year! which is reaquired before Multi-vue can be usedy and a development package (now just being released in
dustralia) which can be used by frogrammers and the more ewperienced users who program in assembly language.

What 1s the 0897
(89 is a disk operating system designed by Microware in conjunction with Motorola who designed the 5889 cpu. it
was first introduced szcme five uears ago and was used on the Jolc | and 2°s and was called level 1. To use the
eutra memory on the Colo J, level Z 059 was introduced. Incidently, the ﬂsq Level ! and Level 2 has already prove d
to be an excelilent operating syctem for the Colo’s and also is run on other 5889 computers like the Gimew, Hitachi
Si'sy Fujitsu’s and even the Apple using a 5889 co-grocessor board fas u:ed by mycelf {George! last year and by one
of our friends {David) in Canberra). 059 is also ziowly becoming popular on the newer 65000,

(89 is modelled after the much older multi-user/multi-tacking system called Unix made popular by the American
College wucage. Unix is aisc used by the Gippsiand Institute of Advanced Education at Churchill. 059 has tree-like
heirarchical directories and sub-directories similar to Unix and MS-GOS, and has very flexible I/0 capabilities
which makes 1t very powerful, but because of these features it can seem romelicated and confusing, especially tu
the beginner and first time user. Sp much so that the beginner puts the package up on the T00-Hard shelf after his
first { few? ) playis).

This is whers the Muiti-Yue package comes into slayyiexcuse pun) which in theory should make using 059
operating system chiid’s play.

dhat 1s Multi-Yue?

The package consists of a 188 page manual in 3 three ring bindery which includes a flippie {double-sided flap-
jack) and a pretty little software regiciration card which may =ither decorate your wall or someone else’s here in
Australia.

The wversion given ‘o us by the manager of the Tandy store at Mid-Yalley (Morwell) was Version 91.30.82 ({at.
Np, 763@833.! As ctated abovey Multi-Vue is a Graphical Interface meaning the screen dispiays Iconms {small picturesi
which uou roll over with a pointer controlled by a mouse or joystick. This makes it so :imple to select programs or
disk drives etc, together with pull-dowm menus that are also pointed toy makes operating nearly fool-proof.

This concept has been around for some time and was first used on the main frame termlwals. The mouse ifself was
invented by Douglas Engelbart of San Jose, {alifornia who was a senior scientist, one of the Hupertext {word
knowledge! gurus.As we all agree, it has made the personal computer far more useful than without the mouce.

Dan Ingalis of Xerox and a team of researchers were the first fo use Graphical interfaces on the mini and maxi
{main-frame} computerc, before Apple’s Steve Wonzick and Steve Jobs used it for the first time on their ill-fated
Lisa perscnal computer, and again on their successful Apple Macintosh computer series. '

This graphical or WIMP esnvironment makes computing fum. As we caid abovey, you just move the mouse arcund on
your desktop to point to any item or box on ihe zcreen %o select or literally move the icon or display around the
SCreen.

Similar approaches to the graphical interface environment are used by both perconal computers and softuare
companies alike. Companies who followed the original theme of Xerox, are Apolloy Sun, the MacIntosh 'Finder’,
Digital Research’s *GEM’ initially available for the IBM PC’s, and more recently part of the supplied system on the
Amstrad range of computers, and the Atari ST series, and even the Commodore 454 has a cut down version called GE(.
Perhaps the most recent {prior to Tandy’s Multi-Vue release) effective implementation was the Amiga Workbench
'Intuition’ designed by a Mr. R.J. Mical, used on the Commodore Amiga series of home computer. Intuition is a very
powerful windowing environment, and will take some "tossing®.

