Lonnie toid us many stories ir the pa thow about fow it
grev from some ideas and a couple of pieces of peper tc 2
thick magazine thar kept mamy of us in touch with the
0000 and C0S-9 compunity for many years. [t is this
coxzupity that kept the Rainbow going streng for so leng,
Then as the onlize COCO apd 0S-9 community evolved,
Rainbow was cgetting thinner in pages, come of our
favorite COCO and 0S-9 experts left the Rainbow, ard zany
hardvare and software companies stopped advertising in
its pages.

hround the same time DRainbov ctarted get:ting thinuer,
community of COCO and 0S-9 users started getting together
on FIDONET, a worldwide amateur metwork of over 10,000
B8S systems, Many of us learned that it is an excellent
and cheap {in some cases free) place to keep 1In touch
with (0C0 and 0S-9 experts, and other memders of our very
friendly comnunity. New users found they could get
questions answered in a day or two {or less), learn where
to get software, hardware, and the support that they were
lacking from Tandy and other sources.

After I had experienced the wonder and power of 0S-9
Level 2 for a while, with its multitasking and windows, I
learoed about PRiBBS which was writtes to be FIDONET
compatible. So [ decided to join the FIDOKET network to
further my aspirations of being a supporting member of
our special community. After seeing Tandy drop its
support ¢f the (COCO and 0S-9 markets, apd seeing the
RPainhow getting smaller yet, I decided to look for more
vays to support this community and do my part to kelp
keep it glive. I eventually toock on <the job of echo
noderztor for the FIDONET COCO and 059 conferences, and
continyed o share ay knowledge of and experiesce in 05-9
