The new systems 
were not available by meeting time so it was 
time to pull off the old 'tap dance 
routine' . Since Joe Register was apart of 
the Delphi network the day the CoCo- III was 
announced, he passed along to the membership 
that information he received . There were 
allot of questions being asked by the 
members and Joe did his very best to answer 
every one of them . The bulk of the question 
were centered around the extra memory , 
screen display and the OS- 9 Level II 
operating system. With Joe's extensive 
computer background, he was able to field 
these questions and draw ~ompar isons to 
other computer systems . On behalf of the 
Club , thanks Joe for a job well done. 
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ONE TANDY CENTER 
I have seen on local BBS Boards where people 
are complaining about the CoCo-III and what 
Tandy will or will not support with this new 
system. Please allow an outsider to explain 
some of these reasons and statements . Firs t 
of all , I do not work for Tandy and my only 
investment with Tandy is as an end user of 
their Color Computer. The bulk of the 
complaining is centered around memory and 
graphics availability in the CoCo-III. 
Tandy has said that there is only so muc h 
memory and only so much gra phics s pace on 
the CoCo- III that they will support. When 
in fact there is much more a vaila ble s pace 
wit h in these locations. Wha t Tandy r eally 
means is that they will only support these 
requirements and nothing else . Let ' s be 
honest guys, what Tandy supports and what 
Tandy built are for the most part two 
different systems . Tandy MUST maintain 
system standards and the applica t ions tha t 
are designed around that sys t em . Wi th out 
this STANDARD of system support there would 
be little or no softwar e or ha rdwar e 
consistency . Wi th out this little control 
of consistency, chaos would reign supr eme ! 
Let' s go back not to l ong ago when the CoCo 
I & II wer e all we had . Tandy set standar ds 
for t hese systems and any devia t ion from 
t hese standar ds would not be supported as 
future hardwar e up gr ades came av9ilable . 
Thus the reason for CoCo Max , Micky Term or 
ADOS not being abl e to work with the 
CoCo- I II . These companies wrote software 
t ha t ventured i nto t he l and of no re t urn . 
Their des i gns calleo f9r ROM calls that were 
not ment to be used i n t he manner in which 
the y wer e used . This did not mean that what 
they designed would not wor k it j ust men t 
t ha t Tandy would not s up por t them at r etail 
or i n fut ure up grades . That ' s the real 
bottom line ! 
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All of this is not to suggest that this 
editor has gone soft to Tandy. Nor is it to 
suggest that this Newsl~tter will not tackle 
and take on the wrongs or mis t akes we find 
in future Tandy hardware or software . It is 
to suggest tha t what we know the ne~ 
CoCo-l II is capable of. doing, will be done. 
If it sta ys with in the constraints Tandy 
se t , ' ok! If it does not then we also know 
the consequece . 
Putting it in layman terms , Detroit builds 
cars tha t go much faster then 55 mph, 
however 55 mph is the l imi t and Law . Going 
beyond that limit is easy for the car to do 
beca use it was designed so . Yet , there are 
standards set by law that say , go beyound 
our limits and you will pay for you actions! 
Gentlemen, the CoCo-III is no different 
except for the goi ng to jail trip you might 
t ake for exceeding 55 mph . I do not know of 
to ma ny people who have been put into jail 
for shooting up f unky ROM calls .••
