HINTS AND TIPS 

Editor: 
If anyone ever asks you why their ptinter 

will hoi work on the Color Computer you 
can be nearly certain that the reason is that 
pin two on the serial I I 0 port is not being 
held high by the printer. I got the clue to this 
from reading the green technical manual put 
out by Radio Shack, which I was given at my 
local Radio Shack store when no one there 
knew the answer. For anyone making a 
cable, here is the way to do it. 

HE RAINBOW August 1984 

Buy a cable with four pin connectors ori 
each end from Radio Shack and cut it in 
two. Sp lice to one of these four-pin half 
cables a standard 25-pin D. B. plug and con­
nect the following pins. 

From the 
computer: 

pin I not used 
pin 2 green 

receive 

pin 3 red signa l 
ground 

pin 4 white send 

On the printer side: 

pin 20 or any other 
+12 

pin 7 signa l ground 
pin 3 receive 

The technical manual defined "high" as 
above three volts but I found that even an 
eight- or nine-volt line would not work. 
Most printers will have a pin 20 output 
which is 12 vo lts, and if not they generally 
will have another pin with +I i which will do 
just as well. It is a little peculiar that the 
computer's receive pin instead of its t;arrier 
detect pin is the one needing to be held high, 
but every machine ha s its idiosynci·acies . 
And it took me a while to find this one, so 1 
thought you might a pp reciate tny passing it 
on. 

Caution a lso on print speeds chosen (with 
the above-mentioned corrections) since the 
CoCo has no busy detect. So if it sends data 
faster than your printer can print it or buffer 
it. you will lose text.

I) Save each M L program tci tape, leaving 
a short blank between them. 

2) Press Reset if you have turned AUDiO 
ON. TypingAUDIOOFFot NEW or delib­
erately creating a SN Error won't do . The 
M L program will EXEC, but with no sound. 

3) In the command mode type FOR T~l 
TO number of tunes on the tape: CLOA DM.' 
FOR R=J TO number of times to repeat 
each tune: CLSRND(8) :EXEC :FOR P=l 
TO 700 a: short pause :NEXT :NEXT 
:NEXT. 

4) Rewind tape, press PLAY then press. 
ENTER. 

The above can also be entered and run as a 
BASIC program, with an ON T GOSU.B to 
some graphics routines instead of 
CLSRND(8). 

Composer music will hot load into 
Music+ . But all that work is not lost. 
CSA VE ML music from both programs on 
an all music tape. The above program will 
EXEC them all.

I was most interested to read the letters 
from Joe Cain and John Spataro in the May 
1984 issue, Page 206, because .I have encoun­
tered soine of the same problems with VIP 
Terminal. 

Like M i'. Cain, I suffer from considerable 
loss of data when I use the default 51 
characters-per-line screen which was one of 
the main reasons I bought VIP Terminal. 
And like Mr. Spataro , I encountered the 
same lack of interest on Soft law's part when 
I tried to gei some help. 

A full month after I wrote to Sofilaw, I 
received a form letter telling me that my 
question could be answered only if I would 
call them in an inconvenient hour of the 
afternoon. I found it rather difficult to 
understand how the manufacturer of VIP 
Writer, a truly excellent word processor, 
would be unable to communicate by letter. 
But in the interest of getting the problem 
solved , I managed to be near a phone at the 
proper hour ohe day and I called. 

i spoRe to Mr. Tom Saag of Softlaw's 
customer relatio·ns department. He was 
somewhat unsympathetic, and only moaer­
ately helpful. He suggested I ask the Bulletin 
Boards and databases with which I com­
municate to send nulls for line delay. But 
that is only a partial so lution, because rnany 
of these services, including MCI Mail, are 
not equipped to send nulls. 

I find it highly significant that Cer-Comp; 
in its advertisements for its new Data Pack II 
terminal program, puts "No lost inforlila­
tion when using Hi-Res display on line".f/rst 
on the list of features. On top of that , Data 
Pack II seems to have all the same bells and 
whi sties that VIP Terminal has, and it has a 
buffer editor that VIP Terminal lacks - all 
for $15 less' Obviously, Cer-Comp found 
that a problem existed and did something 
about it. Why can't Softlaw do the sarrie'l 

in its own advertising, Softlaw likes to 
emphasize its "professionalism," but the 
company is anything but professional ih its 
ire~1tment of its customers.

Help' Back in the lege nd ary days of the 

"D" board , memory upgrades were myste­
rious and awesome. Financia l a nd technical 
considerations led some of us into the realms 
of piggy-back 32K. By riow everyo ne knows 
that this creates tlie obscure memory-overlay 
sy ndrome. The problem is what to do about 
it' Simply put , when encountering programs 
that combine BASIC and M L across the 
16384 border in ihis modifica ti on, anything 
can happen' Some work, some don't, and 
so me fru strat ingly pa rti ally work before the 
dreaded (most frequently) FC Error mes­
sage occurs. If you stick to BAS te everything 
is fine, but address ing the M L seems to be up 
fo r gra bs. The sta ndaro answer seems to be 
"get good 64K chips ," but for nonelectronic 
types, 64K for the "D" boa rd is fearsome, 
not to mention ex pensive for th ose who 
started with 4K and have sc rimped for th ose 
chips and other needed periphera ls. I find it 
hard to believe that the only answer for the 
"piggy-back" owners is "tbugh luck , budd y!" 

Maybe the vendors of thi s modification 
ha ve a fi x, o r more likely, ot her ow ners with 
a tec hnical bent have found one. If so , pub­
lish! Many programs si t in my inac ti ve box 
because of thi s glitch and I am sure there 
must be others in the sa me situation out 
th ere in CoCoiand. Wri te me: Box 28 ,

We did attract some attention in the media for the Scratch 
And Sniff Adventure, and we plan to be doing some more 
"wild and crazy things" as time goes by. That, to my mind, is 
what is nice about CoCo - while you can use it for a whole 
range of significant applications, you can have a lot of fun 
with it, too. Perhaps this is the reason CoCo is still there and 
going strong while virtually all the "highly-touted" home 

1 computers have bitten the dust. It is called a "shakeout," but : maybe we should call it a "Shackout," because guess who is 
shaking the others out of the market? 

Our RAINBOWfest in Chicago was a huge success: the 
largest of the shows we have had - both in terms of attend­

ance and number of firms exhibiting. Are we doing it again? You bet! And what we'd like to see is you 
folks in other parts of the country trying to beat the Chicago attendance record. The east held it for a 
time, but the midwest came storming back. And, how about you westerners? We'll be back in 
California in February. 

I know no one cares but me, but RAlNBOWfest in Princeton, N.J., (Sept. 28-30) is the week before 
my birthday. And, while most people who start getting a little older like I am try to forget their 
birthdays, I have always had this thing about the occasion. So, we're planning something a little 
special for what Jim Reed has dubbed as "Lonnie's Birthday at RAINBOWfest." I hope you will come 
and help me celebrate in Princeton . 

Yes, the rumors have been flying a bout a new Color Computer. Will there be one? Of course. But 
don't expect anything anytime real soon . 

We can't tell you a great deal at this point, but one of the things we can point out is to expect 
"upward" software compatibility with the new CoCo. That means that what you see running now will 
be able to run right away on the new machine - or will require only a little modification. Contrast 
that, if you will, with Commodore's dumping of the VIC-20 when the Commodore 64 became 
available. And, when Commodore tried to do it again a few months ago, there was such a hue and cry 
from users and dealers that they have gone back and looked at the whole issue again -significantly 
delaying the introduction of the new machine. 

While some changes are necessary in bringing out a new model, you don't see this planned 
obsolescence from Radio Shack. Perhaps that's why Radio Shack is the "shaker" instead of the 
"shakee" in the home computer market. 

Thanks to a friendly computer store in the area, I have been playing with a Macintosh computer for 
the past several days . I am sure most of you have seen or heard something about this one- from our 
friends at the Apple Computer Company. 

I have seen the Macintosh - known as the Mac among friends - at three or four shows now, 
always with an extra-big projection TV and a lot of people looking. (In fact, at the West Coast 
Computer Faire in San Francisco, it was a little hard to get into the main exhibit hall because doors 
were narrow and the Mac exhibit was right in front of them.) 

Mac addicts (at this point, mostly Apple people and dealers and the people who are planning the 
software for this new addition) are touting the Mac as the newest and greatest thing since sliced 
bread. I thought you might be interesed in some observations, so here we are. 

I do not see the Mac as a particularly great computer. I do see the software as a major innovation in 
user-friendliness. In fact, for the most part, the software is not only user-friendly, it is user­
affectionate . Mac uses 3\l:z-inch disks, similar to those with the AMDISK system available for the 
CoCo, and each one (single-sided) holds a little over 400K . That sounds fine, except the system and 
applications software take up a lot of space. To do word processing for instance, I can clear about 
160K on my disk . Not bad, but not great, either. 

The single worst thing about the Mac is the disk drive access. It is s-1-o-w. If you think any other

system is slow, try Mac. Those disk drives grind and grind 
and grind. Oh, for some fast 1/0! 

Too, Mac is a black and white computer. There is no 
mention anywhere of color- coming or available at some 
future time. To some degree, this really does not upset you as 
much as you woulq think: But, g1ven an absolutely fantastic 
graphics package called MacPrint, it is a shame that the 
people who pioneered color computing end up now with ~ 
one-color computer. And, the resolution in the graphics 
mode (and it is always in the graphics mode) is Jess than 
CoCo. Hmmmm. 

One of the t~ings which is important is the "footprint," 
that is, the amount of space the Mac takes on a desk. 
Basically, the footprint is rather small, but, if you add the 
need for space in which to operate the "mouse"(more on this 
later), it is pretty big. The disk drive is built in, but that is 
only for a single drive. The second has to be outside the 
computer. Given the small amount of available storage on a 
single dis!< after the applications are added, you almost have 
to have a second drive (not yet availabie). 

If you get the idea that I am not partiCUlarly impressed 
with the Mac, you are right. And, at $2,500 (plus $500 for a 
C.ltoh graphics printer) that's a hefty pric~, in my humble 
opinion. You do get Mar; Paint and Mac Write (a word pro· 
cessing package) witp the computer but BASIC costs extra 
(like, $199 extra). 

As much as I am not impressed by the Mac, I am 
impressed by the software! This stuff is super. I do not go so 
far as to say it is the answer to interfacing peopte and 
computers, but it ma)<es a giant step. 

As I mentioned, everything involving the Mac is in il 
graphics mode. It uses a "desktop" in which your programs 
and / or applications an: graphically represe.nted on the 
screen. Your major tooi is the mouse, and you can use it to 
select different applications, rearrange the desktop, make 
each "window" larger or smaller, scroll and the like. 

All of this is super. It really is. One of the major assets is 
that you do not have to remember a bunch of commands to 
do things lik~ save prpgrams, edit letters, draw lines a~d the 
like. Instead of typing SA VE"LETTER "all you have to do 
is rnove a pointer controlled by the mouse to a label at the 
top of the s~reen which reads ~'File" and then move the 
pointer down (again with the mouse) until the word SA VEis 
highlighted. You press the mouse button and the save starts 
to take place.

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Oh, oh. A screen comes up asking yqu what you wish to 
name the document. All of a sudde11, you have to get to the 
keyboard and type it in. This means, in effect, switching 
from the mouse to the keyboard. To my .mind, this is a fault 
of the system. 

Let's take word proce~sing - an application a whole lot 
of people use a computer for. You have to use the mouse to 
get yourself into the word processo~, use the m~use to set 
margins and the like, arid then go to the keyboard, just like 
always. It seems to me you are switching systems. 

. Oh, yes, the word processor is nice. It Jets you type in nine 
different type styles, six different types (like underline, ital­
ics and so o'n), and in five different si~es. But, if you want to 
change from "regular" type to underline, you either have to 
~'leave" the keY,board and· go to the mouse to make tpese 
changes, or you have to memorize a bunch of control keys! 

My point, exactly. Mac is billed as a computer system 
where you do not have to memorize things. Yet, it is abun­
dantly easier to memorize Control-1 to get italics than to 
take your hands off the keybaord, move the mouse around 
and then do some clicking of the mous~ button. . . 

I see this as a fallacy in the entire system. While the 
gr_aphics prognnn works extremelY, well with the mouse, you 
still need to go to the keyboard to label anything. In the edit 
mode of the word processor, you are bitsically going back 
and forth between the mouse and tpej<eyboard. It drives you 
nut~. · 

Maybe it is me. I am used to computers and feel com­
fortable with the commands. I've memorized most of them 
so long ago that I do not realize I have memorized them. 
But, it does bother me to have to switch back and forth 
between the mouse and the keyboard. And, especially when 
I want to edit, it is frustrating not to have cursor keys on the 
keyboard itself. In word processing the keyboard is where 
it's at - 110t the mouse. 

Let me suggest three things. First of all, go take a look at 
the Mac. I do think you will pe impressed with the total 
concept. I know I am. Spend a few m!nutes playing. And, 
then, looking at things objectively, I believe you will be able 
to _see past the gee-whiz and discover some of the problems 
th1s sort of system brings about. 

Second, let me ask you to cqnsider that the Tandy 2000 
machine will soon have a mouse available, a,Jong with 
Microsoft's Windows program. The 2000 costs Jess than the 
Mac, and can do oh, so much more! · 

Thini, and most important here, I wish to remind you that 
there are some applications whi<;:h can use, in a very effective 
way, the graphics capabilities and the mouse that Apple has 
used in making its Mac. And, remembering that all it takes is 
software to cjp this, I believe some very excellent programs 
can be (and are being) developed for the Color Computer 
(which already has a mouse, too, along with better graphics) 
using this concept. · · 

Then, you have a truly excellent opportunity to teach 
people to get friendly with a computer -using the same 
techniques applied by Mae- without sacrificing any of the 
e_ase flexibility necessary in keyboard-necessa,ry applica­
twns. Just as will appear with the Mac, I foresee a whole 
range of programs made available to use mouse "technol­
ogy." But, by using CoCo, we will have them at a fraction of 
the cost, in color- and on a superior computer, too!

And, Some Commen,ts on Reviews 

F or a short but memora ble tenure quite a w!1ile ago, I worked backstage at N~C 
Burbank as a security guijrd ass igned to The Tonight Show. Both starstruck and 

. awed by the p~we r of network television, I reveled in my good fortun e at hav ing 
the opportunity (p pee k be !lind th e curtains of what is probably the world's most fa mous 
TV show. Over the pas t two decades, Johnny Carson has developed such a following it's 
reported - a nd who would dpubt it -- that , at tl1e conclusion of his monologue, the 
pressur~ in water mains across the country drops as people scramble to America's 
kitchens and !Jathropms during the ensuing commercial break. 

I was remind ed of that "Johnny phe nornenqn" recently when one of our mijjor 
advertisers to'ld me that his sal~s drop conspic1.1ously each mon t h in the week right before 
TH E RAINBOW comes out , then pick up noticea bly when the next issu~ hits the mailboxes 
a nd newsstands. Also, he reports that THE RAINBOW 's reviews of his company's products 
can bring.feast or famine, dep~:; nding on the reviewer's conclusions. This und e rlines to me 
the importa nce of THE RAINBOW rev i ~w process. 

Each month, we agonize over the two to three dozen reviews published in TH!O 

RAI NBOW. Weare not cavalier about the respo nsibility we have: to the software / hardware 
market ing company, to the revie»'er, and, most importantl y, to our readers. To ensu re 
impartiality and objectivity, the revi ew process .ha s become qu ite tedious. To begin with , 
we do riO't accept unsolicited reviews: the theory being th<)t many of these come from those 
with e ith·er a -bone to pick ; or, poss ibly a ves te9 interest. Rather , we have a stab le of 
rev iewe rs whose qualifications and ipte rests -- and affiliations - we knqw. Jutta 
Kap01ammer, our su~mi ss ions editor, rpakes a determined effo rt to match rev iew mate­
i·ial with those most qualified to revi ew it. (This is more difficult than many imagine, and , 
if you think we n~ed your expertise, write her.) Our reviewers do it for love, not the token 
ex pense money, and they must follow exte nsive guidelines under the press ure of hard 
dead)ines. They respqnd 'like troopers and p\.!t their he<jrts in· it. Therefo re, orice a given 
item is assigned for . revi~w , we fee l a ~trorg commitment to edit the resulting review as 
little as possible in order to pr.ese rye th e integrity of the review process a nd give the 
reviewer his rightf!Jl say. 

In rece nt months, however, we have elected to give companies a chanc~ to respo nd -- in 
the ~ame issue - if we feel there may be strong exception to our reviewer's co nclu sions; 
this is the purpose of our " Rev iewi ng Rev iews" section -- ·to sta te the other side of the 
case, so to speijk , and to clear up any possible factl!al errors before they might cause 
irrepa rable damage. T he review process can so metim es make or break a small di~tributor! 
Ca ndidly, some of our reviewers have bristled at the idea 'of their review being reviewed. 
But. while this eveT]tuality Inay cause a bit of inhibition, we feel that it encourages 
rev iewers to do the ir homework when they know that someqne may saw ()ff the limb 
they 've ventured out on. · 

Respo nd en(s to our "Reviewing Reviews" section have ta ken our reviewers to task for 
being both "too easy" ano "too ha rd" on a given produr:;t. This Sl!ggests we may have 
ach.ieved a d elicat \! balance or, at !e<)s t, that we can e rr in either direction. · 

This brings me to the sum and crux of wha t I want to share with our review aud iences ­
the reviewers , ·the rev iewees and our readers: the purpose of RAINBOW rev iews is to 
prov id e information , to arm our readers with the facts they need to make th eir own 
decision on whether to buy a given product. This does not dictate that we always have 
lengthy reviews; I am amazed a l how mu c)1 a one-sentence description in th e loca l paper's 
TV section guides me in what I select to view. It does mean a reviewe r sho uld imp;irt as 
much infC!rmation as ne~decj, as concisely as poss ible. · . 

I full y agree wi!h D a le Puckett's comments in the s.econd iss ue of F!-1 L Soji News, the 
Frank Hogg Laboratory newsletter: " Rev iews are meant to be used .... w;iters are too 
fa st to supply subject ive opinions and too slow to give you objective data t hat backs up 
the ir position . ... Th('! rea l problem is that opinions aren't worth much and we ' have a 
surplus of them .... 'what we need. is information." 

Dale says it succinctly; substance is much more important than syt le . liopef'ully, we can 
have both but; clearly , the prirne purpose of a rev iew is to te ll the reader a ll one 'canabout 
a product he or she may not be able to exa mine firsthand . We want our rev iewe rs' 
op inions but, above al! , we want our rev iewers to te ll .our readers en o ugh tha t th ey ca n 
fo rm their own. That's when a rev iew se rves it s purpose.

T 'he Jungle is a graphics game for the 4K, non­
Extended BASIC Color Computer. It is in response to 
4K owners who ask for programs for their machines. 

Having started with 4K, I understand the feeling of being 
lost in a sea ... or jungle of 16K CoCos. 

After upgrading to 32K and disk~printer system, I more or 
less forgot about my "old" programs. Then I came across a 
game I had written and enjoyed. So I spruced it up a bit 
(remembering not to use the other 29,000 bytes of memory I 
have). And here it is in its current state. Despite the small 
memory it still has quite a bit (byte?) of color, sound, 
graphics and action. 

Upon running The Jungle, the title will appear. The theme 
song will play and then you will be given the chance t0 select 
your skill level. One is the easiest, while three is the most 
difficult. Next, the graphics are drawn. 

The object of the game is to maneuver your man (orange, 
flashing cursor) through the jungle from the upper left-hand 
corner to the lower right. ln the lower right cerner is the 
safari camp (safe zone). In between are dozens 'Of green trees. 
If too many are "walked into," you lose one man. The 
number of trees you are allowed to hit is determined by the 
skill level. On skill level one you can hit eight; two, you can 
hit five; three, you can hit three. 

Control is through the use of the keyboard's arrow keys 
(see, you don't even need joysticks). Because of the use of 
PEEKs rather than INKEY$ statements, you need not hit 
ihe key every time you want to move - just hold It down as 
long as you want in a particular direction. Also, you can go 
on diagonals, which saves time and can help you get out of 
some impossible situations by jumping between trees. Other 
obstacles include two blue lakes, yellow quicksand, purple 
bottomless pit, and a vertical river (blue). If you hit any of 
these you lose one man. The river must be cr0ssed at "dry 
spots" (black) areas. Usually there are five such spots. 

During each play the tiri1er in the upper right of the screen

shows how much time you have. If the timer hits zero, night 
falls and you can't see how to go to the camp, so you lose a 
man. At the completion of each screen your score is shown 
and you start over with a new maze of trees. Other indicators 
on the screen are from left to right: number of completed 
screens; men left; trees hit so far on current screen; and 
timer. 

Your score is computed as follows: time left times 
remaining trees plus screen number times I ,000; plus other 
bonus points for your level. The score is always multiplied 
times the skill level. The highest score is displayed at the end 
of each game. 

One thing which might cause the program to crash is if 
you glide your man into the timer / men-left area of the 
screen. For some reason, PO/NTstatements give FC Errors 
if they are made to test text. This is an incentive for you not 
to go the wrong direction. 

I hope 4K CoCo users enjoy The Jungle, although those 
with larger systems will enjoy it too.

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This is the second installment in a six-part series 
on creating (1 disk mailing list program. 

Theory And Structure Of 
Direct Access Files Part II 

Last month we introduced this series with an article 
about the INSTR function and its use on the Color 

. Computer. This month we will talk a pout the theory 
and structure of direct access files, and in the upcoming 
months we will learn about and develop a working database 
manager program. The particular program we will develop 
is a mailing list program. 

When we are talking about disk files of data , we need to 
have some terms in common. A database is a group of 
related pieces of information arranged in some way. A data­
base manager is a program designed to create, sort , search, 
or otherwise manipulate a database. To sort means to 
arrange in some order, such as alphabetically, or by ZIP 
code. To search means to look through the whole file and 
find all the data related in some way you have chosen. For 
example, you might search through a mailing list to find all 
of the people who live in Ohio. 

Some additional terms we will be using are field , record, 
and file. A good way to illustrate these is by considering a 
mailing list program. This program will store information 
about several people. We may choose to keep track of the 
name, address, city, state, ZIP, and phone: six pieces of 
information about each person. Each one of these pieces of 
information is called a field. The name is a field, the address 
is anotherfield, and so 011. All of the information about one 
person is called a record, and all of the informatio11 about all 
of the people is called the file . Thus, we have files which are 
made up of records, while the records are made up of fields. 

Whenever you are working with direct access files on any 
·computer, including the Color Computer, all of the records 
must be the same length. That is , each record must have 
exactly the same number of characters as every other record 
in the file . The reason for this is that we may want to remove

a record from the file and put another in its place, and if they 
aren't exactly the same size , the new record won't fit in the 
spot the computer has allocated for it. 

For the same reason , you must decide ahead of time how 
long each field in the record will be, and that is then a fixed 
figure . For instance, considering the mailing list again, we 
might decide ahead of time to allow 30 characters for the 
name, 30 for the address , 15 for the city, two for the state 
code, nine for the ZIP code, and 13 for the phon,e number. 
This will make each and every record 99 characters in length , 
and even if we don't use all of those 30 spaces for the name, 
the record will still be 99 characters long. As you can see, it is 
important to decide on the length of each field very 
carefully. 

Since names and addresses differ in length, the CoCo has 
a special command that will make everything fit. This com­
mand is Sf;T, and it can be used in two forms, LSET and 
RSET. If you use LSET, the computer adds spaces to the 
beginning of your name to make it 30 characters long, while 
if you use RSET, the computer achieves equality of length 
by adding spaces to the end. If the name is too long, the 
computer just chops it off at the predetermined length. If it 
won't fit, don't worry, we'll make it fit. 

If you allocate too much space for one of your fields, then 
a lot of space will be wasted on the disk, while too little space 
allocated will result in loss of data as the computer chops off 
the extra. Be sure to put a lot of thought into this when you 
choose your field length. In general , you must have enough 
space to accommodate the longest possible item, but no 
more. Let's consider names again. Many people have short 
names like Bill, John, Mary, Jill , and Bob, but the publisher 
of this magazine has the first name of Lawrence, and some 
other long first narnes are Archibald, Georgette, and Theo­
dore. First names can easily be nine or I 0 letters long. 

Last names !ire also quite variable , ranging from Ho to 
Schlotzhauer, with a few even longer. Fifteen letters is not 
too many to allow for the last name. In addition to the first 
and last name, we have to allow for the space between the 
two names and also for something following the name, such 



as Jr. or M.D. As you can see, 30 characters is just about 
right for the name. You will find the other figures I men­
tioned a bove are not too far off. e ither , so we will want t() 
allocate 99 spaces for each record in our mailing list. 

What we are doing right now is the so rt of planning ahead 
you should do before you start to write any program. You 
first need to decid e what the program will do for you. In this 
case, we dec ided that we wanted a program that would keep 
a mailing list on disk, so rt that list , and sea rch it for us . 

We have also decided that we are going to keep track of 
six pieces of information about each perso n, and we have 
decided how much space to allocate for each piece of infor­
mation . The next thing to be decid ed is what main sections 
we will neeq in our program in order to fulfill our objectives. 

"The final mailing list will be a 
pretty nice one, with the ability to 
search or sort on any field~ and a 
fairly fast sort method utilizing a 
temporary directory." 

Most progra ms need a section in the beg inning to se t 
~hings up . This is where we can clear space for strings, se t up 
any initial va ria bles, and print ou t the main menu of the 
program. Our main menu will have choices on it for such 
things as Add Na mes, Search, Sort , Print List, and Print 
Labels. We will need a section for each of these things. 

Let's start by considering some of th e commands we will 
need to use for the disk access portion of our program. 

10 OPEN " D", # I "MAILLIST/ DAT", 99 

This lil)e d oes several things for our program. First, the 
command OPEN creates a channel of communication 
between the computer and the disk dri ve. The "D "tell s the 
computer that we will be us.ing the direct access mod e of 
storage. The # I te ll s the computer to use buffe r # I for 
temporary storage of the informa ti o n pass ing ba ck and 
forth between the computer a nd disk dri ve. "MA ILLIST/ 
DA T"is the name of our file, and the 99 is the length of each 
reco rd in the file. When this command is executed, the 
computer will look on the di sk in the drive to see if there is 
already a file na med "MA !LL!ST"o ut the re, and if there 
isn't, the computer will create one. Try running that line, and 
you will see tha t the disk directory ge ts a new entry . By the 
way, when working with di sk files it is a good id ea to type the 
comma nd UNLOAD before remo ving a di sk from the drive. 
This will close all open channels , and he lp prevent data loss.

This line tells the computer how we are going to divide up 

the 99 spaces into fi elds , and which variable names will be 
used to refer to which fi elds.

Every record in a direct access fil e is 
numbered , and the fil e is called a direct access file because 
we can go directly to the information we want if we know its 
number. The number is like the address of that record .

Line 95 sends us back to Line 25 so we can input the 
information for the ne x t person. This loop will continue 
until we have input the information about all three peo ple. 

97 CLS

Nqw we've re-established the loop because we are going to 
go out on the disk , get the information about.the five people , 
and print it on the sc reen . 

110 GET #1, R 

The GET comma nd is the opposite of PUT. PUT writes 
the information on the disk as the record number specified , 
while GET retrieves the informatio n.

Line 120 prints out the informat io n about one of t he 
peop le in the file , and 130 completes the loop . All we ha ve to 
d o now is tell the computer we are finished with thi s file for 
the present.

Getting Ready For

H ere we are in the middle of 
summer vacation and what does

What else, but a set of pro­
grams which will help you when you go 
back to school in the fall. 

Actually, spending the summer 
months in preparation for school is not 
that unusual. Quite often the summer is 
the only time teachers have to actually 
try any type of curriculum develop­
ment. (There is a reason for this. Can 
you imagine trying to map out your nav­
igational route halfway through a jour­
ney? It is the same with teaching. Ad-

vance planning is essential.) Since a 
large number of responses and phone 
calls have been from educators and par­
ents who want to help their children 
with their Color Computers, I decided 
to dip into the "Wishing Well" to come 
up with two programs which I have used 
quite often in my classroom during the 
last three years. (These programs are 
not three years old, but have evolved . In 
fact, I must have had at least two dozen 
variations on these programs. What you 
will see here are the most current re­
finements.) 

Over the most recent articles, some of 
you may have been able to discern what 
my philosophy of computers is. (A phi­
losophy of computers?) To sum it up in 
just a few words, the Scerbo Rules of 
Computer Use go something like this: 

I) Never do by hand what can be 
done more easily by computer. 

2) Never do by computer what can be 
done more easily by hand . 

Sound logical? Sound like something 
that nearly every computer user would 
take for granted? 

You would be amazed to discover 
that many computer users do not read­
ily subscribe to this philosophy. (Note 
that I said users and not programmers.) 
Quite often when a person gets a new 

computer, he or she will want to do 
nearly every simple task imaginable 
with the computer. One request which I 
receive at least twice a week is for a 
program to pick random numbers for 
our state lottery, "The Megabucks." 
Sure, writing a program like this is sim­
ple, but I have yet to hear of anyone 
writing one which regularly picked the 
winning numbers. (Don't you think that 
if I could write such a program I would 
have written it months ago and stopped 
writing columns and teaching?) 

On other occasions, people have asked 
me to help develop filing programs to 
keep track of names and phone numbers 
of clients in small businesses. My argu­
ment is always the same. Why do this 
with a computer when the same task can 
be done much more easily with a simple 
set of file cards? Who really wants to 
waste time loading files if a file card can 
be more quickly looked up? Such com­
puter efforts are often a waste of time. If 
a computer is needed for this type of 
work and we are talking about massive 
numbers of clients, then we can talk 
about getting a database program which 
will let us sort by a number of different 
factors. (Example: Give me the names 
of all clients in a given town who are 
left-handed, etc.) Since there are anum­
ber of programs on the market that can 



do these tasks, why bother to re-invent 
the wheel? This brings us to the third 
Scerbo rule: 

3) Never rewrite a program that al­
ready exists unless you can make it 
better and the improvements war­
rant the extra time invested. 

Some of the programs which I have 
listed in the first few "Wishing Wells" 

have been exactly that, such as the 
Screen Quiz programs, which were in­
spired by other programs. Improve­
ments were made in those programs 
which made the programs much more 
flexible for those wanting to use them, 
thus justifying the time spent. 

The first two rules which I discussed 
have actually come to play recently as 
well as in the development of the two 
programs you see listed here. I 'II get to 
those recent developments by the end of 
the article, but for now, let us get down 
to the business at hand: the two pro­
grams listed here. 

Remember my first rule: Never do by 
hand what can be done better by com­
puter. Well, this rule can be especially 
well suited in the teaching of math. 
Some of my students come to my re­
source room for math remediation. 
Since some of them may be operating 
on a third or fourth grade math level, I 
often use my Color Computers for addi­
tion and subtraction remediation. How­
ever, not all of my students respond well 
to just sitting at a computer. No matter 
how much time a student spends learn­
ing from a computer, the actual skills 
still have to be applied to paper. 

In most cases, this is simple. There are 
countless math workbooks available 
which have the problems a student 
needs to master in order to improve his 
or her math skills. There is one catch, 
however. Most commercially available 
books will only spend a single chapter 
on a given skill. Add to that a page or 
two with examples and then it's on to 
the next chapter. Nearly all these books 
assume that the skill will be mastered in 
a single chapter. 

This is rarely the case when working 
with students who need math remedia­
tion. It might take months to master a 
single skill, such as borrowing in sub­
traction. 

What is a parent or teacher to do in 
such cases? They do what teachers have 
done for decades: they create math 
worksheets and problem papers by 
hand. Believe me, this can be very time 

consuming. Just try to sit down and 
think up a pattern of random numbers 
that you haven't used before. After a 
short period of time, this task becomes 
complicated if not tiring when done 
manually. 

If you had to name the one thing that 
a computer does easily, what would you 
say it was? The answer would most 
likely be - select random numbers , 
right? Therefore, if we want to use this 
function to help create our own math 
sheets, the task should be relatively 
simple. 

(We do have one caution to consider, 
however. All computers do not generate 
true random numbers. Instead, they 
generate a sequence of numbers which 
appear to be random. Therefore, to 
avoid a repeat of the same sequences, we 
can solve this problem by making a ran­
dom · number equal to the value of 
-TIMER, a negative TIMER value. 
Since we can never predict that value of 
the TIMER at any given point, the 
effect will be to reset our random number 
generator.) 

Both programs listed will generate 
these worksheets. The first is called 
Super Math Worksheet Generator and 
will generate, on an 8 Y2 by I l-inch sheet 
of plain or tractor feed paper, a problem 
sheet of 18 math problems equally

spaced on the page. The program natu­
rally requires a line printer. One that 
works with a Color Computer should be 
suitable unless you are using the color 
pen plotter or thermal printer. (The 
results with these would tend to be too 
small to be of any use .) The page prints 
out the problems in the enlarged print 
CHR$(31) mode. The largest digit any 
problem will contain will be four digits 
wide. 

The first rule also comes to play in the 
special feature of the program: it creates 
a coded answer sheet. When I first 
started creating these random sheets, 
there was no answer sheet. Instead, I 
would often spend time correcting my 
students' papers either by hand or with a 
pocket calculator. This was once again a 
foolish waste of time since the computer 

had the ability to create the answers as 
well as the problems. The special feature 
of the answer section is also contained 
in the fact that it gives each set a random 
sheet identification number which can 
be matched with the answer sheet. 

This feature can be used in several 
ways. Sometimes I will print the answers 
at the bottom of the sheet and fold the 
bottom of the paper so that they are not 
visible to the student. The bottom can 
even be torn off. In other cases where 
the student might not be so trustworthy, 
I would let the program save the answer 
sheets for up to six different problem 
sheets. These can then be printed up on 
a separate sheet of paper which is held 
until you choose to print them, or until 
you have made a total of six worksheets. 
The program will hold the answers and 
the corresponding identification num­
bers so they can be matched up later. 

