Graphics Pak o r with disk grap hics softwa re. 

Radi o S hack has re leased a set of screen 
print utilities (Cat. No. 26-3121 ), which a re 
des igned to work with their co lor printers 
a nd the DMP 120. 

As you will recall , RAM space is reserved 
starting at loca tion &H600 for graphics 
pages. The Graphics Pak and d isk graphics 
routines place the com pleted graphs there 
fo r sto rage and for printing lo the screen and 
to a printer. Clearing the routines fro m 
memory does not disturb a ny information 
placed in the grap hics page area until a new 
program is loca ted there or space is reserved 
for another g rap hics page; so that it is possi­
b le to genera te a gra ph , load a no ther pro­
g ram a bove th e reserved graphics area a nd 
enter the reserved graphics page area for the 
information to be printed. 

To print a graph generated by the d isk 
graphics routine, draw the grap h and display 
it on the screen, re turn to the menu , and ex it 
to BAS IC. Then load the screen print utility, 
BWDUM P, execute it arid print your grap h. 

An interesting project for someone out 
there wo uld be to rep lace the print subro u­
tine in the disk g raph ics program wi th the 
screen print utilit y to provide a one-step 
process for us ing the DMP 120.

RAINBOWfests seem to be getting bigger and better all the time. So, plan to join 
us this second "season." Details and an order form for tickets are inside this month's 
issue . 

Welcome to our Education Issue! As readers from a year ago may remember, last 
year's education issue was one of the most exciting that we have ever had - and , it 
also contained news of the CoCo 2. I thought Fred Crawford did a wonderful job of 
combining education and the Color Computer 2 (and 64K CoCo) news with his 
September 1983 cover - of a "blackboard breakthrough." 

This September, we have no news comparable to last year's CoCo 2 announce­
ment, but we do have something new. In telling you about it, I would like to set the 
stage just a bit. 

Th ose of you who follow the words in this space from time to t ime may be aware 
that I hold the notion of Reader Service in something less than high regard. The 
reason is a simple one - I do not see reader service as reader service, but as a service 
to an advertiser and, additionally, as a selling tool for those who hawk advertising 
space. At the same time, I do not think that Reader Service is of much benefit to the 
advertiser, either. 

In short, as I have said before, Reader Service is really "Magazine Service." It 
helps the magazine by making the reader think he or she is getting something extra 
and it also helps the magazine sell advertising space. 

In truth, it does not help the reader. For one thing, the reader's expectation is that 
he or she will get a lot of additional information simply by circling a number on a 
card or calling a toll-free telephone answering service. Usually, the reader won't get 
too much additional information - sometimes less information than is in an 
advertisement - and he or she will have to wait a couple of months for what does 
finally arrive. 

I remember the first time I filled out a Reader Service card . It was from By te and 
it took about six weeks to get the first response. I'd almost forgotten what I asked 
about when the responses started to arrive. And some of them never came (more on 
this la ter). 

From the advertiser's point of view, it usually takes a long time to get Reader 
Service responses from a company and, often, the reader asks for so many different 
things that the firm wonders whether the reader is really interested or just wants to 
get some maiL In the trade, these folks are called "lonely hearts" - all they want is a 
full mailbox. 

And, for that reason, some companies do not respond to Reader Service at a lL 
The ·reason is that it costs money to mail a response - and the response rate to 
mailings from Reader Service is astonishingly low. 

Those are the reasons that we have never been fond of Reader Service. But , I will 
admit that, properly handled, Reader Service can be a service to the reader. We 've 
come up with a plan which we intend to implement in the next month or so. 

We intend to begin inserting a Reader Service form in THE RAINBOW. But this 
one will be a little different. First of all, it won't be a postage-paid card , but a form 
on a regular page . Second, we will ask that you send $1 with the form. The reason 
for this is not to make some money for us , but to determine that the respondent is 
really interested in hearing about products. Third, we will limit the number of 
inquiries per form to 15 . This means that we will return any forms which have more 
than 15 responses (we'll send back the $1, too). 

On the other side of the ';coin, we have found a firm which will handle these 
requests for us on a weekly b;;tsis - which means the advertiser will get the labels in 
quick order. And, we will 1tequire anyone participating in our Reader Service 
program to promise to respc}nd to all queries they receive on a timely basis. 

The way I look at this , we'~e "charging" the reader $1 .20 ($1 for the service and 20 
cents for the stamp) to get i\lformation on as many as 15 products. While that isn't a 
lot of money, it is somethin~ other than just filling out a card and dropping it in the ·

Also, 
while you will need to remove unneeded spaces, do not pack lines so much that 
we cannot LIST or LLIST the entire line. Let's keep documentatio n to the 
famou s 25 words or less - preferably none. A short title for the program might 
hint at what it is to do, but it should be, for the most part , self-explanatory. 

Magazine people have too many deadlines already. Let's not have one. This 
may become a "standing contest." Format? Well, if you're serious about win­
ning, I suggest the program be on cassette. A printout isn't needed , but wouldn't 
hurt either. Any explanation and title should be included in a very legible cover 
letter. 

Prizes. Maybe an advertiser or two will read this and offer to donate some 
prizes . Otherwise, we 'II come up with something you '!I like . I-{ ow many winners? 
Well, as I see it, we'll pick winners as they come in - and if your entry is judged a 
winner, we'll give you a prize and publish your program in the magazine. By the 
way, we will consider your act of entering the contest as consent to publish your 
immortal routine . 

That's enough "official stuff." No, let's add that employees and associates of 
THE RAINBOW can enter, too. We won't even make this offer void in Nebraska. 
The more winners , the merrier. So, off we go ... and, ... announcing the first 
winner! It's Tim Skene, of Montrea l, Quebec, whose program, Spirales, appears 
on Page 269 of this issue . Congratulations, Tim! Yours is the best (and only) 
entry we've received so far. 

Speaking of contests, our Adventure judges are pressing onward- but there 
are so many entries. We know you're anxious to hear the results. We'll announce 
the winners as soon as we can - possibly in our October issue, but we likely will 
have to wait until November.

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Role Playing Games 
Are Not Computer Games 

Role playing games are not computer games. A role 
playing game is an interacti on between playe rs, who 
operate cha racters, and a ga me maste r, who runs the 

world in which the adventures occur. Most of the play is 
ve rba l exchange. The players tell the game mas ter what their 
characters want o r intend to do. The ga me master then tells 
them if they can or may do it o r, if not , why not and what 
might ha ppen instead. Much time is spent consulting rule 
books. A game player may come equipped with a suitcase 
full of books to be co nsulted regularly during game play. 

The ga me master creates the game world and stocks it 
with cha llenges, puzz les, traps, haza rd s, adversaries, and 
surpr ises . She or he runs the ga me wo rld fairly and with 
imagination , making it interesting, cha llenging, and fun for 
the players. The game master has, a nd frequently consults, 
many rule books. 

The players play the ir characters as the characters are. 
That's the idea : role playing. Get into the role. Play the 
cha racter as if the character has a life of her, his, or its own. 
If your cha racter is a barbaria n warrior o f ave rage inte lli­
gence, act like a barbaria n warrior of ave rage intelligence. If 
your character is a rogue, play the pa rt. If your character is a 
hobbit, be a hobbit. You might even be a wizard , an elf, a 
dwarf - play the role! 

At its best, a role play ing game is interact ive storytelling in 
which everyone contributes to the telling, or improvisa-

tiona! thea ter, spontaneously created by the interplay of 
ga me master and game playe rs. Players and game master 
control and play characters within the rules of the game 
system. 

Most rule systems use dice to determine the outcome of 
event s. A character has many sk ill s. For each skill, a charac­
ter has a success percentage that determines the proba bil ity 
of success or failure under norma l conditions. The game 
maste r may increase or decrease this probability if condi­
tions are unusual. 

Dice might be used to find ou t whether something ha p­
pened or didn't happen. Did a character successfull y open a 
door, o r find a hidden object , or hea r a monster sneak ing up 
behind her or him? Roll dice to find out. 



Dice are used to determine success or failure in using 
weapons. If a weapon attack is successful, dice are used to 
determine how much damage is inflicted. If a character can 
use magic, dice are used to determine whether a spell is cast 
successfully and what its effects an~. In playing a game, you 
will spend much time rolling dice and interpreting the results 
of a roll. 

The Game World 
Role playing games are usually played by people sitting 

around a large table . To help players visualize the game 
world, the game master may use a game board. A game 
board might be simply a large sheet of paper on which the 
game master reveals portions of the game world as the 
characters, run by the players, make their successful explo­
rations . As the game progresses, more and more of the game 
master's world becomes visible on the game board . 

And what might that be? 

A dungeon - a network or labyrinth of rooms , or 
caves , or whatever fiendish structure the game master 
contrives . . Enter at your own risk - you might find 
monsters to .. flee or overcome, treasures to acquire (if 
you can defeat the monsters), problems to solve (solve 
problem , get treasure), or cleverly contrived traps to 
ensnare the unwary. 

A map of a wilderness area in which an outdoor adven­
ture occurs. Of course, many areas are marked as 
"unknown," "p~rilous," "No one has ever returned 
from here," or "Beware! Dragons be here." 

A map of a village, town, or city. An adventure might 
begin in such a place or occur there. Adventurers need 
provisions , equipment , weapons , knowledge , training, 
and other things that can be obtained in the places 
where people cluster. 

The floor plan of an inn or tavern, showing all things 
visible to a character who enters such a place . Where 
would your character li~e to sit in the tavern (perhaps 
away from those trolls over there)? Would your char­
acter like to stay at the inn tonight? If so, he or she can 
go upstairs ___:_ the game master draws (or shows a 
previously drawn) floor plan of the second story, 
except for that mysterious room in the northeast 
corner. 

The game master knows everything about the game 
world. Your character can learn about ti)e game world only 
by exploring, asking questions, taking risks , guessing cor­
rectly . 

As you walk into the game room, you see several people 
sitting around a large table. They are obviously having a 
good time. Curious, you approach . On the table you see a 
map. You look more closely. Yes, there on the map are 
sever(}! tiny figures. Each figure represents a character run 
by one of the players. Other figures represent NPCs , non­
player characters , controlled by the game master. 

It seems that a fight (called a melee) is in progress . The 
adventurers, figures controlled by the players , have been 
attacked by a bunch of nasties (NPCs) controlled by the 
game master. The battle rages as you watch . Players reach 
out and move their figures , roll dice, yell instructions, mut­
ter to themselves. The game master, likewise, manipulates 
the NPCs. Who will win? Stay, watch , and find out. 

The game board is usually populated by lead , plastic, or 
paper figures that repr.esent the characters controlled by (he 
players and the game master. Hundreds of figures are possi­
ble: humans , hobbits, elves , dwarfs, orcs , trolls , intelligent 
ducks , dragons (or course!) , and dozens of other mundane 
or fantastic creatures. 

Players move figures on the game board as a chess player 
moves chess pir:;ces on the chess board. Your character's 
position on the game board shows her or his relationship to 
other characters and what might be possible or impossible in 
the next few seconds of game time. 

Game time is the time experienced by your character in 
the game world. How long (in game time) will it take for 
your character to reach the end of the hallway, a bout 30 feet 
away? How will other characters move while this is happen­
ing? Can your character fire an arrow at that nasty down the 
hall, or is the line of fire blocked by fellow adventurers? 

A fantasy role playing game might last a few hours or a 
few years. Players might meet once to play one game of three 
or four hours duration . Players might meet once a week for 
years. Each week , play continues from where it left off the 
previous week . 

Most players have several characters to play in games, just 
as an actor might play several roles on stage or screen , or an 
operatic performer might sing different roles at different 
times. 

However, there is one essential difference. In fantasy role 
playing, each character has his, her, or its own life which 
changes according to what happens to the character during a 
game. Characters become older during game play. A charac~ 
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ter can even die during a game, sometimes a sad experience 
for the real life person who is playing that character. Charac­
ters change during game play. So, for each character, a 
character sheet is maintained and updated after each game. 
As a character learns and grows, so does the character's 
record. Aha! An obvious application for our friendly CoCo. 

Computer-Based Adventure Games 
Fantasy role playing games have a great influence on 

computer games, but computers have had little impact on 
fantasy role playing games. There are two kinds of computer 
Adventure games: one deterministic, the other probabilistic. 

A deterministic Adventure game is the same each time 
you play it. Each game is a complex logical puzzle for the 
player to solve. If you succeed in decoding a game, you move 
on to another game, perhaps more difficult. A game may 
take a few hours to solve, or much longer. 

A probab.ilistic game is probably different each time you 
play. Events are determined partially by choices made by the 
player and partially by random choices made by the compu­
ter. Outcomes are determined partially py the player's skill 
and partially by luck. You create a character who explores a 
dungeon or other computer-contrived universe . You make 
decisions for your character who enjoys, or suffers, the 
consequences of your decisions. Play and see what happens. 
P lay again. Your character, or another character of your 
design, will probably experience a different sequence of 
events, even if you make the same decisions as before. 

We have received several adventures from Owls Nest and 
Prick ly-Pear. We'l l playtest them and tell you about them.

GameMaster's Apprentice - The Books 
Computer Adventure games are perhaps the most sophis­

ticated of computer games. However, they fall far short of 
the richness and complexity of a role playing game con­
ducted by a human Game Master. It is puf.zling that software 
designers and publishers have not developed software for 
home computers to assist" role playing game players in man­
aging fantasy worlds. Ten to 15 million people (our esti­
mate) play role playing games. The number of players is 
increasing rapidly. This may be a software market as large as 
the market for computer Adventure games. 

GameMaster's Apprentice software might include: 

- GameMaster's Dice. Role playing games use sev­
eral types of dice: four-sided, six-sided, eight-sided, 
I 0-sided, 14-sided and 20-sided. A rich world of 
probabil.ity, important to kids. 

- Simple worksheet programs to help optimize the 
design of characters or other artifacts used in role 
playing games. For example, starship design in the 
science fiction game Traveler. 

- Storing, retrieving, and managing information 
otherwise found in rulebooks, scenario packs , and 
other literature of role playing games. For exam­
ple: Character records, prices arid specifications of 
weapons, wages and prices in the city of Myboro in 
Wundervale, descriptions of magic spells, hard to 
remember rules and anything else that must be 
looked up during game play. 

- Programs to generate pronounceable random names 
for characters , according to a user ·selected con­
sonant vowel structure. 

- Programs to automate time-consuming game mech­
anics. For example, a conflict between two char­
acters or a melee involving several characters. 

- Names, addresses, and phone numbers of players, 
game masters, game publishers, game and hob by 
stores, and so on. 

Fantasy game worlds can indude everything known 
about real life, plus anything a player or game master can 
1magme. 

W,e are writing books and software, first for the CoCo, 
then for other computers. Our progress will be chronicled on 
these pages. Although written for children, these books will 
not be too difficult for adults. 

Taipan: A Game In Context 
If you have read Tai-pan by James Clavell, or Dynasty by 

Robert S. Elegant, you know something about the exotic 
"China Trade" of the 19th century. . 

European and American mi litary power had opened trade 
doors to China and Japan. Immense fortunes could be made 
by daring, adventurous men without ethical principles to 
hinder them . The China Traders were such men. They called 
themselves tai-pan. 

Tai is. Chinese for great or big or even supreme. Pan 
means leader or boss. Thus, a tai-pan is a big boss or great 
leader or perhaps supreme leader. Even today, the term is 
used for the heads of trading firms from Hong Kong to 
Singapore (read Clavell's Noble House , the sequel to 
Tai-pan). · 



In the China Trad~, the greater the risks, the greater tht; 
profits. The risks were more awesome than mere financial 
gain or loss - there was always a strong possibility of 
sudden unnatural death. 

The China Trader had to contend with pirates , the triads 
(Chinese secret societies) , and the vagaries of Mother 
Nature. But they dared. to do so, and great fortunes were 
made and lost . 

This is the context in which we will build a computer 
game. No Simulation game can take everything in a setting 
or environment into account. Tbink of the problems in 
creating a game in the China Trade context: the attitudes , 
behavior, economic and political power of thousands of 
people, the distribution of wharf rats throughout A~ia, tides, 
we;1ther ~onditions, what's happening elsewhere in the 
world, and so on. 

Obviously, we qm't put every factor into a single Simula­
tion game. Instead, we design a game that, when you play it, 
it fee is as thqugh these factors are part of your experience. In 
a well-done game, you will get caught up in the mystique. 
You will find yourself playing the role. 

"Motivating the player is the key 
to any good game. You don't hape 
to possess a degree in psychology 
to know some of the thi11:gs which 
motivate people." 

How? First, we can include a number of common events, 
such as b;1d weather, problems with . pests , and pirate 
a hacks , as fairly regl!lar situations. Second, we can create a 
number of rare events, such as random robberies, confisca­
tion of cargo by port al!thorities, dramatic rises or falls in 
prices of good~, etc., as repres~ntative of the vast nuJ11ber of 
things whic:h could actually happen in the "real world." 
· Using the built~ih "random number generator" of your 

CoCo, we can make some events happen quite regularly, 
while some other situations may not occur more than once 
in a blue moon, if at all , during any particular game. And we 
can set the probability of any event anywhere within a broad 
spectru!Tl of likelihood. · 

We also need to make the context of the game interac­
tively ''realistic." ln other words , the player should have a 
feeling that the "world" of the game reacts like the real world 
does . Fo~ example, the real world constantly seems to pres­
ent "trade-offs" - situations where we have choices between 
two or more alternatives, each of which has advantages and 
disadvantages . 

If you are on foot and need to cross a road against heavy 
traffic, you might havf!two choices: One choice might be to 
jaywalk across the road. The other option might be to gq 

down two blocks to a pedestrian overpass and cross there . 
With the first choice, you might cross the road much more 
quickly, thus saving some of your precious time - but you 
risk n"ot only getting a citation from a police officer, but 
getting killed as well. With the second choice, you cross the 
road legally and safely - bl!t use up more time. 

Now, add another factor: urgency. Suppose you have just 
been bitten by a poisonous snake, and the nearest hospital 
was across the road. Would you Jaywalk or take the over" 
pass? Or what if you had all the time in the world that day. 
Which route then? 

In a Contextual Computer Game, we can vary this factor 
of urgency. We can also vary the danger of the traffic, the 
pedestrian's ability to dodge cars, and even the safety of the 
overpass! Trade-offs - they 're vital factors in Contextual 
Computer Games, and we'll use them in Taipan . 

Motivating the player is the key to any good game. You 
don't have to possess a degree in psychology to know some 
oft he thingswhich motivate people. The desire for power, a 
lust for money, the drive for gaining respect, the pleasure of 
accomplishing something difficult - all these are common 
motivations. In Taipan , we are going to motivate the player 
with a combination of greed and pride. 

Greed is vital , because only with this can the player fit into 
the role of a taipan. That's what the player will be, a taipan. 
You may wonder how real greed could be generated in a 
mere game - after all , there's no real money involved. If 
you're thinking this, then just try to remember the last time 
you played Monopoly. After playing for a few minutes ,

If not, you're the excep­
tion , a nd ma ybe you didn't have much fun! 

But there's a vital factor here that can't be overlooked by 
any game designer: in a game (and ma ybe in life?), wealth, 
power. or any other reward , doesn't taste so sweet unless 
there was a struggle to ga in it. What would be the purpose of 
playing Solitaire with all the cards in the deck face up? There 
has to be uncertainty, conflict, and obstacles to overcome 
for any reward to actually feel like a reward . 

So, in our game, we've got to make the player struggle to 
satisfy greed . That struggle, if successfully carried out, will 
result in pride of accomplishment. 

Difficulty 
The degree of difficulty is perhaps the most troubleso me 

factor of all. A game designer has to get it just right. Too 
hard to play, and everyone h\}tes the game. Too easy, and 
people despise it for being trivial. And everyone has differ­
ent standards! It looks as though any game, at best, would 
appeal only to a certain segment, doesn't it? Not necessarily; 
by using the principle of trade-offs properly , a s ingle game 
can be a sort of "one-size-fits-all" proposition . 

Tai-pan is a game a nyo ne who can read and understand 
words and numbers , and can poke keys on a CoCo, has a 
good chance to win. It is also a game in which a Ph.D. with 
degrees in Asian studies, computer science, a nd accounting

The Memory Almost Full Condition 
When BAS IC's ava ila ble free memory 

is a lmost used up , a stra nge condition 
sometimes occurs. It ca n occur acc i­
dently , such as inside a program, while 
entering program lines, or on purpose, 
by: 

CL EAR O:CLEAR MEM-50 

When thi s happens, there is no t 
enough stack space fo r BASIC to think 
stra ight , a nd a ny sta tement tha t req uires 
eva luat ion of a numeric o r st ring exp res­
sion gives a n OM Error. This prevents 
SAVE, CSAVE, CLEA RO, PCLEAR 1, 
a nd just a bout a nyt hing else tha t co uld 
restore co nt ro l of the system sho rt of 
NEW, from working. If it happens 
insid e a program which uses o ne too 
ma ny va ria bles, a si mple CLEAR may

free up enough space to a ll ow a CLEAR 
JO:(C)SA VE "HEL P!". O therwise, if 
yo u don't have the progra m CSA VEd, 
just a bout the only way out is to LIST or 
LLJST one line (or more if necessary), 
delete it , make more space (i.e. CLEAR 
10) and retype the line. To prevent thi s 
pro blem in the fir st place, it is helpful to 
m onitor the va lue of M EM during a test 
run of the progra m and do whatever is 
necessa ry (reserve less string space in 
CLEA R , PC LEAR fewer pages, crunch 
the progra m, etc.) to kee p it above 
200. 

RENUM 
When using RENUM, there are sev­

era l good reaso ns for sav ing the pro­
gram on tape or di sk first in case of 
problems during renumbering, as the re 
are a t least two different poss ible sourc­
es of trouble. First of a ll , RENUM 
without a libera l a mount of free mem­
ory can cause a wrecked progra m or 
sys tem cras h , so a CLEAR JO:PMODE 
0, I:PCLEA R 1 is recommended first 
with long programs. T here is also the 
case of illega l line numbers as in this 
exa mple: 

I GOTO 2 
2 GOTO 3 
3 GOTO 64000 

Running thi s program results tn an 



SN Error in 30, since line numbers 
greater than 63999 are not accepted by 
BASIC. Attempting to RENUMber with 
this program also causes a n SN Error 
(without printing the line number since 
the error occurs in direct mode) a nd 
makes the program disappear - just 
list it . But there may be a way to recover. 
Saving and reloading the program, or 
just fixing its line pointers and doing a 
CLEAR, by: 

EXEC &HACEF:CLEAR 

a t this point will often bring all of it 
back except some of the line numbers, 
which are still replaced by internal codes. 
Now, if you fi x the illega l line number 
a nd REN U M again, the program may 
be completely restored , if you 're lucky. 

Adjustments For High Speed Mode 
To speed up execution of BASIC pro­

grams, it has been suggested that the 
SAM chip may be set to it s Address 
Dependent mod e by POK£65495,0 a nd 
set back to normal speed by POKE 
65494,0 or pressing Reset. No te that not 
all Color Computers will work in this 
mode, so it should not be used (or a t 
least be a use r option) in programs to be 
distributed to others. It appears , ho w­
ever, that most of them will work a t the 

high speed if certa in modifications are 
made as described on Page 78 o f the 
January 1983 RAINBOW. Some mod ifi­
cat ions a re a lm ost a lways necessary to 
get systems with the disk interface in­
sta lled to work a t the high speed. A lso , 
normal low speed sho uld a lways be 
se lected during disk access to prevent 
stra nge problems that can otherwise 
occur. In the high speed mode, the pro­
cessor runs at twice its normal speed 
when access ing ROM . S ince BASIC ac­
cesses RAM as it runs, the actua l mea­
sured speed is less tha n twice normal, 
depending on the program. The printer 
output routine runs mostly in ROM, so 
the time constants for the Baud ra te and 
carriage return delay genera ll y need to 
be doubled. Cassette tapes mad e a t the 
hig h speed have a data ra te of a bout 
2,700 Ba ud , a lm ost twi ce the norma l 
rate a nd five times as fast as the Modell; 
however, they usually do not load nor­
ma lly even a t the high speed because the 
tape read routine accesses RAM more 
often than the wr ite routine a nd , the re­
for e, runs slower a nd gets out of sync 
with the tape. But by changing the bytes 
that control the reading of tapes, it is 
poss ible to read tapes made at both 
speeds at e ither speed: 

To read no rmal tapes at low speed 
POKE l43 , 18:POKE l44,24:POKE 
145, 10 
(These are the normal values.) 

To read normal ta pes at high speed 
POKE l43 ,29:POKE i44,30:POKE 
145, 15 

To read 2,700 Ba ud tapes at low speed 
POKE 143,8:POKE 144,24:POKE 
145,4 

To read 2,700 Baud tapes at high speed 
POKE 143; 13:POKE l44,24:POKE 
145,6 

Tapes made at the high speed may not 
be readab le on all systems, but 1 bave 
had good luck a t a v_oluine level of about 
e ight with the standard recorder. Re­
cently it was suggested that tapes made 
in the high speed mode could be loaded 
by using POKE65497,0 and no adj,ust­
ments to locations 143 to 145, but I have 
found this m ethod less reiiabie; besides, 
this di sa bles the dynamic RAM's refresh 
cycles, somet imes resulting in RAM 
cells"forgetting"at ra ndom . Remember 
that pi·essing Reset sets the SAM to 
it s norma l speed but does not reset the 
tape read parameters; this can cause 
con fu sion when you reset the computer

the tapes stop working. 

Tape Filenames 
Whenever an empty string("") is used 

as the tape filename for an input opera­
tion, BASI C acts as if no filename was 
specified and uses the next file on the 
tape. This is useful with the OPEN 
statement when the name of the file is 
unknown, and also with CLOA DM to 
load a file using an offset without typing 
the filename . 

CSA VEM, CLOADM And Offsets 
Th e index of at least some versions of 

the CBASI C manual lists a command 
ca ll ed CSAVEM, which supposedly will 
"write out a machine language file" and 
has the synta x:CSA VEM X,4E,6F,5F. 

But don't believe ihem . First of all , 
C olor BASICdoesn't have a CSA VEM; 
it's an Extended BASIC command. The 
Extend ed BASIC manual says the same 
thing, but the command as given still 
doesn't work because all four of the 
arguments given are incorrect. For a 
while it was assumed that Extended 
BAS IC didn't have a CSA VEM either, 
but eventually the correct syntax was 
di scovered , either through experimen­
tation or disassembly of the ROM: 

CSA VEM "filename", start address, 
end address, exec address 

The Disk BASIC manual carries on the 
great tradition by giving an incorrect 
exa mple for the SA VEM command . At 
least now they use a string for the file­
name. The a rguments for CSA V EM are 
not hexadecima l numbers ; they a re stand­
a rd numerica l ex pressions. Of course, if 
you only know the addresses in Hex , 
you ca n use the &I-t prefix, which evalu­
ates to such an expression. To ioad one 
of these fil es at a different address tha n 
it wa s made at , an offset is used, and the 
fil e is loaded at its original address plus 
the o ffset. To load a file at an address 
greate r tha n the address it was made at: 

(C)LOADM " filename", new address 
o ld address 

To load a fil e a t an address lowe r than 
the origina l, a wrap-around effect is 
used: 

(C )LOADM "filename",new address­
old address+65536 

and $ 10000 is subtracted from the ad­
dress; i. e., an offset of$FOOO causes the 
fil e to be load ed $1000 below its original 
address. 

EX EC 
Wh e n a fil e is CLOADMed or 

LOADMed, the exec address from the 
file plus the offset is stored in the exec 
pointer at $9D. When EXEC is used 
without an argument, the routine ad­
dressed by the pointer is called as a sub­
routine. If EXEC is used with an ar­
gument; the argument is stored in the 
exec pointer for use by the next EXEC. 
When making a machine language file 
which is not to be executed, such as a 
block of data or a saved picture, an exec 
address of $B44A may be used , since 
this is the address that the pointer is set 
to when BASIC is started and is the 
address of BASIC's FC Error routine . 

ASCII Files And The Cassette Merge 
The SAVE and CSA VE commands 

support two formats for the output file. 
The tokenized or compressed form is 
the most common. lt consists of an 
exact dump of BASIC's program area , 
and since command words and func­
tions are replaced by one br two byte 
tokens , it usua lly produces shorter files . 
The ASCII or-listed format is invoked 
by commands of the form: (C)SA VE 
'jilename ';A . 

Since ASCII files are made by simply 
opening the output fi le and listing the 
program into it, they can be accessed 
from BASIC as data files or read directly 
into any text editor that doesn't use its 
own file format. The LOAD and CLOAD 
routines test the input file for which type 
it is and act accordingly . Tokenized files 
are read back into the program area , the 
proper pointers are set , and the pro­
gram's line pointers are fixed according 
to its new position in memory. The 
ASCII file loader does a NEW, opens 
the file for input , and jumps to the same 
"idle loop" that normally inputs lines 
from the keyboard . Often it is helpful to 
be able to combine lines from two pro­
grams. Disk BASIC provides this ut.ility 
with the M ERG£ command, which 
operates similarly to LOAD except it 
only accepts ASCII files and doesn't call 
NEW first. Several methods have been 
suggested for merging two cassette pro­
grams together, often by setting the 
"start of program" pointer to the end of 
the first program to load the second; 
however, most of these require several 
POKEs and PEEKs or a machine lan­
guage routine , and part of the proce­
dure has .been omitted in some accounts 
so that if the end of the first progra m 
happens to fall on a page boundary, the 
user is required to POKE a - 2 intb the 
"start of program" pointer. Besides, this 
process requires that the line numbers 
of the first program be lower than those 
of the second. By emulating the MERGE

W e were pleasantly surprised to find a new version 
of the game Reverse, by Donald Clerc, in the July 
1984 issue ofTHE RAINBOW . Reverse, invented by 

Peter Lynn Sessions, was first published in People's Com­
puter Company, volume I, number 5, May 1973. PCCwas 
the first periodical devoted entirely to personal access to 
computers. People's Computer Center, where Reverse was 
invented, was the first storefront, open-to-the-public com­
puter center, way back in 1972. 

To play Reverse, you begin with a scrambled list of 
numbers and try to put them in order with the smallest 
number on the left and the largest on the right. For example, 
start with this list:

va riety o f faces on the computer screen. Even very young 
children (ages three and four) can crea te faces with thi s 
game. T o draw a face, the child chooses from a se lection of 
head shapes, noses, eyes, mouths, ea rs, hair, and even 
glasses . Th e se lection of each fac ia l feature invo lves merely 
press ing the key des ignated for that attribute. For example, 
each time the letter 'E' is pressed a new pair of eyes appears. 
Oth er keys cause the face to wink one eye and to "speak"by 
printing a message using the child's name. 

A fea ture o f Mr. Cocohead that was greatly enjoyed by 
our playtesters is the ability to add to a picture by plac ing 
any number of large colored S shapes anywhere on the 
scree n. Five-year-old Rob delighted in using the S's to add 
gigantic ea rs to one face he des igned, and a neck and 
shoulders to another . When the S's are moved over areas of 
the screen th at have drawing on them this drawing is era sed , 
thus giving the yo ung artist even more control in crea ting the 
picture. However, thi s ability to erase makes thi s fea ture 
difficult for younger children.

PRINT#-2, USING commands provide columnar print­
outs of account amounts with decima l points aligned vert i­
cally.

