Editor: 

l want to thank THE RAI BOW for bring· 
ing me news about the CoCo since Ocrober 
1987 (when I discovered it). I hnve been 
programming l>i n<.:e I got a CoCo 2 in 1986 
and have been upgrading my system ever 
since. Without THE RAINBOW, 1 (like SO 
many others) would have "upgraded" my 
CoCo 2 by purchasing an MS-DOS com­
puter. not a CoCo 3. 

This letter i primarily in response to the 
September 1991 issueentitled"ANew Era." 
h is indeed ju t the beginning; it marks the 
end of Radio Shack's involvement, and it 
means we need to rely heavily on TI.fE 
RAINBOW and modem networks. 

THE RAINBOW is the mOSt influential 
publication available for the CoCo. The 
products it has deemed the best for the 
CoCo are the ones that have lasted through­
out the CoCo era, with only a few minor 
exceptions. The fact that Delmar' System 
IV was the first to be reviewed by THE 

RAINBOW staff makes it a very serious 
candidate for the "CoCo 4" title so sought 
after by vendors in this market. 

lt also make me worry. Already. t.here 
arc rhe MM/1 and the TC9 Tomcat. Many 
have ordered MM/IS in the expectation that 
it will be the nexr rep in the CoCo evolu­
tion. Others have gone out on a limb and 
ordered the TC9, and maybe the Tiger to go 
with it. I didn't consider thi Delmar System 
IV to be a major contender in the battle for 
the ti tle - that is. untiJ the September isl>ue. 
This makes three different contenders for 
the title, which could cause serious confu­
c;ion in LheCoCocommuruty.lt seemsto be 
leading to diversification. which could pelf 
downfall. 

THE RAI'IBOW may find itsel f in a par­
ticular place of power now. If Lhe CoCo 
community is going to ~tick together. it 
needs THE RAINBOW to guide it. When TilE 
RAt 'BOW gets the other two systems, it 
hould give them equal coveroge to what 

was given the System IV - no more. no 
less. 1l1en the community should discuss 
what it really wants. and not just listen 
(while grinning like children) to what these 
new systems have to offer. 

There are only two thingl> l can afely do 
at this point: resub cribe to THE RAINBOW 
and write letters. ! urge all CoCo users and 
RAINBOW readers to do the same. Also. 
since I have a modem, I' ll be using both 
Delphi and the national echo bases on the 
BBSs. The choice as to the winner of the 
··coCo 4" title is still ours. It is our job to 

make our individuaL choices. To keep the 
community together, THE RAINBOW should 
do it part by letting everyone else know 
what those choice are. 

Well, l've put in my twocen~. l wanllo 
know what everyone else is thinking. In 
order for the community to survive as it is. 
we have 10 communicate. In order for it to 
grow. we have to be active about it. lt comes 
down to what the ad from IMS said a while 
back: ''For the first time. a community has 
banded together to de ign their next com­
puter:· We are that community.

11m. i~ ve11 
annoying. 

One of the first thing I do when con­
fronted with this problem is clean and 
demagnetize the tape-recorder heads. I use 
3 Radio Shack head cleaner and demagnet­
i7er (Cat. No. +1-631 ). I have been lucky in 
M>mecases-thedemagnetizercliminated 
the 110 error. and the program lo3ded. In 
other case I wa., not '>O lucky. (Perhap'> I 
should have cleaned and demagnetized the 
heads before trying to CSAVE programs.) 

There are some things that might happen 
for which there is no solution other than to 
ret) pe the program: a defective tape '>ec­
tion. a power failure or voltage change. an 
un"'anted noi e signal or a di connected 
cable. To counter orne of the e effects. 
make two saves of a program when !laving 
it to tape. Also con.,ider u!.ing two tape'\ for 
each program - if !.Omething happens to 
one ..ave. chances are that you can recover 
the econd. 

