I have no­
ticed in some of your programs that the" is 
used. Is there another key on the CoCo 3 
that replaces it?

The A symbol is called a caret. It is used 
by computers to denote a variable or number 
raised to a power. For example, X"2 means 
"square the value stored in Variable X." 
The CoCo uses an up-arrow symbol to 
denote the caret, but printers accurately 
print the actual character. To generate a 
caret, simply press the up arrow key. 

The Trouble with Home Publisher . .. 
Editor : 

I am having a problem with Tandy's 
Home Publisher. What appears on the screen 
is not what I get on the printer. If I select 80 
characters per line, I get 60. If I select 60, I 
get 40. No matter what point size I choose, 
the printer gives me the next larger size. I 
have written to Tandy and received a cor­
rected driver disk, but I'm getting the same 
results. I wrote to Tandy again and was 
informed that there is no problem with the 
program. I have visited my local Radio 
Shack stores without results. 
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
