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Software Review:
CoCo Family
Recorder 1.1

What itis: Family Recorder isa
CoCo 3 Basic version ofa popular MS-
DOS genealogy program,

The need: Since the making of
the movie “Roots”, more pcople have
become aware of their emotional need
to know just who they are and where
they came from. We are suddenly aware
of the many questions we did not ask
our grandparents and how much we
did not listen when they took the time
to talk with us. Into this need comes
FARNA Systems withthe CoCo Family
Recorder. FARNA Systemshas written
an easy to use genealogy program that
has some very nice features.

The package: When I received
Family Recorder, the package
contained two disks, one with the full-
featured program and one with a
truncated “demo” version. The full-
featured program requires two drives
while the demo uses only one drive.
The disks are 35-track, single-sided.
The directory is encrypted and the
program is run by typing DOS
<enter>. The programs are densely
packed and cannot be modified without
an advanced knowledge of BASIC
and excellent understanding of these
intricate programs. This is why the
author put the protection scheme on
the directory. The scheme would only
slow down a person that has the skill to
madify the program but would stop an
unqualified person cold.

The documentation is only 14
pages. It is complete and relatively
accurate. Although 1 did study the
documentation, ! do not think it is
necessary to do more than read it. The
program is menu driven and anyone
conversant enough in both genealogy
and computers to want to purchase the
program should know what to do.

One undocumented
improvement 1 found in the
documentation deals with setting the
printer’s baud rate and disk drive
stepping rate. On page six, the
documentation says the default baud
rate is 600. When it came up on my
screen, the program defaulted to 2400
baud and a 6ms step rate on the disk
drives. Also, provisionshave now been
madeto change baud rates “onthe fly”.

Onebug found: Whenl changed
the baud rate 1o 9600, 1 just got garbage
on my DMP-130A printer. I could not
get anything to print until I rebooted
the program and set the switch on the
serial/paralle]l converter to 2400 baud.
This is the first time in six years that [

~ have touched the converter. 1 had no

clue as to why this program did not
print normally on my equipment, so |
called the author and asked him. He
said the problem was in a loop which
ran the program at 2MH/ and then cut
10 1 MHz for I/O tunctions. He said the
problem had been corrected as soon as
it was noticed and they are presently

* shipping only corrected copies.

Setting upthe program: Family
Recorder runs on two 35-track drives.

. That is all it can use. If you have

ADQOS, C-DQS, or some other DOS
that allows double-sided 40- or 80-
track drives, forget it. You will have to
disable all the extra tracks to format a
new disk and do a backup. While on
the phone with the author, 1 asked if
Family Recorder could be writien to
take advantage ot larger disks. His
answer was that the limitation was

- caused by the CoCo’s limit of 32K for

BASIC. The program could be used
with a bigger BASIC or 512K BASIC
(with minor changes), but it will most
likely work okay for you as it is. The
author has traced his father’s side of
the tamily back to the mid-1600’s, and
there is still a lot of room on a 35-track
disk. The authoris adding a note to the

. documentation that it is generally best

1o trace one side ot a family per disk.

Using a “flippy” disk, you could put
the husband’s family on one side and
the wife s family on the other. Different
disks are used to record persons,
marriages,and indexes. Alarge family
could use up a box of disks.

Overall appearance: Family
Recordermust be runonan 80-column
monitor. On my CM-8, the screen
comes up white with dark letters. I
prefer light on dark because I feel that
1 get less radiation froma black screen.
This is not optional on version 1.1 of
Family Recorder.

[t would be nice if there were a
“CONE'IG/BAS” programwhich would
generatea “CONFIG/DAT” filetoallow
preset defaults to be loaded by Family
Recorder. With a CONFIG/DAT file,
one couldcustomize notonly the startup
baud rawe and stepping rate, but could
turn on and off such things as sound
and key click, select screen color and
font, and do other personal things.

The input screens are laid out
logically, but I was a bit distracted
becausethere wasnothingon the screen
to signal that data would be inputto a
field or would be printed in that field.
Instead of using a colon to show where
the screen gets input or prints data, a
colon is used to end all lines. For
instance, on a portion of the PERSON
screen, it may say:

Person’s Father:
Record-number: 3

Name: BESHERSE, Scolomon
Delbert

When you input your father’s
number (if previously defined) on line
two, his name appears on line three.
The first line gets no input and prints no
data. The first line would look more
like a title if it were indented a bit and
followed by a hyphen or nothing.
Maybe someone else would not find
this distracting, but I do.