Time will tell if Tandy’s Multi-Yue will match it or be better and if as popular. However we believe Tandy has
taken the right step in the right direction making a standard graphical interface for 059, thus making it easy to
use for many CoCo 3 users.
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In the Wimp system, gadgets are important as they allow overlapping windows, able to select fromt or back
windows or planes and can be used to resize windows, and even change their position on the screen. Also you can
simply close a screen by pointing to the upper left-hand close box and click (away) at the mouse button. As
mentioned, pull down menu’s make life easy, showing the state that the program is in. Not all items on a senu may
be available at all times, the ones shown in bold lettering work and the ones ghosted don’t work, {even if
selected.) Simple windows are a convenient and vital part of this flexible style of screen display, using icons
comparing it to folders in a file {on disk or memory); or papers on a desky, even a rubbish tin to put the old
dead files in etc. {(after uou killed them.) Windows alsc allow many simultaneous displays on the same screen.

To manage these multiple windows, the & GSHELL (the actual Multi-vue program) provides various gadgets as
outlined above,

In a mutli-tasking computere such as the CBCE 3 and the Amiga series, allow multiple windows and screens, each
running a separate program {subject to RAM available) like tiny independent video monitors or separate
monitors/terminals.,

How to get Multi-Vue up and rumning? The manual provided ic one of the best user manuals Tandy has so far
produced and is reasonably easy to foliow allowing you to get Mul*i-Vue up and running. You must have the (59 level
two system and its config disis toc enable you to place a bootable Multi-Vue on two formatted disks, by religiously
following the directions in the manualy {both single and double disk drive ouners are catered for.)

Unfortunately, for Australian users, Multi-Vue comes cet up for the American Date and Time system {(ie. 68
Hertz) so it hurts losing time in & big way {(like most other Tandy (89 software), this of course could be changed
by experienced 059 Hackers. If your (5% system disk is configured for 50 hz, thiz should overcome thiz short-coming
but I was concerned that the manual states “you SHOULD NOT use a customized system disk to create BuildMV'y so as
the package was only on loan ! followed the directions correctly, and had to put up with the depreciating time. So,
this was the first problem that we came across. The next one was the using of the graphical interface menu ic
format & blank disk in /d! {drive 1) or /d@ {drive @), both actionc failed with a process error 287. Most modern
computers and their operating systems hardly use format or dskini {only for making data disks) and most disk copy
supplied wutilities wusually format as they copy the disk, for example Apple Il's Dos 3.3 and ProDosy Amigz-DOS and
PC/MS-DOS. But 059 does not allow this.

How Good is Multi-Vue?

fter many hours of playing over a period of several daysy our experience with this package and having used
other agraphical interfaces we are convinced that this program will make (SY very popular op the Colc 3’ ac many
have found using the (59 command driver inferface just over-whelming and difficult. I think that it resembies the
screer display somewhat iike &EMy clean and simpley but not quite as impressive as the Amiga *Intuition®, ac it
lacks some of the Amiga's functions. Multi-Vue providec a desktop functior ac well. Another problem ! found ic that
it boots up in the 48 column mode and would require a fix to the G Shell to make it default tc 80 colummnc.
I must stress this program can only be used on the Tandy (olo 3 ,and requires at least one disk driveyand the
purchase of the 059 Level Z Syctem Paciage.

Conclusion .

Tandy has given this part of the Trilogy (59 system package a lot of thought and planning, even though it has
several bugs as [ {George) and others have found out. Tandy has made Multi-Vue as a STANDARD Interface, meaning any
future programs if they follow the Microware/Tandy guidelines of this new standard then their programs will run
under HMulti-Yue using (59 with no problems. Thic will make each program execute and have the same feel to one
anothery and used in the same manner, like they doc on the Mactintosh and Amigas. Multi-Vue will not be everyone’cs
cup of tea, It ic expecteds Software companies will follow this standard for future Tandy Color (omputer programs.
But tc be successfuly comsidering InterTan’c very iate release of a graphical interface, they will have to get
their act together in the pricing of thic package, like the Apple and the Amiga, it should be supplied free with
each computer and disk drive soldy and the total package price kept under a total of $A999, which its competition
is selling for.