On running the program, you will be 
presented with a menu which includes 
addition, subtraction, multiplication, 
division and the exit program. When 
you select subtraction, the program will 
ask for a maximum digit up to 999. This 
will in fact create a four digit problem 
when a three digit number is entered, 
insuring that the minuend is always 
larger than the subtrahend. If we select 
addition or multiplication, we can enter 
up to 9999 as our maximum number. 
Any larger number will not be accepted 
and pres_§_ing ENTER with no number 
will return us to the menu. When we use 
division, we will be asked to select a 
number between 99 and 999. This will 

. generate division problems from a low 
of two or three digits to a maximum of 
four digits. Playing around with these 
input numbers will help you to select the 
type of problems you wish to generate. 

H ow successful or valuable is Super 
Math Worksheet Generator? Let 

me give you a hint. It is the one program 
which I have used every day of teaching 
for over the last two years. I begin every 
day by creating the worksheets that I 
need for my students . I am never at a 
shortage of math materials since I can 
always load in MATHGEN (its disk 
fiiename) and create what I need at the 
learning level I need. Try it and let me 
know what your comments are on it. 

Now let's take a look at Listing 2 
which is titled Written Math Problem 
Generator. This program is very differ­
ent from MA THGEN in that it creates 
verbal problems along the lines of "If 
Johnny has three dollars and wants to

It is des igned so tha t the comput­
er prints the fi rs t six pro blems a nd then 
wa its fo r a pro mpt while yo u prepa re 
the second sheet , or, if yo u choose, to 
reverse the pa per so as to print on the 
reverse side of the same sheet. Printing 
o n the reve rse side ca n be a wise idea if 
yo u a re using a line printer which accepts 
single sheets. It ca n help save pa per, 
which is in increas ingly sho rt supply in 
ma ny school systems.

MATHPR OB, as it is ca lled , will 
crea te a n a nswer sheet, but will not sto re 
success ive shee ts like MA THGE N will . 
Yo u may wish to print the sheet a t the 
bot tom of the second side, o r put it on 
a nother sheet. T he cho ice is yo urs. 

Both progra ms should be immense 
time savers for yo u a nd sho uld prove 
va lua ble if you do teach. I have men­
tio ned that some o f my educa ti ona l 
programs have been tra nsla ted to A pple 
or Pet BAS IC. T hese progra ms wo uld be 
ve ry diffi cult to tra nslate into AP P LE­

SOFT beca use there is no PRINTUS/N G 
comma nd in A P PLESOFT. T he nex t time 
o ne of yo u r fri ends tr ies to te ll yo u that 
the Apple li e is a better computer, as k 
tha t person if the Apple ca n print num­
bers wi th dec ima ls fo r do lla rs a nd cents. 
T he answer will be no . Yo u wo uld have 
to write a n a lgor ithm to wo rk a round 
this deficiency. Good luck if yo u want to 
try ! Just tha nk yo ur CoCo tha t yo u 
d o n't have to d o the sa me as the A pple 
owners. 

Once aga in , I wa nt to tha nk yo u fo r 
your suggestio ns a nd wishes. I hope 

these two p rogra ms have gra nted some 
of yo ur wishes. Keep those ideas coming. 

I did menti on earlier tha t the re was 
o ne more deve lopment which had to d o 
with my rule a bout using the co mputer 
to save time with things yo u wo uld 
no rma lly have to d o by ha nd . If yo u 
remembe r my a rt ic les fro m rece nt 

months, 1 have mentio ned tha t the 
members of my high schoo l wrestling 
team were wondering when 1 wo uld 
write a sports progra m tha t had to d o 
with wrestling. 

Well, the tas k was fina lly com pleted , 
but not in the way tha t I o rigina ll y had 
intended. The normal high schoo l wres­
tling season ends in late February. H ow­
ever, during the spring a nd summer 
months, ma ny high school wrestlers 
participa te in frees tyle wres tling spon­
sored by the USA W restl ing Federation 
or under AAU tourna ments. S ince the 
start of the freestyle seaso n, I have go ne 
to a tourna ment with ou r wrestlers 
nea rly every week. A t these to urna­
ments, fellow coach Bria n Co llins a nd I 
have helped with the pairings a nd bo ut 
sheets which have to be completed be­
fore a ny wrestl ing star ts (usua lly a n 
hour a nd a ha lf befo re!) . 

After trying this time co nsuming pro­
cess by ha nd , it didn 't ta ke long fo r me 
to rea lize tha t the computer co uld d o 
the sa me tas k more eas il y. As a result , 
my progra m fo r pai ring a nd bo ut sheets 
was used recently at the Northeastern 
Regiona l Kid s Freestyle T ourna m ent in 
Easton , P a. , as we ll as the New England 
Regiona l Junior Freestyle T o urna ment 
a t the Univers ity of New Ha mpshi re in 
Durha m, N .H. 

If things go as planned , by the ti me 
yo u read th is, I may have actua lly had 
the oppo rtunity to use th is program as 
pa rt of the se lect ion of the June USA 
Olympic Wrestling Tea m in Michiga n 
as well as the actua l event this sum mer 
in Los A nge les. There a re still ma ny 
detail s to be worked out as of the time of 
thi s writing, but the thr ill of just being 
as ked to help o ut the USA W restling 
Federa tion in thi s big event was jus t too 
much not to sha re. 

Therefo re, in a n upcoming "W ishi ng 
Well, " I will try to sha re a n off-s hoo t of 
these progra ms which ca n be used for 
any spo rt o r a ny type of competition. 
S ince these wo uld be much more useful 
tha n stri ctl y a wrestling progra m, I'll 
share the m ore ge nera l ve rsio ns tha t 
wo uld be of grea ter interest to mo re of 
yo u. 

Just keep in mind tha t when yo u set a 
goa l with your CoCo , great thi ngs can 
oft en come of it . With a li tt le luck, by 
the time yo u read th is I may have go tten 
a summer vacat io n in Los A nge les using 
my computer fo r a once-in-a-li fet ime 
opportunit y. 

I'll keep yo u pos ted . In the mea ntime, 
keep th ose letters coming.

The Microcomputer 

Congratulations to South Dakota and Minnesota! 
Those states have a higher microcomputer per 
student ratio than any other state in the nation. ln 

South Dakota, there are 62 students for every microcompu­
ter in a school. In Minnesota, there are 63 students for each 
microcomptJter. Nationwide, each school microcomputer is 
"shared" by 136.7 students (Did you ever wonder about that 
"point seven" student?) The poor state of Hawaii has only 
156 microcomputers in the entire ~chool system in the state1 

with I ,072 stud~nts for each microcomputer. Hawaii has less 
than one mi~ro per school, while Jefferson Co!lnty, Colo., 
has 15 microcomputers per school. 

There are nine states with less than 100 students per 
microcomputer: Colorado, Iowa, Kansas, Minnesota, Mon­
tana, So.uth Dakota, Utah, Vermont, and Wyoming. ~even 
states have between 200 and 400 students per microcompl1-
ter; all are in the southeast part of the country: Alabama, 
Georgia, Louisiana, Mississippi, N qrth Carolina, South 
Carolina, and Ten11essee. Thirty-fpur states (including the 
District of Col4mbia) him:; between · I 00 and 200 students 
per microcomputer. 

These facts are brought to you by a researcp study con­
ducted by Quality Edt.Jcation Data, Inc., located in Denver, 
Colo. They conducted a telephone survey of every school 
district in the country. This is a massive undertaking, and 
the company has provided invaluable information to people 
interested in microcomputer research. Of course, by the time

you read this, the numbers will have changed; schools are 
purchasing microcomputers every day. 

Across the nation, about two-thirds (66 .5 percent) of 
schools have microcomputers. Across all school types , stu­
dent enrollment is an extremely strong predictor of micro­
computer use . The larger the enrollment; the more likely the 
school is to have microcomputers. Also, the grade level of 
the scpool is a strong predi<;tor of microcomputer use. 
Senior hig)l schools are more likely to have microcomputers 
than jt1nior high schools, which are more likely to have 
microcomputers than elementary schools. For example, 
9 (.I percent of senior high sc)lools with enrollment over 
I ,500 ~tudents have microcomputers. About a third (33 .9 
percent) of elementary schools with less than 100 students 
have microcomputers. 

Use of microcomputers has increased at all school levels 
during the past three years. The following table shows the 
percentages of schools in each category )laving microcom-
puters during each of three years: · ·

The growth of microcomputers in eleme11tary schools is 
phenomenal! Of course, all school levels show an increase, 
even a rapid increase, in microcomp4ter use. But in just two 
years, this country has gone from Jess than one out of I 0 
elementary schools having microcomputers to more than 
three out of five elementary schools with microcomputers. 

What are elementary schools doing with all those micro­
<:;omputers? Well, we can find out from a survey of members 
of the National A~sociation of Elementary School Princi-
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pals. T he results of that survey showed that 29 percent use 
the school's microcomputer exclusively for management 
purposes; while 50 percent use the equipment to teach com­
puter lit eracy and drill in other subjects. I do not know how 
many e lementary principals are members of this organiza­
tio n, nor wha t type o f school is most represented by thi s 
g roup. I would hazard a guess that the members of the 
o rga ni zat ion would be more likely to have microcomputers 
in their schools tha n elementary principals who are not 
mem bers. 

Let's get back now to the resea rch study by Quality Edu­
cat ion Data, Inc. One of their findings relat ed to the school's 
community type . Urban and suburban schools are more 
likely to have microcomputers tha n rural schools. Na tion­
wide, 72.6 percent of suburban schools have micros; 69.1 
percent of urban schools; and 59 .5 percent of rural schoo ls. 
Ty pically, suburban a nd urban school distri cts have more 
funds to spend than rural school districts. Also , parents in 
suburban and urban a reas will be more likely to work in a 
j o b requiring some knowledge of m icrocompute rs than pa r­
en ts in rural areas. This is ·probably changing quickly, how­
eve r. There is a large increase in computer softwa re for 
farming a nd related industries. 

Microcomputer use is also related to ethnic mino rity 
enrollment of a school. The greater the percentage of black 
students in a school , the less likely that school is to ha ve 
microcomputers. The same is true of His pa nic stud ents 
- the smaller the pe rcentage of Hispanic enrollment , the 
more likely the school will own microcomputers. The report 
did not cover other ethnic groups , such as Asians and Amer­
ica n Indians. 

After considering the data , it is easy to conclude that 
microcomputers in schools is not a passing fad. Purchases of 
microcomputers are increasing in all areas, even though in­
eq uities sti ll ex is t (and probably will in the future). Schools 
are spending money on microcomputers , a nd eve ry indica­
tion is that educational leaders will continue to invest fund s 
for thi s ty pe of educational aid. 

The report also contained information a bout brands of 
microcomputers . The predominant brand is Apple, but we 
knew that a lready. The different Radio Shack types of com­
puters were not differentiated. A total of 35.1 percent of 
school di strict s in the country own Radio Shack co mputers, 
including Models I, II , Ill , and our favorit e, the Co lor 
Computer. 

School di st ricts are not the only educational institutions 
interes ted in microcomputers. Severa l organizations in­
vo lved with education have taken an interest in microco m­
puters, a nd a re using e lectronic technology to help their 
members. Probably the most pres tigious educational group 
is the American Education Resea rch Association (AERA). 
The AERA includ es educatio11a l leaders fr o m a ll over the 
world, not just the United S tates . While membership 
includ es teachers , the organization is mostly composed of 
superintendents , university-type peo ple, and resea rchers. 
Recently, a Special Interes t Group (S IG) for microcompu­
ters in education was found ed. This SIG has just started a 
te leconferencing network for members to share resources 
a nd ideas. 

Another group , the Midwestern AERA, has a S IG for 
microcomputers , available to members through Co mpu­
Serve. Of co urse, Co mp uServe has a SIG devoted to educa­
tion , which anyone can access. 
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Researchers are not the only people interested in using 
microcomputers . It is difficult these days to attend any type 
of educational conference without seeing a session on 
microcomputers. Many educatio nal special interest groups 
have networks which use microcomputers to share informa­
tion. The fi eld of special education (education for the handi­
capped) has an electronic communication system c(!lled 
SpecialNet. The bilingual community supports th~ network 
BLNG (pronounced "bling"). Vocational education has a 
similar electronic "board" for interested parties . . 

What use are all these special interest electronic commun­
ication systems? Well, take just one example to illustrate the 
poss ibilities. A bill affecting one of these groups is scheduled 
for debate and voting in Congress. Representatives in 
Washington put this notice on the electronic system. People 
all over the country read the notice that same day . They can 
immediately call their represen tatives and express their 
views . Now, if you were a representative , and suddenly 
received a few hundred telephone calls urging passage of 
that bill, plus poss ibly a thousand telegrams, would that not 
help you decide to support the bill? It has apparently worked 
in the past , and every indication is that such activities are 
ex tremely powerful. 

A second , more mundane (but not less important) exam­
ple can be given. A special education director in a local 
school needed to change the budget provided by the state 
education agency. The director composed a letter requesting 
this change, and sent it via electronic mail to the state 
education agency. The next day, the state agency sent 
a pproval of the change, also via electronic mail. The normal 
procedure would have been to send the request through the 
postal se rvice , requiri!1g several days (or weeks) for the 
entire process. As a result, a teacher can be hired and serving 
students in the sa me amount of time that would be taken just 
to get approval to open a new pos ition. 

As a third example, consider children of migrant workers, 
and their sc hooling. These child ren move around the coun­
try with the different harvest seasons. Their parents work for 
a while in one a rea , then move on to another job. Migrants 
usually cover several states du r ing the course of a year. 
Migrant children can receive education in many school dis­
tricts during any single year. In fact , the family may have 
moved on to another job before past school records are 
rece ived. Well, no longer, thanks to electronic communica­
tio n. There is a central repository of records of migrant 
school children, which any local district (or state education 
age ncy) can contact. The date a fter a child enters a new 
school, past school records can be printed for the local 
teacher to view. This means the teacher knows what subjects 
the child was taking las t week , what level of achievement the 
child demonstrated , and what special handling may be 
required. Information like this is invaluable for a teacher. 

Educational use of microcomputers covers a lot more 
than just class rooms. Our current techno logy is valuable for 
many facets of education, including (but not limited to) 
classroom instruction . 

There is rea lly no point, no edi torial stand, to the column 
thi s month.

Dear Fran and Bob: 
As the parent of a very young child, I would like to 

say that I found your column in THE RAINBOW March 
issue to be one of the greatest interest to me. 

We just recently purchased the TRS-80 Color Com­
puter, having decided that, since my son will be grow­
ing up in a world of computers, it would be a good idea 
to begin learning myself to be able to help him learn. 
Although you refer to your column as being designed 
for the age group from three to eight, my son David , 
who is only 18 months old, finds the computer to be 
thoroughly fascinating . Previous to purchasing the 
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computer, we had gotten him several books designed 
for his age group and attempted to read to him, show­
ing him the pictures as we went. However, being a very 
active little boy, he did not find this the least bit 
interesting. But he thoroughly enjoys sitting at the 
keyboard and watching on the TV the various things 
that appear when he pushes the keys. As a matter of 
fact, you almost have to fight him to get to use it 
yourself. 

I know 18 months may seem a little early for a child 
to start using one, but we purchased the software Early 
Games for Young Children and use it quite often. He 
finds the Draw program to be great fun and I have 
found that, with a lot of patience pointing at the pic­
ture and then at the top row of numbers, he is learning 
to distinguish the difference between numbers in the 
"match the numbers" program. He may only get three 
or four right out of 10 attempts, but when he gets one 
right, I clap and tell him that was very good, which 
makes him laugh with delight and he wants to try 
again. You can see the concentration on his face as he 
keeps looking back and forth for the right one - yet he 
really enjoys doing it. 

David is my first child and I am only now realizing 
just how much they really can Jearn at such young ages 
and wish that there were more programs designed with 
colors and sounds to interest and teach the very young. 

I like your idea of a bulletin board for sharing 
children's programs and think it would be wonderful. 
We don't have a modem and honestly, since I am just 
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learning, I don't know how to use one. But, if such a 
project were to come into existence I would buy a 
modem and learn how to use it. 

Please let me know of any programs that my son and 
I might find helpful. Also, please encourage more 
parents of the very young to let them use the CoCo, 
too. Even though they haven't developed much speak­
ing skill yet, they still understand, learn and like to be a 
part of what the older children and parents are doing. 

Thanks again for the wonderful column and any 
information you can give will be gratefully appre­
ciated. As I said, my son and I are both just learning.

W hen the Color Computer is compared with the 
TRS-80 Model Ill by those who have used both, 
usually the Color Computer is favored. However, 

it is generally agreed that the Color Computer's keyboard 
and character set (no true lowercase) are inferior to the 
Mode! III's. Use ofkits can eliminate the keyboard inferior­
ity. Use of software can give the Color Computer a high 
resolution character set with a true lowercase. Sometimes 
the Color Computer is criticized because of its lack of BASIC 

commands for error trapping. The purpose of this article is 
to overcome this criticism .

distinct type of error. Table I shows the codes and their 
associated errors. Execution of the ER# command will 
cause the computer to react as though the associated error 
had occurred. This command is a handy tool in the composi­
tion and testing of error-trapping routines. The ER# com­
mand is not generally used in your program once it has been 
completely developed. 

The ERL command of the Color Computer is a function 
that returns the line number in which an error has occurred. 
ERL is primarily used in an error-trapping made accessible 
by an ETRA P command . If an error occurs in the direct 
mode, ERL returns - I. 

The ERR command is the Color Computer analog of the 
ERR/2+1 command of the Model III. ERR is a function 
that returns the code number (see Table 1) associated with 
the error that occurred. ERR, like ERL, is primarily used in 
an error-trapping routine accessed by an ETRAPcommand. 

The fina l error handling command to be added to BASIC's 
command repertoire is RESUME. RESUME is used to 
terminate an error-trapping routine by specifying where 
normal execution is to resume. RESUMEfollowed by a line 
number causes the computer to resume execution at the 
specified line. RESUME without a following line number 
causes the computer to return to the statement in which the 
error occurred. RESUME NEXT causes the computer to go 
to the statement directly after that in which the error 
occurred . If a programming bug causes the error-trapping 
routine to be reached without the occurrence of an error, 
you will receive an I D Error message. The lD Error message 
in such a case is intended to inform you tha~ a RESUM £has 
been executed without the occurrence of ahy of the errors in 
Table I. 

Trapperr , the program that adds ETR-.AP, ER#, ERL, 
ERR and RESUME to the BASIC comm~nd repertoire of 
your computer is shown in Listing I. Trdpperr employs a 
combination of two languages - BASIC and machine lan­
guage. Each value in the DATA stater&nts of Lines 90 
through 500 is a byte of the machine language portion of 
Trapperr. This machine language routin¢ consists of two 
dist inct sections. The first section, fou'nd in, Lines 90 through 
190, initializes the mechanism that adds the error-trapping 
commands to the computer's command , repertoire. The 
second section, found in the rest of the DATA statements, 
acts as an extension of the BASIC ROM ahd executes each 
error-trapping command when issued. . 

The purpose of the BASIC portion of Tr,apperr is to gen­
erate the machine language routine, reserv~ and protect high 
RAM , and transfer the routine to th~ resed ed memory area. 
Lines 10 and 20 take care of the reservatiQ!n and protection 
of the high 336 bytes of RAM. Lines30 thtpugh 60 generate 
and transfer the machine language ioutinr, to the protected 
RAM. Line 70 provides a check on the accuracy of your 
typing the DATA statement values. Line 80(causes the execu­
tion of the initialization section of the rriachine language 
routine. This section is no longer needed after its completion 
a nd return to BASIC. Therefore, its 90 bytes are released 
from protection. The addition of the five error-trapping 
commands comes at a memory cost of only 246 bytes. There 
is an additional cost for those without Disk BAS IC; you may 
no longer employ the first three USR funct ions USRO, 
USRJ and USR2 . 

After you have correctly keyed in Trapperr , run it; it takes 
about five seconds. Then save Trapperr on tape or disk .

Erase Trapperr by typing and entering NEW. Now, you are 
ready to become more familiar with the error-trapping 
commands via illustrative examples. 

Example 1: Type and enter the following: 

10 ETRAPIOOO 
900 STOP 
1000 PRINT"TEST" 

Then type RUN and press ENTER. The result is themes­
sage, BREAK IN 900. In Line 10 the entry Line 1000 is 
established for the error-trapping routine. Because no error 
occurred in Lines 10 and 900, the error-trapping routine was 
never reached. 

Try typing and entering R U N2000. Ordinarily, you would 
receive a UL Error message, but because of the previous 
execution of the ETRAP command, the occurrence of the 
UL Error caused entry to the routine at Line 1000 and the 
subsequent printing of the word TEST on the screen. 

Again, type and enter RUN2000. This time the message 
UL Error is indeed displayed. This illustrates that once an 
error has occurred, another ETRAP command must be 
issued in order to trap the next error. 

Example 2: ·Add to the Example I program the following:

Then change Line I 000 to:

This display shows that after the completion of the 
PRINT statement of Line 20, the ER#I6 command simu­
lated an ST Error that caused an interruption of the execu­
tion of Line 20 and an entry to the routine at I 000. At Line 
1000 following the printing of TEST on the screen, the 
RESUME command brought about a return to the ER#I6 
command in Line 20. Because there was no second execu­
tion of an ETRAP, ER#l6 this time produced the message, 
?ST ERROR IN 20. Change Line 1000 to 1000 PRINT 
"TEST":RESUMENEXTand then run the program again. 
Now, you should get printed on the screen the following: 

THIS IS A TEST 
BREAK IN 20 

Because of the RESUMEN EXT in Line 1000, the return 
was made to the STOP statement just after and next to the 
ER#l6 command. Thus, ER#l6 was only executed once in 
the changed version of the example program. The STOP in 
Line 20 accounted for the "BREAK IN 20" message. 

Example 3: In the program of Example 2 change Line I 000 
to:

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number 20 is the line in which the error occurred and 16 is 
the code number of the error. 

Now, add the following line: 30 ER#5 and change Line 20 
to 20 PRINT'THIS IS A ";:ER#l6. As you would now 
expect, running this program should produce the following 
display:

Change Line I 000 to:

The insert ion of ETRAPJOOO in Line 1000 permitted the 
trapping of the error produced by the ER#5 command in 
Line 30. The printing of 30 and 5 announced that the error 
occurred in Line 30 and was of the type having a code 
number 5. 

Delete Line 900. Now the program has a bug: the error­
trapping routine can be reached without the occurrence of 
a n error. Run the program to get the following: 

THIS IS A TEST

The first half of the display is not surprising. The second 
printing of TEST, 30 and 5 is explained as follows: After the 
ER#5 error at Line 30, the RESVMENEXTca used a return 
to the statement , immediately after ER#5, which happens to 
be the ETRA P 1000 statement of Line I 000. The ERLand 
ERR values did not have a chance to change; hence , 30 and 5 
were again printed after TEST. Because the error-trapping 
routine was reached illegally , an I D Error resulted. The 
occurrence of the I D error caused a legal entry to the error­
trapping routine and thus the printing of 1000 and 12 after 
TEST. The error was at Line I 000 and was an error with 
code number 12. The final RESVMENEXTset up a return 
to the statement following the final statement of Line 1000. 
S ince no line follows 1000, the program ended. 

Example 4: Using NEW, erase the program of Example 3. 
Then key in the program of Listing 2. After you respond to 
the program's request to enter a message , the program forms 



a string consisting of a repetition of your message. T he string 
formation continues until the program consumes a ll the 
string space allotted. Then the string is printed on the screen. 
This exa mple illustrates the ERL function in a n IF . .. 
THEN statement; it also demonstrates the use of a RESUME 
followed by a line number. 

Example 5: Erase the progra m of Listing 2 a nd type the 
program of Listing 3. The ER#s in Lines 20 through 50 are 
included for illustrative and tes ting purposes only a nd 
would be deleted in an actual working program. Have yo u 
ever wished that the Color Computer provided more than 
abbreviated error messages? This exa mple indicates how 
you can go about replacing the abbrevia ted erro r messages 
with descriptive ones. 

Before the conclusion of this article, there is an important 
comment which should be made. Trapperr must be loaded 
a nd run before you load a nd run any program containing 
error-trapping commands. Furtherm ore, it is a good policy 
to load a nd run Trapperr before key ing in a ny program 
using error-trapping commands. Trapperr must be present 
to permit the ·e rror-trapping commands to be tokenized. If 
you shbuld start composing a program containing erro r­
trapping commands without Trapperr residing in the com­
puter, all is not lost. Merely save the program in ASC II 
format. When you wish to use tha t program, load and run 
Trapperr first; then the error-trapping commands will be 
a utomatically tokenized upo n the loading of your progra m.

Using Machine Language 
Machine Language programs are one 

of the features of the Rainbow. There are 
a number of ways to "get" these 
programs into memory so that you can 
operate them. 

The easiest way is by using an Editor­
Assembler, a program you can purchase 
from a number of sources. 

An editor-assembler allows you to 
enter mnemonics into your CoCo and 
then have the editor-assembler 
assemb,lethem into specific instructions 
that are understood by the 6809 chip 
that contmls your computer. 

When you use an editor-assembler, all 
you have to do, essentially, is copy the 
relevant instructions from the Rainbow's 
listing into CoCo. 

Another method of getting an 
assembly language listing into CoCo is 
called "hand assembly." As the name 
implies, you do the assembly by hand. 
This can sometimes cause problems 
when you have to set up an ORIGIN 
statement or an EQUATE. In short, you 
have to know something about 
assembly to hand assemble some 
programs. 

Use the following program if you wish 
to hand assemble machine language 
listings:

What's A CoCo 
CoCo is an affectionate name which 

was first given to the TRS-80 Color 
Computer by its many fans , users and 
owners. As such, it is almost a generic 
term for three computers, all of which 
are very much alike. 

When we use the term CoCo, we refer 
to the TRS-80 Color Computer, the TOP 
System-100 Computer and the Oragon-
32 Computer. It is easier than using the 
three "given" names throughout the 
Rainbow. 

In most cases, when a specific 
computer is mentioned., the application 
·is for that specific computer. However, 
since the TOP System-100 and TRS-80 
Color are, for all purposes, the same 
computer in a different case, these terms 
are almost always interchangable. 

Rainbow Check PlUS 
The small boxes that you see accom­

panying programs in the Rainbow 
"Check system," which is designed to 
help you type in programs accurately. 

Rainbow Check PLUS will count the 
number and values of characters you 
type in. You can then compare the num­
bers you get to those printed in the 
Rainbow. On longer programs, some 
benchmark lines are given. When you 
reach the end of one of those lines with 
your typing, simply check to see if the 
numbers match. 

To use Rainbo.w Check PLUS, type in 
the program and GSA VE it for later use, 
then type in the command RUN and 
press [ENTER]. Once the program has 
run, type NEW [ENTER] to remove it 
from the area where the program you 're 
typing in will go. 

Now, whenever you press the down 
arrow key, your CoCo will give you a 
checksum based on the length and con­
tent of the program in memory. This is to 
check against the numbers printed in 
the Rainbow. If your number is different, 
check the listing carefully to be sure that 
you typed in the correct BASIC program 
code. For mGre details on this helpful 
utility, refer to H. Allen Curtis' article on 
page 21 of the February 1984 Rainbow. 

Since Rainbow Check PLUS counts 
spaces and punctuation, be sure to type 
in the listing exactly the way it's given in 
the magazine.

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An instrument flight simulation 'up' date 

(Editor's Note: We believe Instrument Flight Simulator to 
be a first-rate program of special interest to pilots or, at the 
very least, those with some knowledge of instrument flying. 
It is not an arcade type game, but a serious exercise that 
requires some brain-busting decisions, even for an expe­
rienced pilot. It is an excellent example of a computer simu­
lation, but is is not for the uninitiated.)

F or all you Sopwith flyers who have stuck with it , we 
are going to clean up a little and then really get serious 
about navigational aids. 

If you had trouble in Line 170 of the Instrument Flight 
Simulator in the June 1983 issue , check the data statements 
carefully in the 7000 series lines to see that you have not 
inserted a semicolon in place of a comma. These are DRAW 
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strings and the letters must be correct or you will get a 
Function Call Error when the program attempts to draw the 
character in error. Disk system users please note that the 
variableASin Lines390, 400, 405,4l0, 1190, 1510,and8030 
should be changed to some other designation , i.e., A V or 
VQ . Finally, if you remove the semicolons altogether in the 
7000 series data statements yo u should be able to run the 
l6K version without having to CLEAR 100 prior to 
runnmg. 



This update will : a llow 26 sta tions to be input; install a 
cou:se. de~ iat~on indicator (CDI ) feature coupling the pa th 
d.ev tatwn t~dtc~tor toT ACAN a nd ADF sta tions; require a 
fteld elevatiOn mput when entering ILS loca tion da ta (this 
means you will no longer be la nding a t 0 on the alt imeter, 
but at the barometric altitude , or fie ld elevation , you set in) .

The CD! feature includes a read out in the wind ow j ust 
above the DME window, a dot indica t io n on the outside of 
the D / F dia l, and a n indica tion by the pa th dev ia tion point­
er if you a re within ±!5° of the se lected course . 

Course se lectio n is made with the' I ', '2 ', a nd '3 ' keys . The 
' I' key increments the hundreds digit , the '2 ' key increments 
the tens digit , a nd the '3' key increments the o nes d igit. 
Va lues a bove 360° a re not a llowed . Fo r exa mple, if the 
~ u rre nt course selected is 276° and the hund reds digi t is 
mcremented , the tens digit wi ll reset to 0. This should not 
present a ny d ifficulty so long as the operat io n is und erstood . 
~sa ne.w course is se lected , the d ot on the out side of the D 1 F 
dta l wtll be placed acco rd ingly, representing the cou rse 
se lected . 

If you a re inbound to a sta tion and wa nt to fl y a pa rticula r 
radta l, the course se lected must be the rec ip roca l, 180° 
oppos~ t e, o f the radia l you wish to fl y.

T he ILS sta tion will be turned off a nd you sho u ld 
clt~b to a bove. the fie ld eleva t ion befo re reselecting tha t 
sta twn. The "at rcraft eleva tion " input a llows you to place 
the a irpla ne "on the fie ld " a t the beginning.

The IRA 
Projection By Leonard Hyre 

0 ne of the best ideas the federal government has had 
in the last decade has to be the Individual Retire­
ment Account (IRA). It gives the average person the 

chance to build a future retirement fund without paying the 
price of taxation now on the money he puts away. People 
who are considering such accounts invariably wonder about 
just how it all adds up , and rightly so! I love to plug in the 
various figures and watch the theoretical interest come pour­
ing in. You can get some practica l use out of my IRA 
Projection program and, at the same time , kick around lots 
of figures just to be sure you are making the right choice of 
planning or financial institution . 

One of the reasons I bought the CoCo is that it is a Color 
Computer. So why does a practical program have to be 
blah? It doesn't! Programs can be colorful, have lots of bells 
and whistles, and still perform a qual ity service for the user. 
I've tried to emphasize this theme with IRA Projection. 

A nifty looking title screen is always a big plus to me when 
I RUN or EXEC a program. It doesn't have to eat up 6K of 
memory and require two or three machine language subrou­
tines to be effective. The screen should have a little color, be 
theme oriented (to the program) and possibly make a bit of 
noise . Now let 's see about the screen for this program. 
Color? Well , IRA s are money and money is traditionally

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green in the United States, so that kind of takes care of itself. 
It is green and black. (Take a look , it really has more color 
than you might think.) 

Theme? Once again, IRAs go with money so a big dollar 
sign will do nicely. Now put the title on the screen by 
popping the letters into place with a tiny blip of noise and the 
deed is done. Tell the folks who wrote the program, "I used a 
single DATA statement to list the letters needed and then 
used several loops to put them in place." These are at Lines 
II 0-180 in the listing. 

Now we get down to business. Line 200 changes the screen 
to the alternate red/ orange color set. Data to be required of 
the user is now gathered with a few simple INPUT com­
mands . The screen is cleared and the formula applied to the 
data to give us the required figures. A loop made up of the 
number of years required is set up in 350 . When the calcula­
tion is done, we have our answer for the year represented by 
the value Gat that time. The formula is standard, which can 
be obtained from any financial institution. 

After getting the data, we need to display it. Here is where 
the CoCo can shine. The PRINT USING command makes 
these things easy for CoCo users. Owners of many other 
machines can't even tell the computer where or how to print 
without writing major subroutines. If you skipped over this 
one in Going Ahead With Extended Basic, do yourself a 
favor and go back and learn to use it. It's one of my favorites. 
(Do you have to be nuts to have a favorite BASIC command?) 
Anyway, we have it all on the screen. 

Only one thing left to do now, let those with printers have 
an option to obtain hard copy of the information . Lines 
430-670 deal with the printer routine and may be totally left 
out by those of you who do not own a printer. Just take the

T he Trip is a 32K Hi-Res Adventure game that you play mostly with a 
joystick. The main element of the game is a car which you ride on a 
main road. This main road crosses I 0 different side roads on which you go 

to find the objects you need. 
It is a mix of Adventure and arcade-type games. Luck is involved as well as skill 

and head work. Most of the elements of the game are random, so you can play it 
over and over again and find it challenging every time. 

It is not easy to get through, and even a skilled Tripper may take two hours to 
finish it or make a wrong move and be killed . 

Free your friend Joe, prisoner of the evil forces . At the start of the game, you do 
not know where the evil forces hide, and you have nothing in your possession. 

You are represented by the flashing dot on the screen and can move around 
using your right joystick. Be careful, however, because moving in some positions 
may get -you into trouble. 