Program Operation 
The program starts with a graphic title that includes print­

er power and start-when-ready prompts. Pressing the space­
bar clears the screen and begins a se r ies of prompts for: 

Starting date (if printout se lected) 
Account owner's name 
Number of accounts 
Number of compounding days 
Account amounts (up to II) 
Account interest rates (up to II) 

Entering the last interest rate changes the screen to the 
program 's operating display . The new display has day , daily 
interest, total interest, and grand total cou nters plus a graph­
ic goldpile within a vault outline. 

At this po int, statement 640 checks the number of 
accounts entered (variable Y) and sets the printer's cha racter 
width, as needed. The program a lso computes a title cente r­
ing print tab va lue (PT, statement 650) before start ing an 
accounts printout. 

Printouts include a sta rting message, column head ings, 
sta rting amounts (first line), and updated amounts for each 
day of the selected compounding period . Printouts are in 
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normal character width (Fig. I) for up to five accounts and 
compressed character width (Fig. 2) for six to II accounts. 
Sta tement 640 may be de leted for normal character width 
printouts of up to II accounts on 132-column printers using 
15-inch paper. 

The program loops through sta tements 80-180 for daily 
recalculation and printout of all account amounts. The daily 
calculations also update the displayed day, interest , and 
grand total counters. 

S tate ment I 00 in the loop monitors tota l interest accumu­
lation. Upon detecting an increase above a predetermined 
ratio (variable I, statement 760) , statement 100 diverts con­
trol through grow-pi le routine 40-70. This routine adds two 
gold bricks to the di splayed go ld pile. In extended runs, the

Multiple Choice 
Test Generator 

T
he multiple choice test generator 
is not new, but this one allows the 
easy use of subscripts and super­

scripts . Science and math require the 
extensive use of these. The printing pro­
gram for the LP VII will print subscripts 
and superscripts of the numerals zero to 
nine,+ and-. The printing program for 
the Gemini I 0 will print any character as 
a subscript or superscript. 

The test generator consists of two 
programs. The first program generates 
a file, allows loading or saving the file 
(tape or disk), adding to the file, editing 
the file, or deleting from the file . The 
second program formats the file for 
printing and prints the tests . 

To create a file, load the program 
MCQUIZ. If you have Extended BASIC, 

the fiTSt time a program is run, you will 
have to type PMODE O:PCLEAR 1 
before running or run the program 
twice. When the menu appears choose 
option two to create a new file . The 
screen will clear and you may begin typ­
ing in the questions. The computer will 
not allow input when executing the 
garbage routine, so you have to wait 
during this period. This will occur more 
often as the buffer becomes·full so check

the screen for loss of the cursor. If an 
error occurs , you can usually recover 
the file, if you immediately GOTO 40. 
Save the file before proceeding and then 
go ahead with option two. The maxi­
mum number of questions is set by the 
value ofNQ in Line 25, the clear in Line 
20, and RAM size. The questions may 
be up to 256 characters long including 
formatting. Therefore, you should limit 
questions to seven screen lines (224 
characters) . To get a subscript , press the 
down arrow key then the first character 
of the subscript. When the down arrow 
key is pressed , an arrow pointing to the 
left will be printed on the screen to indi­
cate a subscript. For multiple subscripts 
you must do this for each character of 
the subscript. For superscripts the same 
procedure is used except you use the 
up-arrow key and an arrow pointing up 
is printed on the screen. When you fin­
ish the question , press the ENTER key 
and type in the answers to the question . 
The answers should not be more than 
two screen lines long to avoid problems 
during printing or editing. At the end of 
each answer press ENTER. If you have 
fewer than four answers just press ENTER 

for a blank answer. When all answers 
are completed you then press the num­
ber of the correct answer. A prompt will 
appear on the screen; to continue enter­
ing questions press any key except 'M' 
or 'E'. 'M' will return you to the main 
menu and ' E'will place you into the edit 
mode. 

Once in the edit mode, the cursor can 
be moved by using the arrow keys. 
Holding the key down will move the 
cursor repeatedly. The character under 
the cursor may be changed by typing the 
new character. The character to the left 
of the cursor may be deleted by using 
the SHIFT left arrow combination. A 
character may be added to the left of the 
cursor by pressing CLEAR , then pressing 
the character to be added. Changes in 
superscripts and subscripts can be made 
in the above manner except for the 
arrow characters. The arrow characters 
can only be added by using the insert 
mode. Once all changes have been made 
press ENTER. The answers will appear 
one at a time for editing in the same 
manner as the questions. When finished 
with each answer, press the ENTER key . 
After the last answer you will be re­
turned to the main menu. 

When the question file is complete, 
return to the main menu and SAVE 
using option four. You will be given the 
choice of saving the file to either tape or 
disk. The saved file can be loaded back 
in using option one and edited(option 
six), added to (option two) or deleted 
from (option five) . The delete routine 
uses the high speed POKE, if this does 
not work on your computer, delete 
Lines 1450 and 1490. 

The second program will print the 
multiple choice tests. Load the program 
PRTGEM or PRTV/1 and run. If you 
have the 1.0 BASIC ROM, you must load 
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the eight-bit driver program before run­
ning PRTVIJ. To load from tape , 
change the OPEN"J",#l,N$ in Line 230 
to OPEN"J",#-J,N$, all INPUT#l in 
Line 240 to 290 to INPUT#-] and 
CLOSE#l in Line 310 to CLOSE#-1. 
The program uses the high speed POKE 
during formatting. If this does not work 
on your computer, remove the follow­
ing lines: PRTGEM 320,500;PRTVJJ 
140,170, 320,500. You will be asked to 
enter the name of the question file. The 
computer will then load the file, format 
the questions to prevent word splitting 
and insert the codes for the superscripts 
and subscripts . When formatting is 
complete you will enter the number of 
questions on the test. The computer will 
then randomly select the questions , 
randomize its answers and print the 
questions I 0 to a page. When printing is 
complete, you are given the option of 
printing another test. If you choose to 
print another test, you may print another

PART III 

Having built the utensils, we now 
start on the recipe to enhance 
CoCo's Disk Operating System. 

By Colin J. Stearman 

Editor's Note: 
Due to the considerable interest in this article from users 

of the new Disk BASIC 1.1, Colin Stearman has done some 
more "cooking" and has come up with the patch addresses 
needed. You willfind this month's listing indicates the lines 
which are unique to each revision. The actual assembly 
shown is for version 1.0, so if you have 1.1 your assembly 
will look a little different. Next month, the author will 
explain the differences for you 1.1 owners. (This month's 
RAINBOW ON TAPE has the patch programs for both 1.0 and 
1.1.) 

Also, thepatched"DIR"command as it stands at the end 
of this month's revision will give some "garbage" on the 
screen. This is normal and the real file creation date will 
appear after Part 5 of this series. 
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We are now at the point where we can start in 
earnest modifying CoCo's disk operating system 
(DOS). We have the capability of saving to disk 

and reloading a modified DOS (on a 64K CoCo) and we can 
also save it in an EPROM . Starting this month and for the 
remainder of this series, I will be presenting an assemb ly 
language program to modify or "patch"the DOS to add the 
desired features described earlier. 

The Ground Rules 
Before I start on this month's details I think we had better 

discuss the rules for building each layer of the assembly 
language "cake." This may be a little tedious but if we all 
understand the approach now, it'll stop problems from 
cropping up later. 

At the end of the series you will have a complete patch 
program called DOSPA TCH which will add all the com­
mands and functions. This program generates a binary file 
which overlays Disk BASIC, modifying what is already there 
and. adding ~ew code. This month we will develop the foun­
dation of this program and each month add a new section 
until it is complete. Each month you will be able to assemble 
the composition so far and use it to patch the DOS to check

the functions implemented . 
However, it is inevitable that each month we will add 

some code which is not fully functional because it requires 
code not destined to be added until a future installment. 
When this happens we will use a technique called "comment­
ing out," which makes a "comment" of the line of code which 
cannot yet be made functional. Then later, when the 
required code is there, we can remove the comment and 
reassemble to fully activate the feature. In assembly lan­
guage an asterisk at the start of the line signifies a comment 
line and the assembler simply ignores the entire line, no 
matter what its contents. 

As you look through Listing I you will see lines marked 
with a reference number in square brackets (for example, 
[REF 12]). Later in the series we will make some modifica­
tion to the associated line (most likely remove the asterisk) 
and I will refer to it by the reference number. 

So the best approach is to use your editor to enter the 
listing exactly as shown. Then each month add the new 
listing to it, modify the reference lines as described in the text 
of the article, and reassemble. 

The Parallel Port 
A final "housekeeping" note before we begin. In a later 

installment I will be describing a "Centronics" parallel 
printer port. This month's code contains lines for this pur­
pose. My assembler (MACRO by Computerware) allows 
conditional assembly. This simply means that I can control 
which Jines get assembled and which do not. I use this 
feature to control the assembly of all the code associated 
with the parallel port. You will notice a section of code 
bounded by the following assembler directive lines: 

IFDF PARPRT 

(lines of code) 

ENDC 

This simply means that if a label called PARPRT has 
been defined, then assemble all the bounded lines; other­
wise , do not. At the very beginning of the listing the variable 
PARPRTis equated to one, thus defining it and causing the 
lines to be assembled. If this line were "commented out," the 
label would not be defined and the lines would not be 
assembled . If your assembler does not have this feature and 
you will be building the parallel port, type in the bounded 
Jines of code and leave out the "IFDF" and "ENDC" lines. If 
you do not intend building it, leave the whole lot out. 

Enough of all this mundane detail and on to the assembly 
language program. 

A Strong Foundation 
Listing I is the base we will build on over the months. It 

consists of these primary parts: 

I) Equates to memory locations and BASIC routines 
2) Overlay lines to "hook in" the new code 
3) Revisions to existing commands 
4) New commands and functions look-up table 
5) Installation code for the new commands 
6) Parallel port initialization 
7) Automatic file startup 
8) Dummy commands and functions 

Overlays 
By using the ORG (origin) statement in this section of the 

code I have patched in various jumps and subroutine calls 
right into the existing DOS code. This is one of the main 
techniques for modifying existing commands. The call 
jumps to our new code and this usually completes the opera­
tion replaced by the jump code, then performs the revisions 
and returns to the original code. 

You will also notice two small patches to DSKI$ and 
DSKO$. These allow a track value up to 40 instead of 35, for 
use with the revised functions below. 

Revisions to Existing Commands 
I am sure you have encountered the "bug" in the 

PCLEAR command when used in a program. Maybe you 
have not come across a similar one in the FILES command . 
Each stem from the same type of error. Both commands 
have to relocate the BASIC program in memory but they 
forget to update the parse pointer so that BASIC can continue 
interpreting your program. The parse pointer points to the 
next item in your program to be interpreted by BASIC. 

The revised code for these functions partly replaces the 
original code, duplicating much of it. At the crucial point the 
new pointer is calculated and stored at $A6. Then the old 
code is used to complete the command. As an added bonus, 
the revisions to PC LEAR allow values of up to 16 instead of 
the customary eight. No changes have been made to the 
operation of FILES command. 

OPEN 
The five Jines at the label FILDA T complete what was 

happening before the jump and then add the value in the 
DATE$ variable to the directory entry. This results in a 
creation date being stored in the directory every time a new 
file is created. The date is stored in the first two bytes of the 
directory entry reserved for future use by Radio Shack. 
These are bytes 16 and 17, counting from zero. The date is 
compressed into two bytes by a particular coding method as 
follows: 

! FIRST BYTE ! SECOND BYTE ! 
0 I 2 3 4 5 6 7 0 I 2 3 4 5 6 7 
!< ---YEAR----> !<MONTH>!<--DAY-->! 

The year value is stored as the last two digits only. Besides 
the obvious advantage of saving storage space, this com­
pression technique allows the resulting 16-bit word to be 
sorted correctly, if this is desired. 

When the directory command revisions are complete, the 
directory will show the creation date along with the usual 
information. It is very useful to know when a file was 
created, especially if you have the same file on another disk . 
Which is the most recent? This modification will tell you. 

DIR 
There are two revisions to this command. First, the crea­

tion date of each file is now displayed and second, the listing 
pauses after each screen is full, giving time to read it. 

The date is displayed as MM/ DD/ YY as part of the 
directory line. At this time the date will not be displayed 
correctly because of a missing subroutine called DATOUT. 
The call to it has been commented out in line [REF 5]. 

When the screen is full the display will halt and wait for 
any key press. All keys will continue the display, except 
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BREAK, which will terminate the command immediately. 
The pause will only occur if the output is to the screen . The 
new LDIR command (described in a future installment) uses 
the DI R command but redirects it to the printer. As a result, 
no pause occurs. 

DSKINJ 
Many of you have disk drives capable of accessing 40 

tracks. Even the 35-track Radio Shack drives can usually 
access 37 tracks . Although the DOS cannot use the tracks 
above 35, BASIC could make use of them via the DSK!$ and 
DSKO$ commands (suitably modified, of course). 

However, to do this, the extra tracks must be formatted 
and thus the revisions to DSKJNJ. The syntax of the com­
mand is now: 

DSKIN I drive, number of tracks, skip factor 

"Drive" is the drive number as usual. "Number of tracks" 
is any value from 35 to 40. If no value is given , 35 is assumed. 
"Skip factor" is as described in the DOS manual. If omitted, 
a skip factor of four is used . Because of the slight revision to 
this command, if you specify a skip factor you must also 
specify the number of tracks. 

Some acceptable calls include: 

DSKINII 
DSKINI0,37 
DSKINI3,40,2 

BACKUP 

- A normal initialization 
- Initialize 37 tracks with skip 
- Initialize 40 tracks with skip 

4 
2 

Similarly, the BACKUP command has been modified to 
include any of the additional tracks from 36 to 40. The new 
syntax is: 

BACKUP source drive (TO destination drive],[tracks] 

Therefore, acceptable commands include: 

BACK U PO - backup to a second disk in 0, 35 
tracks 

BACK U P0,40 - ditto, but all 40 tracks 
BACKUPIT00,37 - backup disk in I to disk in 

0, 37 tracks 

The only requirement for backing up more than 35 tracks 
is that both disks be previously initialized for at least the 
number of tracks specified in the command. 

KILL 
The final command revision is to the file KILL command . 

lf this is issued as a direct command then CoCo will check 
that you are sure you wish to erase it. An uppercase 'Y' is the 
only response which will result in the file being deleted. All 
others will cancel the kill. If the disk should have a write 
protect tab on it, this command will indicate the file was 
deleted and then return a "Write Protected" error (?WP). 
The file will sti ll be there. 

If the KILL command is used from within a BASIC pro­
gram then no verification is performed . The assumption is 
that you have thoroughly debugged your program first! 

New Commands and Functions 
Next comes the command table and its dispatch address 
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table. You will find all the new commands here. These tables 
are in standard BASIC format with the last character of each 
command having bit seven set to indicate its end. It is 
important that the order of the command words and the 
dispatch table be the same, otherwise you will issue one 
command and get another! The first command (COLD) is 
tokenized as $E I with the remainder sequentially from 
there. The PARALLEL command is last because some of 
you will not need it and this keeps the tokens for all other 
commands consistent. 

Immediately following the command tables are those for 
the new functions. These start at $A8 and when tokenized 
are preceded by $FF. 

Because all the new functions and commands are estab­
lished here but the code has not yet been implemented, I 
have put dummy calls at the end of the listing for each. As a 
result, BASI C will accept the new words but do nothing. This 
way you can check the operation of the tables a nd installing 
code. When each function is added, these dummy calls will 
be deleted. 

Installation Code 
The section of code starting at the label ADDCOM is run 

whenever the CoCo does a cold start (described in a future 
installment). This code sets up a table in low memory which 
is used to search for each BASIC command and function as 
the interpreter encounters them. Microsoft (who wrote this 
BASIC) kindly set things up so one more table can be added 
above and beyond the Disk BASIC commands. 

At the end of this section is a revision to the "hook" in 
memory which gets taken when an error is encountered. For 
now this revision has been "commented out," but later it will 
allow us to both trap errors and prevent BASIC from halting 
program execution and also return more meaningful error 
messages . 

Parallel Port Initialization 
Continuing the code, which is executed during a cold 

start, we encounter the parallel port "hook" patch and the 
initialization routine for the new peripheral interface adap­
ter (PIA) which will run it. If you are not going to use the 
parallel port, leave this entire section out. 

Auto File Execution 
Just prior to this, I have put a small reminder indicating 

who brought you these useful revisions. Then comes a fea­
ture which is more powerful than you might at first imagine. 

Before completing start-up and giving you the OK 
prompt, the revised BASIC tries to find and run a BASIC file 
called A UTOEXEC. BAS on drive 0. If successful , this pro­
gram is automatically run. If a disk is present but with no 
such file on it, then an NF Error is returned . If no disk is in 
the drive then an 1/ 0 Error results . 

The power of this feature lies in the fact that you write the 
A UTOEXEC.BAS file and you can put in it anything you 
want. For example, it could simply be line calling for the 
running of some other program on the disk. Or perhaps an 
automatic backup scheme. Listing 2 is designed to request 
the date and store it in the new memory location for this 
purpose. I suggest that at the very least you have such a file 
on your disks. 

The power up sequence I have used successfully is : 

I) Power up the video monitor 
2) Power the Multi-Pak Interface, if you have one 



3) Then switch on each di sk dri ve 
4) Load the disk with the A UTOEXEC.BAS fil e in 

d rive 0 
5) Power up CoCo 

I have used this hundreds o f times wi th no p ro blem . Afte r 
a few seco nd s the ba nner wi ll display a nd drive 0 will turn 
on. If the fil e ex ists it will a utomati ca ll y run . 

Now yo u ca n get your favo rite progra m running with out 
even to uching the key board ! 

The Final Odds and Ends 
The code a t COMCODa nd FUNCOD is execu ted during 

BAS IC interpreta tion to get the address of t he code needed to 
execute the comma nd o r functi on. T hen immedia te ly fo l­
lowing yo u will see the dummy ca lls mentio ned ea rli er. 

Testing The Program 
64K COMP UTER OWNE RS 
Testing is ve ry easy fo r these peo ple . If yo u did as I 

suggested las t mo nth, yo u should have a boata ble disk with 
unmodi fied disk BAS IC on it. If so , load it a nd start. 

Once yo u have BAS IC ru nning in the a ll RAM mode, the 
proced ure is to d isa ble the interrupts, t hen over lay the pa tch 
fil e a nd co ld sta rt the new BAS IC. As a ll interrupts are 
genera ted through one of the PI As, they ca n be simply 
di sabled by d isa bling the P IA. T he steps a re as fo llows, o nce 
the a ll R A M BAS IC is running. 

I) POKE &HFF03 ,&H34:'stop inte rrupts 
2) LOAD M"DOSPATC H":POKE&H 71 ,0: 

EXEC&HA027 

T hese two lines should be entered as d irect command s to 
BAS IC. W hen complete, a new sta rt-up banner with the 
rev isions copyright no tice should be displayed . Yo u should 
now be a ble to test a ll the rev ised comma nd s implemented so 
fa r. Also, a ll the new comma nd s a nd fun ctions should be 
accepta ble to BAS IC (n o S N Error) , but of course, they will 
do nothing. 

Yo u co uld save the rev ised DOS back to disk, bu t I 
reco mmend yo u save this until a ll rev isions are co mpleted . 

NON -64 K COMP UTE R O WNE RS 
For yo u the tes ting is a little mo re difficult. We rea lly d o

If yo u have the M ulti-Pak Interface you can fully test the 
res ult ; if no t , then bas ic fun cti ona lity ca n be tested by plug­
ging the EPROM p rogra mmer with progra mmed EPROM 
inse rted into the ex pa nsion socket a nd then trying the com­
ma nd s.

Create A Calendar

September is back to school time. 
Unlike the usually sluggish end of 
the school year, children are quite 

motivated to learn at this time. Although 
few will adm it it, ch ildren often get 
bored by the end of the summer vaca­
tion and are glad to return to school. 

It's a good idea to seize this moment 
of enthusiasm before it fades. One way 
is to explain some of the exciting up­
coming events that you have planned 
for your child ten or students. 

To help you accomplish this, we will 
illustrate a September calendar on your 
CoCo. We also will show a way to print 
a blank calendar form for any month on 
a printer. 

Our program will draw an outline of 
the calendar for September on Lines 30 
to 250. When you run this program you 
will notice several space size limitations 
on this calendar. These are due to the 
limitations of the screen size of our 
computer. There are , of course , no

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space limitations on the printer portion 
of the program. 

Having only 32 spaces across hori­
zontally and 16 vertical lines presents 
some space problems. Although some 
months have parts of six weeks, we 
could only fit five weeks on the screen. 
We had to include Sept. I above Sept. 8 
in the line with the name of the month. 
The names of the days of the week also 
were compromised by being place~ at 
the bottom of the screen. Please keep in 
mind that the other popular competitive 
computers currently sold would all 
present similar screen limitations.

Here are some of the ways that we 
have used the screen calendar portion of 
this program with children: 

I) Review the September holidays. 
What are their dates? What days of the 
week are these? 

2) Review any student birthdays or 
any class trips for the month . 

3) How many Mondays or Wednes­
days are there in this month? Are there 
more of a certain day than another? For 
example, are there more Wednesdays or 
Saturdays? 

4) Which date is 10 days after Sept. 
8? Which is 17 days after Sept. 4? Which 
date is 12 days before Sept. 29? 

5) What day of the week was the last 
day in August? What day of the week 
will ih~ fitst day in October be? 

6) Which date is the fourth Thursday 
in September? Which is the third Mon­
day? 

7) How many more days is it until 
Freddy's birthday on-Sept. 12 or Cheryl's 
on Sept. 26? 

After the calendar appears on the 
screen , you may press 'E' to end the 
program or 'P' to printout a blank 
calendar form on your printer. This 
choice appears on Lines 260-270. 

The remainder of the program is the 
printer routine. This appears on Lines 
280-390. If you do not have a printer; 
the program need not be keyed in 
beyond Line 250.

A knowledge of trigonometric functions can come to the 
aid of BASIC. However, the subject of trigonometry is not 
introduced until late in the high school curriculum. Due to 
the unpopularity of trigonometry and other math courses, 
many students are never exposed to its magical ratios . Sine 
and cosine functions can be used to calculate the end points 
of sides necessary for drawing a hexagon. Let's take a look at 
how a hexagon is drawn to see how to use some trigonometry. 

I) First side: select an arbitrary starting point, say X= I 15 
andY= 90. If we draw the first side straight up (an angle 
of 0 degrees), only the Y value will change.

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The sine of an angle is the ratio of the side opposite the 
angle to the hypotenuse , and the cosine of an angle is the 
ratio of the side adjacent to the angle to the hypotenuse. In 
this case, 

SIN(60) = ~ 6.Y 
and COS(60) = L 

From these ratios, it follows that : 

X = L *SIN(60) 

Y = L*COS(60) 

Therefore, 

values may be found in 
standard trig tables 

NEW X= 115 + (15*.866) or about 128 
NEW Y = 75- (15* .500) or about 82.5 

It would be rather tedious to calculate all the necessary 
endpoints when BASIC has built-in SIN and COS functions 
that will do all the work for us . However, BASIC requires that 
the values of the angles be given in radians rather than 
degrees. There are 2rr radians in a circle corresponding to 
the 360 degrees in a circle. A rr is approximately equal to 
3.1416. Therefore, 60 degrees is approximately equal to 
2rr/ 6 or about 1.0472 radians . 

3) The third side is drawn by turning 60 more degrees or 
120 degrees from the original direction.

In other words, considering the original direction as zero 
degrees, we see that we have turned an additional60 degrees 
for each side. Therefore, a regular pattern seems to be devel­
oping that may be duplicated by a simple program. Fro m 
each new point, the SIN and COS functions can be used to 
calculate the next point. This seems like an ideal use for the 
LINE command.

Practicing LINE 
And DRAW 
Without Drudgery

Like they say, "if it isn't interest­
ing, it's just a lot of drudgery." 
That holds for programming! 

Boring tasks are likely to be shunted 
aside and perhaps , never pursued. The 
only solution is to make "it" challenging 
so it becomes a fun project. 

"It" is the graphics capability of the 
Color Computer. Lurking in Extended 
Color BASIC, awaiting your bidding, are 
the powerful LINE and DRAWstate­
ments . They lie at the heart of CoCo's 
awesome graphics capability. Simply 
put, it is the ability to draw a line, in any 
available color, beginning at any prede­
termined location and proceeding to 
any other designated location on the 
screen. 

Since it is useful to become familiar 
with the elements of these statements, 
let us manipulate these valuable tool s. 
Let us practice using them; observe the 
results; enjoy the experience. 

By now, you must have noted the 
tendency to overwork the words "fun" 
and "create." Each session at the com­
puter, for the newcomer, should be an

adventure that is fun and becomes a 
creative experience. 

Need I remind you to look through 
your manual, if you want to brush up on 
LINE and DRAW? 

Copy the following lines: 

10 PMODE 4,1:PCLS:SCREENI,I 
:COLOR3 
100 GOTO 100 

Add the following program lines , one 
at a time , RUN each one in turn and 
observe each resul't. 

20 LINE( 128,0)-( 128,76),PSET 
21 LINE- (255,96),PSET,B 
22 LINE-( 128, 128),PSET,B 
23 LINE- (255 , 155),PSET,B 
24 LINE-(0,20),PSET,B 

Why didn't we need [,B] at the end of 
Line 20? 

Can you see what you have done? 
Change PMODE4,1 to PMODE3,1 in 
Line 10, and RUN. If you are doubtful 
about what you have wrought, place a 
REM in front of Lines 21 through 24. 
RUN and compare with the results of 
the last REMark uncovered. Remove 
each REM (or ') in turn , RUN, and 
observe what each succeeding line added 
to the program . 

Now that you have studied your crea-

tion and understand what each line 
created, place a REM or single quote 
mark in front of Lines 20 through 24. 
Rather than delete these lines and hav­
ing to retype them later, we are putting 
them into cold storage , ready to be re­
introduced into the program, at our 
pleasure, by editing out the REM 
markers . 

For newcomers who are unfamiliar 
with inserting or delet ing a REM mark­
er, here is one way to do it: EDIT 21 and 
ENTER . Using the Space Bar, space over 
until you are underneath 'L' in LINE. 
Press '1', press SHIFT '7' at the same 
time, and ENTER. LIST 21. It is now 
inserted and the program line is in cold 
storage. To delete it, ED!T2 1 and space 
over with the Space Bar underneath the 
single quote . Press '0 ', ENTER and Line 
21 is thawed out and part of the program. 

Review how the DRAW statement 
works in your manual. Pay particular 
attention to the commands, U, D, R, L, 
N, and B. RUN to make sure the sc reen 
is blank. 

Here is the puzzle: 
Using the DRA Wstatement, begin at 

program Line 30 (30 DRA W"C4BM 
128,0), which is the starting point in 
Line 20, recreating the contents of Lines 
20 through 24, using U, D, L, R, N, 
and B. 
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Note: You may separate each direc­
tion command as you add it to the pro­
gram line , with a semicolon and space; 
only a semicolon; or only a space, or just 
bunch them all together without any 
spaces. For example: 

DRA W"BM 128,96; R5; D5; L5; U5;" 
DRAW"BM 128,96;R5;D5;L5;U5;" 
DRA W"BM 128,96 R5 D5 L5 U5" 
DRA W"BM l28,96R5D5L5U5" 

As usual , there is more than one way 
to recreate the "design" in Lines 20 
through 24. You may follow the direc­
tions in Lines 20 through 24 faithfully or 
strike off on some other pathway. It 
doesn't matter how you do it. It is the 
result that counts. 

When you have finished and checked 
out your work to your satisfaction , 
prove to yourself that it is identical to 
the shape in the cold storage Lines 20 
through 24. 

EDIT the REM marker (') from 
Lines 20 through 24, effectively taking 
them off ice and reintroducing them to 
an active roll in the program. RUN. If 
all of your lines are in C4, red , con­
gratulations! 

If it isn't correct , you will find at least 
one COLOR 3, blue line, and perhaps 
unwanted or mislocated lines. 

Back to the d rawing board! Correct 
Line 30 until it is completely superim­
posed over Lines 20 through 24. 

If you get a bit confused and are not 
sure of the design in Lines 20 through 
24, add Line 25: 

25 FOR Z = I TO 2000: NEXT 

If you fail to find a good solution, 
drop me a card (c j o THE RAINBOW) and 
I'll send you one. But, make it a point to 
work out your own solution because 
becoming familiar with the DRAW 
statements should be priority one and 
will prove invalua ble. The DRA Wstate­
ment is very versatile and affords you 
innumerable solutions for a single 
problem. 

When you have successfully solved 
this puzzle, you wil l have gained experi­
ence in manipulating and creating lines 
that accomplish the same mission using 
either the Ll N E or DRA W statements. 
Wh ich do you prefer? 

If you are adventurous, you can fool 
around and make a combination Line 
30, using some LINE and some DRAW 
statements. 

Remember, there is no rule that states 
you .must use any particular routine 
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because it is shorter. Use whichever you 
prefer. 

Here is another problem. Delete Lines 
20 through 30 (DEL20-30). Type in the 
follow ing lines: 

20 LINE- (l28,96)- (78,46),PSET 
21 LINE- (178,146),PSET 
22 LINE- (128,96),PSET 
23 LINE- (178 ,46),PSET 
24 LINE- (78, 146),PSET 

RUN. It displays a blue X on the 
screen. 

Note: The X could have been created 
using three program lines. Using the 
information in Lines 20 through 24, 
make the X using only three lines. 

Here is the answer: 

20 LINE(78,46)- ( 178, 146), PSET 
21 LINE- (178,46),PRESET 
22 LINE- (78, 146),PSET 

Bac k to your manual. Review the 
DRAW statement paying particular at­
tention to E, F, G, and H options. 

The B option in the DRAW state­
ment is similar to PRESETin the LINE 
statement; movement to a new location 
without revealing the pathway on the 
display screen. 

Delete Lines 20 through 22 if you 
made the X in the three-line way and 
retype the original lines - Lines 20 
through 24 - as REM lines. If you 
didn't bother making the three-liner , 
put a s ingle quote in front of Lines 20 
through 24. RUN. Make sure the screen 
is blank. Insert Line 30. Begin the line, 
30 DRA W"C4BM78,46. Using the E, 
F, G. and H commands create an X 
exactly the same size and locate it so it is 
identical to Lines 20 through 24. 

Use the same procedure you used 
previously to see if you superimposed it 
over the original X . (Delete the REM 
marke rs from Lines 20 through 24.) 

Bel ow are some alternate routes you 
may have taken to get a good solution, 
using the same point of origin . 

30 DRA W"C4BM78,46;F50;E50; 
NDIOO;H50;G50" 
30 DRA W"C4BM78,46;FIOO;H50; 
E50;G 100" 
30 DRA W"C4BM78,46;F50;NE50; 
NF50;G50" 
30 DRA W"C4BM78,46;FIOO; 
BU IOO;G 100" 
30 DRAW"C4BM78,46FIOOBLIOO 
EIOO" 

Note: The first three solutions are 
based on the five-line routine and the 
last two are based on the three-line rou-

tine . Did we say there was more than 
one way to skin a cat? 

Using any of these five algorithms, or 
others you may have discovered, can 
you add a"+" shape to the X shape to 
create an eight-pointed star , by continu­
ing Line 30 and using the appropriate U, 
D. L, and R options? Sure, you can! 

These small programs afford you lots 
of practice fooling around with both the 
LINE and DRAW statements. There is 
method to this madness. 

The idea is for the the beginner to get 
friendly with these two statements, so 
that in a future article we can tackle 
more complex graphics problems. Let 
this session be a dry run. 