It i omctime., helpful to li!>ten for cx­
ccs'>ivenoi..eon the tape. To do thi!.. putt he 
tape into the recorder. pre s the Play bull on 
and enter the following command 

MOTOR ON 
AUDIO ON 

fu m up the volume and li ten to the sound . 
For the be t re ult , the ound hould be 
high in pitch and cryMal clear. You can 
udju<.t the head alignment by using a small 
jeweler's crewdriver in the hole ju t above 
the casc;cttc companment. However, any 
adjustments may cau ... e difficulties when 
you try to load older tapes: you may have to 
readjust the alignment for tho e tape!>. 

Another trick I ometime u e i to ave 
programs (at lea!>t one save) in ASCII ror­
mat. Then if a problem occur!., I can loud 
the progmm into Scupsit fl (a ROM-Pak­
based word proce~sor sold by Tandy). 
Scripsit u can usually load most of the 
ASCII· aved BASIC program, and I can edit 
any errors and '>ave the program to another 
tape.

S 
ince the ubject of this month 's 
issue i entertainment and games. 
let me share some thoughts about 
··play." When Tandy fi rst devel­
oped the Color Computer nnd 

people began to sec the power that was 
tored on its Motorola 6809 processor, they 

cha ti ed Tandy for developing a "game 
machine .. when the computer wa capable 
of so much more. 

Some of the most popular games in the 
early days of the PC world did (and some 
till do) have what is affectionately known 

as a .. bo s creen.'" If the bos walks into 
your office. you press a key combination 
and a fake spreadsheet appears o it looks 
like you are working. 

On one occa ion when I went to vi it my 
accountant.I happened to look at the recep­
tionist· s computer screen. I was somewhat 
urprised to see ' he was not doing anything 

more accountingly than playing a hot game 
of Mah Jongg while answering the tele­
phone~. 

Games and entertainment and play eem 
to have a bad rap. This is too bad. 

When I w~ a Little kid. my big treat on 
Sunday was my father driving me to the 
corner drug store. where I was able to buy 
a dollar's worth of comic books. ln those 
days. that meant 10 comic books. and that 
would be enough to keep me busy most of 
the day. 

The Walt Disney characterio were runong 
my favorites. e pecially Donald Duck. But 
what would surprise my father the most. I 
think. is thnt I actually learned things from 
those comic book!>. Some time during the 
week, we would all be eating dinner and I 
would add some fact or another. My father 
would alway a!>k me where I teamed that. 
and I would always tell him from a comic 
book. He would usually dismiss that with a 
Statement tO the general effeCt that J Wah 

trying to en ure a continuing supply of 
comic book!> on Sunday. 
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One night my fat her"s bos!>. Mr. Wid­
dcrs. came to dinner and. s ince my father 
worked for Remington Rand - which sold 
computers. a relatively new business buck 
then - talk that evening tumed from busi­
ness to science to, 
omehow, time 

travel. I remarked how dangerous time travel 
might be, ince someone going back in time 
might inadvertently destroy something that 
would affect things in the future. 

Mr. Widder remarked what an astound­
ing tatement rhat was from a kid of seven 
or so and asked me where r came up with it. 
··From a Captain Marvel comic book," I 
told him. In one single stroke, I suppo e I 
ensured my comic book supply for all the 
Sundays to come. 

The point of all this is that the 
comic books, a form of play, con­
tained a lot of interesting and educa­
tional material. Disney's Donald 
Duck wandered off to all sorts of 
places, and readers found out the name 

of the capital of Argentina or the high­
e 1 mountain in the European Alps 

when they went along. 
So, too, with computer entertainment. 
Many adventure games teach us all about 

the power of logical thinking and reason­
ing. Often. too. we learn interesting facts 
and information when these game are set 
in real-world locations. How many of us 
have learned more about astronomy. not by 
reading a book, but by playing a game about 
space exploration? 

TheCarme11 Sandi ego series of games is 
brimming with educational infommtion, of 
cour e. And the players don't seem to mind 
learning it while they solve the puzzles. 
Similarly, there are a ho t of imulations 
that teach a whole lot of things about a 
ubject. You have to masrer the subject to 

win the game. 
Sometime this learning is somewhat 

overt. like in the Carmen Sandiego series, 
but sometimes it i.s much les so. a with 
The Microscopic Mission. Much of what is 
in Mission is fact, from anatomical and 
disease names to processes of the human 
body. 