Special features: A very nice

feature of Family Recorderisthe ability
to get a hardcopy of any data screen.
With the print-screen feature, you can
easily and quickly hand out data sheets
at tfamily gatherings to verify
information.

Menu selection #13 prints an
information collection sheet. It gives
an option of Tandy or Epson codes and
does a nice job printing in bold. This
not only makes it easy to read but it
comes through clearly on a photocopy
machine.

There is a chance for confusion
forthe personfillingin the sheet because
it is not clear where they are to put in
information and where the genealogist
enters his record numbers. If FARNA
would put all record number entries in
brackets [ |, it should be sufficient to
put a note on the bottom of the page

saying, in etfect, “Blanks enclosed in
brackets, ke this |, will be filled in by
the pencalogist” The person filling in
the information sheet would not know
the record numbers assigned to their
grandparents, yet FARNA Systems
wisely put a space for this information
on the data collection sheet. With a
note to eliminate the potential
confusion, the form would be perfect.

Does the prograniwork?: ltsure
does, and at a great price. The
suggestions 1 have made for possible
improvement seem simple tome and |
feet they would make the program
better. They would not even change
the feel of the program. Maybe I am
just picking nits from my grits, but I
think programmable detaults make
everyone happier.

Final Note: Tor scveral years
now [ have wondered where 1 was
going to find a program to rrace my

own family’s ancestry. Since my wite
and I are both descended from the
same Indian Tribe in Mississippi, [
would like to find out just how closely
ourtamiliesare related, Well, thesearch
for a program is over. I will use the
information sheet to be gathering data
andentering it onthe CoCo 3. Sincethe
present program is data compatible
with the MS-DOS version, I am
confident that when FARNA Systems
ports Family Recorder 10 Basic(9 (in
the works), T will be able to continue
using the same program and not lose
my CoCo 3 generated data! $24.95 +

Dear CoCo user,

We hope that you and yours had the happiest of holidays, and we join you in looking forward to a
brand new year. Unfortunately, the outlook at CoCoPRO! is not as bright as we would hope. As many of you
know, CoCoPRO! is a “mom & pop” business, solely operated by Nancy & myself (with the assistance of a
part-time technician). Over the last three years, CoCoPRO! has been the only company in the world dedi-
cated solely to supporting the CoCo. All of the other fine vendors in the marketplace over this period
have either run their businesses part-time, or served other computer markets for their main source of
income, while putting limited time into CoCo support. We believed strongly enough in the strength of the
CoCo Community to devote full-time effort to supporting it, and depended on it solely for our livelihood.

During this time, we saw the dwindling support elsewhere, and channeled our energies and resources
into both introducting sevral new products, as well as “picking up the slack”, by making sure that many
hardware and software products would continue to be available after being dropped by their original produc-
ers (such as Slotpaks, IBM Keyboard interfaces, etc.).

We also thought it to be quite important that national CoCo conferences continue to be held, and
stepped into the void left by the discontinuance of the Rainbowfests by organizing and promoting the first
three CoCofests (in conjunction with CoCo-supporting clubs). We are quite pleased that this resulted in a
stronger feeling of self-sufficiency within the Community, by showing that large CoCo conventions could be
successfully organized by smaller organizations and clubs; we are doubly pleased that this “new tradition”
continues, with no less than three regional fests currently being organized by CoCo clubs for this year.

Unfortunately, it appears that the time has come for us to find another means with which to keep a
roof over our heads. 1992 was a year of both personal and financial setbacks for us, and revenues for the
holiday season, despite widespread promotion and deep discounting, were quite disappointing; medical bills,
author royalties and other business debts are unpaid, and efforis to develop other part-time revenue sources
so that we could continue to run CoCoPRO! as a full-time operation have not yet borne fruit. In short,
CoCoPRO! needs your help.

Despite the tone of this letter thus far, we’re not asking for charity however; we've devised a plan in
which everyone wins.