To get into action, you have to use your fire button. For example, if you see a 
sign moving in front of you, push the fire button and you will be able to read it. 
The computer will react by flashing a message for a few seconds or by changing 
the graphics. If nothing happens, it means that you are not in the right position on 

' the screen, or that there is nothing to do there . 



You can press T any time the cursor is present on the 
screen to get an inventory of what you have. Pressing the 
Space Bar in the sa me co nditions will automatically bring 
you back to the car (if you have one) and it can sometimes 
help in difficult situations. T and the Space Bar will not 
work when there is text on the sc reen. 

The car, you will find, is very sophistica ted. It will give 
you instructions the first time you will get into it by speaking 
to you. The program makes use of the audio poss ibilities of 
your CoCo, but for that, you will have to prepa re a short 
recording. 

Make a save of the program on an empty cassette. Right 
after the program, record the foll owing text with a micro­
phone, pinching your nose to give the impression that a 
computer is talking: 

I am the Car. 
Please li sten carefully because I will not repeat these 

instructions. 
I am an all push button car. You have to push a button 

to turn me ON or OFF, to move around or to open the 
door to get out of me. 

Once on the ma in road , you will encounter a number of 
side roads. Each one bea rs a number which will appea r at 
the upper-left or righ t side of your screen . You ca n turn 
on a side road as long as you ca n see the road and the 
number. If you turn when there is no road, yo u will end 
up in the field and lose control of me. 

Once on a side road, your screen will become blank . 
You then have to open the door and get out to see what 
happens there . 

To get back to me and the ma in road , try hitting the 
Space Bar. 

Good luck and have a good trip . 
This recording will self-destruct within 10 seco nd s. 

If yo u leave the reco rder on play after loading the ga me, 
the message wi ll be hea rd through your TV the first time yo u 
ente1' the car. The recorder will shut off after one minute of 
play, so make your recording less than one minute long. 

The computer will be in a long loop during that time and 
will not accept any command. If you want to get rid of tha t 
feature, delete the end of Line 99 from :IFPEEK. This 
program wil l not run with the disk drive plugged in.

More Disk For The Money 
Disk drive users can save a great deal of money by double­

siding their single-sided disks. This can be accomp lished by 
notching the left corner, as is the right, with a sharp razor 
(and ruler for accuracy). Then (using a ruler again), a ho le 
must be punched opposite the hole already in the disk jacket. 
Both sides must be done, taking extreme care not to scratch 
the disk surface. (The jacket may be pulled away from the 
disk surface far enough to facilitate punching.) A standard 
hole punch does the job nicely. Th is hole punch is necessary 
due to the LED inside the drive which begins reading / writ­
ing after touching off a photo-circuit on the oppos ite sid e of 
the disk through the hole.

Learning The Signs 

T his month 's a rticle deals with signed numbers . Those 
are the little nasties that have signs in front of the 
numbers. Mastery of signed numbers is an important 

sk ill needed in many areas of mathematics. T eachers intro­
duce signed numbers when they deal with the set of positive 
and negative integers. 

It is alw~ys best to introduce new concepts to children by 
re la ting to real life situations . There are two such readily 
ava ila ble situations in the life of all children - money a'ld 
the weather. 

All children love to make purchases. We have succ;essfully 
used a game of checks and bills to teach the (:ldqition of 
signed numbers. Checks represent money received and are 
positive or'+' numbers. Bills represent money spent and are 
negat ive or'-' numbers . 

A game is played with the students by choosing a check 
and a bill for a purchase. The learning is in the computation 
of the resulting ba la nce. When this is mastered , the i·esult of 
a set of c)lecks a nd bills can be computed. This a pproaches 
the later sk ill of ba lancing a checkbook. 

Temperature changes are another good way of teaching 
the additio n of signed n!lmbers . Our game adds a change in 
tempera ture to the las t reported tempera ture to find the new 
temperat ure. Let's suppose the current temperature is 60 
degrees. If the temperature goes up three degrees, a plus 
three is added to 60. If the temperature falls three degrees, a 
minus three is add ed to 60 degrees . 

T he diffi culty rea lly begi ns when th e temperature falls 
below ze ro. It is a surprising fact that many children believe 
that zero degrees is the lowes t poss ible tempera ture. If t~e 
temperature is three degrees and falls eight degrees, the new 
temperature is five degrees below ze ro or minus five. If the

Teaching subtraction of signed numbers is a more diffi­
cult task. The rule for subtraction· of these numbers is to 
change the sign of the second number and add: (plus 15) 
minus (minus three) becomes (plus 15} plus (plus three) . The 
answer is plus 18 . ·

The program opens by giving a menu choice of addition 
or subtraction of signed numbers or of exiting the progra m. 
This is contained on Lines 40 to I I 0. Lines 120 through 300 
contain the ;1dd it ion routines . Lines 310 through 490 con­
tain the subtraction routines . After each example, you may 
either continue or return to the menu. 

We felt that students wo~ld continue to practice these 
examples until they are mastered; therefore, trere is no set 
number of examples to do . We have included a counter of 
the number of right and wrong examples attempted. This is 
on the screen at all times. · 

The difficulty of the examples is preset on Lines I SO , 160, 
340 and 350. We set the difficulty for a beginner's level. 
Please feel free to adjust the level of difficulty to your 
students' needs. As this s!<ill becomes mastered, change the 
level to create more difficult examples for added practice. 

In closing, we would like to mention a new product that 
has come ~o our attention which may be of interest to the 
educational comrnunity.lt is called Word-Pak and is m(:lnu­
factured by PBJ, Inc. It is a program and a ROM pack that 
contains a driver to turn the CoCo's screen into a profes-
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sional 80-column board. Of course, the main use of this 
device is in running business software. It does, however, also 
convert your screen into a very professional looking screen 
for educational programs that you may write. One of the 
biggest criticisms of the CoCo is its use of inverse capitals for 
lowercase letters. Word Pak produces the normal lowercase 
letters with which children are familiar. Light on <;lark or 
dark on light backgrounds are available. The dark letters on 
light background option also creates lines which make the 
screen resemble notebook paper. This product certainly 
opens new avenues for the creative user.

I n response to the introductory page of the first section of 

Radio Shack's Gett ing Started with Color BA SI C. which 
invites the read er to "prove us wrong (if yo u ca n) ," I 

have made a n attempt to compile a li st of some of th e major 
errors and omissions in the Color Computer's documenta­
tion. In this ar ti cle and in the following installments, I will 
also outline so me of the techniques that can be helpful in 
using the CoCo that were not mentioned in the ma nu a ls. 
One of the exa mples assumes that the PLUCK functi on has 
been previously defin ed with the Extend ed BAS IC DEF FN 
statement: 

100 DE F FN PL(X)=PEEK(X)*&H 100+ PEEK(X+ I) 

This functi on returns the va lue of the two-byte intege r a t 
the address spec ified by the a rgument , a nd is useful for 
examining Co lor BASic's pointers. Hex id ecim al numbers in 
this text are id entified by the dollar sign; thi s should be 
replaced by &H in Ex tend ed BASIC exp ress ions. I will refer 
to Radio S hack's Gell ing Started with Color BA SI C, Going 
A head with Extended Co lor BASIC, and Color Computer 
Disk System Owners Manual and Programming Guide as 
the Cbasic , Xbas ic, and Dbasic manua ls respective ly. So me 
of this informat ion has been previously published , and is 
includ ed here in the interes t of completeness. If yo u find any 
mistakes, please be advised that they are intent iona l; I tri ed 
to include so mething for everyone, a nd some peop le a re 
always looking for mistakes. (I'll bet you had fun wi th Radio 
Shack's manua ls.) 

Release Numbers- When Extend ed o r D isk BAS IC is act i­
vated , the sign-on message gives the rev isio n number of the 
highes t level ROM in the system, ignoring the revisio n 
numbers of the other ROM or ROMs. T hese sta tements 
may be used to determine the hidden revision numbers of the 
Co lor BASIC a nd Extend ed ROMs: 

PRINT PE EK(41 30 1)- 48 'Revisio n of Co lo r BAS IC 
PRI NT PEEK(33023)- 48 'Revision of Extended BAS IC, 
if applicable. 

General Information - Co lor BASI C o nly acce pts line 
numbers from 0 to 63999. Wheneve r program lines a re 
added , edited, renumbered, or deleted , a CLEA R is exe­
cuted . A question mark may be used as an abbreviation for 
PRINT, a nd a single quote (shifted 7) may be substituted for 
:REM. 

Variables and Spacing- According to the Cbasic manual , 
variab le names may be any co mbinati on of one o r two 
letters . Ac tuall y, the second cha racter may be a lette r or a 
digit , and they may be fo ll owed by as many letters and di gits 
as you wa nt ; howeve r, only the first two a re significant , so

T hese rul es a lso 
app ly to array na mes a nd defined functions. No te that 
unlike Levell! BASIC, Color BASIC a llows BAS IC va riables to 
contain BASIC keywords as long as they don 't begin w ith 
them; X PRINT is a lega l name for the va ri a ble XP. T he 
Co lor BASIC manua l says that spaces in a program may be 
removed to save memory. This is true in most cases, but 
there is an impo rtant except ion . Wherever a var iab le or Hex 
constant or octal constant with the op ti ona l '0' includ ed is 
followed by a BASIC keyword without a n interven ing space, 
t he tokenize routine will consider the keyword as part of the 
var iable or constant , usually causing a Syntax Er ror. The 
most com mon exa mples are statements like: 

IFA=BANDC=DORE=FTHENG= HELSEEND 
(Needs spaces before AND, OR, THEN a nd ELSE) 

FORA=&H I FTO&H3FSTEP2 (Needs spaces be fore 
TO and STEP) 

ONXGOTO 100,200 (or GOSUB; Need s space before 
GO) 

PRINT XTAB( IO)Y (with spaces means PRINT 
X;TA B(/0); Y. Without spaces means PRI NT 
XT(/0); Y) 

Examp les where the ex tra spaces a re not necessary includ e:

FORA=3 IT063STEP2 
ONX+IGOTO 100,200 

Reset- T here are seve ra l sensiti ve rou tin es in BAS IC that 
will cause the BASIC program or va riables to be sc ramb led if 

they are inte rrupted by Reset , so Reset shou ld in genera l be 
used on ly w hen the BREAK key is repeatedly ignored, such as 
during PAINT o r a machine la nguage program . It is gener­
a ll y sa fe to use Reset to stop tape 1/ 0, but not disk 1/ 0, 
excep t in spec ial circumsta nces, such as when yo u accident ly 
DSKIN I the wrong disk . Note tha t Reset leaves a ll open files 
open . A t leas t one vers ion of the Extended BAS IC manual 
ex plains the Reset sequence on Page 208 , mention ing the 
resta rt fl ag RSTFLG and restart vector RSTVEC, but 
does n 't g ive the ir addresses . RSTFLG is at $7 1, and 
RSTVEC is in bytes $72-$73. 

Errors- W heneve r an error occu rs, Color BASIC turns off 
the cassette motor and does an A UD /0 OFF. In Disk 
BAS IC, it a lso closes all disk fi les. 

CONT- A ny of these statements and actio ns: CLEAR, 
PC LEAR, Fl LES, pressing Reset , a ny er ror, or changing 
the progra m, di sa bles the CONTinue statement until the 
nex t STOP, END o r BREAK in the progra m. T he reason for 
thi s is that a ll these co ndition s re-initialize BASIC's stack 
area , including record s of subrout ine ca lls a nd FOR ... 
NEXT loops, so that if a CONTinue were a ll owed, the 
progra m wo uld probably not wo rk right anyway. 

CLEAR - Bes id es clearing var ia bles as desc ribed in the 
Co lo r BAS IC manual, CLEA R cancels a ll DEF FN state­
ments a nd pe rfo rms a RESTORE. Stateme nts of the form: 
CLEAR 200 a !l ocate the specified number of bytes for string 
spa ce.

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+"ing"uses six bytes of string space, but 50 B$="string"uses 
no string space because the BAS IC on ly needs to remember 
where the string is located in the program text. There also 
must be enough string space for temporary stri ngs that are 
formed while expressions are eva luated. Usua lly it is best to 
overestimate the amount of strlng space by a few hundred 
bytes un less the program and variables use up almost all the 
RAM, since INPUTedstrings may be up to 249 bytes long. 
To allocate half of the available memory to strings: 

CLEAR O:CLEAR MEM / 2 

It is often helpful to know how much string space is left 
unused. In Level II BASIC, the FRE functio n, when used 
with a string argument , causes the free a nd "in use" st ring 
space to be separated and returns the number offree st ring 
bytes. Color BASIC doesn't have this function, but it can be 
duplicated by using the Color Computer's "ga rbage collec­
tion" routine and then taking the difference between the 
bottom of used strings and bottom of string space pointers: 

EXEC 4648l:FRE= FNPL(35)- FNPL(33) 

gives the amount of free str ing space. Accord ing to the Co lor 
BASIC manual , "Without CLEAR, the Computer reserves 
200 characters." Actua lly, a CLEAR 200 is done only when 
BASIC is first entered. T he number of reserved string bytes is 
not affected by LOAD or RUN a nd is inherited from the last 
program; therefore, no program should assume that 200 
bytes are reserved, since the last program run may have 
reserved 0 or 10000. For this reason, a ll substantia l pro­
grams should use CLEAR to reserve stri ng memory. State­
ments of the form: CLEAR 200,23999 a ll ocate the first

number of bytes for string space and set the end of t he string 
pool to the address of the second number minus one. S ince 
the end of the string pool p lus one is the highest RAM a rea 
used by BAS IC, the area start ing with the given address plus 
one, 24000 in this case, is made ava ilable for the user's 
machine language routines . Note that BAS IC positions the 
stack to build down from the bottom of the st ring pool, so in 
this examp le the stack wi ll be in t he area just below 
24000-200 = 23800. 

PCLEAR- Accord ing to the Extended BAS IC manual, a 
PCLEAR 4 is done automat ical ly, and PCLEAR is neces­
sa ry only "when you want to reserve a different number of 
pages." In fact, the number of PCLEARed pages is a lso 
inherited from the last program run, so this number may be 
anyth ing from one to eight when a new program is loaded, 
and no program shou ld make assumptions about thi s 
number. T he manual a lso says that PCLEAR shou ld be the 
first or second statement in the program, right after 
CLEAR. T his adv ice cou ld cause problems in many cases 
because the PMODE parameters are a lso unaffected by 
LOAD ope ra tions. For example, if the last program used 
PM ODE 4,5 a nd the new program tries to PCLEAR any 
fewer than eight pages without first setting PMODE to a 
reaso nable va lue, an FC Error wi ll occur. Furthermore, 
whenever PCLEAR is used with a different number of pages 
tha n the last PCLEAR, the BASIC program is moved up or 
down in memory accord ing to the new number of pages. 
T his, in itse lf, wou ld n't ca use any problems, except for the 
now infa mous PC LEAR bug in the X bas ic 1.0 ROM - after 
PC LEAR copies the program to its new position, it does n't 
set the interpret pointer at $A6 to the new copy . This can

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have severa l results. Sometimes an unexpla ined Syntax 
Error occurs on the line with PCLEA R. Often the program 
runs normally until the PCLS statement is present, which 
erases the o ld copy of the program , s ince it is now in the area 
of the graph ics screen, and causes either an error or a forced 
END. In rare cases, PCLEAR may result in a jump to 
ano ther part of the program. Usua ll y, whe n PCLEAR 
causes an erro r, the program wi ll work if it is RUN a seco nd 
time, si nce it has already been moved to the correct address. 
To prevent this problem in the first place, two steps have 
been suggested . First, if PC LEAR reduces the number of 
grap hics pages , it should be at the end of the program , and if 
it increases the number of pages, it should be at the begin­
ning. This prevents the immediate error that occurs when 
the PC LEAR statement is overwritten by another part of 
the program. Second, to set th e inte rpret pointer to it s 
correct position after PC LEAR, use a GOTO statement that 
references a line number less than the current line. To pre­
vent as many errors as possible , I recommend usin g some­
thing like:

Here the PMOD£ statement in Line 63990 prevents a 
possible FC Error in the PCLEA R 1, which, in turn , pre­
ven ts an error in the CLEAR 500, which might occur, for 
examp le, if the last program used PC LEAR 8 and there is 
not enough free memory for PC LEAR 8 and 500 bytes fo r 
st rings. The extra GOTOs force BASIC to recover from the 
bug. The CLEAR statements and the PC LEAR in Line 30 
of the second examp le should be adjusted accord ing to the 
needs of your program. A shorte r version, for example: 10 
PMODEO,J:CLEAR O:PCLEAR 5:CLEA R 500 would be 
sufficie nt for use with X basic 1.1 , but since many users are 
stuc k with 1.0, programs to be distributed to ot he rs shou ld 
a llow for the bug. Note that PCLEAR a lso does an implied 
CLEAR, erasi ng var iab les and defined functi o ns. 

PCLEAR 0- They said it could n 't be done , and they were 
right - Various methods have been suggested for effect ing a 
PC LEAR 0. An often published example is:

There are two problems with thi s. First, it moves the 
BASIC program to $60 I , which is on ly correct for plain 
Exte nd ed BASIC. If this is used in Disk BAS IC , it jumbles 
system pointers and var iables with the likely result that 
when you try to load a BASIC p rogram, part of it will be 
wr itten out on the disk in place of the File A ll ocation Table. 
(I hope you made backups.) Second, BASIC wil l g ive an error 
if yo u try to execute a NEW or RUN without a zero in the 
byte before the program.

Weird And Wonderful . ' . . ' 

P rogramming a CO!Tiputer is always full of surprises. 
Perhaps that i~ why m~ny of u~ keep at it in. spite of its 
many frustrations. Thi~ month, we are gomg to play 

with a program sent in by James Shera of Altus, Okla. Jim 
took me up on my challenge to write a PRINT USING 
routine for Color BASIC in April 1984 "Bits and Bytes ." Jim's 
code is not the general subrou~ine I had in mind, but 
addresses right justified printing of strings and formatting a 
number to print with alignment on the decimal point. There 
is a lot to comment on in the logic of ~is routines. He also 
added a few pokes I had not seen before which open a whole 
box fu ll of surprises. Now a surprise may be good or bad, 
and there are some of both in what we will examine here. 

Jim's program essentially rnakes a formatted listing of 
outstanding checks, adds the amounts and prints the total 
amount to the screen or printer. A simple progr;1m that will 
not distract us from studying the how rather that the what is 
done . The whole program, along with some experiments I 
added , is at the end of the column. 

The jewels begin in Line 53 . 

53 POKE 298,0:POKE303,0 'DISABLES EXTENDED 
BASIC . 

Line 53 turns both Extended and some of Disk BASIC off.

It is used here to assure that the program really will work in 
Color BASIC. I made a few tests from the keyboard just like 
any doubter would. If you temporarily add 54 END, you can 
type GOTO 53 from the keyboard and RUN that line only 
and come ba~k to the keybo;1rd mode. Then type P R/ NT 
USING"##.##";2).897 and ENTER . The computer will 
respond: 

0 ##.## 22.897 
OK 

Color BASIC does not recognize USING as a keyword and 
thinks it is just another variable which , not having been 
definecj before, equ.als zero. It then dutifully prints the string 
and the number following exactly as entered from the key­
board . SA VE''PRO(JNAME" returns an SN Error as 
expected. But, I could open a disk data file, save data to it 
and close it with Extended BASIC "off." Obviously, the 
OPEN and PRINT#D statements use rou~es through BASIC 
that are not affected by the. above POKEs. BASIC is 
assuredly "off' ' only when it has not been "ort." When the 
CoCo comes up in Extended and Disk BASIC, a variety of 
addresses are set differently than they are in ~he lower level 
BASICS. 

Two pokes change only two of these "hooks." It's like the 
front and back doors are locked, but we can climb in 
through the basement window to get into part of the house . 
· Let's now turn Extended BASIC back on and try again.

Type GOT0288. Then from the keyboard mode type

Now I go t a surpri se he re; I had to d o some digging to find 
o ut why the ex pected result was no t o bta ined a nd lea rned 
something a long the way. No da mage was d o ne. You ca n 
ex pect surpri ses when you po ke numbers in mem sec-
tio ns tha t a re controlling CoCo's operation . You c al so 
ex pect tha t wha t work s with Ex tend ed BAS IC wi ll not work 
with Disk BAS IC. ROM upd a tes will ha ve code a t different 
addresses a nd POK Es that wo rk with Disk BAS IC 1.0 wil l 
no t wo rk with the grea tl y revised D isk BAS IC 1. 1. Radio 
Shack has ta ken pains to mak e sure tha t published BAS IC 

wo rks the same in both versions. Versio n and leve l consider­
at ions are o ne reason I have made ve ry littl e use of POKEs in 
the co lumn. However, yo u ca n POKE a nd PEEK a ll you 
wa nt. You will learn a lot a bout yo ur machine a nd the wo rst 
that ca n ha ppen is that it may "go wes t. " Ju st turn it o ff a nd 
then back o n and start over. 

Lines 60 to 90 se t up a menu a nd a ll ow the use r to choose 
whethe r to se nd the output to the sc ree n o r pr inter. But we 
just went thro ugh something like tha t didn 't we? F irst, Jim 
wa nts to have a different form a t to the printer tha n he wo uld 
use on the screen. Second, the Line 55 POKEs provid e the 
a bility to put th e screen forma t to bo th the screen a nd 
printe r fo r program deve lopment a nd d oc umenta tion pur­
poses. T he use r might not want to do th is ve ry often. In fa ct 
the progra m li sting I rece ived has Line 55 code preceded by a 
single quo te, turn ing it into a n ino pera ti ve R EM.

Lines 60 and 70 show you how to print quotation marks to 
the screen. Here Q$ is defined as CH R $(34) , the ASCII value 
fo r a quo tation mark . Q$ then a ppears in the code following 
the PRIN T statement. In th is ca se ENTER and P will be 
enclosed by quotes . Line 80 is the conventional INKEY$ 
routine a nd Line 90 tests for a Pas input and sets tabs (X ,Y 
a nd Z) and WIDTH depending on the IN KEY$ entry. From 
here on we wi ll see a number of long variable names. They 
do mak e the code more readable . You have to be very 
careful since on ly the first two letters are significant and 
conflicts with rese rved word s are more likely. I think Jim 
edited the program to add long variables after he got it up 
and running. One varia ble he used was TOTAL, which 
seems like a good name for carrying the total in . But it 
bombs the program since CoCo sees TO, a rese rved word 
and calls SN Error. SUM works and is descriptive. 

Ear li e r, I mentioned the fac t that I was able to make a file 
on disk even though Extended BASIC was "off." I wa nted to 
do thi s so I cou ld route the program output to an ASC II file 
and th en bring it into this article through the Append Mode 
of Telewriter. Jim had a lready set up his PRINT#D state­
ments with a var iable so device numbers cou ld be chosen by 
the program . Dis set in Line 90 as 0 for the screen and - 2 for 
the printe r.

In L ine 94, A$ is checked for a "P" and redefined as 
SC RE E N or PRINTER to provide file names .

Line 96 is an IN KEY$ loop 
that se ts D= l and opens a d isk file for output , using # I 
buffer, whose name is in A$. Any key other than " D" drops 
to the nex t line without openi ng the fi le. 

No rma ll y, the re would be some sort of routine for data 
input. S ince the program was des igned to demonstra te some 
BAS IC procedures, data is provided in DATA statements. 
This is a good temporary approach when developing a nd 
debugging a program. You can later write the input code 
aft er the process ing routines work . Lines 100 through 160 
include initia li zation of two variables and the DATA 
statements.

A DATA stat ement consists of the keyword DATA fol­
lowed by fi eld s of data separated by commas.

T he above 
DATA statements consist of a check number which will be 
treated as a str ing, a date string and a value which will be 
treated as a number. Line 190 READs the da ta.

I fan EOF is found, the program goes to Line 260 to deve lop 
tota ls and fini sh the tabl e.

COUNTER simp ly counts the number of o utstanding 
checks .

In Line 230 is a subroutine call to I 010. A good subroutine 
will be genera l in nature so it can be called from a number of 
places in the program. This subroutine takes a number, N, 
and returns a fo rmatted string N$. Here the number we want 
to format is in AMOUNT so we make the ass ignment 
N=AMOUNTand GOSUB 1010.

Now we come to the subroutine all the foregoing program 
was written to demonstrate. It is the equivalent of PRINT

well as converting the result to a string without a decimal

A string made from a number using STR$ carries a lead­
ing space. Line I 020 takes this space into account in testing 
whether there are six or more digits and the comma inser­
tion, Line 1050, is to be used. Line 1030 takes a five digit or 
smaller number and inserts a decimal point before the 
second digit from the right. Basically a left-hand portion of 
the string is obtained, a point is added and the right two 
digits are added. The GOTOJ060 only sends the program to 
a RETURN statement. My preference is to throw out the 
GOTO and use a return. Line 1050 is like 1030 except a 
comma is added. 

This subroutine is specific to a particular need, formatting 
a number and returning it as a string. Now that you have an 
example of how it is done, try your own.

Part II: Exogenous Human 
Interaction Simulation- The 

Stock Market

'' 0 h, I ca n do better than that !" We've a ll sa id that 
one time o r a no ther. "If I were the teacher ... If 
I we re the Comma nd er-in-C hief ... If! we re the 

pole sitter . . . . "Computer S imulat ions give us the oppor­
tunity to prophesy our capa bility if we were so meo ne that we 
might never be. "T he pil ot, the as tro na ut, the q uarte rback, 
a re a ll poss ibilities if we let the com pute r do the work for us 
by just acting as " the o ther sid e. " Pa rt o ne of thi s se ri es, las t 
month , d ea lt wi th the compo nents of a S imula ti o n a nd how 
prophecy-by-comp uter is accomplished. T he uni ve rse a nd 
the initia l boundary condi t ions were defined so tha t a nyone 
with a n id ea, a computer, a nd a little progra mming ab ility 
might be a ble to write a S imula tion . O ne of the most di ff icul t 
tas ks in a ny S imulat ion is the a rt of simulat ing huma n 
thought o r.the wo rld 's reactio ns to our huma n th ought. T his 
a rticle desc ribes a few of the deta il s of simulat ing huma n 
thought with emphas is on see ing how we might do if condi­
tions were not known in a stock ma rket S imulat io n. 

After dec iding wha t yo u wa nt to simulate, defining yo ur 
unive rse, a nd setting yo ur initia l a nd fin a l bo und a ry co ndi­
tions, yo u ca n beg in to simula te the hu ma n tho ught pro­
cesses tha t go in to yo ur S imula ti o n. T he re a re two types of 
simula ted huma n th ought. O ne is ca lled endogeno us, which 
means "fro m within. " An end ogeno us S imul a ti o n is o ne 
which lets the program do " the thinking." ln a n exogenous 
(" fr om with o ut ") S imulat ion, the player runs the program 
a nd d oes the thin king. Both a re equ a ll y d iff icult to do. 
End ogenous S imula ti ons a re limited by their uni ve rse . T hey 
ca n onl y think ce rt a in things . T hey are no t co m plete huma n

bra in s. On the other ha nd , a n exogenous S imula ti on will let 
the "p laye r" thin k a nything, but the computer progra mmer 
must have a nt icipa ted eve ry possible thought that may arise . 

I say these a re eq ua ll y diffi cult after exa mining my S trat­
egy Foo tball S imulat ion . In it, the progra m had bo th endo­
genou·s a nd exoge no us huma n thought S imula tions. The 
end oge no us pa rt ca me abo ut when the computer had to play 
o ne o f the tea ms. It chose plays, punts a nd o nsid e kicks 
based on my own pe rcepti on of the need fo r certa in plays. I 
progra m med it so tha t it wo uld not try to kick a 95 ya rd field 
goa l sin ce tha t was n't reaso na ble. O ne of the bugs in the 
published ve rsion of the S imulation a ll owed a very good 
chance of success for a 95-ya rd field goa l. The exogenous 
pa rt , the pa rt where the player ente red the plays, allowed for 
tha t poss ibilit y. T hus, a go-fo r-broke playe r might just try 
such a n a bsurd thing a nd be successful. That , unfo rtuna tely, 
was the case. T he uni ve rse for the ex ogenous huma n interac­
ti o n just was no t we ll enough defined . That is a pitfa ll in a ny 
co mplicated huma n th ought S imula tion . 

Some end oge nous thinking can be done with ra ndom 
numbers. Fo r insta nce, if the best play to ca ll would be a 
p unt, but o ne o ut o f 15 times, a fo rward pass might be 
success ful , the computer could simply genera te a ra ndom 
number R N D(l 5) a nd see if it was equal to I. If so, it wo uld 
run the unli ke ly, bu t surprising play. A nother a pproach to 
progra mming end ogenous huma n thought is the JF sta te­
ment. T hese can be q uit e complica ted . F or insta nce a chess 
S imula ti o n - whi ch is the epitome of human thought S imu­
la ti ons - genera ll y runs through dozens of I F . .. THEN 
type s ta tements (in BAS IC or Machine Language) before it 
dec id es o n the bes t one . It loses because the programmer 
didn 't have the ri ght one in there, not beca use it made a 
mi stake. T he sta te-of-the-a rt of endoge nous huma n thought 
S imula tions is ca lled "a rtific ia l inte lligence," which I will be 
wri t ing a bout nex t mo nth . T he cru x of thi s m o nth's a rticle is 
rea lly exogenous huma n tho ught Simula tio n which is the 
bas is fo r the Stock M arket S imula ti on . 
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The Stock Market Simulation 
Key in the lis ting shown or load it from RAINBOW ON 

TAPE . It takes more than 16K after it is run . The Simulation 
allows up to five players to test their skill buying a nd se lling 
securities as the market rises and falls. If you thinK yo u a re a 
latter-day E . F . Hutton then this Simulation, since it is exog­
enous, lets you prove it. This is more than a s imple buy 
low-se ll high Simulation ... everybody writes those. T his 
program allows buying and selling stocks, short se lling, 
options (puts and calls), borrowing against the prime rate, 
and the purchase of fixed rate bonds. It a lso prov id es a 
description of I 0 different stocks along with a plot of their 
performance at any time. 

The universe for this Simulation is t he 10 stocks from 10 
diverse companies, fixed rate bond s, up to seven options-to­
buy, borrowing and paying on a debt , exerc ising the option­
to-buy, a nd long and short selling on the I 0 stocks. The 
Simulation provides for stock splitting a nd ba nkruptcies. If 
you don't know exactly what I'm ta lking about, just play it 
with buying and selling and buy a book on the subject , or ask 
a teacher or a broker, then let them play it and see how well 
they do . Most importantly, enjoy yourself. You just might 
learn something. 

The Simulation is menu driven. After watching the logo 
when all the data arrays are initialized in lines 10-90, the 
main menu will appear. This will step through the players 
with the "day" shown on the screen. The "day" rea lly sim u­
lates about two weeks in an actual ma rket like the New York 
Stock Exchange. However, if you change the names a nd 
initia l conditions in Lines 9000-9017 yo u can simulate a ny 
exchange. If you try a commodities excha nge, my computer 
"day" simulates only a few minutes. Each playe r has many 
options (not to be confused with his "options" li sted). He 
can look at his own portfolio; this tell s him what he ow ns 
and what he owes. It also tells him the condition of a ny 
option that he owns . From the main menu , any playe r ca n 
review the current market status. This w ill tell him the 
current price of the 10 stocks and their high and low va lue 
over the last 12 days. (Remember a "day" is not a day.) The 
current market status menu will also te ll you the prime rate, 
the market average, and the increa se o r dec rease from the 
last period. From this menu, you can a lso get a "description" 
of each stock. The description routine will ask you for the 
ticker symbol of the stock (that's a three-lettel' abbrevia­
tion) . It will give you a brief market ana lysi s and a grap hic 
plot of its performance over. the last 12 days. The number on 
the upper left of the plot is the maxim um of the verti ca l ax is. 
It's also a clue to when the stock might split. This is useful 
when you've got a half dozen stocks fl oat ing around a nd you 
forgot what they were. From this menu you ca n a lso get a li st 
of the options for sale. You can't purchase or sell anyt hing 
from this menu, you can just get informa tion . 

From the main menu you can choose to place a n order. 
This will allow you to buy, sell, and do just about everything 
except call Merrill Lynch . Investing a llows yo u to buy a 
stock at its current market price a nd pay the commission. 
The Simulation will tell you how ma ny shares yo u ca n 
a fford and then prompt you for the number of sha res yo u 
wish to buy . 

Don't enter fractiona l or negative sha res; it was debugged , 
but I'm not perfect. Divesting allows yo u to se ll shares , a lso 
with the commission fee. If you don't own any, the S imula­
tion will stop you. After all, the Securities and Excha nge 
Commission must do its job. 

A "s hort sell" is a gamble that the stock price w ill go 
down, rather than up . If you short se ll a stock yo u essenti a lly 
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borrow the shares a nd se ll them . This money is added to 
your cash on ha nd. T he sha res wi ll show up in your portfolio 
with a n 'S'beside them (for S hort). If yo u bought the shares 
outright, by INVEST ING, the shares will have a n "L" beside 
them in the portfolio (for Long). This looks like a way to 
borrow money, a nd it is, but it really becomes a debt you 
incurred . Ca nce lling the short se ll is the oppos ite. You must 
have eno ugh cash to " buy back" the shares that you bor­
rowed . If you want to cancel the sho rt sa le , just bo rrow 
enough to buy back a ll the shares, a nd then do it. This 
S imulation U niverse doesn't allow someone to own a stock 
"long" and "s hort" a t the sa me time. If you can't decide 
whether it 's go ing up or d own, I can't eit her. 