Here is a problem that will give you 
further practice. Imagine that you are 
using a pencil on a piece of paper , going 
from point to point, without lifting the 
pencil from the paper , and without 
crossing any line or back-tracking over 
any line, create the house in the problem 
below. 

Here is the house, but not the solution. 

10 PMODE4, l:PCLS:SCREEN 1,0 
20 DRA W"S32BM 100, 126NR6NE6 
U6NF6NE3R6NH3D6" 
100 GOTO 100 

Note that the midd le line was crossed, 
N F6. A mistake! Now that you know 
the problem, delete all the lines with 
NEW. 

Use C2 for the first three lines of the 
house; C3 for the next three lines; C4 for 
the balance. 

Use the following format : 

10 PMODE 3, 1:PCLS:SCREEN 1, 1 
20 DRA W"C2S32BM 120,96 (Insert 
first three lines)" 
30 DRA W"C3 (Insert next three 
lines)" 
40 DRA W"C4 (Insert rest of the 
lines)" 
100 GOTO 100 

The lines inserted after the incom­
plete lines (20 , 30 and 40) must be done 
using any of the e ight DRA Wdirections 
and N. B is not al lowed because all lines 
must be visible and continued from the 
point where the previous line ended . 
You may change the starting location, 
BM/20,96. 

To create a properly proportioned 
house, the length of the lines should be 
three or six. 

Remember! Don't cross or go over 
any lines. You should have a lot of fun 
doing this problem.

Developing A Database 
Manager Part 3 

T his article is the third in a six part 
series about direct access disk 
files and their use in database 

manager programs. A database man­
ager program is a program designed to 
help you keep track of some related piec­
es of information, and the program we 
will be writing in this column is a spe­
cific type of database manager - a 
mailing list program. The principles and 
programming methods used to manage 
a mailing list can be easily applied to 
any type of database manager. 

When complete, our mailing list will 
be pretty nice, having the ability to 
search or sort on any field. The sort 
method will be a fast one using a tem­
porary directory , and the program will 
handle about 400 names. 

The program listing included with 
this article will allow you to type in your 
names, store them on disk, and print 
them on the screen or printer in several 
formats. As will be obvious, I have writ­
ten the entire program, so you can type 
in this part now and add the rest later 
without concern that this part will 
undergo any big changes. The menu in 
this program lists search and sort as 
options, but those sections will be added

later, so don't select those options yet, 
or you will get a U L Error. 

What we will do now is go through 
the listing one line at a time, with an

explanation of each line. The program 
is written in sections, or modules, and 
we will look at each module as a unit. 

The first module starts on Line 10 and 
goes through Line 70. Line 10 clears the 
screen and jumps to the very end of the 
program, at Line 11000. Line 11000 
does a PCLEAR 1 and jumps all the 
way back to Line 20. This may seem a 
little strange, but there is a good reason 
for this. When you turn on your compu­
ter, it clears space for four pages of gra­
phics , and this uses about 6000 bytes of 
memory . In our mailing list program we 
don't use any graphics, so we want to 
tell the computer to set aside only one 
page of graphics storage. (We don't 
need any, but there is no PC LEA RO 

command on the CoCo.) Graphics pages 
are located low in memory, below the 
BASIC program storage area, so when 
we start with four pages allocated and 
change it to one page, the entire BASIC 

program is relocated to a different part 
of memory. Some CoCos will get lost 
during this operation and crash out of 
the program. If you find that you some­
times have to type RUN twice with cer­
tain programs, then you have this bug. 
We have found that if you make the 
PC LEAR 1 the last line in your pro­
gram, this problem will not occur. (If we 
had wanted to PC LEAR more than 
four pages, we would have done it in the 
first line of the program.) 

L ine 20 clears (reserves) 15000 bytes 
of memory space for storage of 

strings. (A string is a group of alphanu­
meric characters, like a name or ad­
dress.) Line 30 sets up three arrays for 
use by the program. The two big ones, 
ST$ and ST, will be used during the 
sort, and the other one will be used a lot 
in all parts of the program. 

Line 40 does a lot of things. First, it 
asks for the name of the file you are 
going to be working with, and you can 
use any name you like within certain 
limits. The name cannot exceed eight 
characters in length, must start with a 
letter, and cannot have an extension. 
The only name you can't use is "TEMP,"

You ca n 
ma in tain more tha n one ma iling list file 
on the same disk if you want to, as long 
as each has a different name. 

After you enter the name, Li ne 40 
goes to a subroutine a t line 5500. L ine 
5500 opens a direct file to the disk using 
buffer # I , uses the name you entered 
(F$), anp te ll s the computer that each 
recprd wi ll be 99 characters long. L ine 
5510 is a field sta tement that tells the 
computer how the 99 characters a re 
divided up . We have allocated 30 char­
acters for the name, 30 for the address, 
15 for th~ city, two for the sta te, nine fo r 
t~e ZIP code, and 13 for the phone 
number. Line 5520 uses the LOF fun c­
tion to find out how many records a re in 
the fil e. When you open a direct access 
file , the computer loo ks on the di sk in 
the dri ve to see if a file with that na·me 
exists .

Opposing Views On 
Computers In 
Education

R emember the old physics class, 
where they ex plained action a nd 
reaction? Well, reaction a pplies 

to soc ial s itua tions also. For those of us 
old enough to remember the 1960s, we 
lived through the reaction to the Viet­
na m War. Most politicians are elected 
as a result of a reaction against some 
policy or image of policy. There are 
react ions aga inst computers a lso . 

I should make the sta ndard editorial 
di scla imer right now. THE RAINBOW 
allows me to write what I want. My 
comme nts are my own, and do not 
necessa rily refl ect the views of the m ag­
azine. On a mo re personal note, let m e 
emphasize that no o ne on THE RAINBOW 
staff has ever tried to control what I 
write, or even ma ke changes in my copy 
beyond norma l proofing and editing. 
So, as you read the rest of this article, 
remember th at th e thoughts are mine ; 
not necessarily T HE RAINBOW's. 

A particular react ion against com put­
ers in education has come to my atten­
tion late ly. There is an organization

ca ll ed the " Nat iona l Anti-Drug Coa li­
ti o n." This group says computers a re 
turning students into "zombies." They 
a lso claim computerization in schoo ls 
will result in teacher layoffs, deperson­
a li zat ion of schools, and a teaching sty le 
of"dr ill a nd grill." 

"It is true that the role of 
the teacher may change in 
the future. That should 
not be surprising." 

A few years ago , thi s group report­
edl y tri ed to stop the Ba ltim ore city 
schoo ls from instituting a computer 
plan in the city's 140 elem entary schools, 
27 junior high schools, and 20 high 
schoo ls. The Anti-Drug Coa liti o n sa id 
computers would dehumanize teaching 
and turn the children o f Baltimore into 
ro bots. T he thwarting efforts were un­
successful; Baltimore now has 400 micro­
computers for it s 120,000 students . 

There may be other cities a nd sc hoo l 
districts where the Anti-Drug Coa litio n 
is working. If so, I can only sympathi ze 
with the school officials. It is not easy to 

put up with people who use emoti o n 
instead of reason; prefer witch hunts to 
quests for enlighte nment. 

Now just who is this coalition? The 
organization was founded in 1976 by 
Lyndon LaRouche. I have had the 
opportunity to see Mr. LaRouche on 
televis ion . Late one night , a strange 
adverti sement came on. This was La­
Rouche, running for president. In the 
past, he has run for president on the 
U.S. Labor Party t icket, a nd this year is 
running as a Democrat. At th e time I 
first saw the advertisement, I considered 
hi s view of the Soviet Union to be child­
ish a nd his interpretat ion of factua l 
material to be distorted. Thus , even 
before I eve r hea rd of thi s coa lition , I 
knew I had a philosophical difference 
with the coalition founder. 

I am sure Mr. LaRouche feels himse lf 
to be s ince re. He pro ba bly is a kind 
hu sband and pare nt , a nd may be owns a 
loyal pet. But his perception of reality 
differs greatly from mine. And even 
though he may be extreme in his v iews, 
and just wild enough to get int o co n­
troversy with hi s lack o f info rmation , 
there are other people who a lso ques­
tion the use of computers in schoo ls. 
Well, le t 's consider some of the argu­
m e nts against the use of computers in 
education . 
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The co ncept of turning students into 
zombies and robots is difficult to argue 
against. The statement has metaphysi­
ca l tones, not factual. The concept of 
turning students into mindless actors in 
a p lay, written by evil scientists, is like 
telling a Christ ian that Judas was the 
only good disciple. Some statements a re 
simp ly outside the mental framework 
we use to filter information about the 
world. There ma y be more here tha n 
meets the eye, however. 

I have heard of (but not examined) 
some research that shows a drop in crea­
tivit y when stud ents are working on 
computers. Assume for a moment that a 
competent resea rch study actua ll y de­
termined that. There are a host of ques­
tions, such as how creativity was meas­
ured, etc . Even beyond that, let's accept 
the finding as legitimate. Given the state 
of the art of educat iona l software, I can 
easi ly accep t that drill and practice pro­
grams lessen creativity. Drill and prac­
tice in any form wi ll not inspire stu­
dents. Such activities are necessary in 
schoo ling, but are not sufficient as the 
total outcome of education. 

If, instead of drill and practice, stu­
dents are assigned a problem to solve , 
and given a computer as one of the tools 
availab le to them, I wou ld be surprised 
if a measure of creativity did not in­
crease. For example, students can learn 
how to use a spreads hee t package, and 
then be given a problem to solve. Part of 
the solution will involve calculations on 
the sp readsheet. This is a type of act ivity 
that can stimu late creativity on the part 
of the student. (And poss ibly on the part 
of the teacher as well.) 

Nex t , consider tha t computer izat ion 
wi ll eliminate the need for teachers . Past 
articles have mentioned this position, so 
there will not be much time spent on it 
here. Educat ion (of anyone, not just 
ch ild ren) requires judgments by some­
one. A computer cannot make judg­
ments. The act of forming a judgment 
involves a va lue position . Computers 
are log ical, they a re not reasonable. 
Train ing for a specific ski ll , such as typ­
ing, disk repair, or using a band saw, 
can be accomplished with a computer. 
Education is more than training. The 
lower level thought processes are neces­
sary to education , but are not suffici ent. 
Higher leve l mental activities, such as 
analysis, synthesis, a nd eva luation, are 
a lso necessary for education. 

It is true that the ro le of the teacher 
may change in the future . That shou ld 
not be surprising; the role of the teacher 
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has changed significant ly in the past 50 
years. The next 50 years will see even 
greater changes. T he technology of micro­
computers will see even greater changes. 
The technology of microcomputers wi ll 
contribute on ly a sma ll amount of that 
change. 

What about depersona lization of 
schoo ls') There are many peo ple -
including educators - that claim schools 
are a lready depersonalized. Arguments 
are made every day that schoo ls do not 
meet the need's of students or society. 
T he computer is an easy scapegoat for 
this argument. F rank ly, I find it hard to 
believe th a t a student working on a 
microcomputer wi ll be less involved 
with humans. First, students have to

share time on computers . Beyond that, 
computer use in schools causes ques­
tions for students. The first q uestion is 
naturally, " How do I turn on this thing?" 
The questions get more comp licated . By 
peer interaction, as we ll as teacher inter­
action, students w ill be dea ling with 
humans to so lve problems. (That sounds 
li ke educat ion to me.) 

The term "dri ll and gri ll" is cute. 
Stup id, but cute. It is true that much of 
educat iona l software is drill and prac­
tice. It is unfortunate, but some people 
believe that such software is the maxi­
mum capab ilit y of computers. Such a 
view is extreme ly shortsighted. Every­
thing evolves, including curr iculum and 
ski ll s of programs. During the early 
phases of ed ucational comput ing, it is 
expected that software be crude a nd 
elementary. With the growth of the 
field, the so phistication of programs 
will increase. This sophisticat ion means 
more than flashy software. Other ski ll s 
(such as exp lanation) can be taught with 
the hel p of a computer. We have a lready 
seen a tremendous growth in educa­
tional software; future growth is a lmost 
certain. 

The crux of the who le matter is that 
computers shou ld be used as one tool 
avai lab le to teachers. The microcompu­
ter cannot become the on ly tool ; indeed 

it is not the most important tool. The 
computer is only one of many tools 
teachers shou ld use to educate ch ildren. 

Let us back up for a moment, and 
consider why we shou ld even talk about 
the arguments of Mr. LaRou c,pe . After 
a ll , it is easy to shoot holes in positions 
of people who have failed to consider all 
the important elements of a position . Is 
it not a cheap shot and waste of time to 
deal with the coal iti on? Not entirely. If 
we are capable of responding to the 
extreme fringe, we will be capable of 
responding to intelligent, real a rguments. 
These co ncerns are shared by well ­
meaning, reasonable people , who can 
express their views in more realistic 
terms. It is understood that anyone 
reading this magazine is a lready "sold" 
o n computers. Other people, however, 
do not share our enthusiasm. They are 
not a ll vicious or stupid; they simply 
have not experienced the benefits of 
computers in the educat iona l process. 
Their questions are legi timate and de­
serve responses. 

There is not t ime to go into a ll the 
arguments against computers and ques­
tions about their use , but one position 
deserves mention. There is a concept of 
"readiness" in educRtion. In essence, 
this means that children wi ll learn more 
efficiently if they are ready for the mate­
rial. This involves two components. The 
first is enough background knowledge. 
(We should not expect chi ldren to read , 
for examp le, until they know the letters 
of the a lphabet.) The second COf1lpO­
nent is a state of mind . Learning wifl be 
more effic ient once the need fo r knowl ­
edge is exper ienced. The concept of 
readiness can also app ly to institutions 
and societies. Schools and school peo­
ple may lack some of the background 
knowledge and mental attitudes to effi ­
cient ly use computers in educat ion . 
Allow me to give you a personal exa m­
ple of readiness. I came home from 
work recently , and my wife jokingly 
info rmed me she was mad at me. She 
wanted to know why I had not taught 
her to use the word processor on our 
Color Computer. She has achieved read­
iness! We ll , school people will need to 
ach ieve readiness about computers a lso . 
By having the machines available, read­
iness wi ll not have to wai t on purchase 
orders and delays of bureaucratic de­
cisions.

Reading And 'Riting And . .. 
The first thing to lea rn is how to read 

assembly language source li stings. Al­
though yo u will soon be lea rning to 
write your own, it is ex tremely helpful 
to be able to study the work of o thers. I 
remember when I first became inter~ 
es ted and sea rched long a nd ha rd just to 
find out what to do with the source li st­
ings. I didn't have an ed itor / asse mbler 
progra111 and didn't know I needed one. 

A so urce li st ing in asse mbl y language 
is much the same as a BASI C program 
li st ing. It is s imply the step-by-step 
procedure for accomplishing a task o n 
yo ur computer. In itse lf, it wo uld mea n 
nothing to your co mputer's ce ntra l pro­
cessing unit (CPU). The source code 
must be asse mbled a nd turned into 
mac hine la nguage instructions. That 
mac hine language, to a CPU, is like 
ho ney to the black bear's nose. (It gets 
the beast running.) 

Although the purpose of a so urce list­
ing is s imilar to a BASIC li sting, there are 
also several differences. Fo r one thing, a 
so urce li sting may or may not have line 
numb e r s . They will b e u se d o n 
EDTASM+ for your co nve nience but 
line numbers have no t>ear ing on the 
actual progra m. 

A source li sting will include only o ne 
instruction per line. In BAS IC you may

enter PRINT"HELLO", but in assem­
bly language you may have to clear a 
register, load a series of memory loca­
tion s with the num e ric cod es for 
H ,E,L,L, and 0 . Then you will load the 
registe r one letter code a t a time a nd 
store the code in the tex t screen mem o ry. 
As you can see, when I say one step a t a 
time, I mean one step at a time. The 
reaso n for this is tha t the machine la n­
guage code for printing to the screen is 
already built into your BASI C ROM. In 
assembly language yo u have to build 
each routine to suit your specific pur­
pose. (In some cases, yo ll can use R,OM 
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routines, but we will deal with that in 
another co lumn.) Assembly language 
listings are also set up in columns . The 
number of co lumns can differ howeve r, 
as some are essentia l to the assembler 
and others a re not. The poss ible co lumns 
are: Memory Location , Object Code, 
Line Numbers, Label Field, Operation 
Code, Operand or Address Field, anq 
the Comment Field. Although the li st­
ings do not have to be organized this 
way, it is tpe standard. The listing be low 
is organized under all the poss ib le 
columns. It is a short program that will 
quick ly reverse a ll the characters on the 
text screen. 

left of the screen, fo llowed by a blinking 
curso r. Co lumn positioning is critica l in 
assem bl y lang uage pr og ra ms, but 
EDTA SM+ will automatically handle 
that problem. As there is no label entry 
in the fir st line, simply press the right 
a rrow key. T he curso r wi ll jump to the 
next column. T here type in ORG. Press 
the right a rrow aga in. Now type in 
$3FFO. Yo u do not need to type in the 
comment field but let 's do it for ex pe­
rience . P ress the right a rrow aga in and 
type in the co mment BEGIN LOC OF 
PROG.

You will note that I have put (XX), 
for optional, und er those columns that 
need not be includ eq in a source li sting. 
They are the columns that are for yo ur 
refe rence and a re not needed by the 
assemb ler. When you see li stings in 
books and magaz ines, yo u may see any 
or all of these (XX) co lumns left out. 
Also, a list ing seldom includ es column 
headings, put yo u will soon lea rn to rec­
ognize which column is which . 

Dig Right In 
Now for some practical ex perience.

seco nd line. You will note that we have 
done nothing with the first two co lumns 
of the samp le li st ing. T he first co lumn , 
the memory addresses, will relate to the 
va lue given to ORG in LinG 00100. In 
the case above, the program will begin 
load ing at Hex 3FFO and wi ll increment 
from there. T he object code is the actual 
machine language that wil l be prod uced 
when the program is assemb led. It ca n't 
become a part of the li sting until asse m-
bly takes place. · 
· Now, type in the remai nin g lines as 
per the a bove procedure. If yo u want to 
sk ip the co mment fie ld, press ENTE R 

in stead of th e right a row when fini shed 
in the Opera nd or Ad dress Field . 

Will The Assembly Come To Order 
When yo u have finished the las t line, 

press the BREAK key to return to the 
comma nd mode. Aga in yo u wi ll be 
presented with "*". Type in Pit a nd press 
ENTER . This will ta ke yo u ba ck to the 
top of the li sting. Now press the down 
arrow to see each line in orde r. Check it 
ca refull y. l f there is a ny error , type in 'E' 
fo ll owed by the line number. This wi ll 
put yo u int o the Edit mode a nd you ca n 
make changes the sa me as · in BAS IC. 

Press ENTER when fini shed and use the 
down arrow to continue your check. If 
you are having any trouble, refer to 
your editor / assembler manua l. 

The first thing to do when your pro­
gram is comp leted is to save it on disk or 
tape. This is a precaution in cas(_! some­
thing should go dreadfully wrong in 
future stages. In the command mode 
press 'W' and ENTER. You will be asked 
for a filenam e. Type R EVERSE/SO R 
for disk EDTASM+ or REVERSEfor 
the cartridge ve~sion and press ENTE R. 

Unti l now yo u have been doing most 
of the work. It is time for the computer 
to do its share. To asse mble the pro­
gram in memory, type A/IM/ WE/AO 
and press ENT ER. The listing wi ll slide 
by on the sc reen . If there are any errors 
that the computer can catch, however, it 
will stop at the line which contains the 
error. Make a note of the line number 
and press ENTE R. When the assembly is 
completed, you can go pa ck and edit the 
line. Then repeat the assembly proce­
dure. If you make changes, be sure to 
save the so urce code aga in. 

Whe11 there are no errors, save the 
machine language program to ta pe or 
disk . To do this you will actually assem­
ble it a second time to tape or di sk stor­
age. Type A/ A 0 and press ENTE R. You 
wi ll be asked for a fi lename. Type 
REVERSE/ BIN or REVERSE a nd 
press ENTE R. When the new assembly is 
complete, type 'Q' and ENTE R to ex it the 
editor / assembler. · 

Better Than A Kiss 
Listing I is a simple BASIC program 

that wil l demonstrate your new machine 
language program. Type in the BASIC 

program, then LOADM"REVERSE". 
Type RUN and p,ress ENTE R. Use the 
clear key to toggle your reverse pro­
gram. That's better than your first ki ss, 
right? Perhaps, you would like to com­
pare the result with a BASIC program, 
just to see if you have acccomplished 
anything. Type in Listing 2 and R UN it. 
lt .does the sa me job, only in BASIC. If 
you don 't see the difference, then try 
a nd forget about that first ki ss and look 
a gam.

BITS AND BYTES OF BASIC 

Creating the 

Rainbow Checkbook 

Here's both the beginning of a checkbook balancer 
and a glimpse into how program Logic evolves into 
working software 

M y left ear itched the other day. That means some­
one else had started to write the world's most 
prolific program, one to balance a checkbook. 

Now my left ear hasn't itched for three days. Does this mean 
we have enough programs to balance a checkbook? No way! 
The world's greatest checkbook program has not yet been 
written. Even the one I use does not come close. I can see a 
stack of five bank statements on the table that have not been 
reconciled to my checkbook balance . But I did not write my 
program to do that. Perhaps a little rewriting is in order. 

The first thing was to get a listing and refresh my memory 
on how the program was written. The program was written 
three years ago when I was still struggling to learn BASIC 
wi thout a printer. This was the program that was to be we ll 
organized. It was - sort of. At least it was mostly top-down. 
But , I started the file routines at Line 850 and once they were 
written, I started the edit routine at 700. The edit routine 
turned into a monster and I reached Line 800 only about half 
done. The only choice was to come to a somewhat logical 
break in the code and GOTO 1020 to finish it. 

The program did the job I wanted in spite of a few annoy­
ances which I learned to live with. When the disk drive 
arrived, I changed the file statements to put the files to disk 
rather than tape and continued. It's a little quicker to LOAD 
and RUN, but it never was a serious pain on tape. 

So, now in mid-1984 what should I do? Start over? I 
probably won't salvage much code froin the old program, 
but it will influence the new program. Those features I like

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will be kept and maybe improved. The things I miss will be 
added. The things that are awkward will be redone. I will 
write a blow-by-blow account for you to outline the steps 
one poor soul goes through to write a finished BASIC pro­
gram. Of course, you will get some explained examples of 
BASIC code. But more important should be a glimpse or 
more into how program logic is evolved and converted into a 
runnmg program. 

It all starts with some thinking and some pencil work. 
Those who have followed me for a while know I put great 
value in dividing a program into functional modules and 
assigning each module a block of line numbers start ing at an 
even hundred preferably. Subroutines that are frequently 
used go at the front of the program, while others go at the 
end of their functional number block or at the very end of 
the program. The main menu goes at Line 100 or 1000 so we 
can easily remember which line to GOTOto resume in event 
of a BREAK or ERROR. This is valuable while writing a 
program particularly during testing and trouble shooting. 

The important thing in starting a program is to plan it well 
enough so you can define modules and assign space. If the 
subroutines are placed in the front of the program using line 
spacing of two or even one after revisions, you can count on 
keeping your modules to 100 line blocks. Line spacing of 10 
goes out with the dishwater in some cases . 

The first thing to do is to put some ideas down on paper or 
into your word processor where you can easily change 
things. At this point we are trying to build concepts that can 
trigger other ideas. Try designing some menus. This makes 
you think about what needs to be on a menu. It helps 
organize thoughts. One thought that occurred to me was , 
why have a main menu for this program~ Menus are but one 
way to make a program go. If needed prompts can be 



included on the work screen, so much the better. But , if there 
is no ma in menu , where does one GOTO to resume the 
progra m w ith o ut da ta loss if the progra m is broken. It is 
pa rticul a rly ha ndy to be a ble to do thi s during debugging o r 
if the BR EA K or CLEA R key is hit in erro r. If there is no ma in 
menu , then there needs to be a ma in wo rk screen tha t will 
serve the sa me purpose, a des ign deta il to keep in mind fo r 
Ia ter. 

After a wee k o r two of cogita ting a nd pe nci ling a ro und , 
there co m es the time when the first cut p rog ra m o bj ecti ves 
or functi o na l specification ca n be written . T hese will prov ide 
some clea r directio n even if it is back to the drawing board s. 
Below is the second cut at fun cti o na l specifica ti o ns for 
Rainbow Checkbook . The re ma y be a third , bu t I fee l pretty 
good a bo ut these now. Partly, thi s is beca use I have written 
pa rt of the progra m and see m o re clea rl y how these specs 
will be sa tisfied .

A fe w re fin eme nts o f your fun cti o na l spec ifi ca ti o n a nd 
yo u will be read y to o utline the bas ic structure o f the pro­
gram . Ge nera ll y yo u will be a ble to fit the code yo u need 
within bl ocks of I 00 lines, but pe rha ps no t with line spac ing 
of 10. Yo u won 't need to if you use a full -screen editing 
progra m like Co /01·kit from Prickly Pea r So ft wa re tha t lets 
yo u co py a line to a nother place in the program a nd the n 
either keep or delete the orig ina l. I use it mo re fo r copying 
and editing a line tha t is to be used aga in e lsewhere with o nly 
min or c ha nges. I could use it fo r reo rga ni zing lines in a 
module if space go t tight. A no the r use is to wo rk -up and 
de bug lines in the module be ing deve lo ped a nd t he n m ove 
these lines intact int o the subro utine area fo r use by o the r 
modules. S ure yo u co uld leave such lines in o ne m odule a nd 
call them fro m an o the r. But , it is mu ch eas ie r to remember 
where they a re o r where to sta rt look ing if a ll subro utines 
used by m o re tha n o ne module are toge ther.

W hen yo u sta rt a progra m , yo u d o n 't rea ll y kn ow wha t 
the fini shed product will be. A case in po int is the new fil e 
ro utine sta rting at 2 100. Will this be substa ntially different 
tha n the code to e nter new items in a n ex is ting file sta rting a t 
100? O n the bas is tha t each fil e had to have s tarted from 
sc ra tch at so me time, I wro te thi s section and it s subroutines 
first. I expected tha t the subro utines would be used for the 
100 bl ock cod e as we ll. T he rea l ques tion is, will the 2100 
bl ock code end up as only a limited version of the I 00 block 
code? If so the n it w ill go a nd no t be missed. Since it se rved 
as a tes t bed for deve lo ping a ll the subro utines deve loped to 
da te, effo rt spent o n it has no t bee n was ted . 

F irst we must ge t the p rogra m initia li zed before we ca n 
think a bo ut ge nera ting a fil e.

A bove we see the lines o f the progra m in the order they 
execute when the progra m is R UN, tha nks to th e Telewriter. 
Line I 0 I 00 is the las t line o f the program a nd conta ins the 
PC LEAR I bea ting a bug in the Ex tended BAS IC 1.0 ROM . 
In L in e 2000 , we c lea r 3763 bytes fo r string space a nd 
dime nsio n a string array, A$(1 42), a nd a two dimension 
numeri c ar ra y, A (/42, 1) t o ho ld da ta fo r 142 entries . And 
how d id I a rrive at those numbers? M ag ic, may be? Perh a ps 
they we re in the second sea led enve lo pe in the bird house 
behind the pos t o ffi ce in Pros pect, Ky. F ortunate ly, there is 
a bit of logic invo lved . 

T he program is to run in a wo rst case machine, a 16K 
m odel with a disk dri ve . T he end o f the lower RAM used by 
the di sk is 3584. T he re a re 1536 bytes used by o ne page o f 
g ra phics memory , so the fir st 5120 bytes are a llocated . Since 
we o nl y ha ve 16383 bytes o f R A M, thi s leaves 11263 bytes 
free. I ass umed the progra m would run 5000 bytes and 
a ll owed 363 bytes fo r the stac k a nd ge nera l va ria b le ta b les to 
leave 5900 bytes fo r string m em o ry a nd the a rra y va riable 
ta bles. T he q ues ti o n is how best to a ll oca te thi s. 

T he nex t ass umpti o n is tha t each reco rd will ave rage 25 
by tes in the s tring a rray me mber, use 10 bytes in the numeric 
a rray a nd have a fi ve-byte entry in the st r ing variable ta ble 
for a to ta l o f 40 bytes per it em. No w I wa nt to leave 200 bytes 
in s tring space for ge nera l progra m o pe rati o n , which leaves 
5700 bytes to a lloca te. T he a m o unt in string space must be 
5700*(25/ 40) whic h equa ls 3563. Add the 200 to thi s and we 
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need to CLEA R 3763 . The number, 3563 / 25 gives the 
amount of record s thi s will suppo rt , 142. Tha t would cove r 
four months of check writing fo r me. If you have a 32K or 
64K machine, recalcula te assuming 32K tota l RAM space in 
BAS IC. Even bett er wo uld be to wr it e a routine to a ut o ma ti­
ca ll y apportion memory based on available machine 
memory. Maybe la ter if I can keep the length o f the program 
nea r the 5000-byte ma rk . 

In Line 2050 we initi a li ze various var iables a nd defin e 
strings for PRINTUS ING and headings. This line will grow 
some as the rest of the progra m is written.

Line 2100 prints the entry menu with o ptions to load a file 
o r sta rt a new file. I ex pect the co mpute r to be in the

The 
program accep ts o nl y an 'L' or 'N'. Otherwise, it returns to 
2 110 avoidin g a poss ible erro r. An ! NKEY$ ro utine, 
GOSUB I. is used to get tha t keystroke.

No rma ll y, there is no curso r while IN KEY$ is wa iting for 
a n input. This is no pro blem on a simple choice sc reen like 
lOAD o r nEW. It did howeve r give a problem o n the work­
sc reen a nd I did want to use IN KEY$. So, in Line I, we print 
a red block, CHR$(19 /) a nd then look for a keys troke. If 
there is none, the FORX=OT05:NEXT gives a little delay 
befo re the backs pace cha racte r, CH R$(8), is printed. T he 
program loo ps back to one to print the red block aga in and 
look for a character. If a key is st roked , the backspace is 
printed a nd we re turn to the calling routine w ith the c harac­
ter in 1$. 

T his is a dest ru ct ive curso r, so yo u need to see that it 
ope ra tes on a white s p ace o n the scree n . The 
PRIN T@328," ·:· in Line 2100 defines the cursor position o n 
the sc reen and the loca tion tha t any future printing will sta rt . 

T he next step was to develop the new file module a nd its 
associa ted subro utines. Some fundamental decisions were 
needed. In my o ld c heck book program new en tries we re 
written towards the bottom of the screen a nd the prev io us 
entries were sc rolled up the screen. A head ing was rewritten 
each time at the top of the screen . To speed things up , I 
decided to keep only two entries on the screen a t a time, the 
current one and the prev ious or last o ne. The sc reen head ing 
a nd function prompts at the botto m will no t be erased since 
info rmatio n will be written to spec ific screen locat ions and 
the screen will not be sc ro ll ed. This does not say tha t the 
records themse lves will not be sc ro ll ed s ince we can d o this 
w ithout sc rolling the entire screen. 