The Jist could continue for a long while. 
but the bask theme here is that games are 
usually educationa.l in nature - even the 
war games. many of which require a great 
deal of knowledge about hi tory. 

lf omeone in your hou e wants a game, 
don't just di miss it. Games and entertain­
ment often lead the way to knowledge.

he 6iitl00 microprocessor has 
been around a long time. 
While orne 68000-bru cd ma­
chine arc known in the per­
sonal computer market (Atari. 

Macinto h, Amiga). the microproce or 
provides computing power for numerous 
induo;trial applications. and there is a flood 
of such machines operating in that market. 
And whcrca'l the Atari. Macimosh and 
Amiga uo,c their own operating y terns. 
mduc;rrial uc;c., for the 6~ooooflen rely on the 
OS-9 operating c;y tern. It i~ true the other 
machine" arc capable of nanning OS·9. but 
the operating o;ystem has not caught on in 
those areas of the market. OS·9 is a natural 
pan of the CoCo market. and by exten ion 
-.hould work very well a CoCo u ers de­
cide to opt for more power. 

This is not to say other "indu try-in­
tended'' machine!> cannot be u ed by end 
uo,ers for per.,onal purpo e . However. 
prohibiti ve hardware and c;oftware co t 
(de!.igned for the indu trial market) are part 
of the rea!ton many have not ventured there 
for computing satisfaction. Interacti ve 
Media Sy~tems, Inc. (IMS) i<> working to 
delivera relatively inexpensive 68000-bascd 
computer that i\ Ul>er-friendly and is de-
igned for perwnal use (though it can be 

u ed well in many other applications). 
The MWI from IMS is built around the 

Phillips/Signetics 68070 microprocessor (a 
68000-compatible chip) and the 66-no Video 
and System Controller. Re~pectively. the e 
chips provide affordable 16·bit power and a 
platform for application development that 
can result in some very llser-friendly appl i­
cations for per.,onal enjoyment, bu incss 
purpose!. and everything in-between. 
Indeed. L\15 i putting a lot of effon into the 
development of good application<> software 
that make'> the "1Wl useful from the tan . 

Because of unfor.-seen production 
problem .IMS has chosen for the time being 
to ship the MWI c1rcuit board<; and cases lb 

a ki t to be assembled by the end user. 
Therefore we 'II be working from the ground 
up as we discu!>s the computer. 

A embling the MM/1 
The MM/1 we received for evaluation 

included all board and cable . the case and 
power supply. a 3Y.!-inch high..<:Jensit) flopp} 
drive, a 45-Meg SCSI hard drive. three 
megabytes of RA\.1 and a Chicony keyboard. 
tMS also provided an installation guide 
giving tep-by- tep instructions for as em­
bling the computer. 

Assembling the \<t\1/1 component into a 
working computer takes le ~ than 30 mm­
utes. You must first mount the CPU board in 
the case and connect cable' for the Re!tet 
button. the pov.er indicator. the !.peaker and 
the floppy dnve. Next. you llll>tall and 
connect the flopp} drive. Alter thl'> i<; fin· 
ic;hed. you are m~tructed to connect a 
monitor and boot the ystem. (TI1e 1\IM/1 
CP board contains one megabyte of sys­
tem memory. and the computer works line 
a a floppy-based y tem using only Lh1 
pan of the motherboard et.) The installa­
tion guide provides trouble!>hooting idea-. 
in the event the computer does not work at 
this point. 

When you are sure the computer boot!'!. 
you can proceed to in tall the 1/0 board. 
which mount on top of the CPU board. II 
you plan to in!>tall the extra two megabytes 
of RAM. you must place a jumper on the CPU 
board before mounting the 110 board. There 
are two SI~M sockets on the 1/0 board to 
hold the extra memory. 