A nothe r inves tin g trick of the trade is th e "opti o n." T his 
S imula tio n provides o nl y for an option-to-buy. T he opt ion­
to-sell just makes it that much more co mplicated. When yo u 
purchase a n opti on, yo u purchase a chance to buy the stock 
a t a fixed price befo re a fixed expi ration date. A ll th is is 
spe ll ed out on the opt ion. If the pri ce of the stock goes above 
th e opt io n price the n yo u should exerci se the option a nd 
"buy the stock at a barga in. " If nothing hap pens befo re the 
opt ion ex pires, just let it di e. T he price of the option is 
a lways much less than the price of the shares. In real life yo u 
co uld a lso se ll the op ti on itse lf, since it has val ue. But , in this 
S imulat io n yo u must "exe rc ise it " to buy the shares and then 
take yo ur profit by se lling them. 

Soone r or later yo u may need more money. You can 
simply bo rrow what yo u need here. The rate is based on the 
prime interes t ra te that is shown . But , as in rea l life, the more 
yo u borrow, the lower the rate becomes . Don't overdo it ; 
you ca n eas il y go into debt too far. A t any time yo u can a lso 
pay back a ll or pa rt of the loa n. That w ill save you a lot of 
interes t. 

T he las t player has a n ex tra cho ice at hi s main me nu . He, 
or she, ca n EX IT to see the results. This ends the Simu la ti on. 
You ca n co mpa re you rse lf with the other players by look ing 
at yo ur tota l net wo rth . If the last player decides to co nt inue 
to the nex t "day" they just press 'G'. The S imulat ion will 
then do a ll the upd ating. This takes place in lines beginning 
with 5000. The new stock prices are co mputed based o n bull 
(rising) o r bear (falling) ma rket conditions. The new ave r­
ages a re computed. The a rrays holding the stock price histo­
ries are updated. If a stock price has gone too high , d epend­
ing on it s market ana lys is, it will sp lit. This is where each 
owner of the stoc k wi II get two sha res for each one he owns 
and the price of the stock will be ha lved. By it se lf, it is 
mea ning less, but say, for insta nce, tha t the stock r-ises , on the 
ave rage , $2 a day. If the stock se ll s for $20 / share that's 10 
percent. But now, if it sp lit s, and the price goes to $ 10 I s hare 
the same $2 in crease a mou nts to 20 percent. In ge nera l, if 
you own a stock when it sp lits, that's good. On the other 
ha nd , if the stock price goes to ze ro, the company becomes 
bankrupt. A ny s ha res that yo u ho ld a re ge nera lly worth less, 
but the S imula tion g ives yo u a break, it only takes 90 percent 
of you r unfortunate shares. The company will start over, 
cau tio usly. 

A lso during the update peri od , dividends are paid to 
owne rs of stock. Yo u will be able to see this by your cash 
increase. If you have a ny o utstanding de bt , the bank will 
deduct the interes t a nd yo u will see a cas h decrease. All these 
operat ions a re automatic s ince th e broke r and banker o( the 
S imula ti on are end ogeno us. 

Good luck , ca pita li sts. Don't let g reed and lo ng ing for 
power ove rcom e yo ur se nses. T hi s ma inly exogenous S imu­
lat ion doesn't have a co nsc ience. The prophecy you make 
may be yo ur own .

This note for non-disk users of the electronic spreadsheet 

program in "MoCalc - MiniCalc Gets a Big Brother" 
(April 1984, Page 186), author Barry Spencer says those 
who don;t have Disk BASIC should replace the command 
WRITE with PRiNT in Line 1020 and change KILL to 
PRINT in Line 1040. 

H. Allen Curtis writes that we mistakenly i-ndicated the 
minimum system for his Bandy program (June 1984 issue) to 
be Disk BASIC. This was done because of the use of SAVE, 
LOAD, and WRITE in the listing, but Curtis says, "The 
program logic is such that the lines containing those com­
mands are bypassed when there is no disk controller con­
nected."

Reader Steven Ostrom, Miimetohka, Minh., tells us that 
there is ali error ih the "Simply Load and ... Bingo!" 
program (Page 92, April !984 issue) , The beginning of Line 
520 should read IF Blf=>IO (not, lFBB>IO). You need to 
add the "equal" symbol because, otherwise, when L=3 and 
BB= I 0, the mid die row of the Bingo card will not have a free 
space. 

Steven adds, "For my DMP-120, !had to add a printer 
delay (POKE I5I,2.5) in addition to changing the elongation 
commands that the author noted. This POKE is necessary 
for matiy programs that print, due to a bug in the DMP-120, 
even after the Radio Shack upgrade." 

Damon Swarison writes, "There is an occasional but 
potentially deadly bug in iny modification to Steve Good's 
Spooler, ("Make the Good Spooler Better," May 1984, Page 
23). The disaster will strike if an interrupt occurs while in the 
RAM (Type I) memory map. 

"The bug rarely bites because the pmgtam is only at risk 
during II of the almost 15,000 'clock cycles between inter­
rupts, and it causes disaster only when . .the print buffer is 
empty, i.e., when printing the first character to the buffer. 
Under the~e conditions, the interrupt handler, START, 
detects the empty buffer and jurrips to high memory expect­
ing ROM but finding random code in RAM . 

"If the buffer has at least one character, START gets that 
characterfrom RAM ahd sets the map. back to ROM before 
calling any ROM routines. We can still have an error -
dropping one character. The program is at risk for seven 
clock cycles yielding an error rate of about one in 2,000 
characters." 

"Bugs of this species are hard to recognize, impossible to 
test, and often ignored. But a good programmer will find 
them and destroy them. Fortunatdy, this bug is easily 
exterminated." 

,Continues S\Vanson, "Add an ORCC #$50 (Line 743) to 
kill the potential interrupt before switching to the RAM 
page and AN DCC #~J\.F (Line 757) to turn it on again iri the 
modified spooler listing. Also correct the start address to 
allow the four extra bytes (ORG $7F61 or $7CFO with 
SCRPRT). 

"Note there is no problem in the interrupt handler, 
START, which is synchronized with the interrupt and fin­
ishes long before another one comes along." 

Thanks, Damon, your discussion calls attention to one of 
the more subtle probiems of iritern.ipt handling. 



Get Your Feet Wet 
With These Paddles! 

By Helene M. LaBonville . 

l am a tinkerer. So, when the Atari died, I just couldn't 
throw away a perfectly good set of paddles! Although I 
have no electronics background, I set out to convert the 

paddles to work on our system. It was easier than I had 
imagined . As a matter of fact, the hardest part of this project 
was obtaining the joystick plugs and 5-conductor cable. 

I will illustrate two conversions. One is quite simple, the 
other is easy . I will not go into the-theory of operation of the 
D j A converter nor of the JOYSTK command itself, as these 
topics have been well covered in prior articles. 

Single Direction Model - Simple 
Materials required for each paddle: 

I 5-pin (240) DIN plug 
5-inch length of hook-up wire (preferably black) 

Atari Paddles are sold in pairs which are joined together 
by a mutual DB-9 plug. Remove the plug, unscrew the case, 
and refer to Figure I which is the current configuration of an 
Atari paddle. All that needs to be done to convert this 
padd le to CoCo (see Figure 2) is: 

1) Add a jumper wire between one of the lugs of the momen­
tary switch and lug I of the potentiometer. Disconnect 
the black terminal wire from the switch and solder the 
jumper wire directly onto the bullet connector. Recon­
nect. Next, solder the other end to lug I of the pot. 

2) Install the DIN plug as per Figure 2. Place the plug's cable

sheath over the cable, now! Strip one inch of outer insula­
tion from the cable, then strip and tin about 1

/ 16 " from 
each wire. Solder the connections as indicated and reas­
semble the plug. 

Switch Selectable Model - Easy 
The addition of the switch and the fifth wire in this con­

version allows each paddle to do double duty, i.e ., you can 
select either horizontal or vertical directidns with each unit. 

Materials required for each paddle: 

5-pin (240) DIN plug 
6 foot 5-conductor cable (stranded) 
SPOT submini slide switch 

1) Open the case, disconnect the terminals from the button 
switch and snip off the wires from the pot lugs. Remove 
the strain relief from the Atari cable and save the cable for 
future projects - I reuse everything! 

2) .-Mount the slide switch to the top of the case. I drilled two 
holes side by side with a 3/1 6" bit and enlarged them with a 
knife and file until the switch fit. 

3) Carefully strip 4W' of outside insulation from the five 
conductor cable. Strip and tin about 1/J 6"from each wire . 
Solder the connections as indicated in Figure 3. Note: In 
order to prevent damage (from overheating) to the but­
ton switch, I reused the bullet connectors from the Atari 
cable. 

4) Install the DIN plug as per Figure 3. Place the plug's cable 
sheath over the cable, now! Strip one inch of outer insula­
tion from the cable, then strip and tin about 1/1 6 " from 
each wire. Solder the connections as indicated and reas­
semble the plug. 

5) Screw the cover(s) back on. Plug in the paddle(s) and test 
it / them with the following program:

For some unknown 
reason , Radio Shack does hot carry the 240 5-pin DIN 
plugs, five conductor cable, or SPDT submini switches (one 
is enclosed, however, in (RS #275-327). Alternatively you 
could use one bank of a DPDT submini switch (RS #275-
407) as in Figure 3.

Shapes and turtle movements can be explored before the 
child is even aware of the concept of programs or proce­
dures. In fact , the child will naturally develop a desire to 
write a complete LOGO procedure after experimenting with a 
few basic LOGO commands. 

As you work with a child, listen closely for questions such 



as: "How can I . . .. ?", "What if . . . . ?"These are clues that 
the child is ready to move forth to new learning experiences. 
Be careful that you do not provide a solution to the problem 
raised. The chiid is merely seeking clues, or new tools , for 
solving the problem.

Let's suppose that a young child, named Sue, is experi­

Sue, ''It works! WOW! Now, I want to put another circle 
of shapes around that."

Depending upon the child you are working with (age, 
ability , interest, or whatever) , this development of HEX 
procedures may continue .

Interfacing Your Own Circuits 

By T. Whit Athey and Susan C. Athey 

I n the first article of this series (July, Page 138), I des­
cribed a general-purpose I I 0 interface for the Color 
Computer. The interface consists primarily of an 8255A 

Programmable Peripheral Interface (PPI) chip, insta lled on 
a mod ified Radio Shack printed circuit (PC) board which 
plugs into the cartridge slot. You can add your own circuits 
to the board where they can communicate with your CoCo. 

In this article I will describe some examples of circuits 
which can be added to the interface board. By building the 
interface and connecting it to other devices , you can learn 
about the way the CoCo works and about digital circuits in 
general. 

The 8255A has three eight-bit I 10 ports, designated A, B, 
and C. In the main circuit I will describe, port A will be used 
as a data bus, and two lines of port C will be used as control 
lines , to communicate with and control a General Instru­
ments A Y -3-8910 Sound Generator Chip. 

The AY-3-8910 
The AY-3-8910 is a 40-pin LSI chip. It has 16 internal 

registers which control the frequency and amplitude of three 
independent tone generators, a noise generator, an envelope 
generator, and two 8-bit 1/ 0 ports. Almost any kind of 
sound can be produced under program control. The produc­
tion of sound is dependent only on the contents of the 
internal registers, and these will change only when the regis­
ter contents are overwritten. Continuous microprocessor 
attention is not required . 

The 16 PSG registers are not directly addressable in the 
way that the four registers of the 8255A are. There is only the 
one 8-bit data bus over which data and addresses must be 
transmitted to the A Y -3-8910, so the selection of the desired 
register must be done separately. You can think of the 16 
registers of the PSG as being connected to its data bus 
through a multi port switch. Only one registe r at a time can 
be connected to the data bus (for reads or writes). This 
process of "connecting" a register to the bus is called 
"latching." 

To latch a sound chip register to the data bus, two opera­
tions must be carried out. First, both control lines (from the

8255A port C) must go high (to +5 V). This is a signal to the 
chip that the byte about to arrive over the data bus is the 
register number of the register to be latched. Second, the 
register number must be transmitted through port A, e.g., 
with a POKE &HFF40,[reg. no.], over the data bus. 

Once a register is latched it will remain latched until 
another register is latched. While it is latched, any write (or 
read) operation to the 8255A port A will also be a write to 
the sound chip register currently latched. The two control 
lines from port C must be set for a write (CO= I, Cl = 0) 
during the write operation. 

For example, the following sequence of operations would 
be carried out to write the byte 3B (Hex) to register two 
(assuming that both A and C ports of the 8255A are already 
programmed for output). 

First, latch register 2: 

POKE &HFF42,3 
POKE &HFF40,2 
POKE &HFF42,0 

Then, write the byte 3B: 

(set CO and C I high) 
(send register no. to data bus) 
(reset control lines) 

POKE &HFF40,&H3B (put byte on data bus)

These instructions illustrate the simple steps required to 
latch and write to a register, but unfortunately, they don't 
work in practice because of a timing problem resulting from 
the slowness of BASIC. The problem is that the sound chip 
wants to see the write indication on its control lines for no 
longer than 10 microseconds, while the BASIC POKE 
instruction requires about 4500 microseconds (that's still a 
lot less than a second!). The latch routine above will work 
okay, but the write routine will have to be done in machine 
language (using only three simple instructions) . This can still 
be handled from BASIC using a USR subrout ine (or EXEC 
statements for those of you without Extended BASIC). This 
will be discussed further in the software section. 

The AY-3-8910 Programmable Sound Generator Chip 
A pin diagram for the programmable sound generator 

chip (PSG) is shown in Figure I , and the function of each 
line is given in Table I. A functional block diagram is shown 
in Figure 2. The lines labeled BDIR and BCI are the two 
control lines which were discussed above. The functions of 
the chip are determined by these two lines as shown in Table 
2. 

All functions of the PSG chip are controlled by the com­
puter through a series of writes to the 16 registers ( desig­
nated RO-R 15). Registers RO-R5 are used to select the fre­
quencies (actually the periods) of the three-tone generators. 
Register R6 selects the frequency of the noise generator 
(white noise). Register R 7 is for mixer control and I I 0 
enable (for the two I I 0 ports). The amplitudes of the signals 
generated by the three tone channels are controlled by regis­
ters R8-R I 0 when in the level amplitude mode. Registers 
R 11-R 13 are for control of the envelope generator, and the 
last two registers, R 14 and R 15, are the two I I 0 ports. The 
operation of these 16 registers will now be discussed in more 
detail. 

Tone Generator Control (Registers RO-RS) 
The frequency of each square wave generated by each of 

the three tone generators is controlled by Registers RO-R5 . 
Register RO and the lower four bits of Register R I form a 
12-bit tone period value (the reciprocal of the frequency) . 
The exact frequency of the tone which is produced depends 
on the reference clock signal. The period values needed to 
produce musical notes for two clock frequencies are shown 
in Table 3. The upper (most significant) four bits of Register

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R I are not used. The other two tone generators are con­
trolled in exactly the same wa,y with Registers R2-R5 . 

Noise Generator Control (Register R6) 
The freqvency of the noise source is controlled with Reg­

ister R6. The lower five bits of this register form a five-bit 
period value. You can try stepping through the range of 
periods available (&HOI to &I-I I F) to select the period with 
the desired effect . 

Mixer Control-I/O Enable (Register R7) 
Register R 7 is a multi-function enable / disab le register 

which controls which of the tone or noise sources is con­
nected to the mixers, and also· defines the direction for the 
bidirectional! / 0 ports . The control bits and their functions 
are shown in Table 4.

Amplitude Control (Registers R8-R10) 
The amplitudes of the three tone channels are determined 

by the contents of the lower five bits of registers R I 0, R II , 
and R 12. The upper three bits are not used. The fifth bit is 
used to select either"fixed level or variable (envelope) ampli­
tudes (0 =fixed, I =variable). The lower four bits contain 
the <Jmplitude value when bit five is zero, and are ignored 
when bit five is one. There are 16 amplitude levels , 0000 
-!Ill (binary), which can be selected. 

When bit five is one, the envelope control is enabled. A 
description of the envelope generator and its control 
follows. 
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Envelope Generator Control (Registers Rll-13) 
The shape of the envelope is determined by the contents of 

ihe lower four bits of register R 13. The envelope shape is the 
time history of the amplitude (amplitude as a function of 
time) . Figure 3 shows the different shapes which are availa­
ble and the control values which select each shape. 

Registers R 11 -R 12 contain the time for one cycle of the 
envelope. These two registers are used as one 16-bit register, 
R 12 containing the most significant bits and R II containing 
the least significant bits. R 12 can be considered the course 
tune value and R I I the fine tune value. The envelope periods 
available range from a value ofOOOI (Hex) to FFFF (Hex), 
corresponding to .285 milliseconds to 18.7 seconds (assum­
ing 'a .897 M Hz clock). 

1/0 Ports (Registers R14-R15) 
The PSG chip has two 8-bit I I 0 ports which can be used 

in a manner similar to the three I/ 0 ports of the 8255A chip . 
When an 8-bit word is written to register R 14, the data also 
appears on the eight PSG pins for port A. When the PSG 
ports are in the input mode, any data present on the pins will 
be present in the corresponding register (R 14 or R 15). A 
read of the register will retrieve the data to the computer for 
processing. The moc;le of the ports (input or output) is 
determined by the contents of the two highest bits of R 7 as 
discussed earlier. 

Adding The PSG To Your 1/0 Board 
If you have finished your 1/ 0 board according to last 

month's article, the addition of the PSG will be fairly easy. 
You will need only t~e PSG chip and a 40-pin socket (see the 
previous article for socket sources). Unfortunate ly, General 
Instruments, the manufacturer of the PSG, and their dis­
tributors (\re not really very interested in the hobbyist busi­
ness, and this makes the purchase of a PSG chip a little 
tricky. Arrow Electronics is a General Instruments distribu­
tor with many offices around the country, but they usually 
have a $50 minimum order. If you have a lot of other things 
to order anyway, then try Arrow. You might also find it at 
some Pioneer outlets. If you can't find a source, HIB Asso­
ciates (3505 Hutch Place, Chevy Chase, MD 20815) has 
again agreed to fill mail orders (include $2 shipping and 
handling on all orders , five percent sales tax on Maryland 
orders). Th.e PSG is priced at $9.50, and the 40-pin socket is 
$1.

A suitab le location for the PSG is directly across the 
board from the 8255 (use the same row numbers) , on the last 
black rectangle. In this position, as was the case for the 8255, 
all of the pins will be accessible without removing the com­
puter cover when the board is plugged in . Bend and solder 
the corner pins of the socket to the copper pads, and bend 
and solder two more pins near the center of the socket. Now 
follow the wiring list in Table 3. Make sure that all pins to be 
connected via the copper pads are bent and soldered to the 
pads. When you are finished , recheck your work against the 



wir ing list until yo u are sure you have it right (improper 
connect ions may dam<!ge the chip or the computer). Now 
you can test the circuit using the test program shown in the 
next section. 

In this design , the CoCo's clock signal (.897 MHz) on pin 
6 of the cartridge connector is used as thf: clock signal for the 
PSG. Using a 1.79 M Hz pulse would be better, a llowing 
another octave of higher freque ncy tones. An external c)ock 
circuit may be used for this purpose if necessary. I wi ll be 
glad to send you a simple clock circuit diagram if you 
include a self-addressed, stamped env~lope with your re­
quest (69 13 Breezewood Terrace, Rockville, MD 20852).

Software 
The most important routines for controlling the PSG are 

the three which latch, write, and read. These must be written 
in machine language for proper timing and for maximum 
speed . Listing I shows these routines a long with a short test 
program . It is assumed that the contro l lines are connected 
to PPI C-0 and C- 1, and that the eight data lines are con­
nected to port B. 

The machine language instructions are shown in anno­
tated assembly language in Listing 2. The statement num­
bers of the corresponding data statements are giveq in 
pqrentheses. ·

This examp le of assembly language programming is so 
simple that no previous experience should be necessary to 
understand the way it works. Only four instructions are 
used , although one of them (ST A) is used in two different 
addressing modes . In Listing 2 the operation code is in the 
left co lumn and the number or address it operates on is in th~ 
right column. The dollar sign means that the number follow­
ing is in Hex, and the "#" sign means that the number 
following shou ld be treated as a number rather than as an 
address . LDA #$80 means that the CPU A register shou ld 
be loaded with the Hex number 80. STA $FF43 means that 
the contents of the CPU A register should be transferred to 
address FF43 (which, in our case is the control register of the 
PPI). LDA $FF40 means that the contents of address FF41 
should be transferred to the A register. CLRA simply clears 
the CPU A register, a nd RTS returns contro l back to the 
program which is called the routine. 

Listing I has a few statements which require Extended 
BAS IC, but it may be modified to get around this problem. If 
you don't have Extended BASIC, simply make the foll owing 
changes:

Radio Shack doesn't advertise the fact the EXEC works in 
this manner, but it does. 

To test the PSG, RUN the test program. In response to 
the prompt, OP, REG, DATA:, enter the operation (I for 
write, 2 for read), the PSG register number, and the data to 
be written (enter zero here when reading). To get a tone from 
audio channel A, we must write and enable code to register 7 
(see Table 4), a frequency value to register 0 (and sometimes 
to register I as well), and an ampli tl)de code to register 8. 

For example, try the following: 
OP,REG ,DATA: l ,7,&H3E 
OP,REG,DATA: l,O,&HD6 
OP,REG,DATA: l,8 ,&HOF 

The note C should sound . Now test the read feature by 
reading the contents of register 7 (which we just set to 3E, or 
62 in decimal, in the above procedure): 

OP,REG,DATA: 2,7,0 
The computer should respond by printing 62 on the screen . 
Test out the other features of the PSG in a similar manner. 

Many sophisticated sound effects are possible with the 
PSG, and making the sounds does not tie up the CPU full 
time. Listing 3 shows a few of the examples which my 
12-year-old daughter wrote for a science fair project. These 
statements should be added to the test program (Listing 1) , 
replacing Lines 100-140. 

As a different example of the possibilities with the PSG, I 
have added a second PSG to my board (a third control line 
to PSG pin 25 serves as a chip selector). I then connected the 
lines of the two additiona l I 10 ports on each chip to switches 
under the keys of an old three-octave chord organ keybo<!rd . 
With a few more subroutines, I now have a six-voice (real­
time) electronic organ. My next step will be Uust through 
additiona l software) to add synthesizer effects. As you ca n 
see, with the PSG you are only limited by your imagination . 

The sound generator chip is only one example of the kinds 
of circuits which you can add to your interface board. A 
great security system could be built with each on / off or 
indicator switch from critical locations around your house 
wired in (through a buffer chip like the 74LS241) to the PPI 
1/ 0 port lines .

The biggest name in little computers®

M y daughter took an instant shine to my computer. 
When it was new I couldn't power up without 
hearing a little voice pipe up, "Daddy, can I sit 

down and type RUN?'' She had already seen the canned 
games that run on the Atari 2600 so she wasn't much 
impressed with my early efforts at programming. Every day 
she wanted to see something new and better. I found a 
winning formula pretty quick - use all the colors, lots of 
different sounds and plenty of visual and verbal rewards and 
go lightly on the "you lose" routines. 

Even so, Julie's favorite game soon became, "Let's get 
Daddy away from the computer." I'd have something half 
baked in the RAM and when she tried to run it , it would 
throw an RG Error or some such put down. Then I'd tell her 
to wait until it runs a little better and instantly the face would 
cloud over with the "Oh, what a bummer!" look. 

Or worse, the game would call for a lot of inputs, making 
the pace grind to a halt as she hunted for the keys. That kind 
of thing would end in something like "Oh, I can never win." 

I've been at this for about two years now and in the 
process I've learned a little about computer programming 
and , more importantly, about fathering - a few things that 
I would never have known without access to a small compu­
ter. The Color Computer is the best kind of computer for 
this activity . Color and Extended Color BASI C make it easy 
to achieve the rewards of creativity, a real sense of satisfac­
tion in seeing your dreams come true. Whatever you can 
dream you can bring into being through your CPU. 

Th is little game helps kids make finding the right key a 
conditioned reflex. A small drama takes place above the

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keyboard as the bomber flits in and takes aim on a key. A 
bomb falls and it's up to the playe r to defend the helpless by 
pressing the targeted key, warding off the attack. The key 
colors and letters are stored in DATA statements, along 
with a symphony of inflight music. The graphics are all 
Lo-Res, the better to put all nine colors to work at once. 

Line 2 provides room and board for an array in two 
dimensions, LC$ (level, character). There are four rows of 
keys, I 0 keys in each row. I put'@:' in the bottom row since 
they get a lot of action when programming. Lines 8 to 14 are 
subroutines for firing at the bomber, keeping score and 
making sure the bomber doesn't take aim on a key that's out 
of play. 

The difficulty factor makes use of the tempo feature of the 
PLAY command. The lower the difficulty number, the 
slower the bomb whistles and the more time you have to 
respond with anti-aircraft fire . Lines 30-87 load in the colors 
and sounds, allowing the colors of the keys to change with 
each round of play. The bomber's inflight mus ic corres­
ponds to the key color. 

Lines I 00-165 draw the keys. Line 170 changes the row of 
keys presented with each round a nd awards bonus points for 
hitting five in a row. Line 190 paints the bomber ( 64 dazzling 
color combinations). Lines 200-290 control the play and 
build suspense as you wait for the bomb to drop. If the 
player presses the right key in time, it computes the score 
(more points for higher difficulty and quicker response). If 
the player misses, the key is out and a new round begins. A 
round is over when the player gets five in a row or loses the 
last key. A game is over after three rounds; then you get blue 
skies and a chance to do it again. 

Instructions are in Lines 300-390, winning takes you to 
Lines 400-420 and losing all the keys gets you another 
chance at Line 500.

"The software industry is becoming big 
business and is developing a high profile 
both among consumers and the govern­
ment, "Shoneman says. "Sooner or later, 
they are going to start insisting on some 
assurances about the reliability of our 
products ." 

Shoneman finds the problem evident 
in the typical "non-warranty" disclaim­
er statement that appears on most soft­
ware: This program is provided as is 
without warranty of any kind - the 
entire risk as to the quality and the per­
formance of the program is with you, 
the user. "That kind of a statement ," 
says Shoneman, "doesn't exactly inspire 
consumer confidence. 

"Magazine reviews and newsletters 
can be very helpful ," he continues, "but 
they shouldn't have to take the place of 
manufacturer testing, which the manu­
facturer should pay for as part of the 
product development cost. Unfortu­
nately, too few companies are investing 
in testing - either their own or tha,t of 
an outside firm ." 

XXCAL, of I90I Avenue of the Stars, 
Los Angeles, CA 9006 7, provides such 
testing, ranging from<\ brief overview to 
an in-depth analysis and covering every­
thing from technical content to docu­
mentation and ease of use . "Future suc­
cessful software firms will be those that 
recognize the value of testing," says 
Shoneman. "They must realize that soft­
ware success will only come to those 
who market programs that work." 

Even if your views are a bit self­
serving, Mr. Shoneman, we think they're 
very, very well put.

0 ne of the · interes ting feat ures of the CoCo is the 
graphic cha racter set. Refe r to your ma nua l fo r a 
rev iew of CHR$(1 28) through CHR$(255). 

Using these grap hic characters is fun . T hey a ll ow a ny 
newcomer to CoCo la nd to express him / herse lf artisti ca lly. 
S urprisingly, a rti stic a bility is not a pre requisite to utilizing 
thi s capa bility of the CoCo. Yo u might just as well lea rn how 
to use thi s effecti ve enha ncement o f the CoCo and get yo ur 
money's wo rth . 

T here are seven sma ll li st ings tha t will he lp wa lk yo u 
th rough this tutoria l.

Well, move it over some 
more. Try [204] and RUN. Too much! How about [207]? 
Ah, that looks fairly well centered . 

The design looks centered , but if you get a ruler and check 
the blank area on both sides , you will see that it is off center. 
Correct it by changing the location -I or [206]. While you are 
at it, check with the ruler to see if it is neatly centered 
vertically. 

Now, move the rest of the design by changing the [360] in 
Lines 101, 102, and 103 to [207]. Check it out! Why did it 
move over so nicely by changing all the locations to the same 
number? 

The secret is that every line was based on the original 
starting location in this program. Do you see why the simple 
'plus or minus' algorithm worked so effortlessly? 

From what you have learned , can you change Line I 02 to 
include the information in Line 101, effectively eliminating 
the need for Line I 0 I? 

Here is the solution. Compare Lines 101 and 102. Note 
that [B$] in Line 10 I falls where [ +2] is shown in Line I 02. 
Put['] in front of Line I 0 I to hold it for reference. RUN and 
note that you were right. Line I 02 begins with 'COCO'. 
Adjust line I 02 by changing [ +2] to [B$+]. Did you 
remember to put in[+]? RUN it! If it is okay, [DEL 101]. 
This is Design Tutorial 3. 

Finally, if you feel that this is the final location of your 
design, you may tighten up the tutorial. Change Line 102 to 
[PRINT@236,] , instead of [PRINT@206+30 ,] and Line 
103, to [PRINT@270,] instead of [PRINT@206+64,]. 

When we complete our design, we plan to move it to the 
top of the screen page. It will be a lot more difficult to move 
your design around the screen because you now have three 
distinct reference locations in your program rather than one. 
Also, if you add more elements to the design, (Who can 
resist improving a design?), you will have difficulty in locat­
ing the new elements. So, for this tutorial, let's not tighten it 
up. 

Looking over the design, I wonder how it would look with 
small squares in the four corners? See Figure I. 

It would look better if the blue was changed back to black . 
Change Line 14 to [14 A$=CHR$(128)]. 

Since you know the system, db this on your own. Use 206 
as your base location . Compare your results with Design 
Tutorial 4. It was no problem to concatenate the proper 
elementstotheendsofLines IOOand 103. Lines 101 and 104 
were added because it was the simplest and laziest way to 
locate the two left-hand elements. If you fail to end these two 
lines with[;] , you would wipe out the balance of the top and 
bottom rows. The final result should be Design Tutorial 4. 

You can eliminate Lines 101 and 104 by changing Lines 
100 and 103 , just as you had done before to get Design 
Tutorial 3. This will give you Design Tutorial 5. 

RUN it and then look over the listing carefully . The two 
arms in the middle row look too long. They could be altered 
so that they don't extend so far out. We may be creative but 
we are also lazy . Suppose we added a bit more black to the 
top and bottom rows? Wouldn't that make the design more 
symmetrical? See Figure 2. 

We want to go one line above Line 100 and one space to 
the right to start our new elements. We calculate; [206] is the 
base location; [-32] locates us directly above Line 100 and 
[+I] moves us over one space.

To get the new bottom location, we pick up the location of 

the bottom row, Line I 03 . The location of Line 103 is [206] , 
the starting location:T +64] , two rows down; 1-Il, one space 
to the left. We add to these figures , [ + 32], one line below the 
base locaton of the line; [ +2], two spaces to the right.

This is Design Tutorial 6. RUN. That looks better! The 

four corners we added previously were too narrow. Can you 
change Line 100, using [CHR$(140)] and Line 102, using 
[CH R$( 131 )] on both ends to make it even more visually 
attractive? J·ust substitute! 

We could continue to change and improve the design. For 
you persistent puzzle-solvers, try to change Lines I 00 and 
102 so that there is a little blank area above and below 
'COCO' to give it a 'step' look. See what you come up with. 
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As a fina l exe rci se, to ge t D es ign T uto ria l 7, we will move 
the entire des ign to the top o f the sc reen, centered ho r­
izo nta lly. 

Use Line 99 , the new to p line o f the des ign a nd reloca te it. 
If yo u use the t r ia l and error meth od , yo u may get a n FC 
erro r. Keep a t it! When you get it loca ted to yo ur sa ti sfac­
ti o n, cha nge the [206] in Lines 100; 102; 103; 104; to yo ur 
new va lue. R UN. If a ll loo ks fin e, as a fin a l test , s implify the 
loca tions in a ll the lines by a ppropria tely adding o r subtract­
ing, to get a conventiona l, one-number loca ti on. For exa m­
ple, Line 99 wo uld be cha nged from [PRI NT@46+ 1-32,] to 
[PRI NT@ l5,]. 

T hat bla nk a rea under your des ign is sc rea m ing fo r yo u to 
fill it in . !leave it to yo ur imagina tio n to wo rk something up. 

We go t a lot o f experience locat ing, inse rting a nd moving 
elements of a des ign . We used a few simple techniques, by no 
mea ns the o nly ones ava ilable, to foo l a round with gra phic 
cha racters. If you read your fina l li sting, yo u could suggest 
tha t , heck, we could have programmed Des ign Tuto ria l ?, in 
the first place. Sure - if we knew wha t we were going to 
crea te a nd where we were go ing to loca te it on the sc reen. 

Keep in mind tha t we sta rted with a black squa re tha t we 
placed on the screen. W e were crea ting. One thing suggested 
the next a nd who knew wha t the end result would be? 

Whe n yo u a re bored , s it in fr ont o f the key boa rd . S ta rt 
with a g raphic character a nd let yo ur imagina tio n run wild . 
No two people have the same crea ti ve th o ughts. Yo ur end 
res ult will surely be an o rigina l crea ti o n tha t may lead d own 
so me unex pected byway. Always pose pro blems a nd each 
time yo u so lve them, yo u ca n go on drea ming up additi o na l 
problems and then have fun so lv ing them.

Ha ve yo u ever suddenly been barraged by I ( 0 Errors 
when trying to load a program from disk? Some­
times thi s is a sign that your di sk drive needs some 

routine adjusting. 
One of the things tha t can periodically slip out of line 

within yo ur disk dri ve is its rotationa l speed. The disk drive 
is supposed to sp in your diskettes at 300 revolutions per 
minute (rpm), give or take five percent. 

Inside you r disk drive there is a little knob which yo u may 
turn to adjust your disk drive's speed. This BASIC program 
will te ll you how fast your drives are running. By repea tedl y 
turning the knob slightly a nd then running the progra m , you 
may eas ily adjust your disk drives to perfect operating 
speed , thus savi ng a hefty repair bill. 