One primary printing tool will be PRINT@XXX, which 
a ll ows us to specify at which of the 511 possible printing 
position we want printing to start. The o ther will be P Rl NT 
USING X$; which formats the way data will be printed 
according to a specifica tion st rin g. For exa mple, we want to 
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print money amounts in the form ##,###.##. In the in iti a liza­
tion secti o n a string "##,###.##" is assigned to variable SS$. 
The statem ent PRINT USING SS$;3456 causes the number 
to print in the format 3,456.00. From the subroutine in Line 
37 we have the code PRINT@247, USINGSS$, CB;. This 
ca uses the number C B, ba la nce in the current record , to be 
printed in the nine-cha racter space starting at location 247. 
The number will be formatted a nd justified on the decima l 
point. S ince the last character is o n the last position o n the 
line, BASIC will always send a carriage return, so the semi­
co lon is added to suppress a second return and keep the print 
position a t the beginning of the next line on the screen. 

Before we ca n print a nything, we need to decide whether 
that which is to be printed is in str ing or numeric form and 
how ma ny cha racters will be invo lved. Anything can be put 
into characters in a st r ing. In my o ld program, I put a ll data 
relative to each tra nsacti o n into a s ingle st ri ng. Now, being 
o lder a nd w ise r, I decided to do things a little differently. 

Let's sta rt with the check number field . M os t of the time it 
is a numbe r , but so metimes it must ho ld DEP for deposi t or 
ADJ for adjustment. A string is needed. The date in the form 
7 I 3 needs a st rin g va ria ble. Since I do not expect to enter the 
yea r, five cha racters will suffice. Fo r example, 12/ 20. Now 
the a mount of the tra nsaction a nd the resulting ba la nce 
might go e ither way. If these were put into strings, then they 
wo uld need to be co nverted back to numeri c variables for 
ma th operations. In a numer ic array it takes five bytes to 
store a numbe r. Storing a numbe r like 12.42 takes five bytes 
in a string plus a nother byte for the fi e ld separa tor we will 
discuss in a bit. So sudd enly the dec is io n is simple, put the 
a mo unt a nd the balance in a numeric va ri a ble. 

The other two pieces of data go into string variables. They 
are a n 0 or C for outstanding or cleared and the co nte nts of 
the no te field. 

Ea rlie r I dimensioned a string a rray and a two dimens ion 
numeric a rray for data storage. Now we ca n look at what 
goes int o these a rrays. Since we need to keep track of our 
position in the a rra y, I se t up the va ria ble CR to keep the 
number of the current record being entered or showi ng in 
the lower position on the work sc reen during record reviews. 
Then, A(CR,O) keeps the amount of the tra nsaction for CR 
a nd A(CR, I) hold s the bala nce. All the other da ta is com­
bined int o one string a nd put int o A$(CR). 

Let's assume some da ta. The tra nsaction is a depos it made 
o n June 25 for $250 ca using a new bala nce of $ 1034.27 . 
S ince we have not go tten our bank statement showing this as 
cleared, it is outstanding and the note says HORSE 
RACES. The data string will contain the characte rs in each 
field separa ted by $'s. It will look like this - A$(CR)="DEP 
$6/25$ 0 $ HORSE RACES". That's 22 characters and we 
es tima te a n ave ra ge of 25 for each string when we dimensi­
o ned the a rrays a nd CLEA Red str ing space. Line 38 is the 
o ne that assembles the st r ing from working variables and 
loads the numeric array.

At this point l admit to co nfusion in ho w the term las t is 
used . The work ing va riab les LC$, LD$, etc. refer to the 
record just before the current one. However, LR is the last 
record in the tota l file. i understand it so l won't cha nge it 
now, but this points up how easy little things that may 
confuse ot hers ca n slip through. 

Design of the working screen was at leas t a five-sheet 
effort to finalize what wo uld be on it a nd w he re . Eve n then I 
made some small changes after I had the first cut running.

The titl e Rainbow Checkbook was put int o RC$ in Line 
2050. Now, in Line 50, it is printed centered on the top line. 
The comma ca uses the cursor position to advance to the 
beg inning of the seco nd line where the co lumn head ings a re 
printed . The las t bank ba lance, formatted using##,###.##, is 
printed o n Line 12 of the sc reen by subro utine 52. T he text 
printed by Line 54 prompts the two ways to e nte r a check 
number. If onl y a n ENTER is keyed the last check number is 
incremented by one to be the new check numbe r. Ot herwise, 
if a ny numeric digit is keyed, it beco mes the fii·st digit in a 
new check sequence. Line 56 prints all the other functions 
that wili be ava ilab le from input mode . However, no t a ll are 

a ppro priate when crea ting a new file. All it ems will be 
outstanding, the use r wi ll a lready have decided not to load a 
file nor is the new month function to pull out cleared items to 
an a rchive file a ppro priate. Line 58 is a sho rtened version 
used in the new fi le routine.

This is a good break point for this month. We have 
covered a lot of the ea rl y work that goes into a p rogram, but 
have not shown much BAS IC code. T he more time yo u spend 
ea rly in program designing, the less total time yo u will spe nd 
writing the program. But we do have one last item to cover. 
Remember the o ld adm o niti o n to save ea rly and often? 
Be low a re a couple o f lines to niake sav ing easy.

The Video Connection 
If yo u want to record yo ur CoCo's pictures a nd sound 

usi ng a VCR, the eas iest way to connect the two is to feed the 
CoCo's RF output to the VHF input on the VCR tuner. 
1 nstead o f using the TV I computer switch , get a n adapter 
(such as Radio S hack's 278-255) to mate the CoCo's ca ble to 
the a ntenna input. Leave the TV or ni b nitor connected to 
the VCR in the usua l way. Just tune the VCR to cha nne l3 o r 
4 (whichever yo u usually use). . 

A n a lternat ive is to modify the CoCo fo r direct video and 
audio output; a number of kits are ava ilable to doth is. With 
the mod insta lled, just connect the CoCo to the video and 
audi o input jacks on the VCR a nd switch from the TUNER 
inpu t position to the LINE input (marked CAME RA on a 
number of units). W ith a few portable VCRs yo u will need to 
buy a n adapter to connect the video and audio lines to the 
VCR 's camera jack; o n certa in others you plug the lines into 
the tuner / timer instead of the recorder.

A s a somewhat novice program­
mer, I've found that Word 
Scrambler for Spelling Lists has 

not only been a fun exercise in some 
Color BASIC programming, but also a 
very interesting application of the RND 
(random number function). The result 
is a very useful and entertaining educa­
tional program that provides drill and 
practice of assigned spelling words in a 
challenging "scrambled word" format. 
In addition to providing me with a 
chance to practice and improve my own 
programming skills and use the TRS-
80C, Word Scrambler has given my 
third-grade son a chance to use the 
computer for more than just games. He 
is actually building language arts, logic 
and computer skills all at the same time. 

The programming task was to use the 
RN D function to select words from a 
weekly assignment list of 15 words 
contained in DATA statements, making 
sure that each word in that list is chosen 
only once. When the word is selected 
from the appropriate list , the letters are 
then scrambled and displayed on the 
screen in random order. The child is 
then asked to unscramble the letters and 
type in the correct spelling of that word. 

Sound provides either positive pr 
negative reinforcement, and if the answer 
is incorrect, the correct spelling is given . 
A running soore is displayed, which

includes the child's name. To insure self­
pacing, the student is asked to "press 
any key" to continue. At the conclusion 
of the Jesson, a grade score is also given . 

Interacti~g with the keyboard, selec­
tion of various weekly assignments and 
a personal touch by using an individu­
al's name, provide for an entertaining 
and meaningful experience for younger 
students just being introduced to com­
puters. 

Now that we know all of the wonder­
ful things that the program can do for 
the student, let's take a look at how the 
program works - basically with the 
RN D function . The first task at Line 
320 was FOR K=J to 15 to select 15 
different words from a given list. Setting 
variable X=RND(l5) gave a random 

: number, and if X was unique (hadn't 
been used before), it was sequentially 
inserted into array R I. If not, a new X 
would be generated until it was unique. 
Each time a new X was generated, R I 
was tested to determine if X had been 
genera ted previously. 

Once a unique word was selected -
A$( X)- the next task was to scramble 
its letters. First, the length of the word 
was determined at. Line 440 using 
L=LEN (A$(X)). Next, variable Y= 
RND(L) generated another random 
number, and if Y was unique, it was 
inserted into R2 array . Each time.a new 
Y was generated, R2 array was tested to

In Line 570, using FOR !=1 TO L, for 
L number of letters and using MID$ of 
A$(X), one letter at a time, the scrambled 
set of letters from A$(X) could easily be 
generated and displayed to the student. 
A comparison between the original word, 
A$( X), and the answer input by the stu­
dent, D$, is then done, confirmation 
given, and the next random word is 
se lected , till done. While the looping 
portion of the program is a little com­
plex, the remainder of the coding is 
rather straightforward .

Spirit Masters 

There was a time when teachers 
could be distinguished by the pat­
ina of chalk dust that clung to 

their clothing. Nowadays, they are most 
easily identified by their purple finger­
tips. Educators of students in all subject 
areas and at all grade levels have an 
insatiable need for printed classroom 
materials, such as tests and worksheets. 
Usually the most convenient and eco­
nomical means of providing these is 
with spirit masters (which often come in 
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a highly visible shade of purple). I rou­
tinely use my Color Computer for creat­
ing these stencils. 

The computer's editing features and 
memory make it a superb tool for this 
purpose. Gone forever are the double­
edged razor blades that threatened mor­
tal injury as you laboriously scraped off 
errors sculpted in carbon. Also a relic of 
the past is the necessity of typing each 
test or assignment from scratch. 

I store all the things that I use repeat­
edly on disk. For example, a standard 
exam cover page can be loaded into the 
computer. I don't have to recalculate all

the spacing each time so that it is attrac- · 
tively centered. Standard test questions 
also can be saved and retrieved as 
needed. Not only does this save time, 
but it is more accurate . It's very easy to 
omit an essential instruction when you're 
rushing to make up a test. You can save 
yourself the aggravation of little hands 
popping up asking you something that 
should have been clearly stated. 

If the original "ditto" becomes ex­
hausted, it's easy to print another one 
from the disk. If! had used a typewriter, 
I'd be faced with the futile task of trying

When we first got 
our Radio Shack LP VIII, I was disap­
pointed that it didn't print a good ditto. 
I quickly found though, that it did a 
very acceptable job when the ribbon 
was removed . As the ribbon is in a car­
tridge, it's quite simp le to remove and 
reinsert it. 

When you type without a ribbon, 
proofreading your work is more diffi­
cult. It can be accomp li shed (with only a 
slight bit of eyestrain) by reading the 
imprint on the carbon. I did notice, 
however, that I allowed more errors to 
slip by doing it this way. This is particu­
larly embarrassing for a typing teacher. 

Another problem I encountered with 
the LP VIII was that the paper-out 
switch would activate and stop printing 
about two-thirds of th~ way down the 
sheet. This was unacceptable. I solved 
the problem by feeding in a small piece 
of paper at the left-hand end of the 
platen, and taping it in place so it 
wouldn't advance. This temporarily de­
pressed the switch and I was then able to 
print to the end of the page. It is impor­
tant that , when the switch is deacti­
vated, you make sure that you don't 
print off the end of the sheet. Particu­
la rly when printing without a ribbon , 
this cou ld damage the platen, and they're 
expensive to replace. 

Awhile ago, we acquired a Gemini 
I OX printer. The LP VI I I has graduated 
and gone to college with our daughter. I 
am happy to report that the Gemini I OX 
a llows you to phys ica lly turn off the 
paper-out switch. This can also be done, 
according to the manual, under soft­
ware control. 

I was delighted to discover that the 
new printer will produce a very good 
spirit master with the ribbon in place, 
which is achieved by using the emphas­
ized print mode. This has cut down on 
my proofreading errors substantially, 
and I can once again look my students 
in the eye . 

Making "Dittos" More Interesting 
I often decorate my spirit masters 

with computer generated pictures and 
designs . As a kid , I was committed to 
outlining my artistic creations in black 
and · then filling in the interior with 
color. Unfortunately , my teacher be-
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longed to a different school, so my mas­
terpieces were routinely returned with a 
grade of 'D.' 

When we got our first computer, I 
was thrilled to discover that even I was 
now capable of true artistry. Sometimes 
I draw pictures of realistic scenes, such 
as a rocket ship taking off through a 
star-laden sky. I a lso like to create the 
kind of abstract patterns that use lots of 
FOR . . . NEXT loops. I usually invent 
my own designs, but sometimes I'll use a 
graphics program from a magazine. 

I use a screen print program and print 
my creations at the top of a spirit mas­
ter. Sometimes I attain interesting effects 
by running the same spirit master through 
the printer more than once with differ­
ent colored carbons. The remaining 
space on the stenci l is then used for test 
questions , or worksheet problems for 
my students to complete. 

I sometimes use Telewriter 64 to 
create artistic borders for the stencils . I 
define some of the graphics codes, and 
then combine them into attractive de­
signs. T he possibilities are endless . 

Recently, I've starte.d to use Michael 
Himowitz's Big Print program that was 
in the Dece mber 1983 RAINBOW. I can 
print a message or title in large letters of 
up to nine characters per line . Right 
after I got this program, my first mes­
sage at the top of a short exercise I had 
prepared for my class was appropriately 
"Merry Xmas ." 

Although producing these designs is 
time consuming, I usually decorate a 
large number of sheets at a time, when­
ever I feel in a creative mood . I then 
have a stockpile of attractive spirit mas­
ters on hand for later use , when I'm 
rushing to produce a test for tomor­
row's class. 

The graphics make li fe a little more 
interest ing for my students, because 
they don't get the same boring looking 
sheets to work from every day. It also 
provides my data processing class with a 
practical demonstration of one of a 
computer's capabilities. 

They're sometimes useful, too, as a 
classroom management device . "Class, 
you should have three sheets: one that 
says 'Computers are Fun' at the top; one 
that has a picture of a rocket ship; and 
another with a border made up of 
circles." 

It simplifies life if the students are 
returning the sheets. You don't have 105 
copies of three different sheets all mixed 
up together. Kids will try to put paper in 
the correct pile, if it's sufficiently obvious 
that they can do it without breaking 
stride as they head out the door for 
lunch . 

I hope some of these suggestions will 
assist you in using your Color Comput­
er to make spirit masters for your 
classes. I have access to dedicated word 
processors and more expensive brands 
of microcomputers at school. Now that 
I have mastered the idiosyncrasies of my 
TRS-80 system, I find that the Color 
Computer does everything I want. In 
some cases, it out-performs the school's 
more costly equipment. Having a com­
puter at home offers one big advantage. 
When I arrive back at schoo l with the 
tennis team at 5:30, I don't have to stay 
at school over the dinner hour to work 
on the word processor in order to pre­
pare tomorrow's assignments. 

Your imagination is the only limit 
when creating borders for spirit masters 
using Telewriter 64.

Why do we call this exercise in math and logical thinking the Mad 
Adder? Well, how much are two ducks to the base 10? 

The Mad Adder 
By Larry K. Gage 

The Mad Adder is a mathematical 
logic-type game. The object of 
the game is to figure out the 

proper number replacements for each 
symbol so that the problem is a math­
ematically correct addition problem. 
An addition problem will be shown with 
the numerals replaced by graphics sym­
bols. Each symbol shown represents 
one (and only one) number and likewise 
a number is represented by only one 
symbol. 

To play Mad Adder, insert the cas­
sette and type CLOAD"MADADDER" 
and ENTER. The program uses the high­
est resolution graphics (PMOD£4) and 
four colors , and requires 32K memory 
to run. Type RUN and program execu­
tion will begin . A simple explanation of 
the game's object will be given and then 
followed after an interval by an example 

· problem. The time interval is used by 
CoCo for drawing, coloring, and get­
ting the symbols into arrays. 

After the example problem is com­
pleted you continue program execution 
by pressing any key . CoCo will then 
respond by asking you to enter the diffi­
culty level (one, two or three) that you 
wish to try . Level one is the easiest 
(numbers between one and 199) and 
level three , the most difficult (numbers 
between one and 19,999) . 

The graphics addition problem will 
be drawn and you will be asked your 
guess for the numeric value of the 
upper-right symbol. Respond by press­
ing a number key from zero through

nine. Your entry will be inserted into the 
appropriate spots in the numeric solu­
tion area of the screen and you will be 
asked for your guess for the next sym­
bol. The program does not allow you to 
enter the same number for two different 
symbols. 

After you have made a guess for each 
symbol, CoCo will inform you if your 
guesses result in a mathematically cor­
rect addition problem or not. If it is 
correct, the screen will show "good solu­
tion" and then tell you the length of time 
you required to solve the problem, as 

well as the number of clues given. It then 
re-initializes as necessary and asks you 
to enter the difficulty level for another 
problem. If your guesses did not result 
in a mathematically correct addition 
problem, your incorrect solution will be 
erased and the number of tries you have 
attempted will be shown. If you want a 
clue, press 'C' when asked for a guess.

W hen I purchased my Color Computer, one of the 
major uses I envisioned was as a learning tool for 
my pre-school son. So, as soon as I learned the 

rudiments of graphics programming on the CoCo, 1 set 
out to teach it to my child. This program is a result of 
that effort. 

The general idea behind the program is an interac­
tive early reader. A picture of an object is displayed 
with its name written beneath. At the bottom of the 
screen is a pair of spectacles, and in the left lens of the 
spectacles appears the first letter of the name of the object. 
The child simply has to match the letter in the left lens. A 
correct response is rewarded with two measures of the "ABC 
Song." An incorrect response gets "the rasp berries."

Program execution is relatively straightforward. Variables are 
initialized, and the controlling array is loaded from data. The array is 
two dimensional. It represents a table which is 26 rows long, the alphabet, 
and four columns wide. The four parts are: The string, which is used by the c 
BASIC DRAW command to draw the letter; the string used by the 
DRAW command to draw the corresponding picture; a string of 
numbers which represents the letters in the word; and a one- ~T 
character flag, which denotes whether the particular letter has 
been previously used.

grams use the tape recorder to produce 
the necessa ry pronunciation and use of 
the words in sentences. The sound tape 
is controlled by the computer so that the 
tape pauses for student responses after 
each word. We have used block graph­
ics to increase the ergonomic nature of 
the screen display. The instructions are 
presented in small digestible chunks , 
each delineated by a band of color. This 
will facilitate understanding, particular­
ly for younger children. 

The Spelling Practice System is de­
signed to be used as a stand alone sys­
tem for practice of the week's spelling 
words at home. When used in conjunc­
tion with the Spelling Test System, 
which we will present in next month's 
article, it becomes a comprehensive auto­
mated spelling practice and examina­
tion system for an elementary or secon­
dary class. The spelling practice system 
consists of two programs, Word Load 
and AudioSpell. Word Load does dou­
ble duty in that it produces data tapes 
that are interchangeable between the 
practice and testing programs. Audio­
Spell is the program that leads the child 
through spelling practice sessions step 
by step. 

The Audio Spelling System is designed 
to operate on the 16K Extended Color 
BASIC Radio Shack Color Computer 
with nothing more than a tape recorder 
and color television. Routines are pro­
vided for the use of a line printer if it is 
available. Modifications for non-Ex­
tended BASIC are given later in this 
article. 

AudioSpell 
a) Materials 

Program Tape or Disk - Program 
Name "A UDIOSPL" 
Spelling Words Tape (to be made 
using Word Load program) 
Color Computer, Television, and 
Tape Recorder 
Line Printer or student-provided 
pencil and paper. 

b) Instructions 
A udioSpell is self instructing. The stu­
dent should be familiar with the opera­
tion of the Color Computer, and with 
loading programs from cassette tape . 
Alternatively, the program can be loaded 
and run , and the Spelling Words tape 
inserted in the recorder before the stu­
dent is given control of the computer. If 
your television has an earphone jack 
you may wish to provide a set of ear­
phones so tha t the sou nd of the spelling 
words does not disturb other learning 
activities in the class . Do not attempt to 
plug earphones into the earphone jack 
of the tape recorder. The program will 
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not function properly if all connections 
to the computer are not intact. Be sure 
that the volume of the sound on the 
television is adjusted to a comfortable 
level for the student. If you have a line 
printer, be sure that it is properly at­
tached and turned on. The program will 
provide a list of words missed for further 
study . If you do not have a printer, the 
student will need a pencil and paper to 
copy the list of misspelled words for 
furthe r study. 

Word Load 
a) Materials 

Program Tape or Disk - Program 
Name "WORDLOAD" 
Blank Cassette Tape, labeled "Spell­
ing Words" 
Color Computer, Television, and 
Tape Recorder 

b) Inst ructions 
The Word Load program is self instruct­
ing. You should have prepared a list of 
spelling words and a short sentence 
using each word before operating the 
program. Word Load allows five sec­
onds to pronounce each word, use it in a 
sentence, and pronounce it again. After 
using the program, if you find that five 
seconds is too long or too short, you 
may modify the available time accord­
ing to the modification instructions be­
low. To preclude inadvertent erasure of 
the spelling words tape, you should 
break out the record-enable tab on the 
back of the tape after you have com­
pleted recording. The tape may be re­
used for the following week's words, if 
desired, by placing a piece of tape over 
the tab hole while recording. In order to 
prevent words from a longer list from 
spilling over into a shorter list, the pre­
vious spelling word list should be erased 
before recording a new list. Spelling 
words can be recorded for several levels 
of learning by using a separate cassette 
tape for each word list. 

Modifications 
Recording Time. Five seconds re­

cording time was selected as optimum 
for the average user. To change record­
ing time, it is necessary to change only 
one value in each of the programs. The 
Color Computer requires one second to 
count to 460 in a FOR- NEXT loop, 
such as the one found in Line 280 of the 
Word Load program. To change the 
length of time allowed to pronounce the 
word and use it in a sentence, you must 
multiply the number of seconds desired 
times 460 and place the resulting value 
in Line280ofthe WordLoadprogram, 
and Line 290 of the AudioSpell pro­
gram in place of the value 2300. Both 

programs must contain the same value 
in the timing loop for the tapes to be 
read correctly. 

Praise Statements. The reinforcement 
expressions for correct answers in the 
AudioSpel/ program are located in 
Lines 610 to 700. If you wish to replace 
one of the praise statements with a 
statement of your own , you may do so 
by replacing the expression enclosed in 
quotation marks with your own expres­
sion. If you want to add more praise 
statements, you must modify Lines 580 
and 590. To add more expressions, add 
lines after Line 700 using the same 
PRINT" ":RETURN format found in 
the original print statements. You must 
then increase the value 10 in the expres­
sion B = RN D(JO) in Line 580 by the 
number of lines you added, and add a 
comma and the line number of each line 
you added after number 700 in Line 590. 

Using Programs With No Printer 
Available. If you do not have access to a 
printer, you may want to eliminate the 
student input regarding the printer. If 
you have a printer and always intend to 
have misspelled words printed rather 
than displayed on the TV screen, you 
may wish to eliminate the choice of TV 
display. To eliminate choice of the prin­
ter, change the expression "Do you have 
a printer (yes or no)" in Line 450 of 
AudioSpe/1 to "Press ENTER to con­
tinue," and eliminate everything after 
the variable A$ in Line 450. Next, elim­
inate program Lines 520 through 560. 
To eliminate the choice of printing the 
list to the TV, modify Line 450 exactly 
as above, and eliminate program Lines 
460 through 510. 

Changing Printer Codes. The print­
ing algorithms of these programs are 
written using ASCII codes for an Epson 
MX-80 printer. This printer uses 
CHR$(14) to print double-width char­
acters and CH R$(10) as a line feed 
command. If your printer does not use 
these two codes you must substitute 
your printer code for CH R$(14) in Line 
530 of AudioSpel/, and substitute your 
printer's equivalent of CHR$(10) in 
Lines 530, 540, 550, and 560 of Audio­
Spell. 

Modification To Run On A Non­
Extended CoCo. As the programs are 
listed, they are for use on an Extended 
Color BASIC machine. To use these pro­
grams on a level I machine requires only 
removal or replacement of two reserved 
Extended words. The screens are for­
matted with the reserved word 
STRING$. This command prints a 
string of N copies of the ASCII charac­
ter X as in PRINT@ 0, STRING$ 



(N,X). To substitute for the STRING$ 
command using level I BASIC, you can 
substitute the algorithm:

And Its Function . . .

A while ago I wrote abo ut the 
pins' ful")ctions on the ca rtrid ge 
connector of your com p\]ter. 011e 

o f the pins was the " H ALT " pin , which 
is the center of di scuss ion for this m onth. 

The HALT pin is not one of the m ost 
popular pins. Certa inly not as popula r 
as, let 's say, a n address line or a data 
line. Add ress a nd data lines are used 
continuously while the HALT line ca n 
sit idly. forever. In fact , if yo u d o n't have 
a disk contro ller o r anything else plugged 
in the cartridge s lot , the HALT line will 
not. be used . The disk drive co ntroll er 
a lways uses the HALT line to do its 1/ 0. 

What does the HALT line do? It d oes 
what it says it does - halt. When this 
line is log ic<J lly high (five volts), it is 
in acti ve. But o nce. th e HALT line goes 
low, a t ze ro volts, many things start 
ha ppening. The C P U will sto p. First o f 
a ll , the C PU will finish its current 
inst ru cti o n, which takes between two to 
15 clock cycles, depending o n what 
instruction the C P U was executing. 
Then the C PU will tri state the address 
bus and the da t(j bus , which mea ns the 
CPU wi ll neither input nor output - it

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is inact ive. Eve rything stops, howeve r, 
no thing is lost. When ha lted , the BA

lines w ill go high. This indicates tha t t he 
CPU is in the halt state. You don't have 
to worry a bo ut th.ese lines; Radi o S hac k 
chos·e not to Li se them by no t brin~ in g 
them to the cartridge con nector. Th'e 
CPU registers a re a ll prese rved a nd the 
RAM (random access IT]e m o ry) is ~ till 
refreshed . That's the SAM chip's jop. 

Everything will stay ha lted until the 
H ALT line returns to a high sta te . Then

the CPU will continue just as befo re. 
While ha lted , the CPU will not res po nd 
to extern a l rea l-time requests such as 
the In terrupt Request o r the Fast In 'ter­
rupt Request. The No n-M aska ble Inter-

rupt and the Rese t will be latched for 
later request. Stopping the CPU will 
usually npt cause any problems, but 
und er certa in conditions, problem s can 
occur. This is whe n the CPU is invo lved 
in critica l timing. Examples are cassette 
or disk 1/ 0; timekeeping or se i,ia l 1/ 0 
like printer; or mod em 1/ 0. If the CPU 
is HAL Ted during these a nd other tim­
ing conditions, loss of data or comp lete 
scl·qrh bling of da ta is emine nt. Timing 
!pops can be thrown off, so stay ·away 
from the halt line when doing 1/ 0 or 
timing. 
· Wha t could one use the HA LT line 
for if one had control of it? Well, there 
are a multitude of uses. Tne most useful 
and practical is to s low down a BASIC 

li sting. You know, when yo u do a LIST 
and a lo ng fl as h of text just strea ms by? 
Well, yo u could s low that down to a 
reasonable speed using th e ha lt line. 
Anoth.er use is to stud y, step by step, 
)10w the CPU draws g ra phics. You 
study the diffe rent techni'ques program­
mers use to draw a nd move o bj ects o n 
the Hi-Res graphics sc ree n. A third use 
is to study how BASIC co mma nd s func­
ti on such as PRINT a nd SET and 
RESET 

Now that yo u know all about the 
HALT line and what useful things you 
ca n do with it , let me s)10w yo u how to 
put together a small circuit tha t will let 



yo u control the HALT line. First yo u 
wi ll ne~d parts, which are li sted in Table 
I . You wil l a lso need the sta ndard "tool 
kit"for asse mbling. It is not a ve ry diffi­
cu lt c ircuit to put togethe r, just the 
u ~ ual pa rt s. Follow the diagram in Fig­
ure I, ard put the circuit together. Use 
the socket fo r the IC. When you are 
fini shed p lug the board into the ROM 
Pak of the CoCo o r a ny one of the s lots 
of the Multi-Pak Interface. It will a lso 
work with the CoCo 2. You might want 
to put the switches and the pot o n 
a noth er sma ll boa rd with remote wires 
so tha t it would be mo re accessible when 
U!l ing it. Also if the rapid fire mode is 
too fas t o r s low, try chang ing the va lue 
of C2.

Whe n you pu sh t he button, the curso r 
should start to fl as h s lowl y. Turn the

The curso r ~ hould speed up a nd 
s low d own . That is yo ur speed co ntro l 
when switc h 2 is o n . When switch 2 is 
off, the push button acts ljke a s ingle 
step pe r. When it is on, it is rapid fire.

REVIEWING 

Ediwr: 

MORSE CODE TEACHER 
AND 

MORSE CODE TUTOR 

We wish to express our appi·ec ia tion to 
THE RAI N BOW for rev iewing our programs , 
Morse Code Teacher and Morse Code Tut or, 
in the June 1984 issue. As noted by yo ur 
reviewer, these programs from our Amateur 
Radi o Series are intended primarily to help 
prepare for the Federal Communications 
Comm iss ion cbde exams which i1re required 
to obtain o r upgrade a ham license. In add i­
ti on , they would be helpful to a Scout tryin g 
to ea rn a merit badge in international Morse 
code. There are several points, however, 
which we feel do require clarification. 

In Morse Code Tut or, the three V's that 
the program se nds at the beginning of eac h 
one-to-five minute practice sess ion are the 
"ready" signal; no addition.a l auditory 
prompt follows. Inst ead , immediately a ft er 
the three Y's come th e characters to be 
copied on paper and then checked against 
the characters that appear on the screen at 
the end of the session . 

A more ser ious inaccuracy is Mr. Gra­
ham's statement that the characters in eac h 
pract ice session are se nt in groups of fi ve at a 
tirrie. While Morse code can be se nt in 
groups of five characters, this is usua lly 
practiced on ly with enciphe red messages , 
such as the cryptogrammatica l codes i.i sed 
by the military di1ring wartime. In the random­
pi·ac tice sections of both Morse Code Teach­
er and Morse Code Tut or, characters are 
se nt individually and continuous.IY, one after 
another, with equal spaci ng betwee n. I sus­
pect that "Mr. Graham's confusion stems 
partly from the fact that when the characters 
appear on th e screen for checking, they are 
arranged in five-charact er groups, which is 
much easier to read than a sc reen full of 
continuous , uniformly spaced characters. 

Cynwyn's Amateur Radio Series , which 
includes both code and applications prci­
grari1s, are wri-tten by hams, for hams - a nd 
we fee l that it is a di sse rvice to yo ur readers 
to preseht rev iews of this type of software by 
someone who admitted ly has no understand­
Ing or appreciation of the subj ect matter. 

Both Teacher a1id Tutor require 16K 
ECB. Disk versions will be availabl e in the 
nea r future. Morse Code Teacher is a lso 
ava ilable for the MC-10 with 4K RAM.

SUBTRACTION DRILL 

Editor: 
As author of Subtrauion Drill, I wish to 

respond to Mr. Stephan Brow n's review in 
the September 1984 RAI N BOW. I fee l Mr. 
Brown's rev iew is in co mplete in that he tells 
nothing about th e mea t of th e progra m. He 
vaguely states that it offers a "varied se lec­
ii on of subtraction problems." Nowhere 
does he state that it is an a ll -inc lu sive pro­
gram wi th 13 leve ls of in struction. T hese 
leve ls were outlin ed by primary sc hoo l 
teac hers to cor relate with th e Kno x Co unty 
Schoo ls Math Curri culum. 

The beginning levels include seq uential 
and random fac ts; whereas the more ad­
vanced leve ls include borrowing a I 0, bor­
rowing a 100, and borrowing both lOs and 
IOOs with a tutor for help wh ich Mr. Brown 
fail ed to mention. 