The CPL. and 1/0 board are electroni­
cally connected by what IMS refers to a the 
\il inibus. This small circuit board has two 
connector<; for the power suppl) and two SO. 
pin header connectors for mounting the 
motherboard set. Because the individual 
hole in the 50-pin connectors don't have 
bevelled edges (at least on our MM/1 ). 
mounting the Minibu and the t/0 board are 
the most difficult part of assembling the 
M\1/1. The pin~ on the CP and 110 boards 
mu<>r be perfectly aligned with the holes in 
the connectors. and getting all tOO pins to 
line up at the ame time is not eru.y. 

After the 110 board is installed. all that 
remain is to connect the parnllel-pon cable 
and mount the DB-25 connector to the rear of 
the case. (You can install the hard drive and 
connect it SCSI cable at thb time.) Once 
again you arc instructed to tum the com­
puter on and boot OS-9 to en<,ure aJJ is in 
working order. 

All in all, assembling the MWI i ea y 
and take:. very linle time. And the installa­
tion guide covers most everything you need 
to know to get the MM/1 running properly.

The M"1/t motherboard et has connec­

tors for video. two serial port . one parallel 

pon. a keyboard. n joystick and ~ound. Ln 
addition to o;uppon circuitry. the CPL board 
hold one megabyte of RA\1, two sy'>tem 
R0"1~- the 6M070 microproce o;or (which runs 
at 1:1 \111z) and the 6(W70 Video and Syo;rcm 
Controller (vsc). 

The computer u~es a low-profile ca!>e 
that includes a 200-watt power !>upply. 
Dcspire rhe compact ize of the ca..c. there 
ic; a '>Urpri ing amount of room inside for 
di<;l. drives and cables. A with mo. t PC 
ca<,es, rhe case used for the M~l/1 can hold 
two 5~·inch. half-height drives and three 3~­
inch drives (two acces ible and one inter· 
nul ). though the power !.Uppl}' provide~ 
power connector; for only four devices. 

Currently the M\1/1 doc!> not include a 
driver for Microware 's univer~al di. k for­
mat. However. we have been told '>UCh a 
driver i in development. AI'>O the \1~1/1 
bool'> OS-9 from the floppy drive rather than 
from ROM or the hard drive. This i:. a minor 
inconvenience. necessary at tht time be­
cauc;e of the wide array of configuratiOn!. 
tor the W•t/1. We consider thi a minor 
point. 

The MM/1 provide analog-RGB video 
via a DB-9 connector mounted on the CPU 
board. (All connector and pon are acce -
siblc through a custom backplate mounted 
to the case.) The computer we rccci ved ''as 
..et for- usc with a morutor thai -;yncs at 15.75 
Kttz; the Tandy CM-11 and imilar Magnavox 
monitor; work well. We u ed an adapter. 
available from l~ts. to connect our CM·ll to 
the computer. 

Jumpers on the CPU board allow you to 
..et the \1,1/t for u e with just about any 
analog-RGB monitor. We u cd a C\1-8. but 
the computer is alc;o capable of working 
with MultiSync monitors. It al o uppom 
both compo ite and TTL monochrome 
monitors. providing a co t effective way of 
gelling taned. 1\tS offers cables that work 
with the MM/1 for mo t monitors. 

The \1M/I u el. a 2a.bit paleue controller 
thar. depending on crcen re<,olution. al· 
low!> the selection of either 16 or 256 color~ 

from a palette of 16.7 million colors. In 
conjunction with the vsc. thi !letup lets the 
M\1/1 decode Rl 1 graphic image in real­
tirne(on-thc-ny) without CPU intervention. 
This is great for canoon animation. game 
and instructional o;ofrware. 

The interlaced video supponed by the 
vsc chip look!> crisp on the C\.1-8. Whi le 
interlaced video doc result in noticeable 
-.creen flicker (a monitor with longpho por 
per'>i'itence may help eliminate thi~). it i 
uc;cfu l and panicularly advantageou for 
viewing graphic.; images. It io; possible to

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color . In addi tion. the overscan/interlaced 
mode ~uppon~ up to 720-hy-4110 (in 16 col­
ors)-all vic;ihle on a C'M-11 monitor.