If o ne of your drives is giving more than its fair share of 
l ( O Errors, then run this program to see if ind eed yo ur 
drive's speed is off. The program will ask which drive yo u 
would like to check, and then will prompt yo u to inse rt a n 
initia lized diskette in the drive and press ENTER. Any 
diskette will do , as long as it has been initialized prev iously 
with the DSKJNJ command. The program then will draw up 
a chart of your drive's speed on I 0 consecutive rea dings a nd 
the overall average. 

If yo ur dri ve is co nsistently more tha n abo ut f ive rpm off 
from 300, you may wish to adjust the speed control. First, 
remove the outer cabinet by removing the four exte rior 

(Roger Schrag, current ly studying computer science at

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screws . If your disk drive is a Radio Shack model , then the 
speed control is the bright yellow knob on the sma ll circuit 
board on the sa m e sid e of the drive as the large belt connect­
ing the motor to the hub which grips the diskette . 

Use a flat blad e screw driver to turn the knob slightly in 
one directi o n or the other. Then run the speed check pro­
gram again. Do this repeatedly until your drive's speed is 
within about five rpm of 300. Your drive does not need to 
operate a t exactly 300 rpm, and fluctuat ions of one or two 
rpm is perfectly normal. 

T his little program lets you determine if the so urce of your 
di sk problems is a dri ve motor running off sp eed. This 
program lets you also fix it if you are somewhat m echa ni­
cally inclined . Please note that openi ng yo ur dri ve may vo id 
your wa rra nty. Howeve r, this should not be a pro blem ; if 
your drive we re still und e r warranty, yo u would take it back 
to the store if it ex hibit ed a ny k ind of problems whatsoever. 

The program uses a short m achine language sub routine to 
perform the act ua l timing. The da ta sta teme nts a re set up so 
as to show the actual asse mbly la nguage code that is be ing 
POKEd into memory. 

All diskettes for the Co lo r Co mputer have a pinhole in 
them called a "sector index hole. " This pinhole passes in 
front of a senso r in the disk drive exact ly once o n each 
revolution. By read ing this senso r, the mac hine language 
subrou tine times how long it takes for the diskette to com­
plete o ne revolution. From this information , the BASIC pro­
gram is a ble to calculate how ma ny revo lutions the diskette 
would make in one minute if it continued spinning at that 
exact rate. This is the di sk drive's rotational speed , measured 
in revo luti o ns per minute.

PART II 
In which we construct a simple plug­
in cartridge programmer for the 2764 
8K EPROM. 

By Colin J. Stearman 
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T his month we continue to build the tools needed to 
enhance the CoCo Disk Operating System (DOS). 
Last month we developed a means to store the com­

plete BASIC operating system on a specia l system floppy 
disk . Now l will describe a simple construction project to 
build a plug-in programmer for one of the most popular 
(and hence cheapest!) 8K EPROM's currently availab le­
the 2764. The primary purpose of this project is to allow us 
to put the modifications into an EPROM which will replace 
the ROM containing the original DOS. But once built, the 
programmer can be used to put any code you wish into a 
2764. 

Design Philosophy 
I'm a firm believer in the "KISS" principle I learned many 

years ago ("Keep It Simple, Stupid!"). So this programmer 
uses three integrated circuits, a transistor and a few resistors 
and capacitors. The bulk of the work is done by the driving 
software. This means there are no timing circuits or other 
complex logic to worry about. The result is a simple project 
to build and get working. 

Circuit Description 
I do not propose to provide a long description of how a

2764 is programmed. In general, it is programmed by pres­
enting the address and data to the chip, then pulsing the 
program input pin while supplying 21 volts to another. 

If you look at the schematic in Figure I , you will see that 
the key to the programmer's simplicity lies in the two 682 I 
peripheral interface adapters (PIA). These are the same 
chips used inside the CoCo for interfacing with the outside 
world. These two chips provide the 2764 with all address and 
data information along with other control lines. The only 
other chip is an inverting buffer to decode the address 
information to the PIAs. 

One of the PIA outputs drives a transistor which activates 
a relay to control the 21-volt source. It's not the most elegant 
way of doing it , but certainly the simplest. A light emitting 
diode (LED) tells you when the programmer is program­
ming. The diode around the relay suppresses transients dur­
ing switching and the other two stop currents flowing to the 
wrong places. The capacitors are all for power supply filter­
ing. These are not shown in Figure I for clarity. Locate a. 
0.1 uF disk capacitor from +5V to OV at each integrated 
circuit (polarity is not important) and one I OuF I 2V electro­
lytic capacitor anywhere on the board across these same 
lines (polarity is important here, the wire labelled "+"goes 
to the +5V line) . 

The PIA is a programmable device and its external con­
nections may be programmed as inputs or outputs . This 
makes it possible for the software to both program the 2764 
and then read back the resulting data . 

The 21 volt source is easily obtained from three nine-volt 
batteries and a few other components as shown in Figure I . 
This circuit is not built on the board and may not be needed 
if you already have an adjustable power supply. 

Fina lly, the two sockets shown at U4 and U5 have nothing 
to do with the programmer itself, but provide a convenient 
method of putting two programmed 2764s into the CoCo 
memory map. One socket is wired to fill the address space 
from $COOO to $0FFF and the otherfrom $EOOO to $FFFF. 
(The last 256 bytes are not accessible in the latter because the 
addresses $FFOO to $FFFF are used internally as system 
input / output and vector addresses.) 

Construction Hints 
Radio Shack sells a printed circuit breadboard with the 

correct 40-pin edge connect for the CoCo expansion port. 
Check the parts list in Figure I for the number. This board is 
ideal for the project. The photograph shows the construc­
tion method I used. The components were conveniently la id 
out and then hooked up using a combination of the copper 
tracks on the board and solid hook-up wire. Maybe it's not 
the most elegant, but it's serviceable and functional. You 
could lay out and etch a custom printed circuit board and 
make a more profess ional job if you wished . 

Take your time during the construction! The finished 
project will be plugged into your precious CoCo and could 
cause some nasty problems if you make an error. Use a 
meter or continuity tester to make sure you have wired 
correctly and that there are no shorts. The most likely cause 
of damage is having the power supply voltages coming out 
of CoCo going to the wrong places. The only internal supply 
used is the five-volt source from pin nine of the connector so 
check this line carefully. Pins one and two, which supply- I 2 
volts and+ 12 volts are not used , so make sure they do not go 
anywhere on your board. Check Figure 2 for the edge con­
nector pin numbering. 
Source For Components 

Those parts available from Radio Shack have been listed 

in Figure I. The PI As and 2764s are not available from 
them, nor is the Zero Insertion Force (ZIF) socket. The ZIF 
socket is not essential but is a good idea as it saves wear and 
tear on the 2764s. Most mail order houses can supply these 
components and I can recommend ACTIVE Electronics 
(800-343-0874) in Westboro, Mass. as a reputable firm. 
When ordering the 2764 ask for the 2764-3 which has an 
access time of 300nS. This is fast enough to work in the 
familiar "speed-up mode" that some CoCo programs use. 
An enclosure for the board can be obtained from The 
Microworks or Colorware who both advertise in RAINBOW . 

The only other major item you might want to consider is 
an EPROM eraser. EPROMs are erased by exposure to 
ultraviolet light and can usually be programmed and erased 
many times. It is probable that you will wish to erase an 
EPROM you have programmed at some' point and will need 
an eraser. If you live in the Sun Belt you might try leaving 
them outside in the sun for a week or two. But if you live in 
the north like me and fm:get what the sun looks like you'll 
have to buy an eraser. Hobby models are available for 
around $60 (also from ACTIVE). They do the job in about 
I 5 minutes and can erase I 5 chips at once. UV is dangerous 
to the eyes and skin and these inexpensive models have no 
safety interlocks, so if you get one treat it with respect and 
NEVER look into the lighted lamp.

Software 
Listing I shows the source code for the EPROM pro­

grammer. It is fully position independent and is an ideal 
candidate for loading into an EPROM. I put such a pro­
grammed EPROM into one of the sockets on the board so 
that the cartridge had both the hardware and software ready 
to go. 

The program is menu driven and provides a variety of 
functions. Menu selection one will verify that all locations in 
the EPROM are erased. A colored bar shrinks as the 
EPROM is checked and if fully erased, this is reported. If 
not, the first unerased memory location is reported and the 
checking process stops. An EPROM is fully erased when all 
memory bits are a one. The programming process can only 
convert Is to Os, not the reverse. You can program a partially 
erased EPROM however, as long as the memory locations 
you do wish to program are erased. 

Menu item two allows the data stored in any section of 
CoCo's memory to be programmed into the EPROM. This 
does not have to be the whole 8K and can be as little as one 
byte. All memory addresses are entered as hexadecimal and 
the EPROM memory locations are numbered from $0000 to 
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$1 FFF. As the programming proceeds , the cell being pro­
grammed is indicated and also a utomatically verified. If a 
cell does not return the same data as was programmed in it, 
the address is shown and a "BAD EPROM" message issued. 
lf it is just not erased, this will be reported as such . In either 
case the programming stops. 

The third menu item allows the co ntents of the EPROM 
to be dumped as a hexadecimal and ASCII character table. 
This is useful for inspecting the contents of the EPROM. 
The EPROM start and stop addresses are supplied and the 
ou tput can be directed to the screen or printer. If the screen 
is chosen, the output will pause and wait for a ny key-press 
after each screen is filled. In either case the BR EA K key will 
stop output and return to the request for dump range. 
Pressing the ENTER key for this returns to the main menu. 

Menu item four permits individual inspection and pro­
gramming of EPROM memory locations. The up and down 
arrows scan through consecutive memory locations display­
ing their contents. If a new value is entered a n a ttempt is 
made to program that cell. This is done by press ing the 'P ' 
key at the appropriate address a nd then entering the data . 
Sometimes it is poss ible to correct minor errors in a pro­
gra mmed EPROM this way. A new address may be selected 
by press ing 'N' and entering the des ired address. 'X' will 
return to the main menu. 

The fifth menu item will return the load sta rt and end 
addresses of a cassette bina ry fil e, a long with the execution 
address. This is used to find out where a binary file from tape 
went in memory so that it can be transferred to the EPROM. 
This display does not take into account a ny load offset you 
might have used in the CLOAD command. 

Menu item six simply returns you back to BAS IC.

Assembling the Program 
As I mentioned in the previous installment , I use MAC by 

Computerware as my assembler. Howeve r, ma ny of yo u 
may have EDTASM+ or some other brand . Generally they 
are compatible, but there are some differences. For exa m­
ple, MAC allows binary numbers in the operand field . These 
are preceded by a percent sign. For other assemblers simply 
figure out what the number is in hexadecimal and ente r it 
with a dollar sign in front instead. 

MAC a lso has an FCS (Form Consta nt S tring) mne­
monic . This is si milar to FCC (Form Constant Characters), 
but a llows hexadecimal codes to be imbedded in the string 
by enclosing them in angle brackets. Also it a utomatica ll y 
add s a ze ro byte at the end of the string . Every FCS in struc-
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tion can be replaced by a se ries of FCC and FCB (Form 
Constant Byte) mnemonics. For example, this line: 

FCS f<OD> Sample program < OD>E nter?/ 

would become: 

FCB $00 return 
FCC I Sample program / 
FCB $00 return 
FCC I Enter? I 
FCB 0 terminating zero byte 

You may a lso see mnemonics OPT, NAM a nd TTL in the 
li stings. These are just directives to MAC a nd ca n be 
om itted. 

Once yo u have entered the so urce code and it assembles 
without error, save a copy of the machine code binary file to 
a cassette. This will be needed to first "fire up" the pro­
grammer as the disk system will be disco nnected. 

Testing the Project 
After you have thoroughly checked the circuit board for 

errors there is nothing e lse but to plug it in and try it. If yo u 
ha ve a mete r yo u might monitor a five-volt point somewhere 
on the boa rd before powering up. Owners of the M ulti-Pak 
Interface should plug the progra mmer into slot one a nd 
se lect thi s on the front switch. If yo u do not own one, remove 
the disk co ntroller and plug the programmer direct ly into 
the computer. 

Now cross your fingers and power up . (If you have the 
Multi-pak, just power that up a nd verify the five-volt line 
with your meter fir st.) Now power up CoCo. If the sc reen 
does not clea r and the copyright notice does not appear in 
the normal time, power down immediate ly a nd further 
check your construction . 

If everything is alright so far , CLOADM a nd EXEC the 
progra mmer driver softwa re from yo ur cassette. The t itle 
a nd menu should appear. If not , recheck yo ur typing of the 
source code. 

Without a 2764 in the ZIF socket, se lect menu item o ne. If 
the programmer is working yo u will see a purple hori zonta l 
ba r which shrinks from the right as each of the I 024 bytes a re 
verified. (If there is no 2764 chip in the socket , it looks like a 
fully erased chip to the programmer.) When all 8K have 
bee n checked the 2764 will be dec la red fully erased. Pressing 
ENTE R will return you to the menu . If yo u get thi s far , things 
a re looking pretty good. 

Now try menu item five a nd ver ify that the start , end a nd 
execute addresses of the program mer software just loaded 
from cassette are returned. Ma ke a note of these numbers. 

Next is a dry run at progra mming. Connect the 21.5 vo lt 
ex ternal source using clip leads. Still without a 2764 in the 
ZIF socke t, select menu item two. For the star t and end 
address in RAM use the sta rt and end address from the 
previous steps. For the EPROM target address use 0. As 
soo n as you enter the ze ro , the program will a nnounce the 
a ttempt to program the EPROM at address ze ro and then 
indica tes yo u have a bad EPROM at the location. As yo u 
have not plugged in an EPROM , thi s is to be ex pected . You 
should have heard the relay actuate briefly a nd th e LED 
may have fl as hed on momenta r ily. Press E TER twice to 
return to the main menu . Things a re still looking good . 

Now plug in an erased 2764 into the Zl F socket. Use menu 
item one to verify it is erased. If so, return to menu item two 
and reenter the RAM sta rt a nd end values as before. Target 
the code to begin at EPROM address $0000. When yo u 
press ENTER the relay should "click " in and the LED come 



on. As each address is programmed its EPROM address is 
shown on the screen . Remember that data for each address 
is being verified as it goes along, so there is little likelihood of 
wrong data being programmed jn; unless it was wrong in the 
first place. It takes 50mS to program each location, so an 
entire 8K takes a little over six minutes . This is not a limita­
tion of the software but rather a requirement of the 
EPROM. The programmer software is not 8K long so will 
not take that long. 

When the last byte of the block has been programmed , the 
addresses of the range of bytes programmed is displayed. 
Pressing ENTER once would a llow you to program another 
part of this EPROM or another one. (You could put some 
other program in the unused portion of the EPROM just 
programmed , if you wish.) Pressing ENTER again returns 
you to the main menu . 

It would be a good idea to dump the data just pro­
grammed to double check it. This is done with menu item 
three, Dump the range programmed and spot check the data 
for errors . It shou ld be alright. 

Now power down the system and remove the 2764 from 
the ZIF socket and put it into the spare socket on the 
programmer labelled $£000- $FEFF. Power up again and 
type in EXEC&HEOOO. The EPROM programmer software 
shou ld immediately start up. 

If you got this far without problems I think you can 
breathe a sigh of relief . . . the unit seems to be working fine . 
If not , check and double check everything and after a ll else 
fails , drop me a line and a SASE and I'll try to figure out 
what went wrong. 

Using the Programmer with the Disk 
It is a good idea to get a copy of the unmodified Disk 

BASIC on to a cassette and if you have the Multi-Pak to also 
put it into an erased EPROM. The latter is the case because 
the Multi-Pak Interface al lows you to use the programmer 
with the disk system. Put the disk controller in slot four and 
the programmer in slot one. Initially select slot four. 

To save disk BASIC to cassette, with the disk system run­
ning and a blank cassette in the tape drive , type: 
CSA VEM"DBASJC';&HCOOO,&HDFFF,&HA027. 

If you have the Multi-Pak interface, the next few steps will 
put Disk BASIC into an EPROM so that it can be put into the 
other socket on the programmer. If you don 't have this 
interface there is little point in doing this as the CoCo cannot 
have the programmer and disk controller ava ilable to it at 
the same time. However, Disk BASIC on a cassette will come 
in useful Ia ter. 

For those with the interface, continue by powering down 
and selecting slot one. Then power up to Extended Color 
BASIC. Type in the following commands: 

CLEAR 200 ,&H3FFF 
CLOADM " DBASIC",&H4000-&HC000+65536 
EXEC &HEOOO 

Assuming you have the programmer software in an 
EPROM in the socket as SEOOO, it should start up and you 
can program a fully erased 2764 with the data stored in 
RAM at $4000 though $5FFF. This, of course, is Disk 
BASIC. 

When the EPROM is programmed , power down and put 
the EPROM in the other socket on the programmer ($COOO 
to $EFFF, the normal addresses for Disk BASI C). With the 
selector sti ll in position one, power up the system. You 
should get the normal Disk Extended Color BAS IC banner. 
You are now running Disk BASIC from the EPROM. How-

ever, it will not work properly because the secondary chip 
select signal is go ing to slot one (because of the position of 
the switch) and it needs to go to the controller in slot four. 
This is accomplished by entering POKE 65407,3. Now the 
system will act normally until you press Reset. Then you'll 
have to do this POKE again . 

You can now load machine code files from disk and then 
activate the programmer code. This is done by redirecting 
the secondary chip se lect to slot one with a POK£65407,0, 
then EXEC&H£000 to start up the programmer code. 
Menu item six returns to Disk BASIC where the secondary 
chip select can once again be directed to slot four. 

Wrapping It Up 
If this was yo ur first construction project and you got here 

with no problem, congratulations - you are now a qualified 
"hardware hacker." For those "old hands" this should have 
made a simp le but rewarding project. 

We now hav.e a ll the necessary tools to enhance the DOS, 
so next month we will start that in earnest by revising some 
commands and maybe adding one or two new ones. Until 
then!

Popular Misconceptions 
And Common Problems 

I 

I n the past t hree a nd a ha lf yea rs I have lea rned much 
a bout the Co lo r Computer. P lay ing a nd pok ing a round 
inside I compiled lo ts of in fo rmation a bo ut how thi s 

computer works . I listen to eve ryo ne that has something to 
say a bout it, in case I learn something new. If I do , I 
immediately race home a nd try it out . T o see if wha t I hea rd 
o r wha t I saw rea lly works o r is true. H oweve r, no t 
eve rything I hea r is ri ght. This brings me to this month 's 
topic. I will try to clear up the"hea rsay"a nd " did you know" 
a bout the Colo r Computer. Some of them a re sta rt ed by 
good o l' Rad io S hack and others a re star ted by we ll known 
peo ple in the Co lo r Co mputer circles, but most a re sta rted 
by peop le. who misunderstand something a nd repea t it to 
someo ne else. Neverthe less, where eve r they co me fr om, I 
wo uld like to clear up the ones I am fa miliar with . 

T he firs t o ne perta ins to disk dri ves and disk contro lle rs. 
Some beli eve tha t the new 1. 1 disk cont ro ll er needs a nd gets 
its 12 vo lt s fro m the power insid e the di sk d rive. T ha t mea ns 
tha t the 1.1 co ntro ller can onl y work with the newe r white 
d r ives. T his is simply not true . T he new I . l co ntro lle r d oes 
not get I 2 volts fro m the di sk dri ve. T he fact is the enginee rs 
a t Radi o S hack red es igned the l. I d isk contro ll er so tha t it 
does not use 12 vo lts. They used a d iffere nt cont ro ll er chi p 
and da ta sepa ra to r in the 1. 1 co ntro ller. T hey did thi s so one 
could use thi s co ntro ll er in the newer CoCo 2. Yo u see, the 
CoCo 2 has no 12 vo lts inside, so the o lde r co nt ro llers wo uld 
not wo rk wi th it. This is the way it is. T he o ld er 1.0 co ntro ller 
wil l work wit h the regular CoCo o nl y. T he newer 1.1 
con troller will wo rk with both the regular CoCo a nd the 
CoCo 2. T he o lde r gray disk d rives will wo rk wi th either 
con t ro ller wi tho ut a ny modifica tio n. The newe r white disk

drives will wo rk with either co ntro ller with out a ny modif i­
ca ti on. 

T he nex t misconcept ion is tha t some softwa re can damage 
yo ur ha rdwa re. ! hi s, in most cases, is not true. T he softwa re 
cann o t hurt the hardwa re. If the softwa re cras hes (d oes not 
work ri ght), then a t mos t, you could erase a di sk if it was not 
write pro tec ted a nd the d oo r to the di sk drive was c losed . 
You will lose wha t you have in memo ry, o r turn the cassette 
playe r o n a nd if it is in the reco rd m ode, yo u could write on 
to p o f so mething importa nt. If yo u see ga rbage o n the video 
screen o r see the sync.break up and the picture tea r a ll across 
the sc reen, just turn the co mpu te r off, wa it fo r 15 seconds, 
then turn it o n aga in a nd a ll is we ll. T his will hot hurt the 
compute r. T he o nl y case where I ca n see a pro blem is if the 
software turns the cassette relay on a nd off repea tedly a t a 
high speed . If you were to leave this conditi on fo r a extended 
length of time, it could burn ou t the relay . I have never seen 
thi s ha ppen to my co mpute r. Another highly unlikely pro b­
lem could ex ist with a di sk d r ive. If the softwa re we re to 
bang the rea d / writ e head repea tedl y to track 0, t he head 
could get o ut o f a lignment. But aga in , yo u could sto p it 
befo re a ny da mage could res ult. 

Th e third misco nceptio n invo lves memo ry. So ma ny peo­
p.le ca ll me a nd say, " I just had a 64K upgrad e put in my 
computer. How come when I type PRINT MEM I get less 
tha n 32K? D id I o nly ge t 32K? Where a re the o ther 32K?" I 
cove red thi s to p[c in a n a rticl e las t yea r but the a m ount of 
times I hear thi s questio n wa rra nt s me to ex pla in it aga in. 
T he CPU inside the CoCo a nd the CoCo 2 is a n M C M 6809 . 
This C PU ca n o nly access o r wo rk with 64K memory to ta l, 
ROM a nd R AM tota l. When yo u turn on yo ur com puter, a 
to ta l of32 K mem o ry is rese rved fo r BAS IC, Extended BAS IC , 

and Disk Ex tend ed BAS IC . This right away leaves only 32K 
left fo r PRINT M EM . The res t of the memo ry difference is 
being rese rved fo r such things li ke vid eo a rea , graph ics 



pages, II 0 buffers, a nd var iables . The other 32 K of RAM is 
sleeping. BAS IC ca nnot get to it because it does no t know 
how to wake it up . It ta kes programs tha t a re written with 
64K in mind . Programs tha t know how to wa ke up the 
sleeping 32K are usua lly advertised as being a ble to ma ke 
use of the full64K . They will perfo rm a tes t to see how much 
memory is availa bie and ma ke use of a ll o f it. 

T he second pa rtofthl s m onth's a rticle is a bout comm o n 
problem s. T here a re a lot o f little quirks tha t bother the 
ave rage use r abo ut the CoC o . The biggest o ne I ca n th ink 
a bout is with disk drives. T he ever po pula r I I O Erro r. Wha t 
a nightma re when the proj ect you were wo rking on fo r hou rs 
is lost to a n I I 0 Erro r. There a re a lot of so ca lled " fi xes " for 
I I 0 Errors, like hiding the directory o n trac k 35 o r backups 
of backups of back ups. Then there a re those progra ms tha t 
t ry to recove r yo ur los t fil es. Don 't get me wro ng, they a re 
good progra ms a nd I did have to recove r f il es myself, but if 
yo u have a lo t of II O Erro rs, it might be wise to ta ke a loo k 
a t yo ur ha rd wa re. I get a lot of letters froin people who have 
these pro blems. 

Here a re so me good tips o n how to preve nt disk 110 
Erro rs. The most common cause of erro rs is t he co nnection 
between the contro ller and the computer. T he R adio S hac k 
contro llers have lead-coa ted contacts a nd they get dirt y. 
They ox idize a nd preve nt the s igna l from go ing through. 
Some say to clean the contacts with a soft pink eraser. 
Others say t hat it is no good and say to use a lco ho l a nd a 
Q-Tip. I say use both . First t he erase r to clea n the big dirt 
and then the a lcoh ol to mop up. It wo rks grea t! 

Some of the olde r di sk drives ha ve pro blems with speed . 
The speed drifts a nd causes 110 Erro rs beca use the dri ve belt 
slips due to excess o il s present in that a rea. Wha t yo u have to 
do is remove the cover and clea n the belt. C lea n your heads 
regula rly. Fina ll y, remembei· to a lways ope n the dri ve d oo r 
wheneve r yo u a re no t d o ing 110 to di sk. If your progra m 
crashes, the re is no chance that it will ga rbl e your dis k. 
A lways have the d oo r open when turning yo ur comp uter on . 

T he nex t comm on pro blem is th e Ra di o S hac k key boa rd . 
Sometimes the old er keyboa rd keys ca n sti ck o r g ive do uble 
cha racters. T he best way to clean thi s wo uld be to take it a ll 
a pa rt a nd clea n each key o ne by one. But if yo u ta ke it a pa rt 
yo u will be greeted with a springy surpri se. Yes, many littl e 
springs a re inside the key boa rd . A much eas ier way to clea n 
a key is to squirt a littl e sho t o f li ghter fluid into the space 
a ro und the key and quickly press the key seve ra l times. D o 
thi s aga in if the pro blem persists. 

T he last problem tha t is comm on to the CoCo use r (espe­
cia lly the o ld " 0 " a nd "E" boa rd s) is in the power suppl y. 
The sympt o ms a re stra nge. At first, it might look li ke the 
softwa re has cras hed . T hen, the sc reen niight go bla nk . . . 
a ll white, no contro l. Hitting the R ese t is no he lp , but 
turning it on a nd off fast sometimes fi xes the pro blem . It 
sounds like the power switch is defect ive , but tha t is not the 
pro blem . T he curre nt sensing resisto r is lik ely out of to ler­
a nce. It is supposed to be a .33 ohm two-wa tt res isto r. The 
res istance in one case was up to .47 . T ha t gave a fa lse reading 
to the current sensing a mplifier. Then the five-vo lt secti on of 
the power supply shut down , thinking tha t t here was a sho rt , 
causing the co mpute r to fa il. T he 12 vo lt s to the R F ada pter 
was still on. That gave the bla nk screen effect. To so lve this 
pro blem cha nge the res isto r, with the same va lue, of co urse. 
O n the "0" and "E" boa rd it is R66 a nd o n the "F" boa rd it is 
R~. A

Certa inly, to an expe­
rienced ha rdware person, the X P NDR I may 
lack specific features preferred by one indi­
vidual o r ano ther, but wha t of a ll the adven­
turesome CoC o users who have ye t to build 
their first circuit ; what does the XP NDRI 
offer them? I d on't think they need more 
space no r a mo re complex pattern of ho les . I 
do th ink they need simplicity in a tec hnica lly 
correct design. That's wha t the X P NDR I is 
a ll abou t; th ose a re the people I had in mind 
when I des igned the boa rd a nd wro te the 
eight-page a ppl ica ti on no tes to go with it. 

S ince there are very few high qua lity 
CoCo breadboa rd s ava ilable, th ough, the 
X P N DR I is a lso fo r the skilled experimen­
ta list wh o will have no problem o bta ining 
res ults. (Need a lot o f holes? C ut out the 
center of the X PNDR I a nd epo xy in a sec­
t ion of perf boa rcj. G ot a few resistors a nd 
ca pacit o rs to add? Jnsert them int o the ho les 
a nd go a head a nd wirewra p to them. Wire­
wrap pins a re squ a re so the wire ca n bite int o 
the sha rp co rners; in the case o f ro und leads, 
a tiny da b of sold er will ensure lo ng-term 
re liability. ) I favo r wirewra p a nd wo uld 
encoura ge a nyo ne attempting to bu ild ex­
pa nsion ha rd wa re to d o the sa me; the too ls 
ca n be inexpensive a nd the technique ca n be 
lea rned in a few minu tes . In pro fess iona l 
electronics, breadboard a nd wirew ra p a re 
nea rly syn onymous. 

When des igning the XPN DR I , my first 
specificat ion was that a ll co pper traces te r­
mina te o n pla ted-through holes beca use 
they provid e fa r superi o r so lder connec­
tions. This introduces two co nstra ints, how­
ever; the ho les must be drill ed ra ther tha n 
punched and th e boa rd mu st be rigid glass / 
epoxy. You ca n 't plate punched ho les (t oo 
ragged) a nd a flex ible boa rd will crack the 
p la tin g. But drilled ho les a re two fo r a pen ny 
and it would be easy to have a very ex pensive 
board . T he trick becomes getting the most 
utility from a reaso na ble number of ho les . I 
thin k I did pretty well. Too ma ny ho les 
would a lso compromise the wide power a nd 
ground buses which a re intended to elimi­
nate poteniia l no ise problems ma ny use rs 
wo uld have no way of understanding. 

Not to be ove rl bo ked is the CoCo power 
supply. While the X PN DRI card will no t 
h o ld e no ug h C MOS to ca use tr o ubl e, 
C MOS ca n be tricky to wo rk with in the 
CoCo environment a nd ma ny use rs will 
choose TTL a nd NMOS . In this case, the 
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power supply current limits w ill be reached 
lo ng befo re t he boa rd is stuffed to ca pac ity. 
T he X PN DRI ca rd fully suppo rts the vas t 
maj o rity o f dig it a ll Cs tha t will be interfaced 
to the CoCo; one o r two LS I chips, a few 
sma ller ICs fo r discrete logic a nd the use r 
ca n have a n aweso me interface to the world 
outsid e the CoCo - with room to spare. 
W ha t the X P ND R I d oes no t suppo rt we ll is 
a la rge ana log applica ti on with the co nco m­
ita nt multitude of components (th a t 's why 
digita l was invented - to elimina te that 
stuff! ). 

T he S uperG uid e, incidenta lly, is rea lly a 
break through gadget fo r the CoCo a nd will 
pro ba bly wbrk with a lmos t any printed cir­
cuit boa rd th a t ca n be p lu gged int o the 
ROM co nnecto r.

... " CGPI/5SD not o nly reprodu ces w hat 
is o n th e sc ree n exactly, it d oes it twi ce, so 
th a t the printed picture is enla rged to tw ice 
the s ize o f wha t a simple "co lo r for co lo r, do t 
fo r do t .. . " wo tild be able to produ ce. 
T herefo re, this program is no t reprod uc ing 
th e usua l49, 152 p ixe ls; it is sending a lm ost 
150 ,000 pixe ls to the print er. The time tha t it 
takes to dump thi s la rge a pi cture is mo re 
th a n co mpensa ted fo r by tha t qua lity o f the 
fin a l printout. T here a re o th er progra ms o n 
the ma rket tha t do dump fas ter, but a ll that i 
have wo rked with d o not co mpa re to th e 
qua lit y o f th e CG PII5SD printo uts. Art , in 
a ny fo rin , is a ma tter of q ua lity, no t qua ntity 
o i· speed. 

When I wa nt to dum p a scree n, I d o it just 
befo re I go to bed.

D e rby C ity Soft wa re is just o ne perso n -
me. I had o r igina lly written CG PJJ5SD for 
myse lf, because I was no t ha ppy with the 
qua lity o f the scree n dumps tha t were cur­
rently on the ma rket. Other owners of the 
CG P-115 t ha t I sha red my progra m with 
were impresseq ehough with CGP1 15SD 
tha t they suggested tha t I shou ld try to ma ke 
it ava ila ble to other hobbyists who own the 
CG P-1 iS printer. A fri end w ho knows 
ma chine la nguage is currently rewrit ing 
CG PJ15SD fo r me. Wh en it is finished , it 
will be mad e ava ila ble. Fo r those persons 
who have a lready bought CG PJJ5SD in the 
BAS IC la nguage fo rm and wish to have the 
new machi ne la nguage versio n, they will be 
a ll owed to make a stra ight exc ha nge a t no 
extra charge. 

Mr. Szlu cha was a lso very un fa ir to the 
read ers of TH E RAI NBOW who a re owners of 
the CG P-115 in that he fa iled to inent io n any 
o f the other features tha t this progra m a lso 
ma kes ava ila ble to the use r. Wha t fo ll ows is 
a list of these fea tures : 

I) The CGPi15SD dum ps all PM ODEs, 
no t just P MO DE4 or PM ODEs 3 &4. 

2) T o save in k a nd time, the use r may 
eas ily delete th e backgro und co lor 
from the d ump. 

3) CG PJJ5SD takes in the fac t tha t there 
a re al te rna te co lo r sets, such as the 
black , buff, cyan a nd o ra nge colo r se t 
used by ma ny of th e ga me programs 
(w hi ch, by th e way, R ad io S hac k 
does n 't mehti on in its d ocumenta tion). 

4) In PMODEs 0, 2 a nd 4, C GPJ15S D 
a llows easy reversa l of th e foreg round 
and bac kgro und co lo rs. 

A ll of the fea tures o f theCG P 115SD pro­
gram are ex tremely user friend ly. In fact, 
most o f these fea tures are acco mpli shed by 
the program in a way th at is inv isible to t he 
user. 

Mr. Szlucha al so states in his ca ustic 
rev iew of the CG PI15SD, a nd I quote, " ... 
this progra m is ove rpri ced. CG PJ15SD is 
selling fo r abo ut twice th e pr ice . ... " A t the 
tim e I submitted CG P115SD to T HE RA i N­
BO W fo r review, there were twci o ther com­
pa nies advertising scree n dumps fo r the 
CG P-115 printe r, bo th of w hich had fewer 
fea tures a nd a lesse r q ua lity fin a l printou t 
iha n the CG PIJSS D. I choose a n in-between 
price.