Mr. Brown's st1ggestion that a laminated 
co py of the "Contro l Key" page be prov id ed 
is unwarra nt ed. Bot h th e doc umenta tion 
and the program clearly indica te that , at any 
time, th e stl1d ent may press th e 'K' key for a 
di splay of the control keys . I co nsid er tha t to 
be a superior fea ture to apy plastic card 
which normally tend s to get misplaced , 
es pecially in a public scho oi. 

Mr. Brown spends a great dea l of tim e in 
the rev iew criti ci7. ing the grap hics and re­
ward routines. He stat es that th e graphics 
" reward " is done in non- Ex tend ed BAS IC 

which is incorrect. He al so states that th e 
music meiodi es a re " unin spiring." S ince 
when , Mr. Brown , are patrio tic so ngs such 
as the Star Spangled Banner and America 
"uninspiring ahd worn out?" 

Mr. Brown ; you totally missed the boa t in 
yo ur rev iew when the maj o r port ion of you r 
rev iew dwell s on graphics and reward s rather 
than the program as an educa tiOJia l too l. 

I carl und erstand why yo ur fourth grade 
daughter beca me bored with th e program as 
she has ev id ently ma stered a ll subtracti on 
skills. The documentation states tha t the 
program is for presc hool through the fifth 
grade. Mos t element a ry sc hoo l educa tors 
would understand that subtraction skills will 
be mastered by the end of the third grade. 
Above that leve l, the program wou ld nor­
mally be used for remediati on. I also imag ine 
that no parent of a fourth o r fifth grad er 
would o rder the program unless th e child 
was needin g spec ial help. 

Like th e reviewer, I a lso ha ve ques ti oned 
the slowness of th e clea ring of the scree n at 
particular times during the program. Per-

haps most adult s and children who ha ve 
mastered these sk ills wou ld find thi s process 
tediou s. During ex tensive field tes ting, the 
slow screen has not bee n an iss ue. In writing 
programs which dea l with mastering sk ills, 
we must remember to look throu gh the eyes 
o ft he lea rner and not through th e eyes of the 
profi cient.

Color Disk EDT ASM­
A High Quality 

Programming Tool 
By Roger Schrag 

Radio Shack has been making their EDTASM editor / 
assembler program for the Color Computer for several years 
now. An editor I assembler is a programming tool that lets 
you write programs in assembly language for the Color 
Computer. Unti l very recently, EDTASM was only avail­
ab le as a Program Pak ROM cartridge. This left users with 
disk drives out in the cold . 

Now there is Color Disk EDTASM, a disk version of the 
popular editor I assembler package. The package consists of 
a large three-ring binder which contains the manual and one 
diskette. 

Although the manual is quite large, over 120 pages, it 
makes no attempt to teach assembly language to the 
beginner. The manual will only teach you how to use the 
Color Disk EDTASM package. However, the manual does 
give some recommendations of additional books to help out 
those new to assembly language. 

This manual is very similar to the manual provided with 
Radio Shack's EDTASM Program Pak . Of course, new 
sections have been added to explain the new additional 
features of the disk version. Also, some omissions and in­
accuracies in the original manual have been corrected . The 
manual contains reference sections which are excellent for 
experienced assembly language programmers who need to 
check something here or there. However, this setup makes 
the purchase of an additional text almost mandatory for the 
computerist who is new to assembly language programming. 

Color Disk EDTASM requires a 16K Color Computer 
with at least one disk drive. Although a second disk drive 
really isn't necessary , 32K of memory is very strongly 
recommended. You won't be able to do very much serious 
programming on a 16K system. I will come back to this later. 

The diskette supplied in the package contains five pro­
grams. DOS/ BAS and DOS/ BIN contain a miniature disk 
operating system. Color Disk EDTASMuses this mini-DOS 
to load and save your programs on diskette. Therefore, it is 
necessary for you to load in the mini-DOS before you can 
use Color Disk EDTASM. The manual provides a great 
deal of technical information about this mini-DOS so that 
you may write programs of your own which use this mini­
DOS for loading and saving data on diskette. 

When you turn on your computer and type in RUN"DOS" 
the mini-DOS initializes itself. A title screen appears, along 
with a menu of functions you may perform from the mini­
DOS. You may load a machine language program , do a disk 
directory, see how much space is free on a diskette, copy a 
file from one diskette to anbther, or turn on an on-screen 
clock display. 

As you might notice, most of these functions can be 
performed from BAS IC very easily. For example, it is a lot 
easier to type in COPY " F!L£1" TO "F!L£2" from BASIC 

than it is to type RUN"DOS", wait 10 seconds for the 
mini-DOS to initialize, select menu option five, wait another 
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five seconds as the file copier gets ready, and answer seven 
questions about the file to be copied . 

To use Color Disk EDTASM, you put the program 
diskette in drive zero and type RUN"DOS". When you get 
the menu, you select option two, load and execute a machine 
language program. Now you type in EDTASM and press 
ENTER. Color Disk EDTASM now loads in and executes 
automatically. 

Color Disk EDTASM's editor is almost identical to that 
of the original EDTASMProgram Pak. You can insert new 
lines, delete old lines, renumber, copy lines to another part 
of the program, print lines up on the screen or printer, or edit 

· lines in a fashion similar to the EDIT command of Extended 
Color BASIC . 

Of course, you may also load and save your source code. 
A major feature of Color Disk EDTASM is that you rriay 
load or save on diskette or tape. So, if you have an old 
project that you started before you got your disk drive, you 

· may load your code from tape, edit it a little, and then save it 
to diskette. 

There are a few areas in which Color Disk EDT ASM has 
been greatly enhanced. One of these areas is that of printing 
up listings on a printer. A newS command lets you set how 
many lines your printer puts on a page, and how many 

· characters on a line. Color Disk EDTASMwill then format 
all printouts so that there will be a blank area at the top and 
bottom of each page of printout. This avoids printing on the 
perforations when using fanfold paper, a great convenience. 
Also, printouts done when assembling a program have an 
optional title printed at the top of each page, along with a 
page number. 

The assembler itself has been enhanced to allow macros, 
an INCLUDE command, and conditional assembly. Macros 
and conditional assembly are simply convenience features 
that many programmers can live without. The INCLUDE 
command, however, may be a necessity if you plan to write 
extremely long programs. The INCLUDE command lets 
you break your long program into several shorter ones, all 
contained on the same diskette. The assembler then reads in 
all of the smaller parts and reconnects them into one large 
program. 

Color Disk EDTASM also comes with ZBUG. This is a 
little debugger that lets you run your assembly language 
program step by step and continuously monitor its opera­
tion and use of memory and CPU registers. This is an 
excellent aid for finding bugs in your programs (unless, of 
course, your programs -never ever have bugs). 

Color Disk EDTASM is a lot like the original Program 
Pak version of EDTASM except that bugs in the original 
have been corrected , and some great new features have been 
added . But you pay a price for such a feature-packed pro­
gramming tool. Color Disk EDTASMtakes up lots of your 
computer's memory. It takes up so much space that the 

. standard version won't even fit on a l6K Color Computer. 
A special version of Color Disk EDTASMis provided for 

16K users. (This rounds out the five programs on the 
' included diskette.) This special version conserves memory 
by only having part of the program in memory at any one 
moment. This means that there always has to be a diskette in 
drive zero containing the special version of Color Disk 
EDT A SM. Occasionally, the computer wi ll pause for a few 
seconds as it accesses part of this program on drive zero. The 
setup is very reasonable; the pauses are very smooth and not 
disturbing. However, this special method of conserving 
memory still only leaves the 16K user about 2200 bytes for

his progra m. T his is why I say that a 32K system is rea lly 
needed fo r a ny serious progra mm ing-ap.p'hcatio ns. 

T he DOS/ BAS a nd DOS/ BIN progl-arrts- may .be used 
d irectiy by a ny p rograms yo u write in orderto ma ke loading 
and saving of data files o n di skette ve ry-e£\sy. A la rge part of 
the manua l expla ins how to use routines in t he DOS pro­
gram. In fact, there is a complete, commented source code 
listi ng of the entire DOS/ BIN progra m includ ed . That's 
over 25 pages front a nd back of source code! Actua lly, 
looking at parts of this li sting may offer examples of p ro­
gramm ing sty le a nd techn iq ue fo r th ose new to assembly 
language. But be careful because Radio Shack wrote the 
DOS/ BIN program o n a mo re sophistica ted sys tem tha n 
Color Disk EDTASM, so there a re some specia l co mma nd s 
in the list ing tha t Color Disk ED T ASM does not recognize . 
Th is may cause some co nfusion . 

Unfortuna tely, the faet tha t the DOS/ BIN progra m is 
copyrighted causes some p roblems. For example, if yo u 
wo uld li ke to wr ite a progra m tha t yo u in tend to rria rket 
commercia ll y, yo ur progra m should ri. o t use the DOS/ BiN 
program. If it d oes, then nobod y will be able to use you r 
program unless they own a copy of Radio S hack 's Color 
Disk EDT A SM. T his cuts yo ur potenti a l market size down 
cons ide ra bly. So the only time tha t the technica l info rma­
t ion prese nted in the ma nua l ',V iii rea lly co me into use is 
when you p la n to write a program requiri1ig di sk I( O fo r 
your pe rsona l use. 

Color Disk EDTASMdoesn't seem to have a ny rea l bugs . 
That is to say, I could n't find a ny situat ions in which the 
asse mbler wo uld des troy yo ur progra m or the mini -DOS 
wo uld re nder a di skette unusa ble. ( Incidenta lly , a very obs­
cure bug in the origina l EDTASM Progra m Pak perta ining 
to the error message MULTIPLY D EFINED SYM BOL 
has been fixed .) However, the DOS/ BIN progi·a rri is ve ry 
poorly wri tten in some respects. For exa mple, ifyo u try to 
load a source code fil e fr om a diskette with a write-protect 
tab on it, yo ur disk,drive will go wacko fo r a few seconds a nd 
then t he erro r message DiSK W RI TE PROTECTE D will 
appear on the screen. T his is a n unnecessa ry irri tat ion to 
many program mers li ke myse lf wh o like to write-protect 
their d iskettes to prevent accidenta l erasure. 

A lso, the m ini-DOS performs mos t di sk opera ti ons mu ch 
more slowly than necessary. Another di sk edi to r/ asse mbler 
program o n the ma rket, fo r example, will load a nd save 
source code fil es in Uii der 65 percent of the t ime it takes 
Color Disk EDT A SM. 

If this rev iew seems long to yo u, co ns id er tha t a n edito r( 
asse mbler is a ve ry complex progra nim ing too l. R adi o 
Shack's origina l EDTASM P rogra m Pa k was pro bably the 
first such progra m on the ma rket for the Co lo r Co mputer. 
But when it comes to purchas ing an edito r( assembler which 
works with d isk d rives today, yo u have qu ite a choice. It 
might pay to exam ine the a lte rnatives ca refull y before yo u 
buy. 

A ltho ug h the Rad io Shack o ffering is q uite.good , there 
are a few feat ures I wo uld li ke to see added . T he DOS/ B IN 
program needs some clea ning up. T he assembler doesn't 
a ll ow mul t iple FCB sta tements on one li ne, no r d oes it a ll ow 
binary co nsta nts. Also, if yo u fo rget a fil e's na nie o r d o n't 
know which diskette has enough space o n it, t he re is no way 
to see a d iskette directo ry while in EDTASM witho ut los ing 
your program. 

Anot her fea ture that would be nice is suppo rt fo r Co l.or 
Computers with 64K. By using a ll of the memo ry in a 64K 
Color Comp uter, yo u wo uid be able to write lo nge r pro-

grams witnout hav ing to b rea k them tip and use the 
INCLU D E comma nd . 

I have a final wish o n my li st: Radio S hack shouid put the 
DOS/ BIN progra m ih the public d oma in so that everyone 
co uld have a co py a nd soft wa re ve nd ors could use it in their 
programs. T hen there would be no m ore incompatibility 
pro blems with di sk-based software not wo rking on the 
Color Computer 2; a nd so on. Vend ors would no lo nger 
have to ma rket sepa ra te vers ions of their software for the 
Color Computer a nd Co lor Computer 2. A lso , users 
wouldn't have to worry a bo ut buying a program a nd finding 
tha t it d oesn't work o n the ir machine. 

In sho rt , Color Disk EDTASM is a high qua lity pro­
grammi ng tool tha t will he lp yo u write programs iii ass,ein­
bly la nguage fo"r your Colo r Compu te r. T he ma nua l in a 
ve ry clea r a nd fr iendly ma nner )le lps yo u lea i·n how to use 
thi s progra mming tool, but d oes nothing to teach you 
assembly la nguage. Yo u will need to get a separa te text to 
read ifasse mbly language is new to yo u_. Although Color 
Disk EDTASM has some irr itating shortcomings, it a lso 
spo rts some very sophisticated features as we ll.

The program requ ires a t least 16K Extended BAS IC and 
16K users wi ll have to POKE25,6:N £Wbefore CLOA Ding. 
After RUNning the program , the user is asked to input the 
number of players (one or two), the players' names and ra nk . 
The rank is the sk ill leve l de pending on which keys yo u wa nt 
to work o n. For exam ple, Level I , Cadet, works on keys 
ASDF and each add itiona l leve l adds more keys. T he user 
ca n begin in any leve l and wo rk hi s way up through the 
ranks. T he program does not dea l with numbers and most 
specia l characters because , accord ing to the a uth or, these 
keys may va ry in placement from keyboard to keyboard. A 
cumulat ive sco re is kept as well as a percentage of accuracy. 
In order to go on to the next level, an acc u racy ra t ing of95 
perce nt is needed. The typing is not timed , but bonus points 
are added for fast typing. 

T)'pe Trek is a low resolution g raphics ga me. T he cha rac-

ters a nd symbo ls used are nea t , c lear and fun to watch. 
During the word game, letters appea r a nd the user must type 
the letters afte r they disappear from the screen. In the word 
game, a wo rd appears a nd you must copy it accurate ly. The 
sentence game has a sentence shown on the screen, and aga in 
the user must copy it. Each game makes up a wave and the 
use r is g ive n the cho ice of havi ng the game be three, six or 
nine waves long. 

T he doc umenta ti o n is well written a nd very complete. It is 
easy to follow a nd tries t o a nticipate every situat io n that 
co uld possibly a rise. T he book let is written in such a way as 
not to be overwhelming in it s technica l explanations. 
Anyone sho uld be ab le to understand the documentation 
and e nj oy using the progra m. T he documentat ion even 
includ es a ra ther large sect ion o n learn ing how to type. If the 
user finds that a 95 percent accu racy rate is too high (or too 
low), easy to fol low instructions are given for changing this. 

T hi s tutorial cou ld eas ily be used in the schoo ls a nd a t 
home. It 's written to appea l more to chi ldren than adu lt s, 
but I see no reaso n for adul ts not to have fun a lso. Knowing 
how to type we ll d oes not seem to be important to most 
children, but as they progress in their educa tion, th ey will 
di scover what a necessary sk ill typing is. Type Trek can help 
yo u a nd yo ur c hildre n better yo ur typing ab ility in a painless 
a nd fun way.

Colormind: A Nice Adaptation, 
But . . . 

Colormind, by Aurora Computing, is another computer 
adaptation of the popular board game "Mastermind." The 
idea of the game is to correctly solve the computer-generated 
code of four colors within 10 guesses . Upon choosing your 
guess from a choice of six colors, the computer will print 'A's 
and 'B's . An' A' signifies the color is correct in the right place 
while a 'B' indicates a correct color but in the wrong place. If 
you guess the correct code within the I 0 tries the computer 
prints a congratulatory message , but , if you fail , the com­
puter will reveal the correct code. This is all done in low 
resolution graphics with a few beeps here and there for 
sound. 

An interesting feature of Colormind is the method of 
giving the player instructions. The computer asks if you wish 
to have instructions. If you reply "yes," it gives you the 
complete rules in an attractive format and even shows an 
example of game play. The brief documentation, therefore, 
is more than adequate as all the information needed is 
included in the program. Colormind's program length is 
only about 4.5K, a good portion of which is used for the 
instructions. 

There are a few quirks which irritated me about Color­
mind. One, if a person accidentally enters a non-acceptable 
value (a number greater than six or a letter of the alphabet) , 

the computer prints a question mark and a turn is wasted. 
Also, the instructions included as documentation say that 
two people can play, but unless they alternate playing 
games, I don't know how they would do it. Neither the 
instructions nor the written documentation supply this 
information. 

If you hate typing in program listings and don't mind 
paying $10.95 for a program that is similar to those found in 
Color Computer magazines, Colormind is worth your money 
as it is a good adaptation of "Mastermind ."

Cassette Database Made 
Easy With File Cabinet 

File Cabinet is a database program written for the 16K 
ECB Color Computer. It is a neat little program that will 
allow you to perform some of the simple functions normally 
associated with database programs . That is, it will let you 
input, locate, modify, delete and sort data. You can also 
savefload data to / from tape and print records on the screen 
or your printer. The program is very user-friendly. It comes 
with three sheets of documentation and is written quite well 
in a logical order. You really don't need any more documen­
tation because the program is simple to use by just following 
the on-screen prompts. The software automatically adjusts 
to the amount of memory of your machine. With a 16K 
CoCo you can operate with up to 50 records in memory and 
with 32K you can have up to 200 records. This assumes that 
you average around I 00 characters per record . If you will 
need more characters per record (up to 250), then this will 
reduce the number of records you can have. 

File Cabinet is error-trapped quite well, but if you do 
crash the program by hitting the BREAK key, etc. , you will 
not lose the data you have entered . Simple instructions are 
given on how to recover. If for some reason you run out of 
string space (when inputting data from the keyboard or 
appending from tape), further inputting is stopped but the 
data is not lost . This is particularly useful when appending 
data from tape to a file residing in memory. 

One complaint I have is that only one copy of the File 
Cabinet exists on the tape. I think any program sold on tape 
should have a backup included . There are instructions on 
how to make your own backup , but since you lose some of 
the features of this program when you make the copy, your 
backup isn't a real backup . Owls Nest will provide you 
another copy to use as a backup for $5 . I found that the 
backup copy I made would not work properly with my disk 
drive hooked up to the computer although the original copy 
worked fine . This shouldn't be a problem though, because I 
would not recommend this program for anyone with a disk 
system. Now I will describe each of the functions available 
with File Cabinet. 

IN PUT OAT A - When you initially set up a file you are 
asked to input the names of each field that you desire (up to 
five). Once you have defined these fields you are then 
prompted to start entering data . As you finish entering data 
for each record you are given three choices: continue on to 
the next record, modify the current record , or return to the 
main menu . Modifying the data is quite easy as you are 
presented each field for the record and asked if you want to 
change it or not. If you do, then just type in the correct data 
and the change is made. 

LOCATE DATA - This is a handy feature that will 
allow you to search a field for data. After selecting the field 
you want to search,just type in the string you want to search 
for and, when it is found, the entire record will be presented

on the screen. You can then continue the search or return to 
the main menu. 

MODIFY DATA - Modifying data is easy. All you have 
to do is enter the record number and each field of the record 
will be presented to you . You can then modify all the fields 
or just a single field. 

DELETE DATA - In this mode you can either delete all 
data or single records. In either case you are given ample 
warning of what you are about to do and have to verify your 
instruction before the deletion actually takes place. 

SORT DATA - You may sort on any or all of the first 
three fields. This is where the program really shines. The sort 
is a machine language sort that is really fast. I entered a 200 
record file that consisted of articles, program listings, and 
reviews from the RAINBOW . I then had the program sort on 
three fields. The sort took a little longer than the documen­
tation said it would, but who's going to complain about 27 
seconds? When I sorted the same 200 records on a single 
field it only took 3. 7 seconds. 

SAVE ON TAPE - Once you decide to save your data to 
tape the software will automatically make two copies. In 
addition to this you are given the option of verifying that the 
first save is a good one by rewinding the tape and pressing 
ENTER and Play. As I said earlier, this program is very 
user-friendly and you really have a lot of features to make 
sure you don't lose several hours worth of work . 

LOAD FROM TAPE - This option is used to load data 
from tape. The nicest part of this option is the ability to 
append a tape file to one residing in memory. 

SHOW ON SCREEN - With this option the records will 
bed isplayed on the screen one at a time. You can select any 
of five scanning speeds. You can either look at all records or 
single records . The only way to look at a series of records in a 
certain category would be to sort on that field first. This 
would group like records together. You could then have all 
records displayed on the screen one at a time. The records 
you are looking for would then eventually appear in 
sequence. You have the option of printing these records on 
your printer if you desire. 

SEND TO PRINTER - In this mode you can print 
individual records or all records on your printer. If you want 
to print them individually you must know the record 
number you want printed . There is a lot of paper wasted 
when you print records, but considering the memory limita­
tions and the very reasonable price of this program, that is 
something you will have to live with. 

l recommend File Cabinet for anyone wanting to get 
started in using databases with a cassette recorder. If you 
plan to move up to a disk system in the near future then I 
would not recommend it. You are limited in what you can do 
with File Cabinet, not because of the program itself, but the 
limitations a cassette-based system places on you.

Stands Monitor 
Useful To Some 

A lot of people (myself included) think that the best place 
to put a computer's monitor is on top of the computer. With 
the CoCo this is not a good idea, because the computer's t-op 
is rather small and the plastic case just won't support a heavy 
item. As with any design flaw (real or imagined) in a popular 
computer, there have been a number of attempts to cure the 
problem. Howard Medical's TV stands are designed to hold 
a TV or monitor above the CoCo so that the set's weight 
doesn't rest on the computer; this goal is met, but there are 
other problems. 

The Howard Medical stands are made from \;2-inch plas­
tic sheet (either Plexiglas or Lexan- 1 don't know which) 
bent to fit over the CoCo. A series of holes are drilled in the 
stand near the sides of the computer to provide ventilation, 
and a slot is cut in the right side for ROM packs or other 
cartridges. The 13-inch model (really for anything up to the 
new 14-inch sets) fits over the CoCo and has the same width 
on the inside as the CoCo's case; the 19-inch model (for sets 
from 15-inch to the new 20-inch) has space for a cassette 
recorder to the left of the computer. Each model is available 
in either a smoke gray (transparent) or ivory color (opaque) . 

A possible problem with the stand is that it is somewhat 
flexible; if the TV or monitor is very heavy, part of the 
weight may rest on the CoCo. This is more likely to be a 
problem with the 19-inch version, since it is nine inches 
wider and the larger flat surface is less rigid . We tried the 
stands with three color TV sets , a I 0-inch, a 13-inch and a 
19-inch; while the 13-inch version held up well, the 19-inch 
version bent to some degree under the load. (My tests were 
done with solid-state sets; an old tube TV would be much 
heavier, and I doubt that either stand could support one.) 

The stands' other problem is their depth. Both stands are 
It-inches deep, and since the front of the stand is behind the 
keyboard, the stand extends for about six inches behind the 
computer. This makes it very difficult to reach the power 
and Reset buttons from the front of the computer. 

Howard Medical has a good idea here, but its execution is 
somewhat awkward.

Tired of getting out your pad of graph paper to plot out 
your equations? Why not let your Color Computer handle 
the chores involved with plotting your coordinates? Graph 
It does a nice job of doing just that and with a minimum of 
fuss and muss (and no graph paper!). 

The program, in Hi-Res, graphs a set of equations in the 
form of Y=Function(X) onto X-Y axes. You can graph as 
many equations as you want on the same set of axes. 

The program has instructions, if necessary, and gives 
examples of the following math functions: division , sine, 
absolute value, square root, natural logarithm. Sample 
equations are given , such as: 

Y =X " 2 + .S * X - I 0 
and 
Y =I- COS(X) 

Individual points (as pixels) can be plotted up to 10. Pairs 
of coordinates are entered as "X,Y." 

You are then prompted "How many equations do you 
want graphed?" I entered several different combinations to 
try out the program. You must enter the lower and upper 
limits for X andY. Minimums are given by the program. 

The first time around, the program displayed the graph, 
immediately cleared and printed that my equation was not 
in the proper form and that I had to redo it. I corrected the 
error and the graph came up with X,Y axes marked accord­
ing to specifications. You also have the option of marking 
special locations to determine if your equations will fit 
within these special delimiters. 

The program does a nice job of what it is des igned to do 
and I feel it is worth the price.

Watch Your 'Copters In 
Whirlybird Run 

Whirlybird Run by Spectral Associates is a good attempt 
at making a home version of Scramble. You begin the game 
with four helicopters. The helicopters can be lost by crashing 
into enemy ships, the ground, or running out of fuel. Refuel­
ing can be accomplished by destroying the enemy craft with 
an 'F' on them. It isn't as easy as it seems to dodge the 
ground, since mountains constantly pop up in front of your 
'copter. In the first screen, the only flying hazard is the 
enemy missiles. The second screen adds the bouncing sauc­
ers , and later screens, the arrows must be avoided. Shooting 
at these arrows does no good since they are indestructible. 
Finally, you enter the "Cavern of Doom." About this obsta­
cle I can't say much, because the only time I got there I lost 
my one remaining 'copter before I could get very far. 

The helicopters are very well drawn, especially the rotat­
ing blades. The sound effects in the game are good , particu­
larly the sound of the helicopters. The other graphics, such 
as the mountains, are well drawn. Whirlybird Run is more 
than sufficiently challenging. The animation is smooth. 

In my opinion, the game could stand some improvements , 
like adding the sounds of explosions , saucers, and rockets, 
for example. A more serious problem is the inability to 
pause the game; it just keeps on running. Finally, the green 
sky is not up to par with most of today's CoCo software. 

As a point of interest to those of us with shaky drives 
and / or tape recorders, this is a copy-protected game. Copies 
which fail to load will be replaced by Spectral Associates for 
reasonable prices. Finally, Whirlybird Run is a good game, 
but it is just not all it could be.

DO-FILE/FIX-FILE - A 
Good Memory Database 

By Frank J. Esser· 

There a re a number of data base programs out fo r the 
Color Computer. Most of them are disk oriented a rid a few 
are designed to function on cassette based systems. DO­
FILE is a database that is unique in that it is a third form, a 
memory database. Since it is a memory database, the 
amount of data tha t ca n be stored at a ny one time is limited . 
The manual states that the max imum storage is 16,480 
characters. How this translates into records is depend ent 
upon the size of each record . If, for instance, a reco rd is 55 
bytes long, then the data base will hold a maximum o f 299 
records. Although the manual does not state it as such, I 
doubt that the DO-FILEwill run on a 16K Co lor Computer. 
DO-FILE has the ability to load and save files to disk o r 
cassette. However, upon initializa tio n you a re asked if disk 
or cassette is being used . If you load a fil e from cassette, a ll 
files must be saved to cassette also. If you des ire, the variable 
used tci indicate if cassette or disk is being used can be 
changed at midstrea m anci the file saved to disk. I tried it a nd 
it works well. 
DO~ FILE comes on a cassette along with its compa nio n 

progra m FIX-FILE. Also included is a 32-page inst ructio n 
manual. The manua l is we ll~w ritteri a nd quite easy to fo llow. 
It is broken down into three di stinct sections. The first is the 
introduction section . It is here that the a utho r gives a brief 
overview of what to expect from DO-FILE. Also, the 
memory res trictions a re listed a nd ex pla ined. Nex t the pro­
gram loading instructions are given. To get max imum 
memory, a few pokes are required to se t the computer up. 
Once thi s is done DO-FILE can be loaded and run . The 
program initializa tion takes you through a: series of steps, 
required to match DO-FILE for your pa rticula r set-up. 
These steps are: 

I) Printer Speed 
Set your printer Ba ud ra te to 300, 600, 1200, 2400 o r 
4800. 

2) Printer line width

After all these prompts are answered , the ma in menu 
appears. It is here that I fee l one o f the progra m's sho rt­
comings shows Lip . The main menu is a co mplete screen full 
of data that is in a very cramped style. It is ha rd to read and 
the cramped style does not he lp. The ma in menu present s 12 
options or comma nd s. H ere is an expla na tion of each. 

NEW is the command used to create a new database. 
T hrough this command yo u can define yo ur file contents in 
terms of fields each record will conta in a nd its lengt h. 

T he CREATE/CHANGE a llows yo u to add data to the 
data base o r cha nge da ta a lready in the data base. If yo u wish 
DO-FILE to find the first open record for you, a ll yo u have 
to do is enter a+ in response to RECORD NO - a very nice 
feature . If you wish to cha nge a record, a ll you have to d o is 
enter the number of the record you wish to change. 

T he RECORD comma nd will di splay any record for yo u 
o n the sc reen . If the requested record does not ex ist you a re 
so informed . 

T he DELETE co mma nd d oes just that. It w ill delete 
records for yo u from the database. You are asked for the 
number of the record to delete. If that record does not exist, 
yo u are so informed . If the reco rd does exist , yo u are asked 
aga in if yo u want to delete this reco rd . Sort of a seco ndary 
check, like "ARE YOU SURE(Y JN)?" 

T he LIST command will dump the database to either the 
sc ree n or printer. Us ing the Space Bar, the printing of d ata 
ca n be ha lted. Once the list ing is ha lted it can be either 
con tinued or a bo rted. If the printer is not on-line, you a re 
requested to eithe r put it on-line o r abort the prin t process. 

T he MA INTENANCE command lets yo u load and save 
files. If you spec ified , during initialization , that yo u would 
be loading from casse tte, then a ll saves and loads wi ll be 
attempted from the cassette reco rder. The sa me is true if yo u 
specified ad isk as the input / output device. If yo u a ttempt td 
load a file while o ne is a lready in memory, a message will be 
displayed warning yo u that a file is a lready in memory and 
must be saved or DO-FILE must be rerun before the des ired 
file ca n be loaded . You have the option , during file save, to 
save the file in its no rma l order o r it s so rted o rder. 

T he SORTcommand a ll ows yo u to sort the file on any of 
the fi e lds. As a matte r of fact, yo u can so rt on any three fi elds 
se lecti ve ly. That is, yo u have the a bility to sort on the first 
field than so rt within that field limits based o n the second 
field , a nd on to the third field. The sorts can be e ither 
ascending o r descending. 

The ORDERED/ LIST command wi ll display o r print 
the results of a SORT comma nd. When the records wit hin 
the file a re sorted their o rd er is not changed . What ha ppens 
is, a n ind ex is built that li sts the present record numbers in 
the ir so rted o rder. T hus, a ll ORDERED/ LIST has to do is 
read this index a nd display the records in the indicated 
o rder. 

T he TOTAL command lets yo u specify a co lumn of 
numbers to be added up. T he numbers to be totaled need not 
be right just ified in the fie ld that is to be totaled, they just 
have to be within the fi eld bo undaries . 

T he FIND command will permit a string search of up to 
three fields. The search function will pe rform match that is 
ind epend ent of the s tring loca tion within the field or fields 
being searched. 

T he HELP com ma nd will display the command menu 
and ret urn yo u to where you came from upon press ing a ny 
key. 

T he EXIT co mmand terminates the DO-FILE progra m 
and returns yo u to the BASIC interpreter. 