One of the \1\1/t 'c; serial pone; ic; located 
on the CPL. board. Thi., port. /tO. ic; a gen­
eral-purpoc;e ..erial port and can be U'>Cd to 
communicate with modems or terminate; 
(via a null-modem adapter). We had no 
problem communicating in either <;etup via 
thi port. 

The c;econd '>erial port . /t2. is mounted

(JIMHARRJSON) ordered a replacement 
keyboard PIA for his CoCo 3 from National 
Parts and received a regular 68B21 chip! He 
was rather suprised. a::. was 1 when he told 
me of it. But he tried the chip in his CoCo 3. 
and it appears to work.ju t fine. Thu . whi le 
I am not at all sure what is ·pecial about the 
chip Tandy supplies as the keyboard PIA for 
the CoCo 3. I can tell you rhat Jim !Iarri­
son · s experience is that a 6882 1 works fine 
as a replacement.

A Commodore computers often end 
data to the printer via a Commodore-

only varient of RS-232 protocol. More spe­
ci fi ca II y. older Commodore computers and 
printer (and modems) communicated via a 
5-pin DLN connector that carried RS-232 sig­
nals at TIL voltage levels. lfyour printcrhas 
a 5 pin DIN connector. it likely is one of 
those printers custom produced for u c with 
the Commodore. If you are a hacker. you 
can fix this by adding level-converter chip 
(either Max 232. or 1488 and 1489 line driver: 
and receivers) to appropriate line on the 
interface to tum the Commodore-only se­
rial interface into a general-purpose RS-2.12 
interface. Alternatively. if your printer has 
a parallel port (and assumjng you know the 
DlP switch etting to activate Lhat port), you 
can u c a serial-to-parallel converter with 
your CoCo 3. 1l1e argument against using a 
eriaJ-to-parallcl converter is that such 

converters cost about S50 or more. The 
argumentftJr u~ing uch a convener is that 
mo t printer now available include paral­
lel interface . and whatever prinler you buy 
in t11e futurefor yourCoCo3 will also likely 
require such a converter.

A I recommend using what is called a 
" non-handshaking'' null -modem 

cable. This cable involves only three wires 
between the two computers, plus some extra 
jumpers on the connectors that go to each 
computer. Between the two computers, 
connect Pin 7 of one to Pin 7 of the other, 



and Pin 2 of each computer to Pin 3 of the 
other computer. ow. connect together pins 
6, 7 and 20 of the connector at each end of 
the cable. Also short pins 4 and 5 together 
at each end of the cable. You now have a 
null-modem cable that should work fine for 
file transfers. I have used such a cable for 
the tran fer of many megabytes of data 
between my CoCo and PC-eompatible .

.A. The Magnavox KCM(I52 and SC\11762 
A usc exactly the same circuit board as 
the Magnavox 8CM515. However. the cir­
cuit board i not ru. fully populate.<!. Roughly 
50 components, all having to do with the 
RGB analog input. are left out. This include 
the 6-pin DIN connector and a large number 
of resistors, transistors, diodes and capaci­
tors. Interestingly the total cost oft he miss­
ing component i understo(excluding the 
6-pin DIN connector). In fact . if you are a 
patient and dedicated tinkerer. and if you 
have the service manual for that line of 

Magnavox monitors (available from Mag­
navox for about SI S), you can determine 
exactly what pan arc mi sing (the ilk 
screening on the circuit board helps a lot). 
When you add all the miss ing component . 
you'll get, in effect, a Magnavox IICM515 

monitor. 
I actually did this for Howard Medical 

on one occasion when they were investigat­
ing what wa involved in doing just such a 
conversion. It tum out the conversion is 
possible. and the pans co 1 is quite low 
(re i tors and mall- ignal diodes cost about 
a penny apiece at mo~t electronic supply 
hou es. and the required gcneral-purpo e. 
c;mall-signal transistors are about 15 cent 
each). However. the conversion is rather 
tediousandtimecon uming. You must fir t 
remove the older from over a hundred 
hole on the wave- oldered circuit board. 
then add the required components. with 
careful reference to a com pari on of the 1 wo 
schematic diagrams. Note that you will not 
fill in all the mi ing component . a some 
of the missing component<> on an 8CM(I72 
relate ro a mis ing (and unneeded) comb 
filte r or to other minor differences between 
it and the J!CM515 that do not need to be 
rectified. Ju 1 add only tho e component!> 
that are pan of the analog input circuitry 
and that appear on the c;chematic for the 