Arrange Your Disk Directory 
Alphabetically With A lpha-Dir 

Having a disk drive hooked up to my Color Computer is a 
nice feeling. I enjoy it. Having a large library of programs for 
the many applications I use my computer for is even a nicer 
feeling. The storage of data on this particular medium has its 
own nuances though. One of them is if you have a disk full of 
programs and you decide to kill one of them. The next time 
you save any program to that disk , the name of the newly 
saved program will occupy the "slot" or space of the one you 
previously killed. It gets even more confusing if you kill a 
number of programs. 

A certain way to know which slot a given program will 
occupy would be to alphabetize each disk's directory. It 
would make things easier. 

Alpha-Dir from M icrocom Software is just such a pro­
gram and it operates very simply. After the program is 
loaded you should insert the disk that you wish to alpha­
betize and type RUN. 

At this point Alpha-Dir will read in your directory from 

track 17, sectors two through 11, sort it, and write it back out 
in alphabetical order. When finished, you will be told how 
many of your disk's granules are unused and the quantity 
that are occupied. Also displayed are the number of bytes 
used and free. 

When using Alpha-Dir, one should take care to remove 
any write-protect tabs that may be in place, otherwise you 
won't get much of a result! 

The time it takes for Alpha-Dir to finish a run is very 
quick indeed. However, for some unknown reason, the 
author of the program put a POKE 113,0 EXEC 40999 into 
the program that does a cold start after the directory is 
sorted. If I were to use this program, I would probably sort 
all of the directories in my whole collection at once and 
would not appreciate a restart after each sort. However, if 
you list the program and remove the above pokes, you can 
keep rerunning the program. 

The documentation enclosed with the program consists of 
a single sheet of paper. There really isn't need for more since 
the program is automatic and o nly performs one function. 

A /ph a- Dir performs as advert ised, although the cassette 
version did not load and I thought that it was high priced, 
especially since most popular Bulletin Boards have this as a 
standard download selection.

Worlds OfF light - An 
Uplifting Flight Simulation 

By Dr. Laurence D. Preble 

Preflight check is comp lete, radio and lights off. mas ter 
swi tch on, brakes on hold , ignition switch on bo th , clea r 
prop and start! Great , the engine kicked right over. We're 
idli ng abo ut 600 rpm. 

Radio is set , proper f requency . " Dah lgren Tower, this is 
CoCo three six zero two A lpha , ready fo r ta keoff with 
information Zu lu . Request ing radar service eastbound to 
the practice area." 

"Roger, zero two A lpha. After departure, fly headi ng zero 
niner zero, climb and maintain 1500 feet, squawk 423 7. 
Departure frequency wi ll be 124.5." 

Now I read back the departure instructions to the tower 
and prepare for takeoff. "Read back is correct zero two 
A lpha, cleared for takeoff. Wind check 030 a t fift een kno ts." 

I tell myself, "Be careful, we've got a crosswind a nd those 
rudder pedals a re touchy. I don 't want a ground loop ." T he 
sweat is pouring off my brow. I re lease the bra kes , th ro tll e 
up. We're ro lling! We pick up speed, we rush by the tower o n 
the left. Careful now, a little light back pressure, ro tate and 
we're off! Set trim contro l for norma l climb attitude. T he 
bridge, and power plant loom in the di stance . Kee p her 
climbing ... 

"Zero two Alpha, right turn out is approved . Contact 
departure." I thank the tower and bank her gentl y to the 
right. A litt le extra back pressure on the stick is needed in the 
turn. Oops! We're side sli pping. Center tha t ba ll with a little 
extra right rudder. We're on our way! 

I feel a gent le tap on my shou lder. O h, it's Peggy, my wife. 
" D inner is ready ," she says. What a great hostess ! "Tha nks, 
honey, I'll take it here ." She flashes me one of her wry smiles, 
"Nope, Ace, you'll take it in the dining room ." 

"Din ing room! But .. . "Oh well , I press ENT ER a nd the 
view out the window freezes in p lace. I'll just have to fini sh 
this flight later. The engine sounds stop. But we're not 
fa lling! 

No, th is is not where Rod Serli ng walks in fr om the 
"Twilight Zone." It's Tom Mix Software's new Worlds of 
simulator for the Color Computer. 

Tom M ix and company have outdone themselves , aga in . 
The Worlds of Flight simulator is surprisingly rea listi c. 
Worlds of Flight is a view-oriented flight simu lator which 
contrasts sharply with previous inst rument-only simula to rs 
for the CoCo. The software comes on cassette (soon o n di sk , 
too) with 22 pages of instruction. Believe me, you need the 
instructions. This is not rea ll y a game. 

The Worlds of Flight simu la tor experience bears co nsid­
erable resemblance to rea l flight. No, it is not a game, but it 
sure is fun! 

All of the bas ic flight controls and primary instruments 
are simulated . In addition, there are severa l special fea tures 
avai lab le such as the overhead radar view of the flight pa th . 
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T he view out the "window" is simulated wi th "wire" (or 
li ne) gra phics. T he view changes in rea l time and appears 
three dimensiona l. Worlds of Flight gives you n ine d iffe rent 
" Wo rlds" from which to choose. Some of these "Worlds" are 
computer representations of real places, li ke Dah lgren , Vir­
ginia. S ome are imagina ry. There are mountains to watch 
out fo r and bridges to fly under - if you are nuts! 

T he "aircra ft" is a single engi ne, light sport model capab le 
of so me ae robatic maneuvers. The land ing gear is retracta­
ble. Even fl a ps are provided . 

T he so ft wa re provided is auto-execut ing and is protected 
agai nst una uthorized copying. The initial display of the 
progra m shows a picture of a single engine li ght plane doing 
an a il eron roll. P ress the ENTER key to ex it this display. 

T he nex t operat ion is the Define Worlds mode. Here, the 
use r ca n choose the location and weather conditions for his 
fli ght. If the user does not choose a wor ld , he is left at the 
practi ce fi e ld (World 5) by defau lt. P ress ENTER when ready 
to begin the Simulat ion. 

T he flight S imulation begins with the aircraft pos itioned 
on the so uthern end of the runway fac ing nort h. The run­
ways on a ll the fie lds face north and south. 

T wo joys ticks are necessary for fl ight. The buttons on 
each joystick are pressed simulta neously to start the engine. 
T he r ight j oystick contro ls ai lerons a nd elevator whi le the 
left joysti ck contro ls rudder and throttle. If you a re a lready a 
pi lot , it takes an effort to accommodate to this new contro l 
configura tion. 

F rom the runway thresho ld , it is possib le to begin the 
ta keoff roll. A lternatively, you may opt to taxi the aircraft 
a bout the field . There is a nifty refueling station avai lab le 
which you will need to vis it sooner or later. Your fu el tank 
only ho lds 1.5 ga llons! 

T he scenery at or near the a irport is maintained in a bit 
more deta il than the enroute rep resentation. Th is is neces­
sa ry since a pi lot requires the most visua l cues during the 
ta keoff, la nding and ta xi phases of aircraft operat ion . 

T he ta keoff ro ll is best hand led with a light touch. Center 
the rudder control before you begin. Mainta in a partial 
backward deflection of the e levator contro l throughout the 
ro ll . T oo high a deflect ion will resu lt in a sta ll shortly after 
lifto ff. T he aircraft wi ll lift off when airspeed reaches a bout 
42 kno ts. 

In fli ght , the S imulation approximates rea l flight opera­
tions with reasonably good fidelity. For examp le, in a turn , 
lift requirements increase, necess itating an increase in eleva­
tor contro l input. A major (but unavoidable) shortcoming is 
the lack o f contro l feedback to the pilot. In a rea l a ircraft (or 
multi- th o usa nd do llar simu lator) the flight controls wi ll 
exert va ry ing a mounts of pressure on the pi lot's hands and 
feet. T hese va rying pressures provide much of the k ines­
thetic info rmation a pi lot needs to fly the aircraft. By con­
t ras t , model a irplane enthusiasts should fee l more at home 
with the lack of pressure cues. 

A big help to the s imulator pi lot is the overhead plan (or 
rada r) view. By p ressing the SH I FT and CLEAR keys at the 
sa me time , the view will switch to the "bird's-eye" (down­
wa rd loo king) view of the world. A crosshair will mark the 
pos ition of the a irc raft. It is possible to vary the magn ifica­
tion factor (zoom) by pressing a couple of keys. It would be 
nea t if rea l a ircraft had such a feature! 

T he no rma l straight-ahead view can also be a ltered . You 
can loo k from side to side and even directly behind the 
a irc ra ft. You can a lso change the p itch angle of your view up 
o r d own by as much as eight degrees. 

T he a ircraft performance specificat ions are a bit unusual.

I suspect the limits of a 32K CoCo a re being stretched to 
the max imum to accommodate t he Worlds of Flight simula-

tor. Natura lly , o ne ought not to expect the extreme realism 
ava il a ble o n today's airline simulato rs costing milli o ns of 
do lla rs. S till , what Worlds of Flight does accomplish is 
ImpreSSIVe. 

I found the fli ght co ntrols to be a little touchy. Of course, I 
a m used to fl yi ng with a rea l yo ke a nd rudder pedals - not 
two CoCo j oys ti cks. I am tempted to cobble up a reasonable 
facsimi le of the cockpit controls a nd hook them to the 
CoCo. 

A lso, thi s simulator is not FAA approved. So you over­
ambitio us throttlejockeys shouldn 't try to log your required 
fli gh t time on it! I'm se ri o us! As it does with all fl ight 
instructors, the FAA sends me a safety news letter. It seems 
tha t some jokers rea lly are trying to get flight s imulator 
credit from two joysticks a nd their personal computers! 

Overa ll , the Tom Mix Worlds of Flight s imulator has 
plenty of the " right stuff."

CGP115SD- A Screen 
Dump For The CGP-115 

Doesn't eve ryone who has a CG P-1 15 printer want to 
ha ve his own color picture of"Mario" fighting " the King" to 
carry in hi s wa llet. After a ll , there has to be some practical 
use for all this hardwa re, especia lly the new CG P-115 printer 
that you just bought. 

To obta in a printed copy of a CoCo scree n di splay you 
need software ca ll ed a "screen dump. "Th is type of software 
is written to interface the grap hics d isp lay with a spec ific 
printer. CGPJ/5SD is a program designed to create screen 
dumps on the CGP-115. 

Unfortuna tely, this rev iew is rathe r unfavo ra ble. Yo u 
may decid e to look around for other softwa re to create your 
colored picture of "Ma rio." 

I know that THE RA INBOW's rev iew edit or tries very ha rd 
to match rev iews with people having the app ropria te ex pe­
ri ence; and interest in a spec ific subject. She hit the na il on 
the head with this gra phics screen dump ass ignment. Yo u 
see, in addition to hav ing used a var iety of screen dumps, I 
have writt en severa l of my own including a couple which 
work specifically with the CGP-115 . Having gone through 
the exercise , I have a very good fee l for what ca n be done 
with '1 software package like this. 

CGP/15SD is a simple program des igned to rep roduce 
color for color, dot for dot , a picture drawn on the graphics 
screendisplayofthe ColorComputerwith theCGP- 115 . To 
reproduce a picture, it is first draw n on the screen o r loaded 
int o memory. Then, the screen dump so ft ware is loaded a nd 
run. 

At start-up , there are a few simp le questio ns to es tabli sh 
the co lo r set, verify tha t the co rrect picture is in memo ry, etc . 
Then the dump to the printer starts. Up to thi s point eve ry­
thing is fine . F rom this point on, take your time coming back 
to check on the progress of the picture draw ing. T he screen 
dump takes a long, long time. Here is a quote direc t ly from 
the instruction sheet provided with this program. "Depend-

ing o n the complexity and the number of colors to be 
dumped, it will take one to three hours to dump one sc reen ." 

Work ing with the program, I will confirm this speed (or 
lack of), but I cannot agree with the next statement made in 
the instructions. "Because of the mechanics of the CG P -1 15 
printer, this is as fast as it ca n be done." This is not an 
accura te sta tement. A lthough admittedly, the CGP- 115 is 
no t a fast printer, the problem wit h the lack of speed with 
this program is that it is written in BASIC. This is not the 
la nguage of choice for a program requiring so much raw 
computa ti o n. A high resolution screen contains over49,000 
p ixe ls to sca n, the process takes a lot of time with BASIC. I 
ra n a t iming test o n a so lid color screen. To reproduce a 
single so lid line the program takes twice as long to compute 
wha t is to be drawn as it takes to actua lly draw the line on the 
printer. 

To add injury to insult, this program is overpriced. 
CGP115SD is se ll ing for about twice the price of machine 
language sc reen dumps that are ava ilable fo r the Color 
Co mputer. 

I think my bottom line is obvious from these observa­
ti o ns. Do n't bo ther with thi s program if you va lue yo ur time 
a nd money. L ife is too short to wait for three-hour screen 
dumps a nd a twenty do llar bill is st ill a lot of money to most 
peop le. T he matur ity leve l of Co lor Computer software is 
we ll beyo nd the sop histication of this BAS IC program. Per­
haps thi s wou ld be a viab le product if written in machine 
code and priced more compet itively.

Organize Your Time With 
MSI Color Calendar 

When I first received MSJ Color Calendar for review 
was somewhat at a loss. A program to help keep track of 
appointments, birthdays, regular payments and such sound­
ed like it could be very useful to most people , and as I had a 
couple of weeks to work with, the best way to test it would be 
to use it that way myself. The only trouble is that I am 
currently on vacation and I have few appointments to keep 
track of. 

While pouring over a ground plan and complicated plant­
ing chart for the garden, the light dawned . An hour later the 
information was entered, and in the course of the next 20 
plus days, the program proved to be a very useful planning 
tool. 

MS! Color Calendar is designed to run on a 32K disk 
system with Extended BASIC. Using its own 42 x 32 screen 
display, it provides a clear and readable screen (of the sort 
we wish CoCo had). Color Calendar uses an interesting 
protection sys tem as well, using a jack which plugs into the 
left joystick port. Internal circuitry, contained in a translu­
cent block, gives a value to the joyport which is checked 
when the disk is loaded. If the jack is missing, the screen 
flashes and the loading sequence is interrupted. If you use 
joysticks, and have an installation such that it is difficult to

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had no difficulty and left the jack in for day-to-day 
operation. 

A consequence of this form of protect ion is that Micro 
Services suggests making a backup of the program. A nor­
mal BA CKV P routine provided a working copy and, except 
for a few initial entries, was the copy used for evaluation. 

MSJ Color Calendar comes with a well-written and com­
plete, 10-sheet, 812 x II instruction book. After the intro­
duction page (which lists required equipment - 32K 
Extended BASIC, disk system, and optional printer - comes 
the main body of the text, which tells how to initialize the 
program on its first running, and gives a concise explanation 
of the calendar menu . 

The ma in menu lets you choose from a number of options. 
The first is to INITIALIZE the calendar file; this must be 
done the first time the program is run and may be ignored 
thereafter. 

LIST ALL ENTRIES gives the option to list all entries in 
the calendar, and to delete any that are no longer pertinent, 
or to return to the main menu . 

DISPLAY CALENDAR puts a calendar on the screen 
for a month you designate, with a number on appropriate 
dates indicating the number of appointments for that day. 
The option is to print a hard copy, which has a listing of the 
appointments keyed to the calendar printed at its bottom. 
You may also return to the main menu . 

ADD ENTRIES is the main menu option that allows 
entry of appointments by month , day and time, and pro­
vides for a 25-character comment line. To return to the main 
menu from here requires that an "EE" be entered as the first 

· entry on a line. 
DELETE ENTRY lists all entries and gives the option to 

delete any one by entering the sequence number specific to 
that entry. 

Last, but perhaps most important, is the END CALEN­
DAR PROGRAM option. This updates a nd closes the disk 
file which stores all entries. 

MSJ Color Calendar has proven to be easy and pleasant 
to use and, in the weeks I have been working with it , it has 
shown no bugs or flaws in its execution. As an excellent 
planning tool and daily reminder, it does all that is prom­
ised, and does it well - so well in fact , that prior to returning 
the package to my editor, I intend to run off my summer 
planting schedule for my file .

As the wagon clears out you suddenly realize you're being 
ambushed. You reach for your gun, but it's too late. The 
other cowboy has his six-shooter drawn already. He shoots 
and you die. No, you are not in an old, old west shootout, 
you're playing The Gunfighter, a new release from Jarb 
Software. 

The Gunfighter is a high resolution, arcade-quality two­
player game written for a 32K Extended BASI C Color Com­
puter. Joysticks are required for this game. 

The scenario is as follows. You are the top gun in the 
territory, and life is just great, until "the kid" rides into town. 
He challenges you to a shootout and you accept in fear. You 
have to outdraw and outshoot the kid. You also have to 
dodge his bullets. 

After you begin play, you can fire your gun . You will have 
only six shots , as indicated by the large bullets at the bottom 
sides of the screen .

Every time somebody gets kill ed, that 
person gets a point. The first player that gets I 2 points dies 
and loses. 

You will see many things on the game screen, such as 
cacti , rocks, skulls , and covered wagons. You can shoot 
through cacti, but you can't run through them. Rocks will

the wagon absorb your bullets and block your path.

Flying Tigers - A 
High-Flying Space Odyssey 

Flying Tigers is a very good copy of the Defenders arcade 
game that has been around for some time now. The game is 
avai lab le on tape or disk from S ugar Software, and the 
instructions includ e loading on non"Extended or Extended 
BASIC computers. Flying Tigers is written in machine lan­
guage and requ ires 16K for cassette and 32K for disk-based 
sys tems . If yo u buy the cassette version now and upgrad e to 
disk later, you can get a disk copy by returning the origina l 
tape a long with $5 to cover handling. 

The documentation is nicely done, and put int o book 
form. The instructions are very precise and to the point. The 
player comes away with all the knowledge he needs to play 
the game. The documentation includes d iagrams of the main 
game screen and the movements for the joystick on the 
backside of the cover. Off to the top right of the main screen 
is a long range scanner showing us a long distance view of a ll 
the a liens and a ll our downed comrades. 

Flying Tigers has five skill levels: F lying Lessons, Easy 
Game, Difficult, Cha llenging, and Impossible. The F lying 
Lesso ns !eve! isn't really a game; it helps the p layer lea rn the 
fee l of how the sh ip moves and the genera l fee l of the game. 

The real fun starts in leve l two (Easy Game). Here you 
have some time to move around and destroy the aliens, and 
each level increases the speed of the al iens, giv ing you less 
time to think before you have to move. You have at yo ur 
d isposal three ships and three Death rays . By holding down 
the fire button, the the Deathrays wi ll dest roy all aliens on 
the main screen. Any not seen on the main screen will not be 
destroyed . T he object of the game is to survive and kill as 
many aliens as you can. 

The game includes extras such as a pause mode (by hitting 
the BREAK key), and a Deathray. Yo u can a lways go back to 
the main menu during the game by hitting the Space Bar 
- this a lso has the effect of resetting the game. Pressing the 
CLEAR key wi ll ex it to BAS IC, a nd when the game has come 
to an end, hitting the fire button wi ll restart the game at the 
same difficu lty leve l you just played. If you wou ld li ke to 
advance to another difficulty level at th is time, hitting the 
ENTER key will return yo u to the main menu so you can 
move up. A bonus ship and an extra Deathray are awarded 
for eve ry 10 ,000 points. Score is given for each surviving 
comrade and destroying each alien. 

My friends and I found that Flying Tigers plays better 
with the new Rad io Shack Deluxe Joystick, but a good score 
and play can be accomplished with either of the joysticks. I 
have no comp laints with the game. The instructions did have 
a few spell ing errors though. 

Good luck, flyers, and may you never run short of 
Death rays.

A Well-Constructed 
Breadboard With XPNDR1 

And SuperGuide 

Attention, hardware hackers! Have you been contemp lat­
ing an outboard ROM, or may be an EPROM programmer? 
A nice look ing, and we ll constructed , breadboard is ava ila­
ble for your next project. Robotic Microsystems has intro­
duced a product called the XPNDR I ' a 5:j4 X 4\;4-inch 
breadboard that plugs into your ROM port. The un it is 
constructed of heavy fiberglass with plated-through hole 
construct ion and so ld er identificat ion of bus signals. Gold 
plated connectors are used for connection to the CoCo. 

A molded p last ic guide, cal led the SuperGuide, assures 
perfect a lignment when the XPNDR I board is plugged into 
the ROM port. The SuperGuide is inserted in to the ROM 
slot and holds the spring door open, preven t ing fore ign 
objects from entering the ROM slot. 

The boa rd has severa l nice fea tures. Each CoCo bus signa l 
is extended to a plated-through hole that is labe led with its 
corresponding signa l notation on the bottom of the board. 
Amp le +5 volt and ground buses are provided on both sides 
of the board for Vee and Gnd connections to the chips. 
Fourteen rows of. l-inch holes , 34 holes to a row, are availa­
ble for mounting IC sockets a nd components .. A lit t le ele­
mentary math produces the deduction that this is enough 
space for approximately 28 14-pin IC's. The rows are on 
.3-inch centers for standard socket mounting. Enough room 
is provided for any sma ll projects we cou ld envis ion. 

For a ll of the good points there are corresponding draw­
backs to the layo ut of the board. First of a ll , many holes do 
not have so lder pads. This necessitates t he use of wirewrap 
sockets for proper construction of circui ts. By prov iding 
so ld er pads, a lternate construction methods wou ld have 
been feasib le. 

On the end of the board opposite the computer there are 
three rows of holes on . l-inch centers. This space was allo­
cated for connectors for peripheral devices, etc. Other than 
the space I just referred to , space is limi ted on the board 
proper for "breadboarding." 1 suppose any components 
other than IC sockets would have to be wire-wrapped 
between the sockets . 

Too much of the space on the board is a ll ocated to bus 
expansion, as opposed to component mounting, in my opin­
ion . Bus expansion occupies nearly 25 percent of the real 
estate. To the serious user, this is valuable space for compo­
nents, more ICs, etc. 

I wou ld not recommend this unit for the above reasons. If 
the board we re redesigned such that the above features were 
incorporated I think this wou ld be an exce llent product. As 
it is present ly configured it makes construction tedious for 
some applications to say the least.

Adventure Cracker- A Great 
Tool For Solving Those 

Hard Adventures 

How many times have you encountered an Adventure 
game that just qefied all logic? What about the time you 
hammered on the keys until 2 a.m. imd were no closer to 
solving the challenge than when you had started six hours 
earli er. 

It's kind of hard to read somebody's mind you've never 
met isn't it? What turns a lot of people off about Adventure 
games is that you have no way of knowing where an author 
is coming from SOI\letimes. 

The next day at work you silently curse the creator for 
ruining your nights while you try to remain invisib le to the 
boss. You pretend to write rough drafts of memos but you 
are actua lly jotting down new commands to try when you 
get home, aren't you? 

That night you make a little progress, but not enough to 
brag about. As the wee hours aga in approach, you throw up 
your hands in frustration and file the program, pledging 
someday when you have all the time in the world to get back 
to the Adventure. 

Usua lly that time never arrives and the program sits in the 
file gatherin·g dust. "Who needs that aggravation?" you ask 
yourself. 

If this scenario is one you can identify with , you will 
great ly appreciate Adventure Cracker, a program created by 
C lassica l Computing of Chapel Hill , N.C., just for folks li ke 
us. 

A ll you have to do is load (don't EXEC orR UN) it in the 
program you wish to examine. Then load in Adventure 
Cracker and type EXEC 490. 

And whammo! A ll of the commands and responses are 
unveiled right before your widely stretched eyes. That's 
right, there is now hope for those old Adventure programs 
of which you can't even remem ber the names! 

It's like the old saying about the weather in Kentucky: "If 
you wait long enough , you're likely to see anything." CoCo 
lovers are learning that the adage applies to them. There are 
just too many fo lks out there 'tin kering around for a problem 
to gather dust for long. 

Adventure Cracker also is recommended for autoload 
games. The creators recommend that you try a CLOADM" 
", 500 command, loading the program 500 bytes beyond 
where it is intended to go. It works fine on most autoloads. 

Thus far, however, there is no cracker for graphics Adven­
tures. But that doesn't mean we won't be getting one soon.

just now scratching the surface of spectacular graphics , for 
instance, Adventure games.

As far as playing Adventure games, no word-type games 
were really good enough to keep my interest for very long. 
When I played this Adventure game I was glued to my TV 
set for hours.

The Black Sanctum is a 32K high resolution I 00 percent 
machine language Adventure game. After you CLOADM 
the program (which automatically executes), you will see 
either a blue or a red screen. If the screen is red you must 
pusli 'the Reset button until the screen is blue. If the screen is 
blue you can press any key and continue with the program. 

The object of The Black Sanctum is to kill all of the black 
magic that lurks in an old 18th century monastery. This is no 
easy task . Of all the Adventure games I've ever played , The 
Black Sanctum seems to be the hardest. Every instrument is 
used in this game, so don't anticipate that an object has little 
or no use. Some objects can even be used two or three times. 

The commands are unlimited in this game. All commands 
are two words, a noun and a verb. It is good to have a 
thesaurus with you to see if there is another word with the 
same meaning as the word you are using. The directions in 
the game are pretty skimpy and do not tell you a whole lot 
about the game. At the same time, the game is very easy to 
understand and play. 

In my opinion this is a great game and it should get all five 
stars (on my five-star scale). Every scene is chilling from the 
hallway to the bishop's coffin. I recommend this game 
highly and Adventure game fans should not be without it.

DMA GJC: A Disk Utility -
Tomorrow We Cotta Get 

Organized 
Remember when you were sti ll playing with tape storage 

and dreaming of the day you might get a disk drive? When 
you really believed that a ll that wonderful storage space 
meant you probably wou ldn't require more than one or two 
disks for a ll yo ur programs? 

And now, my friend? You say you've got 27 full disks and 
no real idea of what's on any of them? You say you really 
don't fee l like typing 01 R and then playing the famous 
CoCo game of SHIFT-@? You say you could POKE and 
then PRINTout all of those directories , but then you st ill 
would have to go through them one by one to find what you 
wanted because the CoCo disk directory isn't alphabet ized? 
And, to top it a ll off, you need to run a bunch of the 
programs anyway because you don't even recognize the 
filenames anymore? 

Well, what you need is a utility to help manage those 
disks. There are a lot of them on the market these days, each 
with its own features and emphases; and one of the new­
comers is DMAGIC. 

RUN the program, type 'N' (for "new disk"), and put in 
the first disk you want to whip into shape. Let's sort the DI R 
listing. Just type'S' and DMAGIC not only sorts the disk 

directory but also rewrites it on the disk in alphabetical 
order. 

Want to take a look through the directory now? Simply 
push the"up" or"down" arrow, and DMA G/Cdisplays one 
filename at a time, forward or backward , allowing you at 
any time to LOAD, KILL, COPY, or RENAME the pro­
gram on display. It also will give you the hexadecimal 
addresses for machine language programs, and permit you 
to change drives, change disks or exit to BASIC. 

Want a quicker view of the directory? Type 'P' and 
DMA GIC displays up to 26 entries at a time, with a red 
graphic block appearing in front of the current act ive file . 
Typing 'R' at any point returns you to the main menu. 

A copy of DMAGIC on each of your disks (us ing 
DMAGIC to put it there , of course!) can go a long way 
toward giv ing you substantia l control over that multiplying 
disk collection. While I personally wou ld like to see addition 
of a PRINTfunction (to a llow easier updating of a directory 
printout for each disk sleeve), DMAGIC is a good, easy-to­
use utility and may prove to be exactly what you need. Its 
instructions are clear and straightforward. A lthough it will 
work we ll enough with only 16K, the author indicates 32K 
will mean exchanging disks a 1ot less often when you use the 
COPY function; the program takes about 5.8K of RAM . 
Single and multiple drives are supported . 

So what's keeping you? Let's get organized .. . tomorrow 
of course.

Spectrum DOS: An Added 
Attraction For CoCo 

By Ed Ellers 

As soon as the hard-core computer nuts got hold of the 
Color Computer, the complaints started to fly. Some of 
them were even valid. "No error trapping!" "No lowercase!" 
"s-1-o-w disk 1/ O!"The CoCo's been around for nearly four 
years now, and Extended Color BASIC and disk drives have 
been with us for more than three years, so you can imagine 
that a lot of attempts have been made to fix what people saw 
as the machine's flaws. The number of lowercase boards, 
Hi-Res text drivers and other goodies on the market are 
testimony to this. Spectrum DOS is an attempt to provide 
many of the features desired by CoCo enthusiasts in a single 
program. 

Spectrum DOS actually patches the Disk BASIC ROM 
program to add its new commands. For this you need a 64K 
Extended BASIC machine. The program can be supplied for 
whichever combination of ROMs your system has; the copy 
I used for test was set up for the "old" chips ( 1.1 Color BASIC 

and 1.0 Disk BASIC), and it caused a problem with the 
keyboard response on my machine (which has the 1.2 Color 
BASIC ROM) The DOS can also be burned into an 
EPROM, which will replace the Disk BASIC chip in the 
controller; the Hi-Res text feature and a few other com­
mands will be lost unless you use a 16K EPROM (such as a 
27128). 

One of the strong points of Spectrum DOS is its ability to 
make use of faster disk drives as well as larger capacities. 
The Radio Shack (and TDP) disk drives used by most CoCo 
users have only 35 tracks, and are rated to go from track to 
track in 30 milliseconds (though they are actually capable of 
20 ms operation). The drives that Radio Shack sells now (in 
white cases) are actually the same as the drives in the Model 
4, and can use 40 tracks and step at 6 ms. Sadly, both the old 
and new Disk BASIC ROMs are stuck at 35 tracks and 30 ms 
operation. 

Spectrum DOS has the ability to specify both step rate 
and number of tracks (35, 40 or 80), and you can use differ­
ent settings for each drive. The system I'm using has one old 
Radio Shack drive and two Hitachi 3" compact floppy 
drives; these are 40-track and are rated by Hitachi to step at 
3 ms(!). I have set up Spectrum DOS to run drive 0 at 35 
tracks and 20 ms, and drives I and 2 at 40 tracks and 3 ms. 
The Radio Shack drive doesn't seem to be much faster, but, 
when the head has to move a great distance, it now does it in 
one smooth motion, so the grinding sound is pretty much 
gone. As for the Hitachi 3" drives, I had to guess at the 
correct setting for 3 ms operation (the manual only gives 
values down to 6 ms), and I don't know if they are actually 
going that fast; they do work well, though. 

The setup procedure is done with a program called 
SETUP/ BAS. This asks you how many drives are in your 
system, how many tracks for each drive, the step rate for 
each and the printer Baud rate you usually use. You can also 
select a prompt (the default is "READY" instead of the 
standard "OK") and a new cursor character. The cursor no 

longer changes colors, which should please quite a few 
people. 

Spectrum DOS does have a good Hi-Res text driver, 
which gives your choice of 32, 51 or 64 characters per line 
(still 16 lines on the screen) and has a full ASCII character 
set with lowercase characters. The PRINT@ command has 
been extended to the full numerical range of the mode you 
select. In PM ODE 4, you can draw graphics over text and 
print text over graphics. 

Another "key" feature is the programmable function 
keys. Any of the keys I through 9 can be set up to represent 
any desired command string. When you press the down­
arrow key, an inverse'F'will appear in the upper left corner 
of the screen; when you press a number key , the pre­
programmed string is executed automatically. 

The ERROR command lets you specify a line in the 
program where it should go in case of an error. For example, 
if you use an ERROR I 000 statement, any error (whether in 
the program or in an INPUT statement) will cause the 
program to go to I 000 instead of stopping. (On many other 
computers this is called ON ERROR GOTO.) 

There are far too many other neat things in Spectrum 
DOS for me to describe in full; things like printer echoing, 
advanced BASIC line editing features , commands to boot 
OS-9 and FLEX directly and even a help screen! Spectrum 
DOS is certainly something to look into if you are getting 
tired of the constraints of Disk BASIC.

Ice Bird Is A Fun, 
Heart Warming Game 

Every once in a while a game is int rod uced that, while not 
complete ly origi na l in concept, generates a new kind of 
appea l. 

Ice Bird, while ve ry similar to a not her game called Ice 
Master but not as fast or difficuit, easily overcomes anything 
resembling redundancy with its charmingly qua int graph ics. 

T he hero of the situa tion is a cute little blue pengu in , 
complete with vest , Who desperate ly but s lowly waddles 
about in his effo rts to avoid being killed by menaci ng pur­
suers equ ipped with deadly stingers. 

There is a lso a n assortment of blocks of ice, wh ich Ice Bird 
uses to defend himself aga inst the stinge rs. T he object of the 
game is to connect three dia mond blocks in a row before 
running out of blocks of ice. 

A quaint element of suspense is added as seemingly inno­
cent bl ocks suddenly start fla shing, just before being trans­
fo rmed into pursuers of our hero. To destroy a pursuer, Ice 
Bird must hit it with a sliding block of ice or crumble the 
fla shing block before it hatches. 

Strange thing about those pursuers: They seem to va ry in 
intelligence so yo u rea lly have to be on yo ur toes. They wlll 
live up to their na mes. 

P laye rs ea rn. I ,000 po ints when a ll diamonds are con­
nected . If none of the diamonds are touching a wa ll , an 
addit iona l! ,000 points are awarded. If they a re in a stra ight 
line, a nother I ,000 points are you rs. If both of the latter are 
true, there's a n additiona l I ,000 points. You can earn as 
ma ny as 4,000 points on one turn. 

The remaining blocks of ice are worth I 00 points each. A 
crumbled block is worth o nly 10 points, but crushing a 
fl as hing block is worth 400. 

T here are severa l maze leve ls, each unique in its des ign 
and leve l of difficulty . Every third maze is a bonus maze. 

Ice Bird is so cute tha t yo u tend to identify strongly with 
this little character. You will find yourse lf pull ing the toggle 
switch frantica lly in order to protect him from harm. 

If things rea lly get despera te , you can push the SH IFT'@' 
combination to "freeze" the action. 