Also included is a utility program ca ll ed FIX-Fl LE. FIX­
FILE gives yo u the a bility to eith er enla rge any of the 
prev io usly defined fields o r to add a new field. FIX-FILE 
thus g ives yo u the abili ty to modi fy the s tr ucture of the 
da tabase fil e without hav ing to dump a nd reload it a ft er the 
mod ifi cat ions have been made. 
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DO-FILE performs all the functions it is documented to 
have and performs exact ly as described in the documenta­
tion , DO" FILE is a memory database and for that reason is 
limited in the atnount of data that can be sto red in any one 
database. However, if the number of bytes yo u wou ld want 
to store does not exceed 16.5 k bytes, then DO-FILE should 
work for you. For example, I built a test file with the 
following fields defined . The file was to hold my Christmas 
card list. The fields are defined as follows: 

Name .................. 30 bytes 
Address ... . . ..... , . . . . . 30 bytes 
City . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . 25 bytes 
State ... ..... ..... . .... .. 2 bytes 
Z ip ..................... 5 bytes 
Phone . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . 12 bytes 

Total .......... .. . .. .. 104 bytes 

With each record being I 04 bytes long, I would be able to 
store 158 different names and addresses in DO-FILE, which 
is more than enough for thi s application. T he sort routine is 
fa irly fast and appears to be a Sheil-Metzner sort routine. A 
real plus for DO-FILE is that its print a 11d di sp lay ro utines 
can be interrupted and stopped without ex iting the pro­
gram. Also, during the running of the sort routine , periods 
are periodically written to the streen indicating that indeed 
something is going on. I think the main menu is too cra mped 
and hai·d to read , but it is ftmctional. Yo u are asked to inSe rt 

either a cassette or diskette, depending upon whether you 
specified disk or cassette as the \ 10 device. You are then 
asked foi· the filename. 

I think the first prompt and required reply is unnecessary 
as I feel it is sa fe to assume that if you are about tb read or 
write a file that the appropriate media be in place before the 
1/ 0 operation is started. The place for these types of 
prompts is where 1/ 0 operations are not dependent upon 
res pohses from the keyboard. 

In summary, DO-FILE does everything It is documented 
to do and does provide all the functions necessary to setup 
and maintain a small tneinory resident database. Also 
included is a utility program, which allows the user to 
enlarge and add fields to an existing database without 
dumping the file to a hard copy device and then re-entering 
the data after the file para meters have been redefined. A 
sa mple fil e is included which is used throughout the manual 
as the basis for the various commands examples. I rece ived 
an upda ted version which corrected the errors in the original 
version. However, I still had a syntax error on Line 182. i 
corrected that problem by listing Line 182 and re-entering it. 
I then saved the file and the syntax error went away. I could 
not find anything wrong with the original line as entered. 

i like DO-Ff LE. It has its limitations, but as long as they 
a re unde rstood , I think has its merits. Error checking is 
performed to such a degree that I could riot crash the pro­
gi'am during a run while staying within reasonable bound s.

Super Bug-
A Powerfql Debugger 

Super Bug is a powerful mac~ine language rnonitor for 
the Color Computer. Monitor programs a id you in debug­
ging and modifying machine language programs. They 
allow you to examine and modify memory and registers, as 
well as 12xecute programs step by step . Super Bug is not as 
power.ful as the ZBUG monitor built into Radio Shack's 
EDTASM+, but it is more nex ible. 

Super Bug offers most of the needed features of a machine 
l a ng~age monitor. It disp lays Hex or ASC II codes of da ta in 
merrwr.y. The display is well formatted for scree n o~ printed 
output. The program a lso shows the'internal registe rs of the 
microprocesso r. Both memory and registers can be mod ified 
to contain new values . Super Bug will wo rk with a 64K 
system, automat ically switching over to 64K mode and cop­
ying the BASIC ROM s to RAM. 

The program operates from two main menus accessed by 
theCLJ:A~ and BREAK keys . A third sub-menu ena bles many 
of the displays tp be printed , Besides displaying a nd modify­
ing memory; you cap search , compare, and duplicate bl ocks 
of memory. You c·an jump to subroutines and set brea k­
points to halt executi on at specific points. This allows you to 
step through a program and exam ine the results of each 
section . 

Sijper Bug contC)ins a mini-disassembler, which breaks 
l-le.JS codes into blocks that represent machine instruct ions. 
The 6809 microprocessor in the Co lor Co mputer has 
instructions from one to four bytes in length. The mini-disassembler 
sep~rates these codes into co rrectly spqced bl ocks to fac ili­
tate looking up the mnemonics in <! book or progra mmer's 
reference card. 

The program can load or save machine la nguage pro­
grams using cassette tape. However, it does not provid e the 
sa me fq.nctions with disk . You will have to ex it to BAS IC and 
use the LOADM and SA VEM comma nd s. This is a small 
inconvenience, but it does mea n sw itching back and forth 
between Sz:per Bug (l nd BASI C for the disk use r. 

The 22-page ma~ual begins with a co mmand summary. A 
detailed description of each command a nd optio n follows. 
F inally, a tutorial gives you a look at eqch fun ction while 
working through some simple exa·mples : T he tutoria l pro­
vid es an introduction for using a monitor to debug machine 
lqnguage programs. It exp la ins the use of brea kpoints and 
stepping through prograrns while watching register va lues 
change . · 

Super Bug has a number of useful , well-des igned fea tures 
that make it a pleasure to use . The displays a re ca refull y 
cj es igned to uti! ize the CoCo's limited screen. You ca n se lect 
either J-I ex or ASCII display formats. In the ASC il mode, 
you can choose to di sp lay va lues larger than 127 as co lored 
graphic blocks (the Co lor Computer 's normal tex t grap hic 
inode) . Printed O\ltputgives both Hex and ASC II in 16-byte 
lines, using the full 80-column output. 

The program determines its own loca ti on in memory and 
protects those ad dresses from being a ltered. T his makes 
Super Bug very resistant to accidenta l modification . You 
can purposely alter the program by moving a co py to a n 
unprotected area of memory. 

Another friendly aspect of Super Bug's operat ion is its use 
of default address va lues. If you wa nt to repea t simila r 
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operations, the start, end, or execute addresses may remain 
the same. You simply press ENTER to get th e prev ious va lue. 
The fill command is also well suited to repeated patterns. It 
will replica te a string of bytes throughout a range of 
memory. This suggests a n easy way to enter low reso lution 
graphics patterns. 

There are a lso a few negative aspects to Super Bug. The 
quick, mini-disasse mbler is much less useful than a full 
fledged cjisassembler. You will learn a lot about machine 
instructions from looking up the instructi o n codes in a 
boo k, but a full disassembly is a must for se ri ous wo rk on 
large programs. The disassembler built into Radio S hack's 
EDTASM+ a lso allows the labe ls used in the assembly 
language program to be di ;;; played as addresses. This sym­
bo li c reference is not ava ilable to a stand-alo ne monito r. 
You must be content with absolute Hex addresses. 

The displ ay of registers could be improved by giving the 
bit for bit di splay of the co ndition code regi ste r. This would 
a llow yo u to easily see which condition codes are set by 
particular inst ructions. 

Super Bug is a fine mac hine language monito r for debug­
ging programs. It has the fl ex ibility to se rve a variety of 
needs. It will work on a minimal system, yet is powerful 
enough to aid advanced mac hine language programmers. 
Combined with an editor / assembler and a di sk file editor it 
would serve the machine language student well .

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The Sourcerer Can Undo 
Machine Language Magic 

One of the ways to sharpen up your BAS!C programming 
skills is to pick apart a BAS IC program that was written by 
semeone else. This can either be a program published in THE 

RAINBOW or one that you have purchased. If you are into 
qssembly language programming, however, there is no easy 
way to do this since you cannot just LIST a machine lan­
guage program. 
· The Sourcerer, an OS-9-based disassembler, is a utility 
progra m that will pelp you to pick apart those machine 
language programs. It does this , in effect, by translating the 
machine language obje;:ct code into assembly language 
so urce code. There are three different disassembly modes 
available with this program and the output can be sent to 
either the screen, printer or a disk file . 

The ZAP mode of operation is the one that you will 
probably use first. In this mode, you can icjentify the ASCII 
strings and / or data tables in the program. This information 
is later used in the other modes in order to get a clean 
assembly listing. There are also two submodes available 
here. The first is the Alpha mod e~ which will display an 
ASCII dump of the program. The other orie, Numeric 
mode, displays a hexadecimal dump of the program. By 
combining th e use of these two modes you should be able to 
identify most, if not all, of the data areas in the program. 

The LONG mode of operation will produce output that 
resembles a regular assembly output listing. It includes a line 
number (optional) , the address, · machine code, mnemonic 
code and the operands. Before the output is displayed you 
can enter the address ranges of the data areas of t!"Je program 
that yo u founq by using the ZAP mode. Up to 32 different 
da ta areas can be defined , and you can also decicie' if you 
want to see FCCs, FCBs, or FOBs. 

The SYMBOLIC mode of operation is the one that you 
will use when yo u a re ready to try to modify and / or re­
assemble the program tha t you are working on. By directing 
the output to disk , you can then read it in using OS-9's editor 
to make changes to it or input it to OS-9's assembler to 
create a new program or just to get an assembly listing that 
you can then study. · 

Several control functions are also available in all of the 
mod es when sending your output to the sc reen. These 
include pausi ng the output, changing the speed of the dis­
play, jumping from one address to another and back again, 
and of course, quitting the disassembly. There are also two 
versions of the program. One of them is a standard version 
and the other is designed for use with FHL's 0-PAKto take 
adva n~age of its 51 by 24-character screen display. 

The Sourcerer is an excellent OS-9 disassembler that 
provides all of the flexibility you need in order to get the job 
done. The documentation is clea r and describes the various 
modes . of operation. It does , however, assume that you 
essentially know what you are doing in the first place, so not 
a lot of detail ed information is provided for the beginner. If 
yo u are looking to get into the innards of OS-9, The Sour­
cerer would' be a good sfarting point.

Chambers Is A High Level 
Action Game 

Just when you think Tom Mix Software is ready to rest on 
its laurels with its many successful adaptations of video 
games, the company comes up with another that build s 
upon the firm's reputation as among the more innovative 
suppliers for the Color Computer. 

Chambers is the la test program, loose ly based upon Cos­
mic Chasm . It features 20 levels of diffi cu lty, with 20 to 35 
rooms on each level , 50 different kinds of creatures, and 75 
different patterns that the creatures follow. 

The graphics are superior, the so und effects a re exce llent , 
a nd the degree of challenge on all leve ls is tremendous, even 
for the more seasoned computer ga me buffs. 

As the hero in thi s fast-paced game- which also resem­
bles Berserk but is not anywhere near as predictable- you 
must ba ttle all kinds of weird a nd ev il characters in each 
room on that level before blowing up the ma in reactor room . 

There is a map for each level of difficulty in the upper 
right-hand corner of the screen. As yo u survive one room 
and go to the next , your progress is shown on the map . 

Be awa re, however, that getting out of any of the rooms is 
a fea t because, in addition to the creatures, there are radia­
tion ba lls at the base in the center of the room that fire at you 
at irregular intervals. If you get past those, there are huma n­
seeking energy bal ls that can only be des troyed by position­
ing yourself so they will run into the base. 

Each room includ es four or five ex its- depending upon 
the room's position in the maze- but the doors are locked 
until yo u elimina te the crea tures . You ca n return to a room 
that you have survived , but the energy ba ll s are reacti vated 
and the challenge is renewed. 

It probably will ta ke you severa l days a nd many, many 
games to get a ll the way to the fi rst reactor room, so be 
prepared for a long siege. 

When yo u finally do get to the reactor room , you cannot 
ex it through the doors because there is no key available. 
(Yes, you a lso need a key in each room except this one.) 
Also, in this room the energy ba ll s will not blow up by 
running into the base. You must explode the reactor base by 
shooting it 20 times. 

You have eight men when the ga me begins and a score­
board in the upper left-hand corner of the screen keeps track 
of yo ur turns. It a lso includes the current score, as well as the 
high game in the present se ries of games.

Take A Fun Trip 
With Travelin' Toad 

At last, a game that makes sense! Ever since the game 
Frogger appeared on the scene, I could never understand 
why a frog falling into the water would drown. Through the 
years, frogs have acquired the reputation of being compe­
tent swimmers. Even the Navy credits their skills by calling 
their highly trained swimmers "frogmen." Now from Prickly­
Pear Software we have the Travel in' Toad game, a Frogger 
clone that makes sense. 

The object of the game is to guide the toad from his 
starting position on the shoulder of a very busy highway to 
his hole along the river bank . First , the highway must be 
crossed. This is no easy task in itself because multiple lanes 
of traffic keep zooming by somewhat like an Interstate 
highway at the start of a holiday weekend . Once safely 
across the road, the toad must cross the river to its hole. 
Unfortunately, toads can't swim. Fortunately though for the 
toad , this is a rather busy river. There are logs and sunning 
turtles floating along the river and with some skillful jump­
ing, the toad can leap from one to the next until he reaches 
his hole on the opposite side. Of course, if he misses, he 
drowns. This is where Frogger never made sense to me 
- frogs can swim. 

There are a few additional hazards to the player of Tra­
velin' Toad - it is a hot sunny day and toads can't handle 
blazing sun very well. So if the toad doesn't get across to its 

hole in a rather brief time limit it shrivels up and dies. When 
crossing the river, the turtles may sometimes decide to sub­
merge, carrying the poor toad to its doom. Later screens add 
more hazards such as hungry snakes and alligators to 
imperil our little traveler. 

Travelin' Toad is a well done game. It runs in 32K and 
uses the arrow keys to direct the toad . A two-page set of 
instructions come with the game and these are adequate for 
any user. As usual when I review a game, I submit it to the 
critical scrutiny of a panel of experts made up of my three 
teen-age sons and their friends. They agreed that Travelin' 
Toad was well done, fun-to-play and gave it their "seal of 
approval."

System Secrets - A 

Guide To PEEKs And POKEs 

In past issues of RAINBOW and the other CoCo oriented 
magazines, several readers have asked for information on all 
these "mysterious" PEEKs and POKEs that "everyone" 
seems to be using these days. The question seems to be, 
"Where do I find this information and how do I use it once 
I've found it?" Well, if you are a faithful subscriber to 
RAINBOW and save all your back issues, you already have 99 
percent of the information you seek. Of course, unless you 
have taken the advice of someone such as Mr. Joseph Kolar, 
in his "Taking BASIC Training" column, and made notes on 
important information, you may have a slight problem find­
ing anything when you really need it. 

Into this realm of confusion rides a booklet entitled 
System Secrets, by Raymond Coit (mounted on a white 
charger, of course!). This booklet is, in Mr. Coit's own 
words, ·"A comprehensive guide to PEEKs, POKEs and 
EXECs for the Extended BASIC and Color BASI C Color 
Computers. "The booklet contains 20 mimeographed 812 by 
ll pages and covers topics such as; text and graphics on the 
text screen, sounds, keyboard and joystick input , program 
protection and manipulation and much more. 

Although much of its contents has been already printed in 
one form or another, having it together in one neat bundle 
makes finding what you need much easier. For experienced 
CoCo users, this is a good reference guide. For the inexpe­
rienced users , this is like letting a little kid loose in a candy 
shop. There are many interesting items such as the PEEKs 
for the start and end addresses of both BASIC and M L 
programs, how to PC LEA RO, the POKE for creating multi­
colored patterns in PMODE 4, the high speed poke and 
others. Unfortunately, there is also a great deal of CoCo 
"trivia." Items like a PEEK that returns the last octave used 
in a PLAY command; an EXEC that does a CLSO; an 
EXEC that prints a single space and others that seem to 
serve no real purpose. The other point I should mention is 
that most of the information contained in this booklet is 
only as good as the programmer who uses it. In other words , 
don't expect miracles; knowing what a PEEK or POKE does 
and using the result in a meaningful manner are two differ­
ent things. Don't take this as a negative note, I just don't 
want the more inexperienced user to be disappointed. If you 
have any doubts then perhaps you should examine the 
"memory map" printed in earlier issues of RAINBOW . While 
System Secrets is much easier to comprehend, both sources 
contain a great deal of the same information. 

Finally, if you believe you have enough programming 
experience to use this information or, on the other hand, 
want to experiment and learn by doing, then System Secrets 
should provide you with sufficient data to provide quite a 
challenge.

With Intercept 4 

I was pleasant ly surpri sed when I opened the envelope 
con taining the 32K arcade-type game, Intercept 4 from 
MichTron. Not only did they have their own custom­
designed diskette jacket, they also had a very classy d ocu­
menta tion booklet made of a thick, almost like cardboard, 
gray pa tterned paper, wh ich makes reading the black type a 
joy. The documenta tion gives a brief description of the 
scenario , how to play the three different "sections" of the 
game, completion of a planetary sys tem, entering high 
scores, loading instructions, and finally , a more deta iled 
explana tion of the scenario. 

The purpose of Intercept 4 is to protect colonized planets 
on the edge of your sector from hostile a li en a ttacks. On the 
planet are eight colonies, each with the name of a G reek 
letter, and each having 125 members. Your job is to keep 
these little guys alive so " the Federation may gain a foot ho ld 
in thi s section of the galaxy." 

When the game is played, there are three main secti o ns: 
above the planet, on the planet, and in the mother ship . 
When a bove the planet, try to stop the aliens from la nding. 
You do this by shooting the fighters before they land. At this 
time, you have to use both joysticks; one to aim yo ur wea­
pons, and the other to determine the di stance from your ship

When you hit a ll of the ports in the correct order , yo u 
must leave the mother ship . Then you willOy back into space 
and see if the mother ship se lf-dest ructs or dest roys the 
planet. 

When the entire system is completed , you get a bonus of 
the population left a live, up to 100 times the number of 
planets in the system . 

At vario us times during play you have to make su re you 
don't ex pend a ll your energy. There is a sca le a t the bottom 
of the screen to show how much you have left a t all times. 
When above the planet , shots (from huge weaponry) expend 
quite a bit of energy, which returns rather slowly, so yo u 
must be extremely careful. On the planet's su rface , the shut­
tl e uses a sma ller a mou nt of energy, but it has no power 
source, making the energy loss permanent (until you ret urn 
to yo ur orbiting ba ttles hip) . In reference to energy, the 
reactor co re in the mother ship acts the sa me as on the 
planet's surface . Energy is important because, not on ly is it 
needed to run the ships, it is also used in absorbing shots 
fired at yo u by the fighters while orbiting the planet. 

I think this is a very good game, but it is not as exciting as 
ma ny ga mes. There are delays in the game, such as waiting 
fo r yo ur battleship to pick you up from the planet, but they 
are minor ones (i.e. , less than 30 seco nds). .

When I first purchased my CoCo I had n.o trouble org;:~n­
izing my five or 10 cassettes. Unfortunately (or fortunately , 
depending on how you look at it), my library f10W numbers 
close to I 00 cassettes and keeping things neatly labeled i~ a 
definite chore. Enter Cassette Label by Metric Industries, or

Now comes the somewhat bad news. The program is 
designed to handle control ch~racters for three specific types 
of printers alo~g with a general , catch-all option for others. 
The three specified are Radio Shack DMP-100, the Gemini 
lOX and the Gorilla Banana. As you can see, this does not 
ex;actly cover the world of printers, but then , that is what the 
gt;neral option i~ used for. I have a Radio Shack DMP-120 
and when I tried to use the general option I had no success 
what~oever. Even though I have expanded and condensed 
capabilities , I could not get them to work with this program. 
The problem lies in the fact that the program requests a 
single CHR$() control character for beginning and ending 
exparded anq condensed characters. The author has fail ed 
to take into consideration that many popular printers 
require an ESC character, normally a CHR$(27), to preced e 
certain control ~haractei·s. Although 1 can still print sta nd­
ard characters, most of the program's options are worthless 
for my printer. 

Well, l said to myself, the program, after all, is written in 
BASIC and I should be able to make a few simple changes to 
rectify the problem. Unfortunately, I hadn't counted on 
Metric Industries' attempt to protect their program. I say 
attempt because, although it was relatively easy to make a 
backup copy, it was exceedingly difficult to modify the 
progr~m. The first thing the program does is to di sable the 
LIST command via a special poke, hence the auto-load er. 
Well, no pro[Jlem there, simply SKIPFthe auto-loader and 
CLOA D the program manually. Now comes the interesting 
problt;!ll! Metric Industries has managed to cram more 
chara~ters per line than is normally supported by the BASIC 

LIST and EDIT commands. Well, I don't give up easily a nd 
armed with my trusty Colorkit from Prickly Pear Software, 
I examined memory directly to determine what certain lines 
really contained . Following are the corrections necessa ry to 
make this program work with printers requiring an escape 
character. I must caution you , however, that these correc­
tions apply to Version 1.0 of Cassette Label and , should you 
have a different version, I cannot guarantee they will work. 

The first modification I would suggest is to remove the --­
LIST disable poke from Line 3. To do this replace Line 3 
with the following two lines:

Car Manager For When 
You're On The Road Again 

Car Manager, a personal record keeper for summarizing 
yo ur automob ile operat ion and ma intenance expenses, has 
a very limited use for the average auto owner. The informa­
t ion needed to in put to the program is everything in that 
little dog-eared notebook in the glove compartment. To use 
the program, yo u must have a ll the information from your 
little book or other bits and scraps of paper. 

T he BAS IC program is neatly done in its use of co lor and 
so und for the different screen displays and the progra m will 
n~n eq ua lly well from tape or disk. The a uthor has used 
menu screens that simply requ ire a single keystroke to se lect 
the var ious fun ct ions, a nice feature. 

Desp ite the p leasant displays, t he program has serious 
funct ion deficiencies, even cons idering the low cost. I can see 
rne now, after faithfully enter ing my gas cost, ga ll ons a nd 
mileage for months, entering an incorrect va lue. A ll is lost; 
there is no ed iting of any entry. I feel the sect ion fo r reco rd ­
ing parts and re pa irs shou ld include a date and a description 
of the expend iture. Current ly, you can only ente r a specific 
do llar amount. 

T he program offers a d isp lay of the summary on either the 
screen or the printer; however, when I se lected the printer 
opt ion, the "PRINTER NOT ON" message sta rted flashing 
on my screen. (But it really was .) 

If you ass ume the printer bug is corrected on future 
releases, the user must determine if this program will satisfy 
hi s needs for keeping records of the auto expenses any better 
than the little notebook in the g love compartment.

You 'Write the Songs' 
With Music $tringer 

Music $tringer, by Creative Technical Consultants, is a 
recently released utility for the purpose of creating musical 
strings with the Extended BASIC PLAY statement. The pro­
gram is for 16K, Extended Color BASIC and comes only on 
tape but will work with a disk system. The program turns the 
computer keyboard into a piano keyboard. Tunes and mel­
odies can be created from the keyboard and saved into a 
PLAY statement that you can see on the monitor screen. 
When you have the music the way you want it, you save the 
string to tape. Then you can append the PLAY statement to 
any BASIC program. Full and complete instructions are 
included . 

The program is written in BASIC and thus can easily be 
modified. It also has no copy-protection added. Another 
nice feature is that the instructions for using the program are 
included in the program. Instructions for inserting the music 
strings into BASIC programs are found in the six half-pages 
of documentation . 

Music $tringer gives you complete control of the PLAY 
command in BASIC, including note length, octave, tempo, 
volume, pauses, and exits to other substrings. The capacity 
of the program is I 0 completed strings. You can recall any of 
the 10 stored strings at any time. 

Once you LOAD and RUN the program, you are promp­
ted for the tempo (suggest T2 or T3) and the starting octave

The 
tempo you select will control how short or how long the 
notes will sound while you are hunting and pecking for the 
right notes . There are five different octaves that can be 
chosen with 0 I as the lowest and 05 as the highest. Now you 
are ready to compose (or decompose!) . Start playing notes 
and when you've found the right one, hit ENTER and the note 
will be stored in the string. The capacity of any one string is 
255 characters. 

To change tempo, note length, volume, or pause, press 'I' 
and you will be given instructions for adding a substring. 
This is very easy to do, but quite cumbersome. Being a 
musician myself, using rests (pauses) is just as important as 
usi~g notes (sounds). I think that a key could have been 
des1gnated for pauses so that you would not have to go to a 
substring for this common use. By pressing 'P', you can hear 
what your creation sounds like, for everything in the string 
up to that point will be played. 

But what about mistakes? No need to worry. Use the 'E' 
command and now you are into Ex tented BASIC's editor and 
use the editor commands for inserting, deleting, skipping, 
etc .; whatever you need. 

This program was designed as a utility, but I feel children 
would have a lot of fun with this one. The program has a lot 
of applications and I am sure that many computer users will 
find value in this program. The price is very reasonable!

Children Enjoy Learning With 
Ernie's Magic Shapes 

It's every preschooler's old buddy Ernie and he's back this 
time as a magician in Ernie's Magic Shapes. Watch Ernie 's 
magic wand transform shapes and colors into "shape pic­
tures" that appear and disappear above his head. Then his 
wand makes a shape appear on his table. Now tell Ernie if 
the shape on the table is the same shape, size and color as one 
of the shapes above his head . 

Children's Computer Workshop (an activity of Children's 
Television Workshop) has developed three educationa l se­
ries of games targeted for three age groups ( three through 
six , seven through 10, and older than 10) combining fun 
with education. Ernie's Magic Shapes is targeted for ages 
three through six and is the first program in any series that 
we have used in our family. It is part of the "BASI C Pre­
School Skills Series." In the two weeks I have watched my 
children use this program, I can see where Ernie 's Magic 
Shapes will improve a child's recognition of shapes, size, 
color, similarities and differences , embedded figures, and 
whole structures from the various groupings of shapes and 
colors presented. All this while the children are having fun 
and enjoying every minute! Ernie's Magic Shapes is 
CLOA Ded and runs from a BASIC preloader or driver.

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like a very long time for 16K programs, the waiting is broken 
up by the magical and very delightful appearance of Ernie, 
getting ready for his magic show no doubt. Following this 
screen a brief four-line poem appears which really summar­
izes the whole game: 

Abracadabra! Ernie's here! 
Pool! His magic shapes appear, 
Maich the shapes-and colors, too, 
And choose the game that's right for you.! 
Finally, Ernie and the poem disappear and a menu 

appears. The menu gives you seven options, an instruction 
mode and six game levels to choose from. The documenta­
tion urges you and the children to begin from the top start­
ing with one, as each level is more difficult than the last. 
When you master each level , or tire of playing that level, you 
may return to the menu at any time by pressing CLEAR. The 
child is free to explore, play, and advance at his own pace. 

The instruction mode, option number one, is very well 
done and gives you the actual Hi-Res screen used in the 
game. As shapes appear above Ernie's head and on the table 
a few words of instructions appear telling you what to do. 
This continues with different combinations of shapes and 
colors until you choose to leave the instruction mode. 

Game levels one and two work with recognition of single 
shapes and combination of shapes usingjust one color for all 
the shapes. In game levels three and four multiple shapes 
combine in the same colors, or multiple shapes of various 
colors combine to form the "shape pictures." Levels five and 
six use complex arrangements of smaller, different colored 
shapes to create whole figures commonly recognized by 
kids , such as boats, wagons, airplanes, and trucks. 

Essentially there are only two keys that the children use, 
the up-arrow and the down-arrow. They are appropriately 
used to put the shape on the table up above Ernie's head if it 
matches and to send the shape away if you don't think it 
matches. The only other keys used in the game are the 
CLEAR key (to return to the menu) and the numbers one 
through seven (to choose your game level options) . Ernie 
watches for the children's input and you can see him loo"k up 
at the figure and look to the side at the shape on the table. If 
you're right he nods his head. If you're wrong he shakes his 
head no. After you've matched all the shapes in the figure 
Ernie's magic rabbit pops onto the screen and hops onto his 
wand in rhythm to the music. Ernie then waves the pictures 
away and brings in another set. That's the program. 

Children's Computer Workshop maintains Radio Shack's 
traditional easy to read and easy to understand documenta­
tion. The little 5" x 8" booklet that comes with the program is 
a nice size for kids to handle and could almost be considered 
an "Easy Reader" book. Perhaps some people would think 
the documentation is too simple and wastes a lot of time 
with the very basics, but I would think it would be better to 
be basic and complete than to be skimpy. As well as being 
very supportive and thorough, the documentation also has 
additional notes highlighted in red to help parents guide the 
kids and provide additional information. At the very end of 
the book there are activities such as cutting, pasting, draw­
ing, and coloring. 

I personally have not seen the other Children's Computer 
Workshop programs, but Ernie's Magic Shapes seems to be 
we ll worth the investment.

Subtraction Drill 
Without A Thrill 

"Drill" is defined in the dictionary as "a specific task or 
exercise designed to develop a skill or familiarity with a 
procedure." This is what Subtraction Drill, from CY­
BURNET-ICS is about. This reviewer has seen many of 
these programs, some fantastic, some ordinary, some very 
dull. 

Subtraction Drill provides the user with a varied selection 
of subtraction problems. Correct and incorrect answers are 
annotated with a short musical tone. Upon completing 10 
correct problems, a rather uninteresting graphics display 
and "worn out" musical melody (one of four) is presented . 

The documentation provided is well presented and very 
informative. The tape format provided has a speed-up 
POKE on one side and a "no speed-up POKE' on the other 
side of the tape. The program loaded from both sides of the 
tape without difficulty, and has an Auto Run feature with 
graphics display while loading. 

The introduction to the documentation explains that the 
program "may be used with children in kindergarten 
through fifth grade." I feel that, though the drill is standard, 
the graphics and musical routines can cause the user (a child) 
to become bored. This, when added to the slow screen 
changing routine after an answer is entered, is quite tedious . 
My fourth grade daughter asked me if the "action" could be 
speeded up after an answer was entered, as the delay was 
causing her to lose interest.

The graphics in this program could certainly be improved . 
The program was written for 32K Extended BASIC, so why 
the numbers that are used are so crudely "drawn," and why

While this program may be appropriate 
for beginners in math, it may prove to be a hardship for 
older children to accept in terms of a comfortable math 
training program.

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Go Forth 
With SuperForth 

By Laurence D. Preble 

What's faster than a speeding FOR-NEXT loop? More 
powerful than an interpreter? Able to leap complex algo­
rithms with a speedy bound? It's the Super Forth compiler! 
Some of you may have read my previous RAINBOW review of 
two versions of FORTH for the TRS-80 Color Computer. I 
have excerpted and rewritten some of the introductory 
material here for those who know little about the FORTH 
language. 

Super Forth is yet another language for the TRS-80 Color 
Computer. Some of you may just be beginning to explore 
the capabilities of Extended Color BASIC. Nonetheless , you 
may already have discovered some situations where BASIC is 
less than adequate . 

Extended Color BASIC is a powerful programming lan­
guage. It is easy to learn and comes with the computer. But, 
it is slow. Most of the really great commercial software is 
written in Assembler code . Any interpreter is slow because 
of the way it works - each program statement is interpreted 
and executed each time it is encountered. A single command 
may cause dozens of machine codes (the native language of 
the computer) to execute. 

Assembler is fast , compact and very powerful. However, 
it is hard to learn and use . Even those who know and love 
Assembler, will tell you that it takes many times longer to 
write a complex Assembly Language program than to write 
a comparable program in BASIC. Assembler is fast because 
each command translates directly into a single machine 
code. There is a one-to-one correspondence. Working with 
the native language of the computer means that very effi­
cient use of the machine is possible, hence the speed and 
small memory requirements. 

The difficulty is that every type of computer has a totally 
different native language. Also, Assembly Language is even 
more basic than BASIC. If you want to print the word 
"HELLO" in BASIC, you can simply tell the computer 
PRINT "HELLO" and it does it. An equivalent in Assem­
bly Language might go something like this: 

LEAX HISTR ,PCR 
LBSR PDATA 
JMP CONTROL 
HISTR FCC 'HELLO 
FCB $D,$A,$4 

Despite the complexity and effort required , Assembly 
Language is by far the best way to go when it is necessary to 
squeeze every bit of performance out of a microprocessor. 