SC:Vt515 but not on the schematic for the 
SC\ 1862. This include ome video-input 
component and some extra power supply 
circuitry.

II'\ ignal (Logic I or High) on the RTS 
(request to send) line before they can !>end 
data. Most of these older modem!> have a 
source of ~12 volts on Pin 9. So. just pull up 
Pin 4 (RTS) of the modem. possibly by 
merely tying it to Pin 9 of your modem (if 
Pin 9 is in fact a source of8 to 12 volts). This 
is not likely to be a problem using the Tandy 
RS·232 Pak, but it could be a problem if you 
arc u ing the 4-pin erial port or if you are 
u ing a Disto or CoCoPRO! RS·2J2 pak that 
docs not upporr CTS and RTS line .

The Graph menu allow you to impon 
any PMOOE picture aved in binary format. 
Once placed on creen, a picture can be 
cropped or u ed as-is. You can also load 
clip nrt under the Graph menu. 

The Fill menu provides ~evernl options 
for fill ing object . Select Paint and a mall 
dialog box appears with different paint 
pattern that cycle as you move the mouse 
up or down. It take a lirtle while roger the 
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right pressure to move up or down just one 
pattern. Boxfill allows you to select a pat­
tern. then create a fUied box on the drawing 
screen. The Patterns choice provides you 
with 48 patterns to use as stamp~. They 
cannot be used to paint object . They are 
mainly for use as brush optiOnl>: I would 
like to see them be used as paint options. 

The last pull-down menu option is the 
5t2K choice. A 512K CoCo has two extra 
pages to work with. and you select them via 
thi menu. One sugge tion i to ul>e Page I 
as your composition page and use pages 2 
and 3to hold fonts or clip an. You can copy 
from any page to any otJ1er page. The Batch 
function allows you to impon larger por­
tions of ASCII text. making them tlow onto 
page~ 2 and 3. 

The fi nal function found on the menu 
bar is Scroll/View-when you clicl..on this 
choice, the fra me di appears and you can 
see the entire page, navigating via mouse.

The left side of the frame contains 
ba ic drawing primitives. Here you lind 
icons for diagonal. horizontal or ven ical 
lines, circle , boxes. polygons. ruys. line 
width choices and a tr-.J..c;h can.

The screen-slide 
icon provides you with choices on moving 
or sliding the screen to see hidden areac;. 

The right side of the fmme contains 
icons for movement. The solid up and down 
arrows at the top and the bollom of the icon 
bar . croll quickly tO the lOp or boll om half 
of the page (you only see one half of the 
page on!.creen at a time.) The two ~olid 

arrows <.,croll the :.creen in eight-pixel in­
crements. The double up and down arrow!. 
once again allow you to scroll up or down 
but at a di fferent speed. 

I have only a few minor sugge!.tions to 
improve Clfl Pages£- I would like to see 
the changes in Version 2.5 listed in an up­
graded manual. The addendum is a big 
help. but some of the examples are no 
longer valid. due to the 2.5 update. My only 
other criticism i-; not of the program itself. 
but one due to the environment in which I 
work. I'm used to laser-printed output and 
my nine-pin dot matrix printer j ust doesn't 
stack up. Clll Pages£ gives CoCo users a 

strong desktop-publishmg base - wouldn't 
the output look great on a Ia er printer?

The length of the firs t memory module is 

obtained at Offset $0226. Also the BASia>9 
procedure created (Offset S034S through 
S04B3) uses a FOR loop (Off et S041 E) to 
reproduce exactly that many bytes- FOR 
count-1 TO I ength.