One or two playe rs can play , a nd the scores, including the 
high toral in the current ser ies of games, are displayed a t the 
top of the sc reen. . 

I rea lly enj oyed Ice Bird a nd I believe the character 1S so 
likab le that he cou ld be put in a series of a rcad e cha ll enges. 
That 's o ne aspect of computer games that we have not seen 
and it cou ld be a winning concept. If Bugs Bunny could be in 
2,000 or 3,000 cartoons, why couldn 't an Ice Bird or a nother 
cha racter do the sa me thing?

The Sector Inspector Good 
Disk Utility With A 'Zap' 

I thihk one of the most unusua l terms in computerese is 
"zapping" a disk. If someone out there knows the o rigin of 
thi s term I would sure enjoy hearing about it. As mos t of yo u 
a re aware, we use the term " zapping" to mea n a ltering the 
contents of a di sk, on purpose of course. T here a re several 
programs on the ma rket that perfo rm a n adequate job of 
za pping, including The Sector Inspector, by So nburst 
Soft wa re. 

The Sector Insp ector is a di sk ma intena nce utility tha t is 
menu di"i ve n a nd ve ry use r fri endly. It is written in di sk 
BASIC a nd machine language requiring no other equipment 
for proper opera tion . A 50-page instructi o n ma nual ca n be 
described as adequate. It contains a good expla nat io n of a ll 
commands a long with 21 examples of the progra m's uses. 

Hint . . . 

Handy Label Printer 
I simply got tired of see ing the ha nd written la bels on my 

di sks. Some were ve ry sloppy, a nd some were in different 
co lo rs of in k. T he following is a sho rt progra m that will print 
out a nice loo king di sk label. Yo u can use gummed labe ls 
tha t will feed through yo ur printer or simpl y print them out 
o n regular pa per a nd then cut them out a nd , using a "glue 
sti ck," sti ck them on your disks.

Inst ructio ns a re a lso give n 
rega rding the default printer Baud ra te and how to add line 
feeds after ca rri age returns fo r th ose of us with prin te rs 
requiring line feeds. My sta ndard p rinte r drive r worked fine, 
though.

O ne co mma nd a llows yo u to 
a lpha beti ze your di recto ry. T his ca n be a rea l plu s fo r a di sk 
full of progra ms. No lo nge r d o yo u have to sea rch through 
eve ry progra m name to find tha t ce rta in one yo u 're loo king 
for. 

Two com ma nds in thi s menu are the hea rt ofthe directo ry 
sys tem. 'S' a nd 'R ' sa ve a nd ret ri eve the directo ry from 
T rack 17 to / fr o m T rack 34. T he more yo u use the CoCo 
disk system the more you rea lize that it is wise to back up 
yo ur directo ry track. T his ta kes ca re of the fun cti on a uto­
ma ti ca lly, o r close to it. 

A nother nice feature is the 'T' co mma nd. T his co mma nd 
t rac ks a f il e through the disk giving yo u a sequence of 
gra nules fo r tha t pa rticula r file. T his is a necess ity fo r f ile 
reconstructi on . 

Rough Stuff Menu 
W hy d o they ca ll it rough stuff? Well, there is nothing 

more da nge rous than a nov ice programmer with a di sk 
za pper. Entire di sks have been k nown to di sa ppea r by the 
care less use o f a disk write comma nd. 

In additi o n to the normal di sk read / write comma nd s, a 
disk sca n comma nd is includ ed for verifying the in teg rity of 
a di sk. T his is th e eas ies t way I know of to find a des troyed 
track o n a di sk . Aft er finding the bad secto r( s) , yo u can 
a tt empt repa iring them using the read / write comma nd s. 

Disk info rma ti o n ca n be dumped to a printe r in severa l 
formats depending on whet her the program is to kenized. 
T his feat ure is a lso necessary fo r the se ri o us di sk zapper. 

Comments 
I think The Secto r Insp ector is a good ut ili ty for za ppers 

a nd is reaso nably priced fo r compa ra ble progra ms. I sup­
pose thi s is a moot point for no rma l progra ms, but it wo uld 
be nice to be a ble to read more tha n 18 secto rs o n a track a nd 
35 tracks. So metimes there might be somethin g there. Yo u 
neve r know until yo u look .

Grobot An Education 
Game That Grows On You 

Grobot, by C hildren 's Computer Workshop , at first 
gla nce appears to have little or no educatio nal benefit ; it 
plays like a game, it looks like a game, a nd it sounds like a 
game. Kids think it is a game, but it is supposed to be 
educational. This is the best part of this progra m. The game 
is intended for children 10 to 13 and requires careful plan-

. ning to attain high scores. 
Th is program is very professional and very well thought 

out from sta rt to finish. First the documentation is clea r a nd 
concise with co lor and illustra tions that rea lly look like the 
computer screen. It covers everything from turning on the 
computer to thought-provoking ques tions in the back of the 
book to aid the child in rea li zing what the game is all about. 

T he ga me loads and runs with no hitches and there is a 
backup on side two of the tape. The game itse lf start s out by 
asking the player to pick four plants to grow a nd supplies a 
weather forecast. The planet of Ka ld asian on which our 
farm is loca ted has four different c limates . The clima te 
determines which plants grow best and the point va lue for 
each. There are 16 different plants to choose from, each with 
its own good and bad qualities. We a re aided in making thi s 
deci sion by an a lmanac in the rear of the book.

Super Color Biorhythms, from Armadillo International 
Software, is a small program written in Extended BASIC 

with a machine language graphing routine. 
Some claim biorhythms are "biological rhythms" that 

begin at birth and continue regularly through life. I am not 
going to make any statements in this respect. I have been 
asked to review this program and I will restrict my com­
ments to the performance of the program and the documen­
tation that accompanies it. Incidentally, Armadillo Interna­
tional Software also makes a disclaimer in this respect. 

Super Color Biorhythms is very easy to use . The package, 
on cassette tape, actually consists of two programs. The first 
one, called Biorhythm, is an Extended BASIC program 
which is loaded in the usual way. After running Biorhythm, 
a machine language routine called Grafautomatically posi­
tions itself in memory, and everything is ready to go. 

The first screen requests the basic information required 
for the program; that is, your birthdate, the beginning date 
for the chart and the number of days desired . 

The plotting consists of three sinusoidal wave functions 
with periods of 23, 28 and 33 days in three colors; yellow, 

The program will display graphs for periods ranging from 
one day to I ,500 days, with the screen holding the plots 
corresponding to 14 days simultaneously. As the curves 
reach the right edge of the grid, the display scrolls to the left , 
permitting subsequent days to be plotted. This is a very nice 
touch . 

The documentation is adequate. The four-page booklet 
contains all the necessary information to run the program 
and includes some explanation on the interpretation of the 
plots, something I said I wasn't going to touch. If you think 
biorhythms have any validity, thi s program will nicely plot 
your "cycles" for you.

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Lancer Is A Contest 
Of Avian Agility 

You are in the middle of a fierce combat in the skies . Your 
steed pivots, climbs and dives to meet the enemy and to 
better him. You use an outcropping of rock to hide from the 
enemy abov.e and to position yourse lf to drop on an unsus­
pecting foe . You dive and nail your opponent only to have 
several of his comrades drop on you. This is just one of many 
possible outcomes in this Joust-type arcade game. 

Lancer plays much like the description above. Your 
player is a knight with lance mounted upon some large bird 
of prey. Flying your mount is accomplished by hitting the 
fire button of your joystick . The faster you hit the fire button 
the faster your bird flies . Your opponents are equally armed 
and mounted . Your purpose is to stand and defeat all on­
comers as wave after wave of enemies are sent after you . To 
kill the other riders you must run into them from a higher 
level of flight, or get the drop on them so to speak. lf you 
attack the enemy from below, your knight will be killed even 
if you think you are on the offensive. When you dismount an 
enemy, his life force will be transformed into a white ball 
which will drop to the ground. If left alone, the life force 
balls will be reincarnated into new riders and new mounts 
will come and pick them up. The reincarnated riders are 
smarter and more agile fighters, so it's better to take care of 
them before they hatch. The white balls can be disposed of 
by running into them from any direction. The field of com­
bat is composed of several "floating islands" or rocky out­
crops . These are good both for maneuvering around and 
resting on when your trigger finger gets tired. Part way into 
the game the bottom of the screen turns into a lava pit, which 
is definite ly not a place to land. Finally, to make the array of 
obstacles complete, there is the dragon - an almost unbeat­
able foe . 

Most of the types of scoring in Lancer are covered above. 
You get points for dismounting your opponents, for dis­
posing of the life energy balls and for defeating the dragon. 
In addition to this , you can get bonus points for survival in 
the single player game and for player cooperation in the two­
player game.Lancer has 16 increasingly difficult levels from 
zero to 15. In the lower levels your mount moves slower and

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the other riders are slower and less aggressive , also the 
dragon doesn't appear quite as often . The change in diffi­
culty between any two close levels, such as level six through 
eight is hardly noticeable. The difference becomes much 
more apparent if you jump from the lower five levels to the 
higher five. The game, at all levels , is divided up into waves . 
A wave starts with a title and a message announcing what 
bonus points are available, then the enemy riders start 
appearing. A wave ends when all present enemies have been 
destroyed. As Lancer progresses, more riders are sent with 
each wave. The dragon also appears more frequently in later 
waves of a game. 

Lancer rates high in "playability" as an arcade graphics 
game for several reasons. It can be played as a two-player 
game. Each can fly their mounts a t the same time. Both have 
the option of cooperating against the common foe or fight­
ing against each other. Lancer provides incentives, in terms 
of bonus points, for both of these strategies at different times 
of a game. The speed of the game is good, though this is not 
at first apparent. The players are a little slow in responding 
to the controls, both for flying and running along the 
ground. This means you have to flap your wings harder to 
get going. Once you get going, however, you move along at a 
pretty good rate. It also takes a n equal amount of work to 
slow down once you get going. This slight slowness in 
response doesn't really detract from the game, instead, it 
adds more to the strategy as you have to think ahead of what 
you are doing. 

There are only a few things I didn't like about Lancer. In 
later game waves as more riders are sent at you there is a 
noticeable slowdown in the action. This is not all that com­
mon an occurrence, so I don't see it as a very serious prob­
lem. The only thing that really bothered me about Lancer is 
that there is no squealing brakes sound as the mounts are 
pulled to a halt. This is more a problem with me than with 
Lancer, as I'm used to the arcade game that Lancer is based 
on. 

The graphics in Lancer are some of the best I've seen in a 
machine language arcade game. Shape movement is very 
smooth with little or no detectable flickering. The animation 
of the birds flapping their wings is also handled well - the 
players and riders looked like they are flying . The shape of 
the player and enemy riders is such that they actually appear 
to be knights mounted on large birds. The sound generated 
with Lancer is not spectacular, but is adequate and well 
suited to the game. 

The documentation received with Lancer is short , but 
more than adequate. The documentation includes loading 
instructions, a short description of how to play Lancer, and 
how to contact Spectral Associates if you have any prob­
lems . Lancer is provided on co py-protected media. Re­
placement tapes and disks are available at a reasonable 
pnce. 

Lancer is a high quality machine language game. This 
unique style of game has been one of my favorites in the 
arcade. Compared to games of equal quality, Lancer is 
competitively priced. I would recommend this game as a 
good addition to any serious video garners software library.

Chopper Strike 
A Bit Too Rough 

Only minutes into m y first session with this ga me, l knew 
that I was go ing to have trouble with the review a nd I've had 
trouble with it ever s ince. I've come to see how inherent ly 
imposs ible it is to write an objective rev iew on a program 
that is strictly entertainment . The facts are few and not very 
informative; the rest has got to be very subj ect ive o pinion. 
And, as we can all attest, different opinions in thi s world will 
often ra nge light-yea rs apart. So with thi s very importa nt 
fact tucked a way, we ca n now see what MichTron's arcade­
graphics game, Chopper Strike, has to offer. 

Chopper Strike is a heli copter a ttack-style ga me (obviously 
enough) that requires one joyst ick and either l6K o r 32K of 
RAM . Both versions of the progra m are ava ilab le on disk 
and cassette a nd are - as usua l - copy protected. M ich­
Tron cla ims there a re 105 different screens in the 32K ver­
sion. Frankly, I lost count. 

Chopper Strike is what I think of as an "e ndless loop" 
game: one whe re the action is continuous, the sc reen 
changes are subtle , a nd there is never a pause in s ight. As you 
fl y through enemy territory , your targets a re o il ta nks, gun 
turrets a nd ICBM la unchpads. The oil tanks make nice easy 
targets, but the guns and the ICBMs shoot back. A mong the 
enemy emplacements your own men can be seen , waving 
their a rms to be picked up . When yo u rescue 20 of them by 
coming in co ntact with them , yo u gain 10,000 bonus points 
and another ship . But if yo u accidentally s hoot one of them, 
yo u dest roy yourself as well. 

After you reach the 5,000 and 10 ,000 point marks in t he 
game, hori zonta ll y fl y ing missiles begin trying to blast yo u 
out of the sky. These ca nnot be des troyed, o nly avo id ed. 
A nd by this time you will have ente red the undergro und 
fortress sc ree ns where your men can be seen between the 
same enemy emplacements, but now in und ergro und cav­
erns with wall clearance only pixe ls beyond yo ur chopper 
blades. There ca n be no doubt a bout this game bei ng 
challenging. 

In order to form a better opinion about this game, I pulled 
three of the o the r popular chopper games from the a rchives 
a nd gave them a whirl. l have to say that I found Chopper 
S trike vastl y supe ri o r to two of them and at leas t modestly 
superi o r to the ot her. That, by no mea ns, mea ns tha t it's 
perfect thoug h. It could well be only a reflection o n the 
others. 

An aggravating thing that I found while playing Chopper 
Strike is the ma nner in which the screen scro lls. As it sc roll s 
from right to left, it jerks across the screen, a nd l ca n see no 
reason for it. It a ffects not only the terra in , but control of the 
chopper as well. If it was done for effect, then someo ne must 
have been very misguided into be li ev ing tha t the terra in 
jerks by when yo u 're in a helicopter. In truth, the cho ppy 
motion and the continuous choppy sound te nd to turn 30 

minutes of Chopper Strike into a three Excedrin headache. 
Ano ther forgettable feature of Chopper Strike is the two 

monitor fields in the upper-right corner of the screen . One is 
a three-position indicator that shows which direction yo ur 
gun is currentl y pointed and the other is a field that flashes a 
representation of whatever it is tha t ha ppens to blast you out 
of the sky. Bot h border on being tota lly use less. Yo u know 
what direction yo ur gun is pointed beca use your ship will be 
trave ling in that direction and you wo uld have to fall as leep 
a t the stick not to notice what hit you. Gadge ts a nd ga uges 
don 't ho ld the interest ve ry long if they don't acco mpli sh 
a nything useful. 

And, conveniently speak ing of in terest , that brings me to 
my las t o bserva ti o n a bout Chopper Strike - I s imply d idn 't 
find it very interest ing. Nor did the others that I spoke to 
who had tri ed it. But the truth is, I found the o ther three 
cho pper games that I tried to be uninteresting as we ll. 

Luckily, this loop is not endless and the end is in sight. 
What I've tried to convey is that the appeal of e nte rta inment 
such as a comp uter ga me is purely personal. l know 
Chopper S trike is a ga me that will be enjoyed by thousands 
of people even though 1 didn't. If yo u 're a die-hard fa n of 
chopper attack games, then you've got a winner for you r 
collection here. If yo u're not , I suggest that yo u take a hard 
look at thi s one before yo u lay yo ur money down.

Fo rtunate ly, it is 
reco rded on both sides, so after a sho rt st rugg le, I was off to 
Adve nturela nd. 

Aft er the program is loaded yo u are greeted with a song 
and a short poe m. Short ly, yo u a re greeted with a li st of 
ve rbs - a nice featu re beca use you do n't have to guess what 
strange so rt of d ia lect so me Adventure a uth ors see m to have 
co nce rning ve rbs. Aft er a q uick l oo~ a t th e ve rbs, the act ua l 
Adventure begins. 

When start ing out , you begin in a forest tha t is somew hat 
confusing, but seems to be a fa irly sta ndard pract ice in 
Adve ntures: the d irect ions see m to be consta ntly scram bled , 
so yo u never are rea ll y sure which way anything is. ln other 
wo rd s, yo u may be standing by a rock. Suppose yo u dec ide 
to go wes t. Yo u a re now sta nding by a tree. So unds easy 
enough. (That's wha t yo u thin k.) Feeling advent urous, you 
dec ide to go wes t aga in . Sudd enly yo u a re standing by that 
same rock. lf this confuses you, you ought to try nav iga ting 
through it when a ll d irect ions ca rry eq ual co nsistency. 
Act ua ll y, thi s is supposedly a spe ll the witch has cas t on the 
area to make you lose you r sense of di rec tion; and is to give 
the player a sense that the program is di ffe rent eve ry ti me; 
but it rea ll y seems to be mo re of a nui sa nce than a nyt hing 
else.

Although the ga me does 
include some documentat io n, I do not rea ll y co nsider it 
amp le enough, es pec ia ll y fo r a begi·nning Adventurer. T he 
on ly documenta ti on takes the fo rm of one side of a 9 /'2 x 
!l-inch shee t with loadi ng d irections a nd a few brief notes 
on how to play . 

Sir Ga lla nt ca n wholehea rtedly recommend this progra m 
to any semi-exper ienced Adve nture r who li kes a good cha l­
lenge . Fo rtuna tely, thi s is pot a "so lve-it-in-o ne-day­
Adventure," and will take a great dea l of ti me befo re it is 
com plete ly solved. If the documenta ti on we re im proved, 
a nd the seemingly ra nd om movement was cha nged , I wo uld 
ra nk this one of the bes t Adventures ava ilab le for the Color 
Comp uter. (S ir Ga lla nt a lso notes that for the price it is a 
grea t dea l).

T AlP AN : A Game in Context 
What is a context ua l game? Home computers make pos­

sib le a type of electronic game less based o n exe rcising the 
refle xive speed of a person's brain stem than on your exe rcis­
ing the wonderful g ra y matter with which humans think . 
Some of the best of such games are those in which a complex 
environment is simulated by the program , and the player 
interacts in a " lifelike" manner with the game environment. 
We call these contextual computer games, or games in con­
text. In TAIPAN: A Game in Context we want to give the 
CoCo user three things: 

l ) an understa nding of some fundamental principles of 
ga me design ; 

2) a historical background of a pa rticula r game context , 
the turbulent China trade of the 1800's; 

3) a step-by-step a pproach to actually writing a ga me in 
CoCo Extended BA S IC . 

We hope to make an enjo ya ble game that will prov ide 
ma ny hours of challenging entertainme nt.

A new beginners assembly 
language tutorial column 

Covering The Bases 
With Assembly Language 

You and I a re going to try so mething different. "What 
IS new about an assembly la nguage tutorial?" yo u 
a sk. Assembly la nguage tutoria l columns are not 

new . There have been lots of them and I have always had 
difficulty following the concepts they teac h. P erhaps it is 
because the authors knew too darn much about their sub­
ject. They weren't writing on my level. Things they thought 
were too basic to need explaining just didn't exist in my 
repertoire. Although I have done a bit of resea rch since then, 
I am very much in the beginner's stage and still have most of 
my beginner's questions . 

"What is a beginner doing writing a column in a reputable 
magazine?" you exclaim! Well, when the RAINBOW as ked me 
if I felt qualified to write a column on asse mbl y language, I 
was just too excited to say no. 

"A piece of cake," I told them , whi le trying to wash away a 
tell-t;1le green from around my assembly language ea rs. 
Anyway, I figured , if the problem with other assembly la n­
guage tutorials was too much know ledge on the part of the 
a uthor, I was super-qualified, in the reverse direction. 

So, if you are an assembly language beginner, or want to 
be, then stay tuned; we speak the sa me language. For those 
who are further advanced, well , don't turn us off yet. I can

guarantee that , with the help of my friend, Chris Bone, who 
is an assembly language wiz, this column is going to have 
some pretty useful programs. 

What It Takes 
If your first questions have to do with what it takes to 

begin assembly language programming and how much 
trouble it is to lea rn , th en here a re your first answers: 

You will need time and the desire to learn . In some ways 
assembly language is easier to learn than BASIC a nd in some 
ways it is harder. I counted 72 commands in the EDTASM+ 
instruction manual but , because they are mnemonic (i.e., 
designed to represent actual Eng lish equivalents), they are 
easy to learn. There are also a few editor commands, 
assembler commands and switches, ZBUG commands, 
pseudo codes and error m essages to learn . They are all easy 
to remember once you begin wo r king with them. The hard 
part comes when you have to manipulate bits and bytes and 
accumulators and registers and stacks and pointers. How­
ever, in case you're feeling discouraged , take my assurance, 
you can do it - if I can, anyone ca n . I do want you to reali ze 
that there is pain with the gain and you will have to put in a 
long-term effort to become proficient. 

You will need an editor assembler to write and edit th e 
code. It would be difficult to provide instructions for more 
than one, so we will be using Radio Shack's EDTASM+. I 
have the ROM Pak version conve rted to run on disk. 

It would be handy to have at least one good book on 6809 
assembly language. I am using Lance A. Leventhal's 6809 
Assembly Language Programming, published by Osborne / 
McGraw-Hill. Pretty well any la rge computer store wou ld 
carry it or could order the book 'for you. Radio Shack also 
has come out with a 6809 assembly language instruction 
book that I understand is quite good. 



Hav ing a ca lcula to r o n ha nd ca n be quite useful fo r som e 
of the co nve rs io ns you will be wanting to d o, but they ca n a ll 
be do ne by ha nd o r o n the compu te r. In fac t EDT A SM+++ 
has a Z BUG ca lcula to r built in tha t is ve ry useful. 

Of co u rse, yo u must have a t leas t a minimum o f a 16 K 
Co lo r BAS IC Computer. 

Getting On Second 
One thing tha t kept me confused a bo ut a ssembl y la n­

gua ge fo r a lo ng time was the differe nce between it a nd 
mac hine la nguage . The two terms are ofte n used interc han­
gea bl y. Asse mbly la nguage, like BAS IC, FORTRAN o r PAS­

CAL , is a la nguage . It is no t cod e tha t the computer ca n 
unders ta nd witho ut interpreta tio n. The p roduct o f a n 
asse mbly la nguage progra m is call ed source cod e. T he com­
puter must tra nsla te this code into machine la nguage , the 
code which di rects the computer on the pa ths tha t acco mp­
li sh a pa rti cula rjob. Pure machine cod e is in bina ry. Tha t is, 
in a numbering system of base two. 

Despite what some a utho rs have sa id , a n und e rsta nding 
o f binary a nd hexadecima l ( base 16) numbering systems is 
essentia l to asse mbly language progra mming. 

Binary Is Easy 
The secret to a ny numbering system is mem o rizing wha t 

each number co lumn represents. Yo u a re most fa miliar wit h 
a base I 0 system. Tha t is, fr o m left to righ t, the first co lumn 
represents o nes, the seco nd co lumn tens, the th ird hundreds, 
the forth tho usa nd s, the fifth ten tho usa nd s, etc. T he 
number 12345, when put und er the a pp ro pria te co lumn 
loo ks like thi s: 

ten tho usa nd s tho usands hundred s te ns o nes 

2 3 4 5 

The actua l ca lcula ti o n would loo k li ke this: ( I x I 0,000)+ (2 x 
1000)+(3 X 100)+(4 X 10)+(5 X 1). 

A nother way o f looking a t the va lue o f the co lumns is t o 
rea lize tha t the rightm ost co lumn is I 0 t o the power o f ze ro. 
The next co lumn is I 0 to the power o f o ne, the third I 0 to the 
power o f two , the forth is I 0 to the powe r o f three, etc . 

When using bina ry numbers (rem embe r tha t they are a 
base two) you ca n read them exactly the same way except the 
co lumns re present diffe rent va lues. The bina ry columns 
look like this: 

128 64 32 16 8 4 2 

T he rightmos t co lumn has a va lue o f o ne, the next a va lue 
of two , the nex t a va lue of fou r, etc. A n easy way to 
remembe r the va lues is to no te tha t, fro m righ t to left , each 
co lumn has d o uble the value o f the preceding column. 

N ow, wi th thi s in mind , let's look a t the bina ry number o f 
II 0 I 0011. Put under its co lumns it wo uld loo k like this: 

128 64 32 16 8 4 2 

0 0 0 

T hus yo u have (I x 128 )+(1 x 64)+ + (0 x 32)+( 1 x 16)+ (0 x 
8)+(0 X 4)+(1 X 2)+(1 X 1), Or ]28+ 64+ 0+ 16+0+ 0+2+ 1 
totaling 2 11 in the decima l numbering sys tem we are m ost 
fa milia r with . As you can see, the rightm os t co lumn is two to 
the power of ze ro, the nex t co lumn is two to the power o f 
o ne, the next is two to the power o f two, etc. 

A nd thi s is the numeric language tha t a lmost a ll compu-

ters und ersta nd. These co lu m ns a re li ke SW itc hes 111 the 
co mpute r a nd each switch has o nly two pos iti o ns, off o r o n. 
Eac h switch is ca lled a bit a nd a ga ng o f eigh t switches is 
ca ll ed a by te . If yo u s plit a byte in ha lf, the two four-bit 
secti ons become a nibble. A com puter 's mem o ry is divid ed 
into mem o ry unit s of bytes, each w ith a specific nume ri c 
loca ti o n . Thus, in BASIC, when yo u po ke a number into a 
mem o ry loca tio n (each mem o ry loca ti o n consists o f e ight 
bit s), the co mputer convert s the d ec ima l numbe r int o binary 
code a nd each o f the e ight bits is turned eit her off o r o n . 
T hose eight bits, o r each byte, represents either a n instruc­
ti o n to the co mputer o r is a n actua l number to be used by a n 
inst ructi o n. 

T hi s is what assembl y la nguage is a ll a bo ut - putting 
instructi o n codes into mem o ry a lo ng w ith the necessa ry 
numeri c da ta tha t the inst ru cti o ns w ill act upo n. For 
insta nce, the binary code 10001011 te ll s the 6809 mic ro­
processor in yo ur compute r to add a num ber to accumula to r 
A . 

A Hex On H exadecimal 
"A h,"you say. "Now I a m read y to lea rn ho w to put th ose 

instructi o ns into the compu te r. " 
" But , no t qu ite yet ," I say. "There is st ill hexadecima l to 

co nte nd with ." 
"A nd wha t the blazes is hexadecima l?" yo u ask . 
"To ex pla in such m yste ri es is wha t I am here fo r ," says I. 
Hexadec ima l is just a no t her numbering system ; this time, 

to the base of 16. Put into its co lumns, it looks li ke thi s: 

4096 256 16 

As w ith the othe r numbering systems, each column is a 
power of 16 . .. 16 to the power of ze ro, 16 to the p ower of 
o ne, 16 to the powe r o f two, etc. But , there is o ne o ther littl e 
pro blem . Whereas base 10 numbers a re rep rese n ted by the 
s ingle-di git symbo ls ze ro thro ugh n ine, hexadecimal needs 
s ing le-digi t symbols fo r the numbers zero t hro ug h I 5. Wha t 
ca n be used fo r numbers after nine? W hether fo r good o r 
bad , the symbols fo r I 0 t hro ugh I 5 have been c hosen as A , 
B, C, D , E a nd F. Thus th e co un t o f ze ro thro ug h I 5 in 
hexadec ima l is 0 , I , 2, 3, 4 , 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, A, B, C, D, E , F. In 
hexadec ima l, the number II wo uld be wri t ten 'B'. 

" If hexad ec ima l has to loo k tha t bad , wh y use it?" yo u 
might ask. Pers ona lly, I ha ted the w ho le co ncep t until I 
actua lly star ted try ing to d o som e assembly la nguage pro­
gra mming. Then it co m es in mig hty ha nd y, but I still d o n 't 
like it. T he conve rs io n betwee n H ex a nd d ecima l is t im e 
consuming a nd I just ca n 't get a menta l pic tu re of a nu mbe r 
represented in Hex . Li ke, wha t the heck d oes A B6C mea n in 
rea l life? 

But H ex a nd bina ry a re bosom buddies a nd t ha t is why 
yo u need H ex, even if you ca n 't love it. H ex to binary a nd 
bina ry to Hex convers io n is a snap , a nd see in g as binary to 
dec ima l a nd decimal to bina ry isn 't too d iffi cult , knowing a ll 
t hree ma kes tra nsitio ns much eas ie r. 

T he ha rd way of co nvert ing d ec ima l to H ex is by di vis io n. 
Let's ta ke the decima l number 12 1 a nd conve rt it t o Hex: 
T he highest H ex co lumn tha t w ill di vide into 121 is 16 . . . 12 1 
di v ided by 16 equa ls 7 w ith a rem a inde r o f nine. T he seve n 
now goes into the 16 's column o f the H ex number as illus­
t rated a nd we a re left with a rema inde r o f 9 w hic h is too 
sma ll to be divided by an ything la rge r tha n the o ne's 
co lumn . Thus the nine will go in to the o ne 's column of the 
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Hex number and the res ulting Hex number is 79; dec ima l 
121 = Hex 79.

That looked quite easy, too easy in fact , so lets try ano ther 

one ... how a bout 2755'1 The process looks li ke thi s: T he 
decimal number 2755 is divided by 256 and the resu lt is I 0 in 
decimal or A in Hex. So A goes into the 256 co lumn. There is 
a remainder of 195 which is divid ed by 16 and eq uals 12 in 
decima l or C in Hex with a rema ind er of three. The Hex C 
goes int o the 16's co lumn and, as there is no mo re division 
poss ible, the three goes into the one's co lumn . T hus 2755 in 
decimal eq uals AC3 in Hex.

By now yo u are probably screami ng that your co mputer 
ca n do a ll thi s slick as a whistle using HEX$. Yo u a re right , 
but oft en your co mput er is tied up doing ot her things a nd is 
not ava ila ble. 

Third Base And Going Home 
So, how do they all ti e toget her'/ Well , yo u wi ll be using a ll 

three when yo u do asse mbly language. For, instance, sup­
pose you want to display some gra phics at memory loca ti on 
4 11 2 decimal, (this is grap hics memory in the first PMODE 
4 page) and you want to turn on the first three pixe ls or clots 
in that memory locat ion. 

Ca n yo u guess why it is des ira ble to know binary and 
Hex? I'll bet you got it. T urning on the first th ree bits in a 
byte will require a binary number of 11100000. In binary, 
one eq uals "on" and zero equals "off." But how do yo u get 
that binary number in grap hics screen memory locatio n 
4112? Here is where Hex comes in handy. 

First, break the binary number into two nibbles of 1110 
and 0000. Binary Ill 0 is converted to decima l 14. Of course 
binary 0000 in decima l is ze ro. To convert the en tire binary 
number to decimal takes a bit more wo rk , but not so for 
Hex. In Hex the decimal 14 beco mes 'E' a nd the decimal 
ze ro is st ill ze ro. Bina ry 11100000 is EO in Hex. Now, turn on 
your computer and type in and RUN: 

10 PMODE 4, 1 
20 SCREEN 1, 1 
30 PCLS 
40 POKE 4 11 2,&HEO 
50 GOTO 50 

If you look closely at the sc reen yo u shou ld see three li tt le 
dots. Hit BREAK and change the Hex number. How about a 
dot pa ttern li ke this( .. .... )? In binary that is 11011011. 
Co nverted to two nibbles you have 1101 a nd 1011 . That is 13 
a nd II in dec ima l, or DB in Hex. Put &H DB in Line 40 
instead of &HEO. 

Now yo u reali ze that this is the second way of convert ing 
decimal to Hex. F irst co nvert the decimal to bina ry and then 
co nvert the binary to Hex. For most of us it is a lot quicker 
than the division method . 

Perhaps you wo uld li ke to do so mething a little more 
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impress ive . Listing 3 is a short BASIC program to create the 
lett er ' A' on the graphic screen in the same man ner described 
a bove, (Listing I must be in memory for it to work). Line 110 
co ntain s the da ta for the dot pa ttern of the lett er 'A'. This 
pattern is then pok ed into the graphic sc reen memory a nd 
there it is. If yo u would like to have an illustrat ion of how the 
bytes a re form atted to form the character, ENTER and 
RUN Listing 3. 

Where Does It Lead? 
Now you a re operating in a ll three numeric bases and , 

hopefu lly, yo u a re doing so with ease. If I have bee n success­
ful , I have transfe rred seve ral months of sea rching on my 
part int o just a few minutes reading on your part. I have a !so 
introdu ced a co ncept we will be using to prov ide a nea t 
utility that when complete will allow you to run your BASIC 

programs on a 51-co lumn screen with upper- a nd lowercase 
lett ers. T hat is th e assembly language program tha t we wil l 
be leading up to in the next two or th ree columns. At the 
sa me time we plan to provid e you with lots of sa mple pro­
grams and routines . 

Next mo nth we will be looki ng into the actual use of the 
ed itor / assem bler program and the operation of the assem­
bly cod e. You now have the background to get into the rea l 
mea t of things. In the course of this co lumn, I plan to ex pla in 
a ll of the assembly language or "op cod es," how and where 
they a re used and how they operate . I will assume you have 
no prev io us knowledge and wil l keep things as simple as I 
ca n make th em. This will mea n that , if yo u a re going a head 
on yo ur own, the column might seem a bit slow at times. Fo r 
thi s reaso n I will a lso try to provide so me information at a 
higher leve l. 

Decimal, Binary and Hex Hardcopy 
To make life eas ier in your conversions, running Listings 

I and 2 wil l produce a decima l, bina ry and Hex co nversion 
printout over a se lected range from ze ro to 25 5. The asse m­
bly la nguage so urce code is well commented so those who 
a re already int o assembly language programming can follow 
its logic. Even ifyou area beginner, study your EDTASM+ 
manual a nd lea rn how to enter and assemble it. Then 
CLOADM or LOA DM the resultant machin e language 
program. CLOA D or LOAD the BASIC program in Listing 2 
a nd RUN it. You wil l get a printout of the 256 numbers in all 
three bases.