Enter the happy medium: the compiler. A compiler shares 
the high level ease of programming like BASIC and much of 
the execution speed of Assembly Language. A compiler 
translates a programming command only once. Native 
machine code is generated and stored for future use. Hence a 
compiler has much of the ease of programming of any high 
level language, but also much of the execution speed of 
Assembly Language. 

It is possible to make a compiler for any language. There 
are BASIC, FORTRAN. ALGOL, PASCAL and many other !an-
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guages implemented as compilers . FORTH is a relatively new 
entry. It was designed by an astronomer, Charles H. Moore, 
in 1969. In 1973, commercial distribution and support was 
begun by FORTH , Inc. FIG (FORTH Interest Group) 
formed in 1978 to promote the use and development of the 
new language. 

FORTH (and therefore Super Forth) is best described as a 
combination of interpreter and compiler. Commands can be 
translated and executed in one step. Commands can a lso be 
stored and recalled in their compiled form without further 
interpretation . That is why FORTH is fast when compared to 
BASIC. 

Newcomers to FORTH will find the language syntax a bit 
odd. FORTH was designed to take maximum advantage of a 
computer's internal registers and stack(s). Because of this, it 
uses a method of data entry known as Reverse Polish Nota­
tion, RPN for short. Some hand calculators , like those made 
by Hewlett Packard, also use RPN . Our most familiar nota­
tion allows us to add numbers like this: 2 + 3 + 7 = 12. In 
BASIC we would say: PRINT 2 + 3 + 7 (enter) the computer 
does the addition with the resultant answer: 12. Reverse 
Polish Notation requires data entry like this: 2 3 7 + + 
(enter). FORTH's rough equivalent of BASI C's PRINTis the. 
or period . So in FORTH we would say: 2 3 7 ++.(enter) and 
the answer is calculated: 12. 

RPN is a little odd at first glance; but that is just because 
we are not used to it. Practice makes RPN second nature. 

The basic unit of action in FORTH is a WORD. There are 
no line numbers to demarcate computer instructions . 
Instead, programming consists of defining words to be used 
by FORTH . Once a word is defined , it is yours forever (or at 
least until you tell FORTH to FORGET it). 

Let's define a word that will multiply any number by two 
and then print the result: :TJMESTWO 2 * . ; The colon 
signifies the beginning of a definition. TIMESTWO is the 
word we are defining. 2 *does the actual multiplication. The 
. does the printout. The semicolon signifies the end of the 
definition. 

Now we enter: 7 TIMESTWO (enter) and we get: 14. 
Once a FORTH WORD is defined, it can be used in the 

definitions of more FORTH WORDs. Programming begins 
with simple definitions and evolves into the more complex . 
A highly complex program could be embodied in a single 
FORTH WORD. To invoke a program, its FORTH WORD is 
simply typed in on the terminal, and execution begins. 

If you only want to invoke a subroutine, you could just 
type the name of the word which embodies the subroutine. 
For example, the Super Forth package includes a Breakout 
type game. The game requires some coordination and is fun 
to play. As a novice to the game, I tend to run out of balls 
before finishing the task of demolishing the computer 
generated wall. To get around this problem, I wrote the 
following one liner: 

:BMORE BREAKOUT 10 0 DO MAIN LOOP; 

BMORE becomes my new command . BMORE first invokes 
Breakout . Breakout is then followed by a DO LOOP (just 
like a FOR ... NEXT loop in BASIC) . The DO LOOP 
repeatedly executes the Breakout subroutine called MAIN . 
This has the effect of giving me I 0 more balls. 

FORTH, by nature , is a language that is never completely 
defined or finished . That is because new WORDs can con­
tinually be defined; once defined, they become part of the 
language. At present, there are several hundred FORTH 



WORDs that are considered standard. Nonetheless , FORTH 
novices are us)lally surprised by the seeming lack of some of 
their favorite fun.ctions. No problem, if a function is miss ing, 
it can nearly always be ~onstructed from the existing FORTH 
vo~abulary. ·If super high execution speed is required, 
S11perForih even has a provision for patching in Machine 
Langu'age co9e. Unfortunately, this version of FORTH 
requires that machine code be loaded in as a separate en tity. 
Some v~rsions of FORTH allow new FORTH WORDs to be 
defi[1ed from Assembly Code or Machine Code, better inte­
gration into the system is the result. . 

1 should mention here th;1t INTEGER gri tj1metic only, is 
considered standard with Super Forth as with all versio11s of 
FORTH. Surprised? ~emember, if you really need Ooating 
point functions, there are availpble methods for ma king 
them. Anyway, floating poi11t operations a re inherently 
much slow~r than integer operations. Also, SuperForth 
does have built in provisions for double precis ion integers. 
Most experienced FORTH progra!Tlmers find th<J.t they can 
do without floating point. 

Disk usage by most implementations of FORTH is a little 
different from Disk Extended BASIC. ~ost FORTH imple­
mentations divide their data blocks into Screens instead of 
the more familiar file structure. A Screen is simply a ll the 
data that will fit on your television screen at one time. Each 
Screen of data or FORTH definitions is given a number and 
stored sequentially on disk. Each Scre~n may contain 
numerous FORTH WORDs. When a Screen is LOADed, a ll 
the v~cabulary cont~ined on the Screen becomes part of the 
system's current vocabulary. 

Super Forth does not follow this traditi9n of Screen file 
structure, which is fine with me. The· Sc;reen format method 
is incompatible with Radio Shack di~ k format. That makes 
it kind of tough to edit your data unless you write your 
editor in . FORTH. 

Super Forth, on the other hand , is tota lly compatible with 
Radio Shack disk for.m<J.t. That means you ca n use Tele­
writer-64 or any disk oriented editor you please. You could 
ev~n ~se Computerware's BASIC <;o mpiler for pa rt of your 
program and interface the COIYipiled output to Super Forth. 

Installation 
Sup~rPorth is supplied on disk or tape. The installation of 

Super Forth is quite straightforward. First, make a backup 
copy of the ~ upplied disk using BASIC 's standard BACKUP 
command . This is ·not strictly required , but definitely a good 
idea with any new software. Put away the supplied di sk in a 
nice safe place in case something terrible should ever happen 
to your new copy. Put your new disk into drive zero and type 
in: LOA DM "Super Forth "and press the ENTER key. When 
your computer says "OK," type EXEC and press the ENTE R 
key. 

Extra Super Fo rth vocabulary can be loaded from ta pe or 
disk as desired . · · 

Documentation 
Thl'! package supplied will not teach you the FORTH lan­

guage if you are a novice. The implementation of FORTH 
itse lf is excellent and has som~ unique features; however, the 
documentation supplied assulTies you either already know FORTH 
or are willing to purchase one of the introductory books 
available. I would suggest contacting the FORTH Interest 
Group and receiving their magazine: FO RTI-I Dimensions. 
The documentation supplied for SuperForth describes 

mainly the differences and enhancements of Super Forth by 
comparison to the sta ndard FIG- FORTH . 

Enhancements 
SuperForth is supplied with considerable en hancements 

over the accepted standa rd FO RTH. Enhancements consist 
of ext ra vocabulary. WORDs uniquely useful to the control 
of the Co lor Computer 's gra phics capabilities are includ ed. 
FORTH WORDs for the composition of computer music and 
arcade sound s are another enhancement. Also , si nce Super­
Forth follows the Radio Shack file st ructure format , vocab­
ulary is included to manipulate both disk and cassette files . 
The following words are unique to Super Forth and do not 
appear in the Fig-FORTH standa rd:

Speed Demon 
Ea rli er, we mentioned speed. We know a compiler is 

supposed to be fast, so how fast is it? It is so fast that 
SuperForth DO LOOPS ca n be used to generate arcade­
type sounds. For example, enter the fo llowing definition: 

SPORT : NOISJ:: 5000 0 DO RND BIP LOOP; 

T his se nd s a random number to the sound port each time 
the loop ~xecutes. The res ult is a white noise genera tor. 
De lays ca n be added to create explosions, gun shots and jet 
plane-type effects. If yo u try so met hing simi lar wi th a BASIC 
statement , a ll YO\J will get is a slow buzzing sound . BAS IC just 
is not fast enough to do the job. 

Why Go FORTH? 
Some of you may feel that it is not worth the effort to lea rn 

a totally new computer language. After all , considerable 
effort is required to lea rn FORTH. However, if speed is your 
main requirement 1 or if laboratory systems control is your 
a im , or if code compactness is required, then FORT H is an 
exce llent a lternat ive to BAS IC or Assembly Language.

The 
select option will let you print only those labels that you 
want. 

A. .few fea tures that would have been useful in this type of 
program ~ould have bee~ to provide a field for the name of 
a business. As it stands there is no Way to print an address 
that includes the n~me ~fa busin!':ss unless you put them on 
the same line. A delete r~cord function could have saved 
some time also. The way you. must do it is to blank out each 
field that you ha~e ~ntered or substitute those field contents 
with new information . A sort function would also have been 
h<1ndy. Also, a p~ovjsion f~r two across, or at least a func­
~ion to define other kinds of stock labels would have been 
c·onvenient. 

All in all , keeping in mind that Addres~ O,ne is not a 
database, but a means to addres~ your m')iling labels , l feel 
that it is a good program and a great buy at the price.

Presidents Wins 
In A Close Race! 

In a year that includes a presidential election, it seems 
appropriate that a program called Presidents of the United 
States would appear on the scene. The tape includes a 16K 
version on one side and a 32K version on the other. There 
are different loading instructions for Extended BASIC and 
non-Extended BASIC , and these are explained in the very 
complete and well-written documentation. 

The program offers three modes . In one, the user can pick 
a president of the United States and study certain pertinent 
facts about him . Facts appear on the screen and allow the 
"player" to study at his leisure. I found the facts to be written 
in a brief manner like someone taking rapid copious notes in 
an American history lecture hall. It brought back memories 
of when I wished I had taken better notes to study. The other 
two modes are "game" formats. The first is a rather interest­
ing game in which up to five clues are given, one at a time. 
The player must guess what president the clues describe . The 
faster the playe r identifies the correct president , the higher 
the sco re earned. 

The other game mode is multiple choice. The name of the 
president in question is given and three facts are presented . 

The player must choose the fact that correctly corresponds 
to that president. The players' (up to eight) scores are kept 
and a scoreboard appears at the end of the game. I found the 
multiple choice game to be considerably easier than the 
other, but both were very enjoyable. 

Actually, when I received this program from RAINBOW , I 
was less than enthusiastic. History was never one of my 
strong points. Being a professional , I knew I had to be as 
objective as possible, but I thought that would be difficult. I 
was wrong. I really enjoyed this program and found it to be 
much more interesting than I had anticipated. It is also 
rather easy to keep the program current and / or to modify it. 
Full instructions are given in the documentation. There was , 
however, one thing I found particularly confusing. The 
author has chosen to use the BREAK key to advance the 
program rather than the ENTER key. Each time I typed an 
answer, I would automatically press ENTER. That would 
void my answer and I would have to retype my answer and 
press BREAK . However, this was explained quite clearly in 
the documentation . All in all, I think the positives of the 
program outweigh the negatives. I'll cast my vote in favor of 
this president. Now who will I vote for in November?

Organized Accounting System 

Keep- Trak is the first software offering from a newly 
developed software firm called THE OTHER GUY'S 
SOFTware, located in Logan, Utah. Joseph Nielsen and 
Curtis Wood are the "other guys" and I feel they will defi­
nitely make a mark on the Color Computer software 
market. Keep- Trak is a double-entry accounting system 
which boasts a 2400 record capacity with over 900 accounts. 
Also , this package comes at the low price of $14.95. Here is 
what you get! 

Keep- Trak is a general ledger, double-entry accounting 
system . Double-entry means that you enter every item twice 
in order to balance the system. There are shortcuts to this 
type system and they are explained in the manual. This is a 
disk-based system only. It will not work with a cassette 
system. Memory requirements are not stated , but since the 
system uses direct access disk files, it should work rather well 
on a 16K system. 

The disk comes with 14 programs. The initialization pro­
grams are written in BASIC, while the financial programs are 
written in binary or machine language. This financial pack-

income and expenses. Transactions are entered into the 
program as a journal entry. These transactions are compiled 
by the various options and the user then has access to a 
balance sheet, an income statement, general journal or 
ledger and a trial balance. Monthly totals are retained by the 
system for yearly summaries. 

The documentation for Keep- Trak is adequate for using 
this package of programs. It comes in a 5\12 by 8\12 size 
manual. I am sure that accounting practices and procedures 
will not come easily to every person. The manual assumes 
that you have some working knowledge of accounting prac­
tices . The material provides sample printouts, and a com­
plete table of contents for reference. As with any software, 
one must read the manuals to fully understand how the 
program will work. Keep- Trak has a few "importants" in the 
system, and one should know where these are so as not to 
cause severe problems in using the software. For example, in 
using the trial balance program, you are asked, "Is this a 
final balance?" If you respond with a "yes," then the com­
puter will consolidate the records and the old file will be 
deleted . This is necessary, but one should use caution at this 
point or you will lose important information. The manual 
gives full instructions. 

The only fault I can find with Keep- Trak is the fact that 
this system is completely printer-oriented . After the initial 
data has been entered, all financial reports are printed only 
to a printer. Now, I know it would be foolish for anyone to 
think that they could operate any intelligent financial soft­
ware without the aid of a printer. However, having the 
information on the screen for reference would be nice. 
Because the financial statement programs are generated 
from machine language programs, they cannot be altered 
easily. 

THE OTHER GUY'S SOFTware plans to release other 
packages to go along with Keep- Trak . An accounts receiva­
ble and accounts payable package is on the way! 

Who can use Keep- Trak? Well, any small business or 
home accountant could. A printer and disk system are 
required.

Driller

H ere we are ready to start another 
school year and already the air 
is buzzing with educational 

catchwords such as ''computer aided 
instruction" or "computer literacy." 
Give a teache r a computer, ai1d often he 
or she will find a way to incorporate it 
into the classroom structure.

to an administrator, and the buzzwords 
start flying. "We need CAl !""Let's get 
in-service workshops for our staff!" 
"The public demands it !" 

For those who face such pressures 
and for those who ji.1st want to help their 
youngsters develop some basic math 
skills, this month's "Wishing Well" is 
for you. Many of the wishes I have 
received recently have had a common 
thread . It seems that there are still a 
large number of people who have not 
made the upgrade from Color BASIC to 
Extended. If all you have is a Color 
BASIC CoCo or M C-1 0, then past pro­
grams such as Rocf<,f'est and BasebalL 
Fever are of little use to you. Since some 
of your requests have specifically asked 
for something graphic for those without 
Extended Color BASIC, I decided to pol­
ish up a program I use almost daily . The 
program is Multi Math Driller. 

In order to make this program fully 
functional in both Color BASI C and 
MC-10 BASIC, a little surgery was 
necessary . First, neither language has 
Extended BASic's command STRING$. 
For those not farhiliar with this com­
mand, STRING$ lets you print a con­
tinuous string of a specific C H R$ (char­
acter string). Thus, the command 
STRING$(128,65) would print a string 

of 128 A's on the screen, since CH R$( 65) 
is the letter 'A'. This problem can be 
solved in Color and MC-10 BASIC by 
using a loop and a PRINT@ statement. 
This is slightly slower than using 
STRING$, but this way the results are 
perfectly workable in all three versions 
of the language.

Another such command which Is 
missing from MC-10 BASIC, but not 
Color BASIC, is the use of ELSE in an 
IF. .... THEN statement. ELSE is a much 
more efficient command to tise when 
comparing statements in BASIC, but you

wou ld be a mazed to know tha t not even 
a n Apple lie has a n ELSE comma nd . 
T he soluti on to lack ing ELSE is s imply 
to use more tha n o ne IF. .... THEN 
sta tement. T his once aga in works with 
a ll three BAS ICs. I wanted to make a 
po int of t his di stinctio n since some of 
you might wonder why I omi tted the 
ELSE which is one o f the CoCo's grea­
test strengths. 

O ne command I d o no t use too fi·e­
quent ly is the POKE command, since 
ma ny times, the sa me results can be 
o bta ined by o ther mea ns. T his is no t the 
case, howeve r, if we wish to use inverse 
numbers on our text screen . Yo u will 
notice from the listing tha t some of the 
credit s a re prin ted in lowercase inve rse 
on a black, CLSO screen. I often find 
this much mo re attractive when using 
th e CoCo's low- reso luti on CHR$ 
gra phics on a black background. How­
eve r, there a re no CHR$s which gener­
a te a n inverse number, so we do have to 
POKE them to the text screen. 

T his causes two im med ia te prob lems 
fo r us. F irst, it requires tha t the pe rson 
typing in the progra m not make any 
mista kes in the POKE numbers when 

key ing in the li sting. Use the wrong 
POKE a nd yo u m ight lock-up the com­
puter, los ing everything you have typed 
in. T herefo re, ta ke grea t ca re when typ- -· 
ing in a ll POKES. 

Second ly, while the comma nd s in 
Co lor BAS IC, Ex tend ed Color BAS IC, 
and MC- 10 BAS IC which ove ria p are 
the same, th is is no t true of the Memory 
Map, espec ia lly when we .a re dea ling 
with POKES. T he text screen on the 
CoCo begins a t memo ry loca tio n l 056, 
while the tex t screen fo r the MC- 10 
beg ins a t locat ion 16384. Therefo re, a 
POKE fo r o ne machine wo u ld ca use 
numero us p roblems with the o ther 
mach ine, not to menti on no t d o ing the 
task intended. Hence, to make thi s pro­
gram appea r as .one li st ing a nd no t two, 
I have inc luded a va ria ble MC a t the 
beg inn ing of the listing (L ine 130) a nd 
iden ti fied it with a RE M sta tement in 
the li ne before . If yo u a re typing thi s 
li sting into a CoCo, the va lue fo r M C 
will be ze ro. If yo u type this into the 
M C- 1 0, then cha nge the va lue of M C to 
equa l 15360 as indica ted in the REM 
statement . Yo u will notice tha t ai l 
POKEs in the progra m have includ ed a 

va lue plus MC. T hus, if MC=O, then the 
program will POKE the va lue to the 
loca tio n required fo r our CoCo. Use the 
higher va lue and the POKE will be 
offset to the co rrect va lue for the MC-
10. T his a ppeared to be the eas iest way 
to insure tha t the listing wo uld work 
with a minimum a m ount of modifica­
tion since it is eas ier to cha nge one vari­
a ble tha n it is to cha nge a co up le dozen 
POKE sta tements. 

S ince this progra m is d es igned to use 
either a joyst ick or the space bar on the 
key boa rd , yo u may wish to delete the 
PEEK comma nd s which are id ent ified 
in the REM statements as not be longing 
in the M C-1 0 vers ion (L ines 700 and 
1380). S ince the MC-1 0 has no joystick, 
you must use the space bar. 

Another comma nd I del ibera tely left 
o ut of this listing was the speed -u p 
command of POKE65495,0. T here were 
two reaso ns fo r this. F irs t , t he MC- 10 
d oes no t have thi s POKE. In fact, it 
d oes not need it s ince it runs s light ly 
fas ter tha n the CoCo. Second ly, the 
progra m rea ll y does not need the speed ­
up since I have includ ed a speed se lec­
t io n a t the beginning of the program to

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help slow it down . If you really want the 
program to run fas ter on the CoCo, 
then include the POK£65495,0 near the 
start of the listing. Just be sure to .POKE 
65494,0 before trying to save the pro­
gram to cassette or disk or you will see 
your efforts quickly slip into the twilight 
zone, never to return. 

One final warning, you will notice 
there area large number of DATA state­
ments at the end of the program. Take 
care to type these exactly or you may get 
some strange results. Recently , I have 
received letters from people who have 
done nothing more than type the DATA 
stat ements incorrectly. Take your time 
and you will avoid this problem. 

Now that we have dealt with all the 
technical parts, let's see what this pro­
gram and wish are all about. 

The Driller 
The original idea for Multi Math 

Driller came from seve ra l math teachers 
I have known. They seemed to think 
that if the stud ent could "shoot" the 
co rrect answer to a math problem, then 
the lea rning process would be much 
more fun. 

S ince everyo ne has a "shoot-em up" 
game, (and some of my original submis­
sions to RAINBOW such as Zelda's Bat 
Boule, Oh Gob!, Alpine Aliens, and 
Snail Invaders were criticized for being 
all "s hoot-em ups"), I decided to take a 
different approach to this problem. 
Since there is very little that can be done 
with the low resolution graphics in the 
text mode, I figured that I could at leas t 
draw an oil rig in several colors and 
have it look like an oil rig . This way 
students could DRILL for the correct 
answer ra ther than SHOOT at it. Thus, 
with a little time and care , I was able to 
co mbine the necessa ry CH R$s to create 
my oil rig. 

The next problem would be how to 
make the answers scroll across the screen 
from right to left. Top to bottom scrol­
ling is easy, but this posed a more diffi­
cult problem. The solution had several 
steps. First, after selecting a problem , 
the co rrect a nswer would be calculated 
and thrown into a pool of answers. 
Dummy answers would also be gener­
at ed. These numbers would then be 
trans lated to STRING information 
using the STR$ command. The pro-

gram would then tie these strings to­
gether, with spaces in between , until I 
had a string exactly 32 characters long: 
the width of my screen. 

Therefore, to get the right to left 
scrolling, I developed several lines that 
would use the LEFT$ and RIGHT$ 
commands to take the first character of 
this string and then tack it on to the end 
of the string. This is done in Lines 640 
through 660. Each time these lines are 
passed the first character is passed to the 
end of the string, and the string is 
reprinted in the same location. This 
gives the illusion of it actually scrolling 
from right to left. 

With this scrolling technique in effect, 
at .some point , the correct answer will 
eventually run by the bottom of the rig. 
Therefore , what we next need is a rou­
tine to allow the student to signify when 
the correct answer goes by. If the stu­
dent presses the space bar at that given 
moment , then a drill will go down to the 
answer. The same is achieved with the 
CoCo version by using the right joystick 
fire button . The program recogni zes the 
value of the numbers below it by use of

Wh ile I am happy to share them in this 
program, they do represent a slight ly 
di ffe rent way of displaying colorful tex t 
and , therefore, rema in subroutines I 
plan to use time and time again in my 
own so ftware. (In fact , severa I other 

RAINBOW programs have recently had 
this sa me stipulat io n tied to them.) Sti ll, 
the subroutines may give yo u a better 
insight into how problems lik e this can 
be solved . 

Conclusion 
Once yo u ha ve success fu ll y keyed in 

this program , I thin k you will find that it 
is a very effect ive way o f rev iew ing mul­
tiplica tion tab les . With a litt le modifica­
t ion , I am sure that we ca n come up with 
some oth er varia ti ons o n this theme to 
teach and rev iew other sk ill s. Send me 
some wishes and ideas a nd who knows 
what we might be a ble to come up with . 
Just keep those ideas co ming.

First, th e diffe rence be twee n the 6821 and 
6822 is th e acceptable load on the paralle l 
ports ; t he 6822 Industr ia\ Inte rface Adapter 
is designed for heav ier loads. For som e rea­
son, th e newer CoCo keyboard s require a 
6822 ins tead of th e 6821 to work re liably. As 
to the SAM chip , th e re is no such thing as a 
SAM with a built-in hea t s ink; what yo u are 
probably thinking of is a SAM ch ip that ha s 
had a hea t s in k attached. One of our adver­
ti se rs is se llin g these as replacements fo r 
SAM chips burned ou t fro m hea t. 

The 6847 video generator used in the 
CoCo does no t have sprit e graphics cap a bil­
ity (which mea ns that objects can be defined 
and then pos iti oned over th e graphics scree n 
eas ily) , but the CoCo's graphics are so fa st 
that sim ilar effec ts are poss ible s imply by 
redrawing portions of the graphics screen .

I sti ll stand by what I sa id befo re. A trans­
form er intend ed for use with a particular 
product at 60Hz will operate much less effi­
c iently a t 50 H z; th e lost energy shows up as 
heat , and the tran sformer is ve ry li ke ly to 
overheat. The amount of hea t will depend o n 
how "over-rated" the tran sfo rm e r is for the 
device it 's in. If you d o o pera te 60 H z eq uip­
ment on 50 H z, keep close watch o n th e 
temperature nea r the power t ra nsfo rmer.

Prior to adding rhe interface, rhe speed-up 
POKE (POKE 65495,0) worked properly. 
No 11· with rhe disk conrro/ler in slor 4, rhe 
speed-up pok e H'ill not work. When it is 
allempted, rhe screen isfilled wirh garbage 
and the compurer locks up. Removing the 
interface and plugging the controller directly 
inro the com purer sri!! allows the POKE to 
work. 

With the Multi-Pak connected, I no tice 
thar when rhe inte1:face is switched on (w irh 
the computer still oJ!) the light on drive I 
goes on. When the computer is turned on, 
rhe light goes ofl and all is normal. What 
gives?

The reaso n that the high-speed POKE 
d oesn't work is proba bly the big change th a t 
the M ulti-Pak makes in the way the co ntro l­
ler con nects to th e CoCo. Without the inte r­
face , the contro ll e r co nnects direct ly to the 
CPU (a nd I do mea n directly; the pin s on the 
cartr id ge connecto r run st raight to the C PU 
without any buffe rin g) . W ith th e 
Multi-Pak , there a re buffers a nd s lot-se lec­
t io n logic in be tween , plu s th e so mew ha t 
lo nge r e lectrica l path. Remember that th e 
CoCo is not intend ed to be opera ted a t hig h 
speed (it is a fea ture of the SAM chip tha t 
Radi o S hack does not support) ; the Mu lti ­
Pak Int e rface was designed for normal speed 
opera ti on o nly. As for the disk drive lig ht , 
when you sw it ch o n the Multi -Pak its power 
suppl y prov id es power fo r the co ntro lle r and 
cartr idges; s ince the com puter is turn ed off, 
th e address a nd data lines are not pro pe rly 
terminated a nd the co ntro lle r is probably 
gett ing fa lse s igna ls.

If you bough t th e Radio S hack dri ve as 
drive 0 (with a ca bl e a nd contro ll e r) . yo u 
s hould be u sing it as dr ive I! .lus t switch 
t hem a ro und : hook up the Tandon as the 
left- ha nd dri ve a nd the Ra di o S hack as the 
ri ght ha nd dri ve. That 's a ll you need to d o. 
The reaso n is tha t a dri ve 0 unit co nta in s a 
s pecia l res isto r pa ck tha t te rmin a tes the co n­
tro l lines. The drive w ith th e res is tors in­
s ta lled sho uld be the last d ri ve o n th e ca b le 
(drive I in a two-d rive system) so as to te r­
minate a ft er th e o th er dri ves a nd no t before. 
W ith th e sho rt dista nce betwee n dri ves in th e 
CoCo . thi s is no t c ritica l. T he select ion of 
which dr ive corresponds to w hi ch d evi ce 
numbe r is made by removing pin s from th e 
drive ca ble (a t the factory): this is arranged 
so th at wh en th e dr ive se lect s ignal goes out 
it is rece ived o nly by th e drive it is in te nd ed 
for.

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Even With Serial Interface, 
9600 Baud Will Improve 
Your Throughput 

• We have one of the last white 64K CoCos 
produced by Radio Shack before they 
dropped them for the CoCo 2; two new 
white RS disk drives; Video Plus with a 
Gorilla green screen monitor; homemade 
RS-232 switcher; homemade speaker; RS 
acoustic connect modem; CTR-80A tape 
player; and a RS Line Printer VIJJ. 

1) Our printer has both serial and parallel 
capability. We use the serial hookup and run 
it at 1200 Baud. Would we get more out of 
the printer by using one oft he serial to paral­
lel interfaces on the market and running iT at 
9600 Baud? 1 have read that 1200 Baud is 
approximately 120 characters per second. 
The Printer Vll1 only runs at 80 to 100 cps. 
Therefore, 1 assumed that we were printing 

just about as fast as possible. But then I read 
in your column that the printer first receives 
one line of data, then prints it; and thaT The 
parallel interface speeds up the first part of 
that process. How much improvement could 
we expect from a parallel interface? 

2) In modifying our CoCo for the m oni­
tor, we noted that the keyboard is connected 
to the computer by a very short ribbon cab le. 
Has anyone thought of using a longer cable? 
The keyboard could be encased in a separaTe 
small box and the keyboard on the CoCo 
replaced by a flat plaTe with a hole in iT for 
the cable to go through. The result would be 
a detachable keyboard for CoCo, like the

more expensive compUTers (Tandy 2000, 
etc.). lfthejlaT plaTe had hooks or rests on it, 
one could place the detachable keyboard in 
the usual place, or wherever else one desired 
(in one's lap, etc.). 

3) We have been dreaming about the 
WorkPakji-om PBJ, Inc. To use iT wiTh the 
disk drives, one seems 10 need a Y-cable or 
an expander inlelface, such as PJB's CC­
Bus, That can access more than one pak at 
once. My local Tandy sTOre people Tell me 
that their MuiTi-Pak lnletface does not per­
mit sofTware or hardware access to more 
Than one pak at the same Time. Is that true? 
Are there any disadvanTages to the CC-Bus 
type ofmulti-pak device over The Tandy type 
other Than the lack of a manual switch? 

4) We have three machine language type 
games we bought before we go t our disk 
drives. They are Zaxxon , Mon·oco Gran 
Prix by Computerware, and the verbal ver­
sion ofThe Black Sanctum.fi"om Mark Data 
ProducTs. None of them are protected or 
auto-starT. Therefore, we could tran.~ler them 
to disk if we knew the beginning, ending, and 
starting addresses. Is there a trick tofinding 
these? We noted that RAINBOW ON TAPE 

included two machine language programs in 
July . The addresses were not lisTed in The 
article. We assumed thaT the addresses given 
in the documentaTion ofT he programs in the 
magazine were the beginning and ending 
addresses, and that The starting address was 
The same as Th e beginning address. Bw we 
are really not sure.

same time you have a bargain . The white­
cased 64K CoCo you have is the last of the 
"285" board computers manufactured. Not 
that there's a lot of difference between yours 
a nd the CoCo 2, but you have a new key­
board with old insides. Enough of my senti­
mentalities, how about your questions? 

I) If the printer runs at 100 characters per 
second it would seem logical that 1200 Baud 
would be optimum, since the printer can't 
print that fast. Unfortunately, that's not the 
case. Most modern printers have a line 
buffer that is filled before the line is printed. 
At 9600 Baud, the printer still prints at 100 
cps, but the buffer is filled at approximately 
960 cps, the maximum speed possible with 
the CoCo. Otherwise , the higher the Baud 
rate , the greater the through-put. Use 9600 
Baud . I wouldn 't buy a parallel interface. 
Even though a slight improvement would be 
possible it wouldn't be noticeable. 

2) I suppose a ribbon cable could be used 
to ex tend the keyboard outside the CoCo, 
but I think other problems would result. 
Since the keyboard input is unbuffered , 
interference problems would be noticeable. 
Care would be necessary to insure that low 
level signals would not have distortion from 
th e loss and capacitance introduced by small 
ribbon cable. 