Sadly, it isn 't as easy a s tha t. T he CoCo (as 
with m os t o th e r microco mputers) uses 
"d yna mi c" memo ry chips, ra the r tha n the 
mo re expensive "sta tic" R A M s. A stat ic 
mem ory system will ho ld its d a ta as lo ng as 
power is go ing into the c hips, bu t with 
dynamic mem ory yo u have to co nsta ntly 
" refres h" the m em o ry; in the CoCo it 's d o ne 
simply by access ing th e mem o ry eve ry fe w 
milli seconds, a nd the j o b is ha ndled nice ly 
by the S AM chip . To keep d y na mic R AMs 
running while the system is s hut d ow n, you 
wo uld need to kee p the refresh cycles goi ng 
in so me way, and you wo uld have to keep 
yo ur circuit fro m interfe ring with the SA M 
chip 's o pera t io n. One fa lse m ove in th e t ran­
siti o n fro m o ne to th e o t her a nd you'll lose 
yo ur da ta fas ter tha n yo u ca n say "6883 !" 

Higher Resolution

The 
CoCo and most other personal computers 
use a spec ia l disk co ntro lle r chip, and these 
are usually designed to use a s tandard for­
mat deve lo ped by IBM some 10 years ago 
(a lth ough there are many variations and two 
d ifferent e ncod ing sc hemes used now). The 
App le II uses a ra ther in geni ous circuit that 
App le co-fo under Steve Wozniak d es igned 
usin g rea dily available ch ips; it has sto od the 
tes t of time so we ll th a t an improved sing le­
chip ve rsion is used in the new App le li e a nd 
Macintosh, but it doesn't seem to be compat­
ible with the "s tandard" disk controllers! 
(I'm sure that so me of the more intre pid 
hackers a mong us will tak e thi s as a dare 
ra ther th a n a fact of life; I 'd lik e to see so me­
bod y bridge this gap .)

Although the norm a l limit is 249 charac­
te rs, the EDIT mode will let you pack a few 
more characters on th e en d of a lin e, to a 
certain limit. Unfortunately , in a few 
ex trem e cases , packing to o many ex tra 
c haract ers into a line will prevent the "de­
tokeni zing" ro utine in BASIC from doing its 
j ob completely, a nd LLISTings and ASC II 
saves of the program will be missing a few 
characters. Those who are s ubmitting pro­
grams for publication in TH E RAINBOW 

should avoid a ny temptation to pack the 
program lines . Packing is done for two rea ­
so ns: t o reduce the minimum m e mory 
req uireme nts and to speed up execu ti on of 
th e progra m. In reality , it ha s only a minimal 
effect in this respect and hold s the pote ntia l 
for causing considerable problems. "S trip­
ping" utiliti es, programs espec ia lly designed 
to pack lines a nd remove unneeded spaces 
sho uld be used with caution, as programs 
ca n be "overpa cked," res ulting in characters 
being le ft out of scree n LISTs a nd LLIST­
ings- eve n though the characters, or co m­
mands, are actually in the program and 
workabl e. Wh en someo ne tri es to type in a 
li s ting tha t has been ove rpack ed , he will miss 
those few characters that a re dropped from 
the tail end of overpacked lines.

The problem yo u're having is due primar­
ily to the differe nce between the G erman 
PAL sys te m and th e Am e ri can NTSC 
(National T e lev is ion Systems Committee, 
an industry group) sys tem. PAL sta nd s for 
Phase Alternation Line, an d it is a modifica­
tion to th e NTSC sys tem to kee p the va ri ous 
s tages in the tra nsmiss ion chain from alte r­
in g th e co lors o f TV pictures (som ething 
m ost American s will te ll you ha p pens a ll too 
often here). The art ifact colors of red and 
blue, as I discussed in a previous co lumn, are 
ca used by the clots produced by the CoCo 
being locked to the color signal; in the PAL 
CoCo thi s is no longer so because of the 
phase a lte rnation , and the colors produced 
(the yellow and blue) change from line to 
lin e. Most European sets have a delay line to 
co mp lete the PAL erro r-ca ncella ti on pro­
cess; the d e lay line is filt e ring o ut most of th e 
fa lse co lo rs, as th e comb filter in some Amer­
ica n sets (based o n the sa me type of delay 
lin e) does on broadcast s ig na ls (but not 
CoCo displ ays) .

La rry, the 1.2 BAS IC ROM has nothing to 
do with OS-9, or your disk di·ive selection . 
T he prob lem of co mpatib ility with disk 
drives is a hardware problem. Radio S hack 
redesigned the newer disk co ntro ller (white 
case) so that 12 vo lts is no longer requited 
for opera ti o n , since the CoCo 2 no longer 
has 12 volts a t the ROM port . T he old er disk 
contro ller (gray case) required 12 vo lts for 
opera ti on. In a nutshell this mea ns yo u can 
use the new disk co ntrollers with the o ld 
CoCos but not vice versa. T he re is a way 
a round this problem , though. If yo u pur­
chase aM ulti-Pak Interface for your CoCo 2 
you can use the old disk contro ller s ince the 
rvi ulti-Pak Interface supplies the 12 vo lts 
necessa ry for proper operatio n.

• I am a frustrated programmer. I have 
done fairly well with BASIC programming 
and have jumped off the deep end into the 
world C! f'assembly language. With my trusty 
Ass e mbly Language Book by Wil/iani 
Barden, Jr., I have emered a quest of sleep­
less nights and much.fi'ustration. 

I wrote a simple BASIC program that uses 
Graphics, Pages one through seven to draw 
a panoramic scene. Theh I displayed Page 
eight with Pagefour memory transferred to 
Page eight mernory location; thus, PageJour 
is on the screen. With the leji or right arrow 
keys, I can panji·om leji to right and see all 
the landscape. But, I have to wait 15 seconds 
for the screen to shifi, eveh with POK E 
65495,0 . Thus, to give the program realism, I 
decided to make this my initial project .for 
using assembly language. I have learned 
that:

Structure Out Of Chaos: 
Building Logical Pathways 

58,752 sectors free 

I would bet that you would like to have this many sectors 
available when you use your computer. On our office 
system this is the humber of sectors available for our use, 

plus another 19,584 on the removable hard disk that is used 
for backup. Of course, I am talking about the Gimix IIi and 
a 19 meg hard disk. Now you can even get 47 and 72 meg 
hard dis ks. The 4 7 g ives you something like 130,000 free and 
the 72 about 240,000 free. That is an incredible amount of 
space. This all seems wonderful until you consider what 
happens when a dozen different people use the system at the 
same time with directories helter-skelter and files all over the 
place. Pretty soon you have thousands of files in hundreds of 
directories and nobody but nobody knows where anything 
is! 

This is the situation J found myself in a few months ago . 
We bought our Gimix Ill in January of 1983 and started 
using it right away. I had never had much experience with a 
mult iuser system before so I didn't have any clear idea how 
to set up the disk for use other than giving everyone a 
directory of their own and letting them have a go at it. Chaos 
soon prevailed when, after about I 0 months we started 
losing files on the disk. You knew you put it somewhere but 
you couldn't remeh1ber where or what name you used when 
you saved it. It was like trying to find a needle in a haystack. 

About 14 months from day one, I embarked on the pro­
ject of orga11izing this mess before it got totally out of hand. I 
started cleaning the disk of files that didn't need to be where 
they were . At the time I started there were almost 3,000 files

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in about 80 directories. When I finished there were a little 
over I ,000 files in only 65 directories. I did most of this by 
organizing the files into separate logical directories and then 
archiving some of those off to floppy disks. I also removed 
old files that were not heeded anymore. 

Since it was quite a task and it took a long time to 
complete, I didn't want to have to do it again so I worked on 
a structure to keep the disk orga nized and make it easier to 
both backup the disk and to properly archive the files from 
the disk. That would also make it easier to find things on the 
disk. 

I started off with some basic rules, then I tried not to break 
them wherever possible. However, sometimes that was not 
always practical. 

The rules: 

I) The "root" directory shouid only have other director­
ies, not files in it. This is a pretty solid rule. 

2) Directories of a like type should be grouped in maste r 
directories. For instance, the users' directory contains 
directories of each user. 

3) Master directories should be treated like root director­
ies and not have files in them. The idea is to make each 
directory reasonably small sb that it will be easy to find 
things by following a logical path. 

4) Groups of files of like type should be in directories of 
their own. 

5) Whenever thei·e are more f iles than can be displayed on 
the screen at one time with dir , it is time to consider 
breaking the directory up into smaller directories. 

Here is an example of the roo t directory of the hard disk: 
Master directories have a'*' after them.

The "CM OS," "DEFS" and "SYS" directories are famil­
iar to OS-9 users because all OS-9 systems have them. The 
CMOS directory has all the user commands in it. The DEFS 
directory has the system definitions in it and the SYS direc­
tory has things like the system password and other system 
stuff in it. SYS is for OS-9 system files such as "password" 
ahd "motd." 

SYSTEM is the superuser's master directory . USERS is a 
master directory and contains a directory for each logged-on 
user type which I will also explain later. The INVOICE, 
MAILING and M !NT directories are our business director­
ies. INVOICE is the series of business programs for our 
office. MAILING is our mailing list and MINT is for our 
dental office package that is under development. STY is a 
directory that is needed by the Stylo word processor. They 
should have put it in the SYS directory which would have 
made my disk neater. LIB is used by the c programming 
language. SPELL is for the DynaSpell spelling checker and, 
like Stylo should be in the SYS directory. M ISC is a catchall 
to prevent things from being dumped into the root directory 
when someone is in a hurry . 

Here is a "dir" of the SYSTEM directory: 

directory of SYSTEM 23:41:55 

STAGING SOURCE BOOT ARCHIVE 
BACKUP 

STAGING is a directory used to dump new software in 
preparation for installing it on the system. Once installed, it 
would then be deleted from STAGING. SOURCE is a 
directory of system source code. BOOT is the directory of 
files that are used to create a new OS-9 Boot. As new 
versions of OS-9 are released they can be installed from this 
directory . 

ARCHIVE is a directory of files or commands that we 
want to remove from the system but are not quite sure we 
should. This would be where we would put a copy of a n old 
program when we install a new version. In case the new one 
doesn't work we can retrieve the old one from ARCHIVE. 
Files in this directory should be deleted on a regular basis . 

BACKUP is a directory that is logged into by other than 
the superuser. Special programs let any use r do a major 
backup of the system as the superuser, but under program 
control to prevent damage. This was done so that I would 
not have to be stuck with backing up the system. A user logs 
in as " backup" and he j she is presented with a menu and 
instructions on what to do to run the backup procedures. 

This is a directory of the USERS directory: 
(Note: all of these are "master" directories.)

To be in this directory, a directory has to be one that is 
logged into. By that I mean that these are the default data 
directory upon login. The names of the directories follow the 
actual users' names until you get to LETTERS. 

LETTERS conta ins answers to customers' letters in a 

special DynaStar mail / merge format. FLEX is the directory 
for 0-Fiex. MANUALS contains directories of the various 
manuals t hat we are working on. SOFTNEWS contains 
directories of each issue of our new SoftNews publication. 

This is an example of a users' directory:

MJSC ARCHIVE DOC 

MISC is a "catchall" to prevent garbage cluttering up the 
master directory . ARCHIVE is used to hold files previous to 
deleting them. DOC is for various documents such as letters, 
memos, etc. The individual may and should use other direc­
tories to prevent clutter from obscuring what is in hi s / her 
directory. 

All users except the superuser log on into the user direc­
tory under the name they logged on as. The superuser logs 
on into the SYSTEM directory as user zero. The exception 
is the "backup" user who logs on into SYSTEM/ BACKUP 
as the superuser for backup purposes. 

System protection prevents anybody except the superuser 
from accessing the SYSTEM directory. 

Here is a map of the system disk.

--f infers that the directory has only files in it. 

We have been using this system for about a month and so 
far it is working very well. I hope that in a year fro m now I 
will be able to find this file without too much trouble. Let's 
see , I put it under M iSC, or was it in the SOFTNEWS 
directory? Well , you can see that it is not going to be easy to 
keep track of files, even with this setup. 

Put a filter in your pipe 
OS-9 has a neat feature where you can redirec t the output 

of a program somewhere else. Gee, that's nice , but what can 
be done with it? You can, of course, direct it to a printer or a 
file, but you can also direct it through a filter before going to 
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the printer or anywhere else for tha t matter. This is ca lled 
"piping" a nd is simiiar to a regular pipe if you think of the 
data as water in the pipe and the filter program as a filt er in 
tli e pipe that w\11 do something to the water as it passes 
through. Got the idea? Suppose you wanted to remove all 
the line feeds ($bA) from a tex t fil e befo re going to the 
printer. Normal ly you wou ld write a program to read in the 
file, remove the line ,feeds, then write it out to another fil e. 
With OS-9 you could use the same program without the fil es 
aild do the sa me thing. 

Standard input and standard output 
When programs refer to using these two things it mea ns 

that I I 0 (input / out put) can be redirected and used in a pipe. 
"L ist" is one of these commands as we ll as " build."Try this, 
first build a file with build lik e so : 

OS9:build junk 
'?junk 
?junk 
? junk 
') 

Then do this: 

OS9:1ist junk ! build test 
? ? ? ') 
OS9: list test 

junk 
junk 
junk 

Wasn't tli at an interes ting ahd useful thing to do? Here is 
what happened . First we crea ted a file called appropriate ly 
"junk," then we listed that file through a pipe(!) to "build" 
which crea ted a file called "test" that had what "junk" had in 
it. The'?' appeared on the screen because we did hot change 
the output of "build," it still went to standard output (the 
screen) . If you typed this: 

OS9:1istjunk! build tes t > test! 

the sa me thing would have happened except that the"????" 
would end up in the fil e called "test I." If you have "U tiliX" 
which ha s a utility called "we" that counts words then yciu 
could have typed: 

OS9:1ist jLihk! build test! we 

and "wc"would have reported that you had 8 characters arid 
4 words with 0 lines from the '?'s. 

All o f the a bove is quite use less of course but it is just a n 
exa mple of how pipes work a nd how 1/ 0 redirection can be 
used to do sonie fun things.

PERSONABLE PASCAL 

Expressions 
And Statements 

F or many programmers, the real "beef" of a program is 
in its executable statements. These statements direct 
the computer to actually perform a task . Without 

them, the program (and computer) would be useless. PAS­

CAL has many diffe~ent types of executable statements and a 
powerful expression syntax for use within these statements. 

In the last column, we saw that a PASCAL program is 
divided into two major sections: 

PROGRAM (header) ; 
(declaration statements) 

BEGIN 
(executable statements) 

END. 

We also learned about some of the fundamental statements 
for declaring data and operating on it. As you can see above , 
the executable statements are those between the BEG IN and 
END. They are executed sequentially beginning with the 
statement immediately following the BEGIN and continue 
until the END statement is readw<:l. 

One statement that every programming language has is an 
assignment statement. For example: 

Sum :=Amount + 5; 

This statement contains a variable (Sum) which is to receive 
a new value , an assignment operator( :=) and an expression 
(Amount+ 5) which represents the value to be assigned.

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Expressing Yourself 
Expressions in PASCAL are similar to those in BASIC. 

However , the rules of precedence are not the same, and in 
many situations you need parentheses in PASCAL where you 
do not need them in BASIC. The following is a list of opera­
tors in order of precedence (highest is first) for Real , Integer 
and Boolean expressions: 

Unary Operator: 
NOT Boolean Logical Negate 

Multiplying Operators: 
* Multiply, Real or Integer 
I Real Divide 
DIY Integer Divide, Quotient 
MOD Integer Divide, Remainder 
AND Boolean Logical And 

Addition Operators 
+ Addition, Real or Integer 

Subtraction, Real or Integer 
OR Boolean Logical Or 

Relational Operators 
Equals 

< Less Than 
> Greater Than 
<> Not Equals 
< = Less Than or Equal 
> = Greater Than or Equal 

Note that not all the operators can be used with the 
different data types. For example, AND, OR , and NOT can 
only be used with Boolean data (or expressions), DIY and 
MOD operators are only allowed with Integer data and 'j' 
always produces a Real result even if either or both operands 
are Integer. All relational operators can be used with any 



simple data type and produce a Boolean result. 
As a result of all these rules, we can see some similarities 

and differences with BASIC . For example: 

R + 13 I 2 
I 

The Integer constants 13 and two (Real constants have 
decimal points in them, i.e ., 13) are converted to Real , 
divided, and the quotient is added to R. The following legal 
BASIC expression: 

R=3.5 AND I=2 

is not a legal PASCAL expression. This is because the AND 
operator has a higher level of precedence in PASCAL than it 
does in BASIC implying that the Real constant 3.5 should be 
ANDed with the Integer variable I before the first= compar­
ison is done. To make this expression legal , we must add 
some parentheses: 

(R=3 .5) AND (I=2) 

This forces the= comparisons to be completed first, provid­
ing two Boolean results which can then be ANDed together. 
In the following Boolean expression: 

Bl OR B2 AND NOT B3 

The Unary operation NOT is performed first followed by 
the AND and finally the OR operation. 

In addition to these, there is also the relational operator 
IN for Sets . We will learn about Sets in a future column. 

Compounding The Problem 
In the last column we saw that the IF statement in PASCAL 

looks like this : 

IF (Boolean expression) THEN (statement) 
[ ELSE (statement)] 

The only problem with this is that many times you want to 
execute many statements as the result of a test in an IF 
statement. In BASIC, you can do this by making a long line 
and separating the statements with colons . In PASCAL, you 
use the BEG IN statement: 

BEGIN 
(statement) ; 

(statement) 
END 

This is called a compound statement and allows you to inse~t 
many statements into the program at any point that a single 
statement is allowed. All the statements inside the BEG IN 
END are sequentially executed. Although standard PASCAL 

syntax does not allow a semicolon following the last state­
ment, most PASCAL implements a null statement which 
allows you to include the last semicolon. 

In our IF statement, we can therefore do the following: 

IF (R=3 .5) AND (I>=2) THEN BEGIN 
Sum := Amount + 5; 
IF Sum= 200 THEN Amount:= 3; 
END 

ELSE Sum :=Amount - 5; 

The Boolean expression (R=3.5) AND (1>=2) is evaluated 
and if True the compound statement following the THEN is 
executed. If the Boolean expression is False then the state­
ment following the ELSE is executed. This ELSE imme­
diately follows the END of the compound statement. 

Inside the compound statement you see another IF state­
ment. This ability to allow any number of any type of 
statement at any point in your program is one of three major 
constructs in the PASCAL language that makes writing struc­
tured programs easy. 

Easy Loops 
The second major structured programming construct of 

PASCAL is its looping statements (the third construct is 
Procedures / Functions which will be described in a future 
column). In addition to the standard FOR statement which 
we talked about last time, PASCAL has two conditional 
looping constructs: 

WHILE (Boolean expression) DO (statement) 
REPEAT (statement; ... ; (statement) UNTIL (Boolean 

expression) 

The WHILE statement repetitively executes the state­
ment following the DO as long as the value of the Boolean 
expression is true. An equivalent IF and GOTO setup would 
look like this: 

100: IF (Boolean expression) THEN BEGIN 
(statement); 
GOTO 100; 
END; 

The REPEAT statement repetitively executes the state­
ments between the REPEAT and UNTIL, until the Boolean 
expression is False. An equivalent IF and GOTO setup for 
the REPEAT looks like this : 

I 00: (statement) ; 

(statement); 
IF NOT (Boolean expression) THEN GOTO 100; 

The primary difference between the two statements is 
when the Boolean expression is evaluated . Because it is 
evaluated first in the WHILE statement, the statement fol­
lowing the DO may never be executed (much like the THEN 
part of an IF statement). Whereas in the REPEAT state­
ment , the statements between the REPEAT and UNTIL are 
guaranteed to execute at least once since the Boolean 
expression is not evaluated until the end of the loop. For 
example: 

WHILE R > 3 DO R := R- 2; 
REPEAT R := R- 2 UNTIL R < = 3; 

You will notice that if R has an initial value of three going 
into each of the above loops , it will come out with a different 
value three in the WHILE and one in the REPEAT. 

Multiple Choice 
Making a comparison and choosing between two courses 

of action is what the IF statement is all about. But some­
times you need to choose between more than two courses of 
action. This is where the CASE statement comes in: 
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CASE (ordinal expression) OF 
(constant), ... ,(constant) : (statement); 

(constant), ... ,( constant) : (statement) 
END 

ln thi s statement , the ordinal express ion (cannot be a Real 
type) is eva luated a nd then compared with each of the 
constants. If a match is found, then only the statement 
corresponding to the constant is executed a nd control then 
fa ll s through to the statement following the CASE. In 
sta ndard PASCA L, if none of the constants are eq ual to the 
value of the express ion, the result of the CASE is undefined . 
However, in most PASCALs the result is that no statement is 
executed . 

M a ny PASCAL compilers ex tend the CASE statement 
with a n ELSE·or OTHERWISE clause: 

CASE (ordina l expression) OF 
(constant) , .. . ,(constant) : (statement); 

(constant), ... ,(constant) : (sta tement)

statement following the ELSE is executed. For example: 

CASE Ch OF 
'A',"E'," I',"O','U': I :== I ; 
'Y': I:= 3 
ELSE I:= 4

In this example , Chis a Char type variable and we want to 
know if it is vowel, a 'Y' or a consonant and the va lue of the 
varia ble 'I ' is set accordingly. 

Example Program 
This example progra m finds the prime factors of an 

integer. F irst it prompts you for the number to be factored 
a nd then checks to see if the number is negative. If so, it 
negates it (makes it positive) a nd displays a factor of - 1. 
T hen it begins trying all the prime numbers (and some that 
a re not prime numbers) up to the square root of the number. 
Each time that it finds a factor that will divide evenly into the 
number, it divides the number by that factor (more tha n 
once if possible) and displays that factor as well as the 
number of occurrences of that factor. 

This continues until a factor is picked which is greate r 
than the sq ua re root of the remaining number. If the remain­
ing number is greater tha n one, then it is the last prime 
factor.

Dr. Pass noted that the new RS-232 

module worked , but he thought you 
wou ld be interested in these improve­
ments.

When Helmrich cod ed the original 
GETSTA routine , he set it up so tha t 
OS-9 wou ld always return a "ready" 
indicator , whether or not the queue had 
any characters in it. Bud needed a valid 
ready indication to work with a termi­
nal program he was getting ready for the 
market so he added five lines of code to 
GETST A. Here's the new version:

Finally, Bud gave me some informa­
tion about an undocumented change in 
some OS-9 serial drivers. He says that if 
there are characters in an input queue, 
the carry bit is cleared in response to a 
G ETST AT call. But , the B-register con­
tains the number of characters in the 
queue, not zero, as specified in the 
manuals.

Assembly Language Tips 
We have received many letters asking 

us to give some assembly language tips 
to beginners. To do this , I cut some 
pieces out of DynaSpell. We'lllook at a 
routine at a time and see if we can help 
clear up a few of your questions regard­
ing assembly language programs for 
OS-9. We assume that you have looked 

over the Radio Shack manuals and have 
a general idea of how the system works . 
We'll start at the beginning of a pro­
gram. Fair enough?

The first line above tells ASM the 

name of the program. Several lines 
later, the pseudo operator TTL gives it 
some more information to print in the 
header of your listing. 

Make special note of the lines that 
say, IFPl ... ENDC. The IFPI condi­
tional tells AS M to use the lines between 
it and the ENDC if the assembler is on 
its first pass. That's why you don't see 
the "USE/ DO / DEFS / OS9DEFS" line 
in listings that are output from ASM. 
The actual listing of the programis done 
during ASM's second pass . 

The line with the label PROG is used 
to tell ASM how to set up the module 
header in yo ur program. If you read a 
lot of OS-9 programs you'll notice that 
the MOD line in all programs is almost 
the same. Us ually, only the name of the 
program you are reading has been 
changed. In a nutshell, SPLEND causes 
ASM to form a double byte equal to the 
length of the program. It's actually the 
offset from the beginning of the module 
to the label SPLEND. Remember, OS-
9 programs always start at zero.

·Continuing across the line, SPLNAM 
forms two bytes holding the offset from 
the start of the module to the label , 
SPLNAM . A few single bytes follow 
that tell OS-9 what type of program it is, 
i.e., 6809 object code, BASIC09 1-code, 
etc. 

Finally, at the end of the MOD line 
you'll see the labels SPELL and 
SPLMEM . SPELL causes ASM to 
form a double byte that contains the 
offset from the beginning of the module 
to the start of the executable code in the 
module and SPLMEM tells OS-9 how 
much memory the program needs to 
run. 

Notice that with OS-9 you always use 
two memory areas when you run a pro­
gram. One area contains the program, 
the other the data used by the program. 
Nothing in the program area can change 
during execution. That is why all varia­
bles must be defined and stored in the 
data area . The line , "SPLMEM EQU ." 
tell s AS M that this is the end of the data 
area. 

Lines containing the USE pseudo 
operator tell AS M to insert the code 
contained in the file named in place of 
the line. USE follows all standard OS-9 
rules, i.e., if a filename only is given, it is 
assumed to be located in the user's cur­
rent data directory. If a full pathlist is 
given, it will read the file using that 
path list. 

Notice that since the DEFS files are 
most always located in the DEFS direc­
tory on device I DO, you usually need to 
use a full path list to reach them. The 
other USE lines in the code above are 
filenames only, therefore they are read 
from the current data directory. The 
source code to DynaSpe/1 contains more 
than a dozen USE files . 

Finally, notice the line containing the 
EMOD operator. It tells OS-9 that this 
is the end of the program and automati­
cally generates the modules CRC and 
inse rts it at this point in the object code. 
Let's look at some more code:

This code is contained in a USE file I 
called DPEQUATES. The file holds the 
names and locations of all constants 
and variables in DynaSpe/1. This means 

that I can go into this one file and edit a 
single constant instead of editing the 
same constant everywhere it appears in 
a program. 

After it has read the lines above, 
ASM will substitute the decimal num­
ber 7 evJry time it sees the word BELL. 
Likewise, it will put the value I 0 decimal 
or A hexadecimal in the object code 
everytime it sees the word LF. Moving 
right along. ·

The code above shows you a handy " 
way to define a string using ASM . The 
label RDICST marks the beginning of a 
string definition. When printed, it will 
display the words between the slashes 
on your terminal. The trick can be 
found at the label RDILEN . It com­
putes the length of the string by sub­
tracting the location of the beginning of 
the string and two additional bytes from 
its location. Notice also that this value is 
stored by the assembler at the label 
RDICST by the FDB pseudll operator. 
Okay, you say, but how do we print this 
string?

This routine does the job. We call it 
with the 6809's X-register pointing to 
the location of the length of the string, 
RDICST in this case. Then, we must 
push the value of the A-register andY­
register on to the stack. We're going to 
need them later. 

This done, we can load theY -register 
with the length of the string. We do this 
by loading it with the value stored at an 
offset of zero from the X-register. 
Remember, we entered this routine with 
the X-register pointing to- or contain­
ing - the location of RDICST, the 
string length. 

Notice now that when we loaded the 
length of the string in the Y -register we 
also incremented the X-register twice. 
This means that it is now pointing to the 
first character in our string. In this case 
that character is a carriage return . 

We nGw load the OS-9 path number 
into the A-register and make a call to 
the operating system with the line, "OS9

If there is an error, OS-9 wi ll 
return with the carry set and we go 
worry about it . Otherwise, we simply 
return by pulling the values of the two 
registers we stored and the program 
counter off the stack. The string will 
have been printed to the output path 
named in opath. 

How do we get a single character 
from the standard input path - key­
board? How do we print a single charac­
ter, a carriage return and line feed or, 
even a decimal number? Read on.

First, to get a character we ca ll the 
routine "keyin." It saves the required 
6809 registers on the stack, gets a char­
acter from the routine "getchr," puts 
that character on the stack and returns 
by pulling all the registers including the 
program counter. The character is in the 
6809's A-register when we return from 
"keyin." 

"Getchr"shows how you set up a rou­
tine to get a single character from the 
standard input path. Remember , most 
of the t ime you can equate standard 
input path with keyboard. When you 
use the OS9 l$READ ca ll , the X-register 
must point to a buffer in memory where 
you are going to store the character. The 
A-register must contain the path num­
ber. 

Remember, the standard input path 
is always zero. Notice also that !$READ 
leaves the character stored at "chrbuf" 
so we must load it into the A-register 
before we return. 

When you get a chance, check the 
description of the l$READ call in the 
manua l - the Blue one - and you'll 
find that you can read any number of 
characters at a time. The number is put 
in the Y -register before the ca ll . 
"Getchr" is a special case that reads only 
one character. 

You can speed up your programs by 
reading or writing more than one char­
acter at a time . Let's take a look at a 
routine that puts out a single character.

The output routines are almost the 
direct opposite of the getchr routine. 
The only difference - they use the OS9 
!$WRIT ca ll instead of l$READ . 
"Pcrlf" gives you an easy way to output 
a carriage return and linefeed to the 
standard output path . The names of 
these rout ines should be familiar to 
FLEX programmers. Effective ly they 
are OS-9 ro utines to emulate the equiv­
alent FLEX subroutine calls. Here's a 
bonus for the month, a routine to put 
out a decima l number.

Sometimes you will want to change 
the status of a device descriptor from 
within your assembly language pro­
gram.

The routine above uses OS-9's get sta­
tus ca ll to retrieve the table in memory 
that holds device descrip tor data. You 
must tell it where to save the informa ­
ti on. We put it in a buffer named sta­
pa k,u. Once we have the informati on 
stored in a buffer we can mod ify it. 

F irst, we retrieved the pause cond i­
tion and saved it so that we co uld res­
tore everything to the sa me cond iti on 
when we ex it our program. We knew it 
was located at an offse t of seven from 
the beginning of the table from reading 
the blue b()ok . 

Then, we set the pause location to 
-pause, or ze ro, wit h the "c lr 7,x" in­
struction and did the sa me wit h the " If" 
location . After storing the co ndition we 
wanted in our tab le we cop ied that table 
back int o OS-9 's tab le by se tting up a nd 
iss uing the I$sstt, or se t status call. 

Tha t takes care of the initial tab le 
change. When we leave the program we 
must put everything back the way it 
was. Here's the way we did it during a 
normal ex it from th e program . Of 
course, we used a sim ila r rou tine wh en 
we needed to exit beca use of an error.

The code above sets up a ca ll to a she ll 
that runs the OS -9 dir utili ty . D I R must 
be in memory or in your current execu­
tion directory when the cod e ru ns. T he 
instructions that load the registe rs show 
how you tell OS-9's F$FO RK what 
process yo u wa nt to s ta rt. " Leax 
shlstr ,pcr" points to a string in memory 
that hold s the characters: s-h-e-1-1. The 
eighth bit is se t on the las t " 1". This is 
how OS-9 knows that it is at the end of 
the name. 

By the sa me token we point the U­
register to the location of our pa rameter 
string - th e name of t he program we 
wan t our new shell to execute. In this 
case the string con tains the letters , d-i-r, 
fo llowed by a ca rri age return. You can 
find the actual strings in the first assem­
bly code in this tutorial. 

After we ma ke the F$FORK ca ll we 
tell DynaSpe/1 to go to sleep a nd wait 
for our new shell to die. We do this with 
the OS9 F$ WAIT call. Here's how it 
works. When the DIR command is fin­
ished the shell that ran it will die and 
se nd a signa l to OS-9 to Wl:lke up the 
process tha t ca lled it. 

As we wrap up our assembly lan­
guage tutor ia l we'll give yo u three more 
routines to pond er. Hopefully you' ll 
lea rn how to check for and handle an 
end -of-fi le co ndition, open a file so you 
can write info rmati on to it a nd make 
simple menu se lections.

More Benchmarks 
T he following procedures show yo u 

the similarity between a BASIC09 pro­
gram and a c program. They a lso show 
you the speed difference between two 
programs running on the same machine. 

Since BAS IC09 is interact ive it is a 
ha nd y tool to use to deve lop an a lgo­
rithm. Once the program flows smooth­
ly, you can recode it in c a nd pick up the 
speed, etc. 

The routines came from Tim Grovac 
who rewrote them from a By te maga­
zi ne published last yea r. First, let's loo k 
at the run times. The BASIC09 procedure 
below takes 86 seconds to run o n a 
Co lor Comp ut e r, 39 seconds o n a 
G 1M IX Level I I system running at two 
mega hertz. The C code execl.\ted in 33 
second s on my Co lor Computer. It took 
only 15 seconds on the GIMIX . 

How do we stack up to th e CP I M 
crowd? When Tim ran the sa me proce­
dure on a four mega hertz Compustar 
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Because of the immense popularity of Simulations and the superior quality of the programs submitted in 
last year's competition, THE RAINBOW has announced plans for the Second Annual Simulation Contest.

T he 
rema inder will be added · to the FHL 
lineup soo n. 

We wo n't be a ble to go into a lot of 
deta il this month beca use we're st ill test­
ing a nd we're out of space, but in a 
nutshell , Brian's programs a ll obey the 
UN IX co nvent ions. Each one of his OS-
9 ut ili ties uses the sa me co mmand line 
and does the same thing as it s UNIX 
eq uiva lent. He did them in assemb ly 
language so they are a lso an order of 
magnitude shorter tha n the UNIX ver­
sions which a re written in c. 

T hese too ls recognize the meta char­
acters a nd regular ex press ions we wrote 
abo ut the too lkit from Microware. In 
fact , Bria n has add ed a utilit y ca lled 
MET A that preprocesses meta charac­
ters for commands that don't recognize 
them.