3) At any one time the microprocessor can 
o nly do one thing, or address one device. So 
the sa lesman was correct to a certain degree. 
Each port in the M ulti-Pak has a separate 
address , but with so ftware you can address 
these ports 250,000 times a second. When 
you wish to use the disk you address th e disk 
controller port , when accessing the Word­
Pak you address the proper port, etc. As far 
as I know all of the bus extenders I have seen 



use a similar scheme of addressing. 
4) After loading a machine la nguage pro­

gram the start, end and execution addresses 
are in the following addresses in RAM: 

START ADDRESS 
?PEEK(487)*256+PEEK(488) 
END ADDRESS 
?PEEK( 126)*256+PEEK( 127)-1 
EXEC ADDRESS 
?PEEK( 157)*256+ PEEK( 158) 

Assuming the starting aodress is grea ter 
than 3584 you ca n use these addresses to 
store the programs to disk. A conflict with 
the disk buffer will exist if the program is 
below 3584. Different RAM locations are 
used to store these addresses when you load 
a progra m from disk, so don't try using this 
method for disk. 

A STICKY SITUATION 

e I have a problem with my cassette system. 
Sometimes it will turn itself off after loading 
a program with the command M OTOROFF, 
but most of the time it won 't. I would like to 
know if you know of anyone who has had 
this problem and how to correct it. The 
commands AUD!OON and AUD!OOFF 
work fine.

The problem you are having is common, 
Curtis . It is caused by a sticky cassette mot or 
relay contact inside your CoCo. 1 had this 
problem a lot when I wasn't using a Radio 
Shack tape record er. Some tape recorders 
switch line voltages with the motor co ntro l 
contacts. The relay in your C oCo is not 
designed to wit\'lstand these voltages. If you 
are using a Radio Shack recorder, have your 
loca l Service Center replace the relay. If you 
a re using a different recorder , you may have 
to resort to a switching transistor between 
the relay and your recorder. 

DOUBLE DENSITY DISKETTES 

• After I read in several places the dejini1ion 
of :Single and double density diskeues, I had 
assumed that you couldn 'tl'un a :S ingle den­
sity diskette in a double density drive. Re­
cently our users group sold a disk with a lot 
a/public domain sofiware on it as a wdy of 
supplementing the club treasury. When I 
a,bjected that the disk was a single density 
disk, I was told that it would run okay (and it 
does), and the only difference between the 
two was the thickness and quality of the 
magnetic coating on the disk. That doesn't 
tie in with what I have previously read, ye1 
the disk does work ji'ne in my RS drives. 
What is the real explanation?

The only diffe rence between single density 
a nd double density dis ke ttes is the qua lity 
control pi·ocedure used to ma nufacture and 
certify the diskettes . Normally single density 
diskettes will work fine , but they are not 
gua ranteed to work by the ma nufacturer. 
The recording density o n doubl e density 
diskettes is greater and, therefore, requires 
tighter QC standa rd s. 

If you a re consid ering using anything 
other than single / double sided, d ouble den­
sity make sure th ey a re soft-secto red disk­
ettes . Hard-sectored diskettes have more 
tha n one timing hole a nd will not work 
properly. 

A BETt ER PICTURE 

• I have a question f or the technical p eople 
out there in magazine land. Is there anyone 
who can give me some answers to increase 
the size of the lillie picture that Tandy f eels 
our Co Co should produce? 

I have the technical manual fo r the CoCo 
and it says that the V DC chip is hardwired to 
produce this picture in the middle of the 
screen. 

Hard wiring means that the VDG 'chip is 
set with external components such as resis­
tors, etc., and should be able to be changed 
to increase the size of the display areac 

Not being able to understand the layout of 
the V DG chip from the manual, I canna I 
figure out which resistors would have to be 
changed or what their values would be. I 
hop e you can tell me if this can be done, what 
parts would have to be changed and what the 
values would be. 

I understand why Tandy sets the display 
area so small. Th ey do it because of the way 
the picture tube bends ~t the top and the 
bottom . It would make the text leuers look 
funny, but if' the picture was brought out to 
within a quarter of an inch or so, I don't 
think this would bother an yone too much. 

Anything would be beiter than what I 
have at this time. If Jam using a 12-inch set, J 
end up with a 9-inch picture which is hard on 
my eyes.

Bob, one b f the ma rk eting philoso phies 
.Radio S ha ck foll owed when introducing the 
CoCo was the use of a sta ndard co lor telev i­
sion as the di splay device. F or this reason 
(economics), the Motoro la 6847 was chosen 
as the LSI chip to meet th e tas k, As you a re 
awa re, the 6847 is ca pable of severa l modes 
of graphic resolution, the most dense being 
256 x 192 pi xe ls. T his mea ns tha t cha racter 
sets with much great er density a re poss ible. 

The reaso n they a re no t used is twofold. 
First , addit iona l memory would have to be 
used (the 32 X J6 ge nera to r is built in to the 
chip) . SecOiid , T a ndy did no t fee l that any 
higher charaCte r reso luti on would be read­
able ori a norina l R.F. modula ted TV signa l. 

Eve ri th ough the above does no t directly 
a nswer your qu es ti on, Bo b, the reason fo r 
the squa re in the middle of your T V screen 
foll ows the sam e line of th ought. Thi s is a 

hardwired feature of th e 684 7 VDG chip. It 
cannot be cha nged. 

Personally, 1 'm using a monitor with a 
vid eo driver boa rd. By using the adjustments 
in the monitor, such as width and height , I 
can, ma ke the CoCo output take up as much 
of the screen as I wish. You ca n do the same 
thing to your TV set if you wa nt , but you will 
lose pi cture reso lution and symmetry. 

As fa r as we know,.with out changing the 
VDG (6847) , o r buying a high reso luti on 
output boa rd , such as the one manufactured 
by PBJ , there is no immedia te solution to 
your pro blem.

OS-9 Users Have Good Company 
The skeptics just don't understand 

the power of that operating system you 
run on your CoCo. Midway through 
RAINBOWfest Chicago, I got into a 
long conversation with Jeanne Kapian 
ofMicroware and Arlene Don ofGimix. 
I learned that you are in some pretty 
tmpressive company. 

The Western Electric division of 



American Telephone and Telegraph -
the same AT&T that plans to make 
UNIX a household word - uses a 
Gimix system running a program writ­
ten in BASIC09 and running under OS-9 
in the final manufacturing stage of every 
telephone that leaves its factory in West 
Virginia. And most of the engineers that 
do the programming have Color Com­
puters at home running OS-9. What a 
way to do your homework! 

Would you believe OS-9 helps keep 
the space shuttle flying. That's right! 
NASA is using four Gimix systems run­
ning OS-9 at the Cape. One of these 
machines is used during pre-flight fuel 
tank testing before every launch. 

If your feet are firmly planted on the 
ground, hear this. The Ford Motor 
Company uses microcomputers running 
OS-9 on their test track in Michigan. 
And, Eastman Kodak uses a BASIC09 
program running under OS-9 during 
the final assembly stages of each disc 
camera that they make. They use an­
other program running on OS-9 to 
ensure the quality of the film used with 
those cameras, As we said, you're in 
good company. 

OS-9 Future Is Promising 
If you're becoming proficient in OS-9 

operation and programming you just 
may have a bright future. Besides the 
fact that AT&T will make UNiX the 
standard operating system if they have 
their way and the fact that learning OS-
9 is a perfect way to learn UNIX, Tan­
dy's Ed Juge said a few things at the 
CoCo community breakfast in Chicago 
indicating that Radio Shack just may 
have plans for our favorite operating 
system. 

I spent the entire weekend, between 
books and seminars, trying to get 
straight answers about some of the 
rumors I've heard around the scuttle­
butt. I couldn't get anyone to say any­
thing for pUblication. Yet, I couldn't get 
them to deny anything either. 

Ed Juge asked himself a question dur­
ing his breakfast talk. There seemed to 
be more than one hint in the answer. 

"We all know that you can only go so 
far with programs that push the tech­
nology in the hardware and still keep 
them compatible with every new version 
of Color BASIC that comes along. So, 
how can a software publisher guarantee 
that his ( her new products will always be 
compatible with our (Tandy's) new ma­
chines?" he asked . 

"He can write all of his programs 
using relocatable code," he said. We all 
do that already, don't we! 

"Or, he can write all of his software in 
OS-9," Juge said. "OS-9 can go far 
beyond Color BASIC when it comes to 
compatibility. The programmer doesn't 
need to write around the systems soft­
ware with OS-9 and BASIC09. He can use 
it. And by making OS-9 standard, we 
can build a better machine in the future 
that will still be able to run software that 
was written on an earlier machine," 
Juge said. 

Juge told the breakfast crowd that 
Tandy had just completed a new licens­
ing arrangement for OS-9 so that inde­
pendent developers of applications soft­
ware can produce their products on 
OS-9 and distribute them ort an OS-9 
disk. That disk can have a copy of the 
OS9Boot file and several utilities that 
the programmer needs to use with his 
application. The consumer will pick the 
application off the shelf of his local 
Radio Shack , put it in the disk drive and 
type DOS. A few seconds later he will be 
running the latest application. This new 
OS-9 user won't even see OS-9. It will be 
completely transparent to him. It makes 
great sense to me. 

How Do We Keep The Future 
Promising 

!left Chicago with strong convictions 
on several issues. If we are going to suc­
ceed and score touchdowns with the ball 
that Tandy has dumped irt our laps with 
OS-9, we must get our act together. 

First, we must stop fighting among 
ourselves. If we are going to win the 
war, we must stop the battles in our own 
camp. We should be fighting to beat ·· 
IBM or Apple - well, maybe Commo­
dore - instead of bickering among 
ourselves. . 

We have the kernel - pun intended 
- of a market that can prove very large 
if we make it happen. I saw the SS-50 
bus lose out in competition with an infe­
rior S-100 because of similar problems. 
Today, it's like watching a television 
rerun. Let's get it together gang. OS-9 is 
on Its way to becoming a standard. Let's 
keep it that way! 

We Must StiCk With The Standards 
OS-9 was written to work a certain 

way and it was designed to be modular. 
As long as this modularity is main­
tained, people with unique hardware 
needs can hang new devices on it by 
simply writing new device drivers and 
the matching device descriptors. Intro­
ducing a product on the market that 
does not follow the rules can prove bad 
in the long run .

"The only lega l way we could have 
wri tten Hi-Res was to ci·ea te another 
d river, in addition to and ind ependent 
of CCIO. T his would have taken up a 
lot of memory and we didn 't fee l tha t 
was acceptab le." Hogg sa id . 

Rich was pro bably right in this case, 
there was no easy way out. And , he eve n 
passed a long a pseud o-solution. I had 
a lready developed the sa me modus op­
era ndi here a nd it works fine, so we' ll 
pass it along. 

Leave the origina l, unmodified CCIO 
modu le in your OS9Boot fil e. T hen, 
before you run Hi-R es, use OS9GEN to 
add I-i i-Res and StdCS to a new OS9-
Boot fil e. Yo u ca n then add a line to 
yo ur sta rtup fil e which activa tes Hi­
Res. Fo r exa mple, your new sta rtup fil e 
might read li ke this:

If you are deve loping system level 
so ft wa re for OS-9 on the Co lor Com­
puter and intend to ma rket it widely, 
please try to kee p it modula r and use 
only sta nd ard, documented OS-9 ca lls. 
It 's the only way we ca n protect our 
future. 

I bri ng th is issue up in this co lumn 
beca use of a running ba ttle tha t has 
raged between a fe llow auth or and 
another ha rdware manufacturer in an­
other magaz ine. The author was right 
and after in ilch ta lk the man ufact urer 
agreed to supply each of hi s customers 
with either "s tandard " OS-9 drive rs or 
mod ified "non-standard " drivers writ­
te n for the manu fac turer. From now on 
out it wil l be the buye rs' choice. Also, let 
the buye r bewa re. 

I should a lso credi t Dr. G. J . Lipovsk i 

of the depart ment of electrica l engineer­
ing at the University of Texas at Austin 
fo r contributing to this deba te. He wro.te 
to me early this year with a ca ll for the 
enforcement of standard s. I probably 
should have quoted him then. But, bet­
ter late thah never. 

"We a ll have an interest in promot ing 
the use of OS-9. I want to encou rage the 
development of utili ties li ke 0-Pak to 
stimulate interest in OS-9. However, I 
believe that the inherent advantage of 
OS-9 is the cla rity and effi ciency of the 
code produced by Microwa re. That is 
what makes OS-9 so superior. 

"We should try to encoui·age the de­
ve lopment of good code for OS-9 utili­
ties like 0 -Pa k should be. We should 
discourage the development of sloppy 
ineffi cient code, or OS-9 will degrade to 
the level of Microsoft BAS IC and similar 
hack code. 

"As a contribut ing editor in · RA IN­
BOW, you have an opportunity to guide 
the development of OS-9 software. I 
urge you to eva luate the quality of the 
programs, and to reward the developers 
of good programs, " Dr. Lipovsk i sa id . 
We're trying doctor! 

Frank Hoffma n a t Lloyd 1/ 0 (that 's 
the place that adve rtises M a rshmallows 
for your CoCo) ca lled one night a 
month or two ago to tel l rne a bout Do. I 
had a copy since Gimix li censes it from 
Hoffman and su pplies it with their sys­
tems but I rea lly didn 't ge t too turned 
on. So, I iss ued a cha llenge to F rank. 
Send me a procedure fil e tha t does 
something usefu l a nd we'll see how it 
woi·ks. 

He sent the procedu re "ex," and we're 
publishing it here. Ca ll it with this line: 

OS9: do # II K ex <ENTE R> 

"Ex" d isp iays a menu fo r you a nd lets 
you pick one of seven OS-9 functions by 
typing a number. The li'st ing reads a l­
mos t like BAS IC09 code so you should be 
able to fo llow it without much tro uble. 

One of the di ffere nces between a 
" Do" proced ure fil e and the sta ndard 
"S hell" procedure files you run a ll the 
time is the fac t that " Do" a llows you to 
subst itute pa rameters. This is how the 
fil enames a re passed to OS-9'5 " list" and 
"ed" utility command s. If you own 
"Do" and attempt to run this procedure, 
make sure tha t the dev ice names in your 
CoCo agree with the device names in the 
listing. Otherwise, you'll receive an error 
report and no action. Enjoy!

The line 
number option is very handy when list­
ing c programs because the compiler 
reports the line number when it finds an 
error. This makes it easy to spot and 
correct a mistake. 

Tim has contributed these utilities to 
the OS-9 Users Group software ex­
change library so they should be avail­
able soon on the XA-4 database on the 
CompuServe OS-9 SIG. Eventually, 
they will also be assembled with other 
utilities on a disk available from the 
Users Group. Thank you, Tim.

RANDOM BASICS 

Design And Development 
Of Application Software 
Part IV 

T his article will complete the high level design of our 
development example, an Accounts Payab le System. 
Last time we defined what elements we needed to 

store in our Master, Invoice, Activity and Keyfile records to 
be able to give the user comprehensive informat ion about 
what is going on in his A / P system. Now we can work on the 
displays a nd reports that will present this information to the 
user. In actuality, consideration of the reports was taken 
when the records were defined. Input from someone who is 
going to use a system is a lways very imp ortant. It is a ll too 
easy for the programmer or designer to ove rlook something 
that could be critical to the user. To develop really good 
application software, you must either be intimate ly knowl­
edgeable about the subject, or have input from someone 
who is. 

The output is divided into two areas: on-li ne screen di s­
plays, and reports which show data that may have been 
selected , sorted, etc. The time required to obta in the infor­
mation, along with how much and how the factors are 
presented, can be used to determine whether to disp lay or 
report. In the display category, vendor and invo ice in forma­
tion should be available by simply displaying the master

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records and formatting the data on the screen. This is shown 
in our flowchart, a long with allowing changes to this infor­
mation. However, when we start ta lking about summariz­
ing, aging or forecast ing, we now are talking about reports. 
This is what we wi ll concentrate on in this article. In the 
d iscuss ion that fo llows, I have included actual sample 
reports from Computerware's® Accounts Payable System. 
T his, by no means makes them perfect , but it does give us 
some good examples to examine. 

Before going into the individual reports, let 's first define 
just what output from a n Accounts Payable System we 
would find helpful. Obviously we need a list of our vendors 
and information re levant to each. Since it might be helpful 
to be able to get vendor name and address labels , we should 
include that feature . We a lso need a report that shows the 
invo ice detail informat ion for each vendor. This report can 
be invaluable as a reference while talking to the vendor on 
the phone. Even though we don 't like to discuss it, there is 
a lso a need for a past due report. And while you are on the 
subject of past due, a summary aged report can be quite 
helpful in knowing either how good you've been, or how far 
out of control you are! That's the nea t thing about compu­
ters; they can quick ly give you various ways to look at 
information, allowing the good ma nager to have greater 
control of the situat ion. Two more reports that would be 
quite helpful are a payment forecast report , which will help 
manage cash flow, and an activity report, which shows all 
adjustments and payments. T he payments portion of this is 
what cou ld be fed to another system, such as check ledger or 
gene ral ledger for interact ive posting. 

Now that we have a fairly comprehensive list of reports, 
let's look at them in more detail. T he vendor master report 
should include name a nd address information along with 



phone number and contact person. Since we also have year­
to-date paid and terms period in the master record, that 
could be included too. We also have current invoiced, cur­
rent paid and beginning balance which could also be 
included, along with date of last activity. 

heading. Anything less would be incomplete, and there isn't 
much of it left out. The labels won't be shown here, but they 
are the standard one-up labels which can be purchased at 
most Radio Shack stores or office supply stores. 

What a wish list! Before we go any further, lets talk about 
readability. If you can't make sense of the report, what good 
is it? Since most printers can now print in condensed mode, 
you can get 132 print columns on standard 8 Y2 by II paper 
(which is what most printers use) . 

The following reports were designed prior to when print­
ers with condensed print became common, so they are all 
designed for standard 80-column printing. There are also 
those who do not like condensed print reports, so if you are 
going to use them, it might be a good idea to also offer some 
reports in 80 column mode. 

The most readable report is one that only uses one line per 
entry. However, this can really limit the amount of informa­
tion about that entry, which can be in any given report. The 
solution is multiple lines per entry, but if you use this, 
include either spacing or separators to make the report 
easier to read. Below is our vendor master report in a two­
line format. Even with the two lines, there was not room for 
all the information listed. The current accounting informa­
tion was put on the invoice summary report rather than the 
vendor master. 

Note that the heading identified the report number, the 
company (Demo Disk), the date, the name of the report, the 
sequence in which it was printed and the page number. This 
is what I would consider to be pretty much a standard 

The next report we listed was an invoice summary report. 
This actually becomes one of the more important reports in 
that it shows all the detail information for each vendor, 
along with the balances. It is a multiple-line per entry report 
with a header for each vendor. The first (and until paid, 
only) line for each invoice gives the received date and 
amount plus the ledger code to charge the expense to, the 
amount to be paid and any comments that were entered. The 
second line for an invoice appears when payment has been 
made for that invoice. Note that the report program adds a 
comment of either "paid in full" or "partial payment" to 
make it easier to scan the report. 

Note that the report totaled number of vendors, number 
of invoices, total beginning due, total current invoices, total 
current payments, and new ending due total. These totals 
are not only quite helpful to the user, but also to the pro­
grammer in that if they don't match between reports that are 
using the same information, the system isn't in balance. 
(Since I used different extract combinations to generate 
these examples, the totals will not always balance.) 

The next two reports are important because they help a 
company know, both in detail and in a temporal sense, the 
status of any past due invoices. This is an example of where 
the programmer or designer needs input from the users in 
that when we originally did a past due report, it was quite 
simple. It didn't take long before we were asked to not only

beef up the past due report, but to add the aged report. We 
could take the purist's attitude that if they paid their bills on 
time, they wouldn't need either of these, or we can enter the 
real world and provide customers with what they need. 

If there are other invoices for a vendor, on the past due 
report the ending due can be more than the past due. Also 
note in the final totals, the due amount is $200 less than the 
invoice amount, reflecting the $200 partial payment, which 
shows up in the summary report. The relevance of these 
different numbers is that the user not only knows what is 
currently past due, but also what else is owed to any vendor. 

The vendor aged report shows this information in a very 
easy to understand way. It simply totals up all invoices and 
spreads them across time. This would be considerd a 'man­
agement' report because it shows the big picture rather than 
getting bogged down with details. 

If this report were true, I doubt that you would be able to 
call thi s particular customer! (They probably don't have 
electricity anymore either !) Study this simple report for a 
moment and see how much really valuable information it 
provides. If you were running a business, this report would 
give you a complete summary of your total payables system. 
This is the key to reports: what is their value to their user? So 
far in the reports we've seen, the vendor master could have as 
well been a Rolodex file . Although a file fold er would have 
been a little more messy, it could have provided the invoice 
summary report. But these last two and the next one are the

reason for a computer, because they are providing some­
thing that is not easy to get manually. Don't Jose sight of this 
point when designing a report. 

As a user of our own products, I must admit the next 
report is my favorite . It is the payment forecast report , and 
what it does is take all invoices, project their due date by

adding the terms period to the received date and then lists 
them in due date sequence, accumulating the payment 
amounts into a running summary. To add the icing to the 
cake, their is a separator line between the past due invoices 
and the ones coming due. The running summary is a cash 
requirement projection, showing how much is needed and 
by what time. Since our Accounts Payable System was 
designed with a pay by date due feature, a user can run a 
payment forecast report, check the company bank balance,

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determine how much rponey is available for payments, look 
up the date that corresponds to that amount of money, and 
then let the computer find all invoices to be paid. How much 
easier can yo1,1 make it for the user! 

The last report series that will be described for our 
Accounts Payable System ;:tre the activity and payment 
reports. These provide both audit trail capabilities and out­
put which can be used to either manually or automatically, 
post to another part of the accounting system. 

This report using the codes that we developed for the 
activity record, is divided into three parts. A type one is from 
a master record change (first report) , a type two is from an 
invoice record change (no example), and a type three is for 
payments. The purpose of type one and two codes is to 
record any dollar changes that have been made to the system 
via adjustrnents, etc. These changes are the type that will put 
the system out of balance, and thus need to be recorded. You 
can't disallow changes of this type, because there an~ legiti­
mate needs to make corrections occasionally, but by provid­
ing a n audit trail of the changes, you are helping the custo-

mer and in a sense protecting yourself from c;:laims that your 
system doesn't balance. 

The payment report includes the vendor code (should 
have name), the invoice number, the payment date and 
amount , the ledger cost code, check number and a message 
as to how it was paid. 

The activity reports accumulate data until you scratch 
and reallocate them in new pe.riod processing. Some custo­
mers print and scratch them daily, others weekly, and others 
with lower volume make it a monthly procedure. Invoices 
are typically retained for a month, with new period process­
ing deleting paid invoices, making space for new ones to be 
entered . 

This completes the 9esign stage of our project. The next 
article will deal with programming, and the order in which 
we should develop our modul~s. As you will see, the pro­
gramming will actually be fairly straightforward since we 
have alre(!dy defined our record , our report layouts and 
have a high level flowchart to follow.

PERSONABLE PASCAL 

Examining the 
PART I

I n the last co lumn we talked about 
executa ble sta tements a nd how they 
are used to direct the opera tion of 

the computer. They do this by input­
ting, manipula ting a nd outputting in­
forma tion or data. This data is a lways 
kept in the form of ones and ze ros, a nd 
(a lmost) a lways represents something 
other tha n ones a nd zeros. We usua lly 
ma ke some combination of ones a nd 
zeros represent more familiar objects 
that we wish to ma nipula te like the let­
ter A or the number 23 . 

Bytes and Bits 
The ones a nd ze ros in the co mputer 

a re called bits a nd. a re a rra nged in 
groups of eight which are ca lled bytes; 
I ,024 of these bytes a re ca lled a K (sho rt 
for ki lobyte) . A 64K Color Computer 
has ove r one-ha lf million bi ts of mem­
ory, which ca n be used to store pro-

grams a nd working data . 
M os t data is represented by one or 

mo re whole bytes . S ince an individual 
byte has e ight bits, each of which has 
two poss ible values (one o r zero) , a byte 
ca n, therefo re, have a ny one of 256 
va lues. One way to think of these va lues 
is tha t they re present eight-digit , base 
two numbers fro m 00000000 to llllllll·. 
T he eq uiva lent range of numbers in 
base I 0 is zero to 255 . 

R epresenting Data 
W hile the numbers ze ro to 255 may 

so metimes be exactl y wha t we wa nt to 
ma nipula te, usua lly we wish to wo rk 
with some other type of da ta. T his may 
be the lette rs of the a lpha bet, the months 
o f the year o r d o ll a rs and cents. These 
items each re present a class or type of 
info rmati on which has some finit e ra nge 
of distinct va lues. There a re 26 1ette rs in 
the a lphabet, 12 mo nths in the year a nd 
I ,000,000 poss ible combina tio ns of d ol­
la rs a nd cents in a checking account. 

We ca n use one, two o r mo re bytes o f 
memory to represent a specific type of 
info rmatio n. We then ass ign a speci fic 
combinatio n o f bits within those bytes 
to re present a pa rt icula r va lue o f that 
type. Fo r exa mple, if we use o ne byte to 
rep resent a month o f the yea r, we have 

256 poss ible va lues. We ass ign the va lue 
ze ro to J a nua ry, one to Fe brua ry, two to 
M a rch a nd so o n until II is ass igned to 
Dece mbe r. The rema ining p oss ible 
va lues a re then refe rred to as und efined 
a nd we won't use them. 

P re-Defined Types 
In every la nguage, there a re some 

types that a re a lready defined fo r you. 
In BAS IC you have rea l numbers and 
st r ings. In PASCA L yo u have rea l num­
bers, integers, cha racters a nd boolea ns. 
M a ny PASCAL compilers a lso have 
strings as a pre-defined type. T he spe­
ci fi c number of bytes used to re present 
each type will va ry from one compiler to 
a nother. For Deft PASCA L the fo llowing 
pre-defined types are expla ined : 

* char - this is a one-byte type which 
represents the ASCII cha racter set. 
Fo r example, the va lues 65 to 90 
represent the letters A thro ugh Z and 
the va lues · 97 to 122 represent the 
letters a to z. Other va lues represent 
specia l characters such as do lla r sign 
a nd control cha racters like ca rriage 
return . 

* boolean - this is a one-byte type 
which uses o nly two poss ible combi­
na tio ns of bits, ze ro a nd o ne. Zero 
represents fa lse a nd o ne represents 
t rue .. 
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* integer- this is a two-byte type which 
represents the whole numbers from 
-32768 to +32767. 

* real - this is a six-byte type that 
represents both the positive and neg­
ative real numbers in the range 10 to 
the -64 power to I 0 to the +63 power. 
Since the number of real numbers 
between any two real numbers is 
infinite, this type cannot represent all 
ofthem. Rather, all the real numbers 
with the same first I 0 digits are 
represented by a particular value. 

* string - this is an 81-byte type that 
represents groups of up to 80 char 
types. 

There is also another predefined 
type text which we will talk about in 
the next column. · 

The TYPE Statement 
In addition to providing these pre­

defined types, PASCAL also allows you 
to define your own types. This is done 
with a TYPE statement which looks 
like this: 

TYPE <identifier> = <type 
definition>; 

This statement defines a new type 
whose name is "identifier" and whose 
definition is "type definition." It is im­
portant to note that this statement does 
not define a variable which actually 
occupies a place in memory, but rather 
the way tha t information will be repre­
sented when a variable of this type is 
later defined. 

One kind of type definition is merely 
the name of a previously defined type. 
For example: 

TYPE Money= Real; 

This defines a new type called Money 
which is equivalent to the pre-defined 
type Real. 

Enumerated Types 
One of the more interesting ways to 

use the TYPE statement is to define an 
enumerated type. The general form of 
an enumerated type definition is: 

(<identifier>, <identifier>, .. . , 
<identifier>) 

An enumerated type identifies a direct 
representation of binary values to some 
particular set of objects. For example: 

TYPE Month= (January, February, 
March, April, May, June, July, 
August, September, October, 
November, ·December); 
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OperateS tate= (Idle, Running, Wait­
ing, Stopped) ; 

You can see that you can define more 
than one type in a single TYPE state­
ment. The first type is Month which 
represents the months of the year. The 
<identifiers>, January through 
December, are implicitly defined as 
constants of type Month. The order of 
the constants is important since the first 
one will be represented with the binary 
value zero, the second with one and so 
on until the last (December) is repre­
sented with an II. 

The second type, OperateS tate, is the 
operational state of a piece of machin­
ery. The constant Idle is represented by 
the value zero, Running by the value 
one, Waiting by the value two and 
Stopped by the value three. 

Enumerated types can be used in sub­
range, ARRAY and SET type defini­
tions as well as in defining variables. 
Operations that you can perform with 
enumerated type variables are described 
below. 

Subrange 
All of the types (except Reals) that we 

have been discussing up to this point are 
called ordinal types . These types all 
consist of a set of discrete values . Some­
times you want to use only a subset of 
the values of an ordinal type. You do 
this in PASCAL by defining a subrange. 
For example: 

TYPE SummerMonths = 
(June .. August); 

Smalllnteger = -128 .. 127; 
Cap Letters= ('A' .. 'Z'); 

In the above example, Summer­
Months is a subrange of the base type 
Months and consists only of the values 
June, July and August. Smalllnteger is 
a sub range of the base type Integer and 
consists of only the values from -128 up 
to +127. Most PASCAL compilers will 
use only as many bytes of memory as 
necessary to represent a given type so 
that Smalllnteger will usually only take 
up one byte of memory. Finally, Cap­
Letters is a subrange of type char con­
sisting of only the capital letters. 

ARRAY 
One of the major uses of a subrange 

type is in the definition of an array type. 
Like BASIC, an array in PASCAL is a 
collection of like types which can be 
accessed randomly. The general defini­
tion of an array type is: 

ARRAY [<ordinal type definition>] 
OF <type definition> 

The ordinal type definition describes 
the number of elements in the array and 
how they are accessed. The type defini­
tion describes the type of each element 
in the array. For example: 

TYPE M onthDays = 28 .. 31;

The first variable is an array which is 
defined very similarly to the way that 
you would define one in BASIC . This one 
has 20 elements which are accessed by 
using the integers one through 20 and 
each element of the array is a real. You 
can see that subranges are frequently 
used when defining the range and num­
ber of elements in an array. 

The second variable is an array called 
DayslnMonth. It has one element for 
each month and consists of a subrange 
of integers which describe the number 
of days in the particular month. 

The way that you access elements of 
an array variable is by naming the vari­
able and following it with a subscript 
enclosed in square brackets ([]). For 
example: 

MyArray[3] 
DayslnMonth[April] 

Multi-Dimensioned Arrays 
PASCAL has no inherent limit on the 

number of dimensions that an array can 
have. There are several ways that you 
can define additional dimensions: 

TYPE Row = ARRAY[l..80] OF 
Char; 

Screen! =ARRAY[l..24]0F 
Row: 

Screen2 = ARRA Y[l .. 24] OF 
ARRA Y[l..80] OFChar; 

Screen3 = ARRAY[l. .24, 
1 .. 80] OF Char; 

All three of the above two-dimensional 
arrays describe 24 rows of 80 characters 
each. In all three instances additional 
dimensions can be added by using any 
of the three methods. An element of a 
multi-dimensioned array can be accessed 
using either of the following notations: 

ScreenVar[3, 4] 
Screen Var[3][ 4] 

Operations On Ordinal Types 
Once you· are able to define all of 

these data types, you have the problem 
of how to use them. As described in the 
last column, there is a complete expres­
sion syntax for creating integer and 
boolean type expressions. One of the 
key characteristics of PASCAL is that 
you are not allowed to mix different 
types in an expression or assign one type 
to another. This means that you cannot 
add a char to an integer or compare a
